Scope of the Project:

1. Initial Information about the Project:

a. The courtroom currently seats 50 people and this is to be maintained.

b. Current audience seating is theatre-style. Program is to provide new seating at
the audience area. Preferably bench style seating. All other seating will remain.
St. Tammany Parish has some very interesting bench seating. Designer should
get information on that project.

c. Moisture is coming through the masonry walls, especially on the east side and
behind the Judge’s bench. The exterior of the building needs to be
waterproofed but is not in the budget for this project.

d. The courtroom has a brownish clay tile base and the seating area flooring is an
old sheet vinyl. The rest of the space has carpet.

e. Paint all walls and the tile base.

f. May want to strip the insides of the exterior walls and cover with cement board.

g. Replace the low plastic laminate divider railing with something nice. Provide a
swinging gate on each side. Move railing toward the south so that it will bypass
the door to the Judge’s chambers. Redesign the jury box to make it ADA
compliant.

h. Leave space for wheelchair parking within the public area.

i. Provide new window treatments on north wall in courtroom if budget allows.

j- Provide carpet for the general seating area. May want to use vinyl plank around
the perimeter.

k. The condition of the ceiling is fine. A couple of panels need to be changed in
the Judge’s office. Owner will change these.
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|. Refinish the front of the Judge’s platform and expand and improve on the court
reporter’s desk. Consult with Shirley Buckle.

m. The juror’s platform has 2 step-ups and there is electric power under the floor.
The first step-up could be eliminated for handicapped accessibility with only the
second platform elevated.

n. Counsel’s table will need data and power. Wiring is currently running it from the
wall through a rubber duct walk-over conduit on the floor.

0. Build a work station for the minute clerk and the bailiff. Area needs storage;
shelving; drawers for files, pencils and supplies. Keyboard should be on slide-
out tray to free-up desk space. The countertop needs to be higher for leg
clearance. Wiring needs to be concealed. Provide grommets in top. See Div. C
set-up.

p. Possibly to the left rear of the bailiff and minute clerk, in the corner to the right
of the column, a storage cabinet could be placed with adjustable shelves; make
about 24” — 30” wide and the depth about two inches deeper than the column.

q. Improve the wall behind the judges’ bench including the windows and lower
portion. Make wall more attractive.

r. The witness stand will stay as it is with slight improvements.
s. Consider blocking off the witness area from the jury area with a low wall.

t. Judge’s Chambers:

i. The public restroom within the Judge’s chambers needs to be
improved. Eliminate one stall, provide new plumbing fixtures,
provide new countertop with lavatory and generally improve on the
space. Check on the width of the door for accessibility. Provide
storage cabinetry.

ii. Change all of the carpet, paint all walls and refinish the doors and
frames.

iii. In the Jury Deliberation Room, may want to have carpet in % of the
room and then possibly have vinyl tile from the restroom into the
corridor and then around the perimeter of the coffee cabinetry.

u. Judge’s Office:

I. New, Nice carpet and paint walls/base.

i. The book shelf on the west side has a raw end on the right
side; refinish by painting.

iii. In the restroom, provide new fixtures and cabinetry. The
existing toilet is in good condition but does not always flush
properly. Chris said this is probably due to a water-pressure
issue within the building.
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iv. The existing cabinetry on the north wall is to remain as it is.

V. Change the door from the Judge’s office to his bench with a
new solid core door without louvers. Provide sound stripping
around the perimeter.

Vi. Provide new window shades if budget allows.

Vil. This general area has painted wood bases and has both
painted wood and metal door frame

v. Waiting Room:

i. Use a good quality, nice carpet in this area. Generally
improve on the reception window including the electrical
panel and window.

il Improve the general appearance of this room.
