AREGULARMEETING OF THE LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL, PARISH OF LAFOURCHE,
STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, JANUARY 26,2010 AT 5:00 P.M.,
HELD AT THE MATHEWS GOVERNMENT COMPLEX, 4876 HIGHWAY 1, MATHEWS,
LOUISIANA.

The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by Mr.
Daniel Lorraine, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the transaction
of business at 5:00 p.m.

Proceedings of the meeting were called to order with the following:

Chairman Lorraine announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Fertitta. The Council then
recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Jones.

Due to technical difficulties, the entire meeting was not audibly recorded, so the minutes reflect the
notes that were taken by the Council Clerk and the Assistant Council Clerk.

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES

The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the January 12, 2010
Regular Session meeting. A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, and carried
by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.

PRESENTATIONS
The next item (2) on the agenda was the Lafourche Parish Recreation District No. 8 Director,
Robert Landry to present an annual report. Mr. Landry began by naming the Board members and then
presented his report in detail to the Council. Mr. Toups then thanked Mr. Landry for a job well done.

The next item (3) on the agenda was the Lafourche Parish Fire Protection District No. 9 Board
Chairman, Harris Griffin to present an annual report. Mr. Griffin began his report by stating the Board’s
accomplishments and then briefed the Council on same. Mr. Toups thanked Mr. Griffin, stating that they
have done great work, and to keep it up.
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QUESTIONS FOR THE ADMINISTRATION

The next item on the agenda was of any questions for the Administration. Mr. Doucet questioned
President Randolph in regards to the work being done in Road Sales Tax District 2, saying that there were
difficulties, in that they were not being notified of such, especially with the Work Orders. He asked if there
was a way to be notified of busted culverts in the area, how was the Administration being made aware of
it, and if that would be taken care of. President Randolph replied by explaining the process of doing so,
saying that it would indeed be fixed. Discussion then ensued in regards to further clarifications.

Mr. Fertitta questioned President Randolph in regards to the catch basins in the Country Club,
having big gaps; asking President Randolph if that was being looked into. President Randolph replied by
saying that she would.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S)

The next item on the agenda was of any Administrative reports. President Randolph stated that
they did not have any reports to be given at that time.

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From this recital of the praovision of the act it is apparent that the
Act of the Legislature decrees a partition, and assigns a part of the
property held in common to one of the Legislature has some analogy to
the Act of 1841 by which the Legislature declared the Clinton and Port
Hudson railroad with all its fixtures, slaves, and appurtenances, &c.
forfeiture was a judicial act and the Act of the Legislature was in that
respect unconstitutional. It is not less a judicial act to settle by proper
evidence the right of parties to state their accounts, change either with
the payment of debts, and allot to each his just portion of the common
effects and to decree each to be the owner of the part assighed him in
full ownership. See Perry et al v. The commissioners of the Clinton and
Port Hudson Railroad Company, 11 Rob. 413.

If that portion of the Act 1864 making a partition between these
companies is unconstitutional, all of the residue of the same, which takes
from the companies any of the franchises, and particularly that part
which takes companies right to construction locks and receive toll upon
Bayou Black is unconstitutional as impairing the cbligation of a contact.
Montpelier Academy v. George, 14 L. R. 395 [33 Am Dec. 585].

The conclusions to which we have arrived in regard to the Act of
1846 are in accordance with the subsequent action of the Legislature and
executive department.

There is nothing to show that the Lafourche and Terrebonne
Navigation Company ever attempted, after the union of the two
companies, to have been elected as the agents of both companies. And so
it was understood in 1846, as we have already shown, for the Legislature

attempted in that Act to provide for a separate election of officers for

“the Lafourche and Terrebonne Navigation Company and to reinstate that

company as a distinct corporation. See 4™ sec. of Act of 1846. If so the
board of Directars elected under the title if the Barataria and Lafourche
Canal Company were at that time exercising the functions of offers of the
joint company.
This brings us to the consideration of the
*137
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last proposition of plaintiffs counsel, viz., that the Barataria and
Lafourche Canal Company did not and could not transfer the right to build
locks and levy tolls on Bayou Black to the defendant.

We know of no law which prevents a corporation from leasing
portions of its works or even causing some of its workers to build with an
understanding with the contractor that he shall be permitted to
reimburse him self by the receipt of the tolls arising from the same. The
contractor in such case becomes the agent of the company, and it is
responsible for his acts. Rabassa v. Orleans Navigation Company, 5 L. R.
462 [25 Am. Dec. 200].

On the question whether the Barataria and Lafourche canal
company did actually authorize the defendant to build the locks and
collect tolls; the proof is meager; but we think this issue also, under the
peculiar circumstance of this case, ought to be determined in favor of the
defendant.

The company is cited in warranty by the defendant and has not
repudiated his acts. The works done by him on the line of the
improvement of the company are so considerable, and so obvious, that it
cannot be supposed that they were done without the knowledge and
consent of said company Moreover Lang, one of the original plaintiffs in
this suit, whilst he had the principal management of their joint
plantation, took such an active interest in including the defendant to
undertake these heavy work and make these large expenditures, that
plaintiffs ought not, in the absence of all proof to the contrary, be

permitted to deny that the defendant was authorized by the proper

authority to build the lock.

We do not understand the plaintiff to complain that defendant
charges a higher rate of toll than allowed by the acts of incorporation,
but to contend that he is not entitled to maintain the locks, which he has
built, nor collect any toll.

It is, therefore, ordered, adjudged and decree by the court that
the judgment of the lower court be avoided and reversed, and that there
be judgment in favor of the defendant, which cost of both courts,
reserving to the plaintiffs, and Apelles the right, if any they have, to
contest the legality of the tolls charged by the defendant.
