The Lafourche Parish Office of Community Action Agency (CAA) Volunteer Income
Tax Assistance (VITA) program prepares free returns for low- to moderate-income
individuals in the Lower and Central Lafourche areas who cannot afford '
professional services for the preparation of their Federal und State income taxes.

WAP (Weatherization Assistance Program)

The Weatherization Assistance Program (WAP) is designed to reduce the energy
consumption of low-income households, making utility bills more affordable. {r does
this by making free energy-efficiency improvements for income-eligible households.
Services may include attic, wall, blower-door testing for air leakages and heating
system repairs or replacements. The program also identifies and repairs health,
safety and comfort-related problems common in older homes often occupied by low-
income families. These improvements are made with specialized diagnostic
equipment during energy audits. Of equal importance is the program’s success is
individualized client education.

IDA (Individual Development Account Program)

IDAs are dedicated savings accounts that allow low-income workers to save
earnings and acquire assels as a way out of poverty. Louisiana Asset Building
Initiative will provide participants assistance in increasing their assets. 1DAs have
proven to help move low-income workers out of poverty. It is the only program of its
kind whose success is dependent on the sacrifice and saving of participanis, thereby
ensuring their long-term success as productive citizens.

ANNUAL PROGRESS REPORT

The Lafourche Parish Juvenile Justice Facility’s 7/1/09 — 6/30/10 budget is
forecast to provide approximately $3,369,341 estimated revenues to fund services
anticipated to cost the Commission about $3,234,375,

The Facility mission remains to serve at-risk children and their families or to
provide for their long-term care, whatever is deemed in the best interest of the child.
In the year 2009, the facility’s Group Home Unit housed 12 residents. The Group
Home Unit is a long-term treatment center for abused or neglected children. The
unit can house 12 residents ages 10 to 18 years old. All residents are provided with
weekly education, physical activity, individual and group therapy. The Emergency
Shelter Unit housed 78 residents in 2009. This Unit serves abused or neglected
children from birth to 18 years old. The Emergency Shelter Unit is a temporary
shelter until residents can be placed in a suitable home. The Unit can accommodate
up to 15 girls and boys. The Detention Unit bad 202 intakes in 2009, This unit
houses 10 to 17 year olds who have been deemed by the courts to require secure
custody in a restricted facility.

The award winning A.C.E.S, program has been proudly serving Lafourche
Parish and the surrounding areas since 1993, A.C.E.S. has demonstrated the power
and adaptability of adventure learning by providing creative solutions to a number
of organizations, corporate, youth, school, residential and special interest groups. In
2006, the Association of Experiential Education recognized a member of the
A.C.E.S. staff as Practitioner of the Year, followed by the Organizational Challenge
Award in 2009,

Annual Budget Message

For the Proposed Budget, Fiscal Year July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010

The Louisiana Budget Act calls for a formal budget message to accompany the
submission of the.proposed budget for the coming fiscal year. The subject budget
message is organized to meet this mandate as well as to provide an objective
factual information base for the Commission and the public at large. It should be

noted that all other requirements of the Act have been met in budget preparation to
date. |

General

The Fiscal Year July 1, 2009 — June 30, 2010 budget is forecast to provide
approximately $3,369,341 estimated revenues to fund services anticipated to cost

the Commussion about $3,234,375, thereby producing a year-end unexpended fund
balance of about $134,966.00.

Please note that the available revenues reflect an increase in Ad Valorem Taxes,
Intergovernmiental — State of LA, Revenue Sharing, Experiential Therapy along
with adding Miscellaneous Revenue. However, Interest Earnings reflect a

decrease. Expenditures show an increase due to salaries and overall general
operation.

Recommendation

After a careful development of the proposed Fiscal Year July 1, 2009 — June 30,
2010 budget, it is my recommendation that the proposed budget be adopted.

ORDINANCE NO.

ORDINANCE APPROVING THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS
BIRECTORAFHEPARISHPRESIDENT-ORHERBESIGNEE TO APPROVE
ALL LAND DEVELOPMENT FOR PROPER DRAINAGE IN THE PARISH OF
LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA AND AUTHORIZING THE PARISH
PRESIDENT TO SIGN, EXECUTE AND ADMINISTER ANY AND ALL
RELEVANT DOCUMENTS.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Lafourche Parish Council, convened in Regular
Session on , that:

WHEREAS, this ordinance was sponsored for Administration by
Mr. Phillip Gouaux, Councilman, District 7; and

SECTION 1. Said Ordinance establishes an approval process for all land development
for proper drainage through the Department of Public Works or designated person by
Parish President, Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, and authorizes the approval
process.

SECTION 2. All drainage on Commercial sites shall be reviewed by Department of
Public Works and further study required if deemed necessary by the Department of
Public Works.

SECTION 3. There shall be a minimum of a 25(twenty-fivefoet) 15’ (fifteen foot)
drainage servitude plus the width of the ditch or as determined by Lafourche Parish
Department of Public Works for all land development for access to property by the
Department of Public Works.

SECTION 4. Rermanent Markers shall be placed on the servitude to divide the
development and/or lots. Fhe-markers-are-notto-beremoved: All Purchasers shall be
aware of the servitude when sold. Signage shall be purchased by the developer and
installed to read Department of Public Works Right of Way. This ordinance is being
established to prevent problems with drainage and access on property to be maintained by
the Department of Public Works.

SECTION 5. All culverts and catch basins shall follow requirements of the culvert
permit application pertaining to the last ordinance in effect.

SECTION 6. The Lafourche Parish Government Permits Department is to issue said
Enacted Ordinance to all developers.

SECTION 7. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance shall not be
permitted and assessed a fine of $ 1,000.00 for the first offense and $ 5,000.00 fine for
any and all additional violations.

SECTION 8. If any section, clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations
shall be held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not affect
any other section, clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations.
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
