Mr. Gouaux stated that he believed that this was moving along; in
that President Randolph, Parish Administrator Crystal Chiasson, and himself had spoken about the concern
in which he had, thus bringing it forth to Administration. He said that they were currently checking such
with the Engineers; hoping they could publicly have an update at the next Council meeting.

The next item (7) on the agenda was a question by Mr. Gouaux regarding the status of the
Barrios/Edna Pump Station consolidation. Mr. Gouaux stated that he had spoken to the North Lafourche
Levee District, in which he was told that they were waiting on the Parish; and he guessed that the Parish
was waiting on them. He said he thought they needed to move forward, selecting a location, and to start
searching for monies for this pump station. Mr. Gouaux expressed he would really like to get this moving.

Mr. Lorraine questioned if anybody could answer if Mr. Kenneth Feinberg would soon be
visiting Lafourche Parish or not. President Randolph replied as “Nope! | can’t answer the question.” Mr.
Lorraine then stated, “There’s more than a rumor out there, I think some of the people are getting ready to
possibly start picketing in front of the office in the Tenth Ward. | just thought I’d ask. I almost had him
here; but unfortunately he didn’t get here. Mrs. Randolph had eight months to get him here, and he’s never
come here, he’s come all around us. It’s unfortunate and sad that he can’t come to Lafourche, regardless of
where he goes. There’s some talk out there that you will probably be seeing some picketing pretty soon.”

Mr. Gouaux first stated that he had attended the last Civil Service meeting, in which they spoke
about emergency pay; in that he was concerned that the Civil Service Board was looking at trying to make
a decision at their next meeting. He then said, “I would like to ask the Administration to ask them to defer
it until we can get something brought to us, because they are looking for some guidance from us, and from
what | understand they trump us; but at least they are wanting to work with us, and we really need to
amend the ordinance in its current form.” President Randolph questioned Mr. Gouaux’s intent of such; in
which Mr. Gouaux expressed, “I think the emergency pay schedule that we passed is not truly a fair plan,
and it needs some tweaking, and they are looking for some guidance.” President Randolph then asked Mr.
Gouaux, “If we defer it, would you send those suggestions to us, so that we can incorporate them?” Mr.
Gouaux responded as to that he surely would.

Mr. Gouaux next questioned Administration in regards to a total emergency situation; being of the
Levees between Valentine and Larose; first saying that he was going to ask the Engineer that the North
Lafourche Levee District assigned to that project, but there were two spots that have failed. He said that a
month ago the North Lafourche Levee District assigned an Engineer to do some engineering work on such,
as an emergency type situation, to start immediately. Mr. Gouaux exclaimed that it has since been a month
and there was no activity out there, as of that afternoon; thus expressing that this was critical with the
hurricane season approaching. President Randolph replied by stating that she would send a message.
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ITEM 1
ENGINEERS AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S)

The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently on going, recently
completed or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish. No reports were
presented.

LEGAL ADVISOR REPORT

The next item on the agenda was to relinquish time to the Lafourche Parish Legal Advisor. No
one requested to speak.

Chairman Richard called for a motion to open a Public Hearing; in which Mr. Lorraine moved
and seconded by Mr. Gouaux; and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.

ORDINANCES FOR DISCUSSION AND RATIFICATION

The next item (8) on the agenda was an ordinance providing for a 2011 Supplemental
Appropriation (11-002) within the 2011 Operations and Maintenance Budget and the 2011 Capital
Budget to fund numerous repairs to the Cut Off Lift Bridge, Drainage Project for East 1st and 2nd
Streets, relocation of Clovelly Road, and relocation of LA 1 and Highway 24 Connection; and
authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said transactions as provided for by Article
VI of the Lafourche Parish Home Rule Charter. (This item was deferred at the January 25, 2011 Lafourche
Parish Council meeting.) A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet and seconded by Mr. Gouaux. Chairman
Richard asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on said ordinance. Hearing none,
Chairman Richard moved forward.

An amendment was made by Mr. Gouaux, to delete the following information: “relocation of
Clovelly Road, and relocation of LA 1 and Highway 24 Connection™, seconded by Mr. Lorraine, and
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays. A brief discussion ensued in regards to clarifications.

The amended ordinance then carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.

ORD. NO. 4890 SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION - REPAIRS/RELOCATIONS

The next item (9) on the agenda was an ordinance recognizing the Tacit Dedication of
Mockingbird Lane for a distance of seven hundred twenty-five feet (725’) and two hundred fifty feet
(250°) of Clement Lane extension off of Highway 304, Ward (6), District (2), in the Community of
Choupic; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer any and all relevant
documents. (This item was deferred at the February 8, 2011 Lafourche Parish Council meeting.) A motion
was offered by Mr. Delatte and seconded by Mr. Doucet. Chairman Richard asked three times if anyone
from the public wanted to speak on said ordinance. Hearing none, Chairman Richard moved forward.

Mr. Delatte first requested that the Councilmen read through the information provided in the
packets when they get a chance; saying that they did not have to vote on such at the current meeting. He
explained that in the packets there was a Servitude Agreement with a time limit on it, maps showing
Mockingbird Lane, signatures showing that the residents of Mockingbird Lane were served by the
Department of Public Works, and the Work Orders showing the work that was done on Mockingbird Lane.
Mr. Delatte then asked for questions and concerns to be presented to him by any Councilmen having any;
so that he could address such to the District Attorney, and to then present everything at the next Council
meeting, hopefully to their satisfaction. Very detailed and specific discussion and debate then ensued
pertaining to several questions and concerns; including the timeline and the money to hard surface the
street, the use of a crawfish pond, the following of Ordinance No. 4494, the original affidavits, and of
Attorney General Opinions. Several Councilmen expressed that they could not support the ordinance as
written as a Tacit Dedication; thus suggesting that it be done as a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement.

The motions were then removed; and a new motion was made by Mr. Delatte, to defer this item
until the next meeting, being that of March 22, 2011, to thus hold a second Public Hearing and/or to have
the correct necessary information, seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.

Discussion and clarification ensued clarifying such; in
which Mr. Stephen Smith, Consultant, further explained that the $5,000 amount was in his letter to
President Randolph as just a suggestion. He then said that the $4,000 was indeed as such in the actual
contract; adding that it would be as an “as earned’ basis. Brief discussion then ensued. The resolution then
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.

RES. NO. 11-072 AGREEMENT - ALL SOUTH CONSULTING ENGINEERS, L.L.C.

The next item (40) on the agenda was a resolution approving a Temporary Lease Agreement
between Lafourche Parish Government (Lessor) and Great Wall Fireworks, LLC, (Lessee); and
authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer any and all relevant documents. A motion
was offered by Mr. Matherne and seconded by Mr. Delatte. A detailed discussion ensued, with several
Councilmen expressing their views and opinions of doing such. The resolution then carried by a vote of
(7) yeas and (2) nays, that being of Mr. Fertitta and Mr. Gouaux.

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The next item (41) on the agenda was a resolution approving a Memorandum of Understanding
with Prevention Partnership; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said
agreement. A motion was offered by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Delatte, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas
and (0) nays.
RES. NO. 11-074 MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING - PREVENTION PARTNERSHIP

A Unanimous Agenda was opened, without any opposition to do so.

The first item (1) on the Unanimous Agenda was a resolution requesting that BP_America Inc.

resources as a response action, an emergency restoration action and/or and early restoration down
payment. A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux, seconded by Mr. Lorraine, and carried by a vote of (8)
yeas, (0) nays, and (1) abstention, being that of Mr. Jones.

RES. NO. 11-075 BP - MITIGATING DAMAGE - OYSTER RESOURCES

PUBLIC WISHING TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL

The next item on the agenda was the Public Wishing to Address the Council.

Mr. Andy LeBoeuf from Cypress Villa in Gheens wrote up a request to address the Council in
regards to the need for a Committee; but did not wish to speak when called upon.

Ms. Glenda Washington from Raceland addressed the Council in regards to flooding in various
areas and Communities throughout the Parish; expressing concerns and questioning such. Mr. Kerry
Babin, Director of the Department of Public Works, explained the ongoing projects of the areas in
question, saying that he would get back with her with more specifics and to discuss it further. Brief
discussion ensued.

DISCUSSIONS

The next item (42) on the agenda was a discussion regarding lumber coming into Lafourche Parish
from out-of-State. Mr. Lorraine stated that he was approached and asked by people that do pilings and
such in the area of when deliveries come in from out of State, if is it a requirement that they get an
Occupational License in the Parish or if they pay Sales Taxes in the Parish, or did they just unload and
move out, or does the Parish not have any control. He then gave brief examples of such. President
Randolph replied by saying, “I wish we’ve been alerted about that in advance, so we could have researched
it. I mean, we would have had an answer for you tonight!” Discussion then ensued in regards to such.

The next item (43) on the agenda was a discussion regarding the Recreation Director’s position.
Mr. Fertitta asked President Randolph if she could tell him how many applicants there was for the position.
President Randolph replied that she had just received an email from Ms. Sheila Boudreaux, Civil Service
Director; in that the applicants get tested and then it gets narrowed down to about five people. Mr. Lorraine
informed that he had called Ms. Boudreaux and he was told that there were 17 applicants. President
Randolph then stated that the deadline to fill the position was March 15th; but she did not have a number.

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ACCESS AND AUTHORIZATION TO PERFORM WORK AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into between the following parties and is effective on
the date that the last party executes this Agreement:

ARLEN B. CENAC, JR., a person of the full age of majority and a resident
of Terrebonne Parish, Louisiana whose mailing address is P. O. Box 2617,
Houma, Louisiana 70361, (hereinafter referred to as “Cenac”); and

LAFOURCHE PARISH GOVERNMENT, a political subdivision organized and
existing under the laws of the State of Louisiana whose mailing address is
P. O. Box 5548, Thibodaux, Louisiana 70302, herein represented by its
President, Charlotte A. Randolph, (hereinafter referred to as “Lafourche”).

WITNESSETH

WHEREAS, Cenac is the owner of property known as Golden Ranch Plantation
located in the community of Gheens, Lafourche Parish, Louisiana, (“Cenac Property”);

WHEREAS, Lafourche desires to perform certain levee and drainage work on
Cenac Property; and

WHEREAS, Cenac is willing to allow Lafourche to perform such work upon the
following stipulations and conditions:

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual benefits to be received by the
parties, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. Lafourche, through its Public Works Department, is hereby granted

permission to perform and complete the following levee and drainage work on Cenac
Property:

a) Excavate a berm alongside the interior of the levee on the Jessie Dufrene
Pump Canal which would allow better access by excavator into the Pump
Canal for cleaning.

b) The soil removed from the interior of the levee shall be loaded, trucked and
placed on the levee on Company Canal from the end of the Jessie Dufrene
Pump Canalto the bridge located on Highway 654 crossing Company Canal.

c) Clean out Company Canal from the intersection of the Parish levee with
Company Canal to Bayou Lafourche,

d) In connection with (c) above, Lafourche will construct and maintain a
fence/gate barricade on Company Canal at a location to be designated by

-1-
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Cenac.

2. Lafourche is granted access to existing Parish owned and maintained Pump
facilities referred to as “Rita” and “Ravenswood”, both located on Cenac Property.

3. Lafourche is granted access to proposed pump location referred to as
“Valentine” Pump station. Lafourche is granted access for the purpose of construction,
maintenance and normal operation of Valentine Pump Facility.

4. Lafourche shall be allowed to continue to perform the levee and drainage
work set forth in 1(a)(b)(c)(d), 2 and 3 herein after the initial work is performed provided

that Lafourche gives to Cenac a 24-hour notice of Lafourche’s intention to perform said
work.

5. Lafourche shall obtain all necessary local, state and federal governmental
permits needed to perform the work contemplated by this Agreement. Lafourche shall
grant to Cenac all necessary permits to construct the fence/gate barricade on Company
Canal contemplated herein and shall grant to Cenac all required permits for any
fences/gate barricades presently existing on Cenac property including Company Canal in
accordance with Lafourche Parish regulations and ordinances.

B. Lafourche shall indemnify Cenac for, and hold harmless Cenac from and
against all fines, suits, claims, demands, liabilities and actions (including costs and
expenses of defending against such claims) resutting or alleged to result from the work
described above and performed under this Agreement or from the use or occupancy of

Cenac Property pursuant to this Agreement by Lafourche, its agents, employees, licensees
or invitees.

7. Lafourche acknowledges that Company Canal is a private waterway owned
by Cenac as established in Louisiana Supreme Court Decision, Arfen B. Cenac, Jr. v.
Public Access Water Rights Association, 851 So.2d 1006, 2002-C-2660 (La. 6/27/03).
This Agreement and the work to be performed described herein shall be at no cost and
expense to Cenac and shall in no way create any type of ownership or servitude, either
expressed or implied, except as set forth and established herein, in favor of Lafourche in
and to the Cenac Property or Company Canal and is specifically limited to the work to be
performed and described herein.

8. As additional consideration for Cenac allowing Lafourche to performthe work
described herein, Lafourche agrees that it will not object now or in the future to the
dededication to public use of that portion of Highway 654 from Company Canal extending
to the plantation home on Golden Ranch Plantation located on Cenac Property.

9. This agreement will not be valid unless an ordinance to dededicate Post
Office Road and Bayou Chateau Road is approved by Lafourche Parish Council.

SECTION 1. This Ordinance does hereby establish “Caution Children At Play” signs be placed
along Diplomat Way Road, Thibodaux, Louisiana, Ward (1), District (1) of Lafourche Parish, State of
Louisiana.

SECTION 2. The necessary “Caution Children At Play” signs shall be erected as deemed
necessary along Diplomat Way Road.

SECTION 3. The Sheriff of this Parish is hereby specifically requested to assist in the
enforcement of the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4. If any section, clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations shall
be held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not affect any other section,
clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations.

SECTION 5. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction
thereof, be punished by imprisonment in the Parish jail for a period of not more than thirty (30) days,
or by fine of not more than five hundred dollars ($500.00) or by both such imprisonment and fine, at
the discretion of the Court.

SECTION 6. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances by the Lafourche Parish Council
conflicting with or inconsistent with the provisions of these regulations are hereby repealed.

SECTION 7. This Ordinance shall be published in the Office Journal of the Lafourche Parish
Council in the manner provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 3598, PERTAINING TO
NOISE CONTROL, CHAPTER 15, SUB-CHAPTER “F”, OF THE CODE OF
ORDINANCES, RELATIVE TO STRENGTHENING AND PROVIDING A
MORE ENFORCEABLE NOISE ORDINANCE.

WHEREAS, this Ordinance shall amend Ordinance No. 3598 (Noise Ordinance), Chapter 15,
Sub-Chapter F, of the Code of Ordinances of the Lafourche Parish Council, to reflect the following:

CHAPTER 15
MISCELLANEOUS CRIMES AND OFFENSES*
Sub-Chapter F
Noise Control
Part I. In General
15:112-15:125. RESERVED
SECTION 15:130  POLICY; CRIMINAL NOISE CODE

It is hereby declared to be the policy of the Parish to prohibit unnecessary, excessive and
annoying noises from all sources subject to its police power. At certain levels noises are detrimental to
the health and welfare of the citizenry and in the public interests shall be systematically proscribed.
Lafourche Parish Code of Ordinance sections 15-130 through 15-140 shall be designated as the criminal
noise code.
SECTION 15:131  NOISE DEFINITIONS

All terminology used in the criminal noise code, not otherwise defined herein, shall be construed
in conformance with applicable publications of the American National Standards Institute (ANSI) or

its successor body. Subject to the foregoing, the following words and phrases, when used in the criminal
noise code, shall have the meanings respectively ascribed to them:
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(A)  Ambient noise level or levels means the sound level or noise in the environment and/or

background which exists at a point of measurement in the absence of the sound or noise emission of
interest complained of being measured.

(B)  A-weighted sound level means the sound pressure level in decibels as measured on a
sound level meter using the A-weighing network. The level so read is designated dB(A) or dBA.

(C)  Construction means any site preparation, assembly, erection, substantial repair, alteration,
or similar repair, alteration, or similar action, including demolition, for or of public or private rights-of-
way, structures, utilities or similar property.

(D)  Decibel (dB) means a unit for measuring the volume of a sound, equal to twenty (20)
times the logarithm to the base ten (10) of the ratio of the pressure of the sound measured to the
reference pressure, which is twenty (20) micropascals (twenty (20) micronewtons per square meter).

(E)  Demolition means any dismantling, intentional destruction or removal of structures,
utilities, public or private right-of-way surfaces, or similar property.

(F) Emergency means any occurrence or set of circumstances involving actual or imminent
physical trauma or property-damage which demands immediate action.

(G)  Emergency work means any work performed for the purpose of preventing or alleviating
the physical trauma or property damage threatened or caused by an emergency.

(H)  Impulsive sound means sound of short duration, usually less than one second, with an
abrupt onset and rapid decay. Examples of sources of impulsive sound include explosions, drop forge
impacts, and the discharge of firearms. Impulsive sound also includes "peak noise," as that term is
defined in ANSI S1.4-1983, or any successor thereto.

0] Motor vehicle means any vehicle which is propelled or drawn on land by a motor, such
as, but not limited to, passenger cars, trucks, truck-trailers, semitrailers, campers, go-carts, amphibious
craft on land, dune buggies, or racing vehicles, but not including motorcycles.

) Motorboat means any vessel which operates on water and which is propelled by a motor,
including but not limited to boats, barges, amphibious craft, water ski towing devices and hover craft.

(K)  Motorcycle means an unenclosed motor vehicle having a saddle for the use of the
operator and two (2) or three (3) wheels in contact with the ground, including but not limited to motor
scooters and minibikes, and an unenclosed motor vehicle having a saddle for the use of the operator and
four (4) wheels in contact with the ground which is commonly referred to as a "four-wheeler" or
alternatively as an "all-terrain vehicle."”

(L)  Muffler or sound-dissipative device means a device for abating the sound of escaping
gases of an internal-combustion engine.

(M)  Noise means any sound which unreasonably annoys or unreasonable disturbs humans
and/or which causes and/or tends to cause an adverse psychological or physiological effect on humans.
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(N)  Noise disturbance means any sound which:

1. Endangers or injures the safety or health of humans or animals; or
2. Annoys or disturbs a reasonable person of normal sensitivities; or
3. Endangers or injures personal or real property.

(O)  Person means any individual, association, partnership or corporation, and includes any
officer, employee, department, agency or instrumentality of a state or any political subdivision of a state.

(P) Property line means an imaginary line along the ground surface, and its vertical
extension, which separates the real property owned by one person from that owned by another person,
but not including intrabuilding real property divisions.

(Q)  Public right-of-way means any street, avenue, boulevard, highway, sidewalk or alley or
similar place which is owned or controlled by a governmental entity.

(R)  Public space means any real property or structures thereon which are owned and/or
controlled by a governmental entity.

(S) Pure tone means any sound which can be distinctly heard as a single pitch or a set of
single pitches. For the purposes of the Criminal Noise Code, a pure tone shall exist if the one-third
octave band sound pressure level in the band when the tone exceeds the arithmetic average of the sound
pressure levels of the two (2) contiguous one-third octave bands by five (5) dB for center frequencies
of five hundred (500) Hz and above and by eight (8) dB for center frequencies between one hundred
sixty (160) and four hundred (400) Hz and by fifteen (15) dB for center frequencies less than or equal
to one hundred twenty-five (125) Hz.

(T)  Receiving property means the property from which the sound is measured, and includes
public property and public rights-of-way.

(U)  Sound meansanoscillation in pressure, particle displacement, particle veloparish or other
physical parameter, in a medium with internal forces that causes compression and rarefaction of that
medium. The description of sound may include any characteristic of such sound, including direction,
intensity and frequency.

(V)  Sound level means the weighted sound pressure level obtained by the use of a sound level
meter and frequency weighting network such as A, B, or C as specified in American National Standards
Institute specifications for sound level meters (ANSI S1.4-1983), or the latest approved revision thereof,
measured in Fast Time waiting as defined in ANSI S1.4-1983, or any successor thereto. If the frequency
weighting employed is not indicated, the A-weighing shall apply.

(W)  Sound level meter means an instrument which includes a microphone, amplifier, RMS
detector, integrator or time averager, output meter, and weighting networks used to measure sound
pressure levels.

(X)  Sound pressure means the instantaneous difference between the actual pressure and the
average or barometric pressure at a given point in space, as produced by sound energy.

(Y)  Sound pressure level means twenty (20) times the logarithm to the base ten (10) of the
ratio of the RMS sound pressure to the reference pressure of twenty (20) micropascals (20 x 10-6 N/n2).
The sound pressure level is denoted L, or SPL and is expressed in decibels.
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SECTION 15:132 DISTURBING THE PEACE

Noise of such character, intensity or duration as to be detrimental to the life or health of any
individual, or in disturbance of the public peace and welfare is prohibited.

SECTION 15:133 EVIDENCE OF A VIOLATION

A. Sound emanating from immovable property. Prima facie evidence of a violation shall
exist when each of the following exist:

1. A sound level measurement of the sound or noise complained of is taken on the
receiving property in accordance with Sec. 15-134 herein; and

2. The measurement of the sound or noise complained of exceeds permissible levels
as enumerated in Sec. 15-136 herein; and

3. The measurement of the sound or noise complained of exceeds ambient noise

levels by ten (10) decibels or more.
B. Sound emanating from movable property.

No person, between the hours of ten o'clock in the evening and seven o'clock the following
morning, shall operate or permit the operation of any sound amplification system which emanates
unreasonably loud or excessive sound or noise which is likely to cause and/or which causes
inconvenience or annoyance to persons of ordinary sensibilities, when both the following exist:

1. The sound amplification system is located in or on any motor vehicle on a public
street, highway, public park, public right-of-way, or public space.
2. The sound or noise emanating from the sound amplification system is:

@ Plainly audible to the unaided human ear at a distance greater than
twenty-five (25) feet; or

(b) Measured at etghty-five fifty (85) (50) decibels or more and is in excess
of ambient noise levels by ten (10) decibels, when measured at any
distance.

Furthermore, No person, between the hours of seven o'clock in the morning and ten o'clock in
the evening shall operate or permit the operation of any sound amplification system which emanates
unreasonably loud or excessive sound or noise which is likely to cause and/or which causes
inconvenience or annoyance to persons of ordinary sensibilities, when both the following exist:

1. The sound amplification system is located in or on any motor vehicle on a public
street, highway, public park, public right-of-way, or public space.

2. The sound or noise emanating from the sound amplification system is:

€)) Plainly audible to the unaided human ear at a distance greater than fifty
(50) feet; or

(b) Measured at ntrety fifty (99) (50) decibels or more and is in excess of
ambient noise levels by ten (10) decibels, when measured at any distance.
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SECTION 15:134 PROCEDURES AND MEASUREMENTS

Unless otherwise provided in this chapter, sound level measurements shall be taken with a sound
level meter microphone located at any point on the receiving property, real property boundary or other
point as provided in this chapter, no closer than five (5) feet from any wall or vertical obstruction when
possible, and where practicable not less than five (5) feet above ground level, but in no event less than
three (3) feet above ground.

SECTION 15:135 IMPOUNDMENT

The police department may impound and retain as evidence any instrumentality used to create
any sound or noise in violation of the criminal noise code, and, in the case of motor vehicles, the owner
shall be responsible for ordinary towing and storage charges incurred in the course of the impoundment.
Motor vehicles shall be impounded for no greater than seventy-two (72) hours, and shall be released as
expeditiously as possible upon an inventory search of the subject vehicle being conducted to inventory
any sound or noise making apparatus therein. Any vehicle impounded shall be released expeditiously
as possible upon a showing to the seizing authority that the continued impoundment will pose a grave
risk of harm or great hardship upon the owner or those whom rely upon the owner for transportation.

SECTION 15:136 PROHIBITIONS

A. Maximum permissible sound limits. It shall be unlawful to make, cause or allow the
making of any noise or sound which violates the provisions of this section.

1. No person shall operate or cause to be operated any source from any location in
such a manner as to create a sound level which exceeds the limits set forth in
Table 1 for the receiving land use category more than ten (10) percent of any
measurement period, which period shall not be less than ten (10) minutes, when
measured at or beyond the property boundary of the land use category from
which the sound emanates, provided, however, that in the case of multifamily
dwelling land use category, the sound level shall be measured within an adjacent
intra-building dwelling.

2. For any source of sound, the sound level shall not exceed the maximum
permissible sound level limit set forth in Table 1 by fifteen (15) dB(A) for all
land use categories.

3. Sound level measurement shall be made with a sound level meter using the A-
weighting scale in accordance with the standards promulgated by the American
National Standards Institute.

B. Exemptions. The following are exempt from sound level limits of Table 1:

1. Domestic power tools, lawn movers and agricultural equipment, when operated
with a muffler, between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. on weekdays and
Saturdays and 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. on Sundays and holidays.

2. Noises resulting from any authorized emergency vehicles when responding to an
emergency.

3. Noises made by persons having obtained a permit.

4, Any noise resulting from activities of a temporary duration, for which a permit
has been granted pursuant to this section, and which conforms to the conditions
and limits stated thereon.

5. Noises from church bells and chimes.

6. Noises from temporary construction activity are exempt from Table 1, except
that the industrial sound level limit shall apply in all land use categories and the
restrictions for use of equipment in construction activity as stated.

7. Collection of garbage, refuse, or recyclables by the parish and/or its contractors.

8. Aircraft operations. Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit, restrict,
penalize, enjoin or in any manner regulate the movement of aircraft and/or
airportaircraft operations which are in all respects conducted in accordance with
or pursuant to applicable federal laws or regulations.

C. Specific prohibitions. Inaddition to the general prohibitions set out above, the following

specific acts are declared to be in violation of this section:

1.

Horns, signaling devices. The sounding of any horn or signaling device on any
motor vehicle on any street or public place in the parish continuously and/or
incessantly for a period in excess of sixty (60) seconds, except as a danger
warning.

Radios, televisions, musical instruments and similar devices:
a. The operating or playing of any radio, musical instrument or similar

device which produces or reproduces sound on public right-of ways in
such a manner as to exceed the maximum permissible sound levels by
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any receiving land use category set out in Table 1 of section 15-136 of
the Lafourche Parish Code of Ordinances.

b. The operating or playing of any radio, television, phonograph, musical
instrument or similar device which produces or reproduces sound in a
motor vehicle or public park in a manner as to be plainly audible at a
distance of fifty (50) feet.

C. The operating or playing of any radio, television, phonographs, musical
instruments or similar device which produces or reproduces sound in
such a manner as to exceed the levels set forth in Table 1 for the land use
category.

Loudspeakers and sound amplifiers. The using or operating of any loudspeaker,
loudspeaker system, sound amplifier or other similar device between the hours
of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. on weekdays, and 10:00 p.m. and 10:00 a.m. on
weekends and holidays, within or adjacent to residential or noise sensitive areas
such that the sound therefrom is plainly audible across the real property line of
the source; provided, however, that this shall not apply to any public
performance, gathering or parade for which a permit has been obtained.

Street sales. The offering for sale by shouting or outcry within any residential
or noise-sensitive area except by permit issued by the parish if the shouting or
outcry exceeds the maximum permissible sound levels shown in Table 1.

Animals. The owning, possessing, or harboring of any animal which frequently,
or for continued duration, howls, barks, squawks, or makes other sounds which
create excessive and unnecessary noise across a residential or commercial real
property line or within a noise sensitive area. For the purpose of this section,
"barking dog" shall mean a dog that barks, bays, cries, howls or makes any other
noise continuously and/or incessantly for a period of ten (10) minutes, or barks
intermittently for one-half ( 1/2) hour or more to the disturbance of any person
at any time of day or night, regardless of whether the dog is physically situated
in or upon private property; provided, however, that the dog shall not be deemed
a "barking dog" if, at the time the dog is barking or making any other noise, a
person is trespassing or threatening to trespass upon property in or upon which
the dog is situated.

Construction and demolition. The operating of any equipment used in
construction work within three hundred (300) feet of any residential or noise-
sensitive area between the hours of 9:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m. on weekdays and
Saturdays and 9:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. on Sundays and holidays, except for
emergency work. The construction firm shall report any use of construction
equipment for emergency work within three hundred (300) feet of any residential
or noise-sensitive area during the restricted hours as stated herein shall be
reported before such work begins or as soon as possible thereafter to the
department of inspection and code enforcement. The report shall state with
sufficient details the nature of the emergency requiring the use of construction
equipment.
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Emergency signaling devices:

a. Except in cases of an emergency, the intentional sounding of any alarm
between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m.

b. The testing of any alarm for a period in excess of sixty (60) seconds at
any time.

C. The testing of a complete emergency signaling system, including the
signaling device and the personnel response to the signaling device, more
than once in each calendar month and the sounding of said emergency
signaling system for a period in excess of fifteen (15) minutes.

Motor vehicles. No person shall operate or cause to be operated any motor
vehicle, or motorcycle not equipped with a muffler in good working order and
in constant operation. No person shall remove or render inoperative or cause to
be removed or rendered inoperative, any muffler or sound-dissipative device on
a motor vehicle or motorcycle other than for the purpose of maintenance, repair
or replacement. In addition, subject to the exemptions provided in subsection (g)
herein, no person shall operate or play, or permit the operation or playing of, any
radio, television, phonograph, stereo, drum, musical instrument, sound amplifier
or similar device which produces, reproduces or amplifies sound in such a
manner as to create a noise disturbance at a distance of fifty (50) feet from such
radio, television, phonograph, stereo, drum, musical instrument, sound amplifier
or similar device when it is played or operated in or on a motor vehicle that is on
any public right-of-way or in any public space.

Recreational motorized vehicles operating off public rights-of-way. No person
shall operate or cause to be operated any recreational motorized vehicle on a
public right-of-way or on private property in such a manner that the sound level
emitted therefrom exceeds levels listed in Table 1 of Section 15-136 including
any pure tone or impulse sound, at or across the boundary of any private property
receiving the sound or noise. This section shall apply to all recreational
motorized vehicles, whether or not fully licensed and registered, including but
not limited to commercial or noncommercial racing vehicles, motorcycles, go-
carts, minibikes, snowmobiles, amphibious craft, campers and dune buggies, but
not including motorboats. Sound measurements shall be performed in accordance
with subsection (b) herein.

D. Noise-sensitive zones. It shall be unlawful for any person to create any sound or noise,
including any pure tone, which exceeds fifty-five (55) dBA at or within the property line of the
following facilities and at the following times:

1.

Any public or private pre-school, day care, kindergarten, or primary or secondary
school between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. on weekdays when school
IS in session;

Any licensed nursing home or assisted living facility between the hours of 8:00
p.m. and 8:00 a.m.;
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3. Any doctor's office, hospital, clinic, or out-patient surgery facility at any time;
4, Any funeral home at any time.
SECTION 15:137  TEMPORARY PERMITS
A. The Parish of Lafourche nuisance office may grant a temporary permit which allows
noncompliance with the limitations prescribed in the criminal noise code for the purpose of sound
activities of short duration.
B. Permits may be granted upon application, at a cost of one hundred dollars ($100.00),
when said application is in compliance with the provisions of subsection (c) herein. This fee may be

waived for non-profit corporations with the production of documentation certifying non-profit status.

C. The following factors shall be considered in the initial investigation in order to determine
whether granting the permit will result in a condition injurious to health or safety:

1) Distance of proposed activities from any residential or noise-sensitive zone;
2 Number of amplification devices, if any, to be used in the proposed activities;
3) Sound level capability of amplification devices and anticipated sound level,
4) Anticipated direction of amplification devices;

(5) Anticipated duration of proposed activities;

(6) Whether the activity will be held within or outside of a structure;

(7)  Time of day and day of week of proposed activities;

(8) Any other considerations deemed necessary by the department.

D. The permit, if issued, shall specify the place, duration and any restrictions appropriate
to the proposed site of the activities.

E. Permits must be displayed and available for review by police officers or department
personnel upon request.

F. Issued permits will be surrendered to any police officer or department or other parish
official upon request when the restrictions of the permit have been violated.

G. Reapplication for a permit may be denied upon evidence of a complaint by a resident in
the locality of the permitted activity or if an applicant has in the past been required to surrender a permit
as described subsection (f).

H. A permit may be issued for more than one (1) occasion of activity. However, the time
of such activity must be indicated on the application and cannot be for more than four (4) occasions or
in excess of a six-week span.
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l. Appeals: If the parish fails to grant or deny the variance within seven (7) calendar days,

or if the variance is denied, the applicant may immediately appeal the denial to any court of competent
jurisdiction.

SECTION 15:140  PENALTY

Any person violating this section pertaining to noise emanating from within private structures
or commercial establishments or structures, upon conviction thereof shall be fined one hundred dollars
($100.00) for the first offense, and shall be fined five hundred dollars ($500.00) and/or imprisoned for
a period not to exceed ninety (90) days for the second offense, and shall be fined five hundred dollars
($500.00) and shall be imprisoned for a period of not less than thirty (30) days and not to exceed ninety
(90) days, without benefit of suspension of sentence, for the third and all subsequent offenses. Upon
three (3) violations of this section, a court of competent jurisdiction may grant permanent injunctive
relief against a violator. Any person violating this section pertaining to noise emanating from motor
vehicles, upon conviction thereof shall be fined one hundred dollars ($100.00) for the first offense, shall
be fined two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) for the second offense, and shall be fined five hundred
dollars ($500.00) for the third and all subsequent offenses.

SECTION 15:141  SEVERABILITY

If any provision of the criminal noise code should be invalidated or found to be otherwise
unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions shall be considered
severable, and shall remain in full force and effect.

THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, thatthe Lafourche Parish Council convened in Regular
Session on , and hereby amends Ordinance No. 3598 (Noise Ordinance), in
Chapter 15, Sub-Chapter F, of the Code of Ordinances of the Lafourche Parish Council, thus reflecting
the above stated amendments.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this Ordinance shall be forwarded
to the Lafourche Parish Government Office of the Parish Administrator; the Lafourche Parish Sheriff’s
Office; the Lafourche Parish District Attorney’s Office; and the 17th Judicial District Court Judges.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that:

SECTION 1. The Sheriff of this Parish is hereby specifically requested to assist in the
enforcement of the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 2. If any provision or item of this Ordinance or the application thereof is held
invalid, such invalidity shall not effect other provisions, items or application of this Ordinance which
can be given affect without the invalid provisions, items or application, and to this end the provisions
of this Ordinance are declared severable.

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SERVITUDE AGREEMENT

THIS SERVITUDE AGREEMENT, made and executed this /&? e day of

("Grantor") and the Parish of Lafourche, through its Parish Council (hereinafter called the
"Grantee").

WITNESSETH THAT for the good and valuable consideration of this donation, the
Grantor, does hereby grant unto the Grantee, his/her successors and assigns, the right, liberty and
authority to enter upon and to operate and maintain the private street known as Mockingbird Lane
as an access route to the Choupic Levee Project including the herein described reservoir and does
hereby grant unto the Grantee, his’her successors and assigns, the right, liberty and authority to
enter upon and to operate and maintain a drainage (roadside) and flood protection system
(Choupic Levee/Reservoir) servitude in, over, and upon the following described land situated in

the Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, to-wit:

A certain tract of land sitvated in Section 101 T-14-§, R-16-E being the lower
half of the West Half of the Southwest Quarter of Section 101, and the east half
of the Southwest Quarter of Section 101 and the lower or eastern half of the
upper half of the West Half of the Southwest Quarter of Section 101 in
Lafourche Parish, Louisiana. Less and accept lots sold. As seen on Plats
prepared by Bobby Warren and filed at Entry 789485 in 1995

Said above mentioned road, drainage and flood protection system servitude access shall
commence at the intersection of LA 304 and the private street known as Mockingbird Lane and
extend in a southerly direction aligned with Mockingbird Lane for a width of fifty foot (50") by a
distance of seven hundred twenty five (725°) feet more or less, thence in an easterly direction two
hundred fifty (250°) feet more or less (Clement Lane Extension) to access point of Lirette
Reservoir Levee. The Lirette Reservoir levee will provide access to the Choupic Levee. The
levee, reservoir, and structures shall be eighty (80) feet in width for any necessary future upgrade.
All as shown on attached drawing labeled EXHIBIT “A, A-1 and A-2".

It is further understood that this grant of a road, drainage and flood protection system
servitude is not a conveyance of the full ownership of the property herein described and the parties
herein specifically agree that although the first 725’ of Mockingbird Lane and the 250° Clement
Lane Extension allows public use the remainder of the servitude may only be used by the Parish,
its agents, employees, and/or assigns, for access, maintenance and operation of said facilities, and
is not intended as a servitude of passage for the general public. Grantee does hereby agree to

conduct maintenance in accordance with the public purpose of providing access and to the degree

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described in Ordinance 4015 allowing for the future acknowledgement of the tacit dedication of
the first 725° of Mockingbird Lane and the 250* Clement Lane Extension. In exchange for and in
consideration of the road, drainage and flood protection servitude the grantee agrees to
acknowledge the tacit dedication when the timelines allow (3 years) and hard surface both
Mockingbird Lane and the Clement Lane Extension within six months of the acknowledgement.

Exhibit A illustrates a crawfish pond operation that could be utilized as a reservoir
under certain conditions with grantor authorization. The Lirette Farms leveed area could be
utilized as a reservoir in the time of an emergency for up to 48 hours with specific written
authorization from grantor. The southern (rear) portion of the property functions as a crawfish
pond and there shall be no levee maintenance (other than grass cutting on the levee) during the
crawfish season. Recapping/levee work shall not occur simultaneously on both sides of this levee
area so as to prevent functional access to this commercial area. A pond pump (currently 10”
electric) may be made available in the event of an emergency with grantor authorization only.
Should this pump be utilized, owner/grantor shall be reimbursed for expenses in accordance with
FEMA rates. The crawfish season is identified as September 1st to May 31st (annual dates).
Grantee agrees to complete the installation of gates as described in the Choupic Levee permit and
to transition existing drains into gated structures in the completed levee.

Grantee agrees to indemnify Grantor against, and to release, protect, and hold Grantor
harmless, from any claim or damages on account of bodily or personal injury, including death, to
any person whomsoever, and any loss of or damage to any property whatsoever, arising out of the
construction, maintenance, or operation of Grantee's facilities located on the premises hercin
described and granted; provided, however, that Grantee shall not be responsible for any claims or
damages on account of bodily or personal injury, including death, to any person whomsoever, or
for any loss of or damage to any property whatsoever, caused by the sole negligence of Grantor,
its agents, servants, employees, officers, invites, and/or licensees.
