The first item (1) on the Unanimous Agenda was a resolution authorizing JBC/AIA Architect,

Joseph B. Caillouet, to cease any and all work on the proposed library project, located at Lot C on the
corner of Highway 308 and Rosedown Drive, Thibodaux, Louisiana; and authorizing the Parish President
to sign, execute and administer any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta and
seconded by Mr. Richard.  

Mr. Lorraine asked how were they going to find out or know exactly where Mr. Caillouet stopped;
Chairman Jones replied that Mr. Caillouet had been working with the Administration.  Mr. Lorraine stated
that they were probably going to have to pay the company, for what Mr. Caillouet had done.  He further
stated that Mr. Caillouet was given an open end contract, signed by Mrs. Randolph when she was Chairman
of the Library Board.  President Randolph commented that the contract mentioned had been revised in 2005
and voted on by this Council.  She then said that they could ask Mr. Caillouet for an invoice the next
morning, which would stop all further work.  

Mr. Toups then questioned as to why they were wanting Mr. Caillouet to stop; saying that he had
heard that the Parish was wanting to buy the Comet building.  He said he had received a call the other day,
telling him he had an appointment to go tour the Comet building; and that was it and nothing else, in which
he had replied that he was not going to go tour the Comet building, in that nobody could tell him why they
were doing so.  Mr. Toups then questioned if they were trying to buy it or something; Chairman Jones
responded as yes.  Mr. Toups then commented that he wished that the entire Council would have known
about it.  Chairman Jones stated that he thought that the Council was informed about it; saying that Ms.
Babin was calling the Councilmen to let them know such.  Mr. Matherne then asked what were they
proposing to buy; in which Mr. Toups commented that he did not know either.  Chairman Jones replied that
it was the Daily Comet building.  

Mr. Toups next asked how far along had Mr. Caillouet gotten in regards to preparing to go out for
bid for the Thibodaux Library.  President Randolph replied that Mr. Caillouet was about 90% complete.
Mr. Toups then asked if they did not think that Mr. Caillouet should complete it, just in case.  He then
questioned if they would have to start all over again if they would indeed stop Mr. Caillouet and it did not
work out with the Daily Comet building; in which several people assured him that they would not have to
start all over again, in that they would not be losing anything.

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HOW THE ANNUAL BUDGET IS DEVELOPED

The development of the Lafourche Parish Government budget is a process which is 
designed to reflect the needs and desires of the Parish’s citizens.  Throughout the year 
the Parish Council obtains input from Parish residents and then relays this information to 
the Parish Administration.

During the fall of each year, the budget staff updates the forecasts for revenue and 
expenses.  These forecasts allow the Administration to better estimate the current year 
as well as possible increases for the next year.  Also, each Department Head meets with 
the Fund Accountant to discuss the status of their respective areas for the current year 
and to get an update on what the next year will hold for each department.  

After the Finance Department has balanced the budget, it is presented to the Parish 
Administrator for review.  Once any changes have been made per the Parish 
Administrator, the budget is then presented to the Parish President for approval. 

Meetings are held with individual councilmen to preview the budget. Upon final approval 
from the Parish President the budget is then presented to the Parish Council.  At this 
time the Parish Council has the opportunity to hear input from the public or from other 
Council members.  The proposed budget is published and made available for further 
public review prior to the final public hearings and adoption in December.  Upon 
adoption in December, a revised copy is made available for public review.
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Budget Breakdown

The annual budget for Lafourche Parish Government is divided into seven major
components, which include all appropriations for the Parish. The General Fund budget
finances the day-to-day provisions of Parish services and totals $8,730,018. The
Capital Fund budget funds all capital purchases, construction and improvements
throughout the Parish. This year the Capital budget totals $8,852,890. Special
Revenues are budgeted based on funds from grants, fees, permits, etc. and is separate
from any General Fund monies. The Special Revenue budget totals $36,643,671. The
Enterprise Fund budget consists of departments that operate on a cash flow basis
separate from the General Fund. These funds account for operations that provide
services to external parties of the Parish on a user fee basis. The Enterprise Fund totals
$402,365. The Debt Service Fund budget of $3,300,177 is used to repay money
borrowed by the Parish, primarily for capital construction projects. Agency funds are
budgeted at $473,692. These funds account for assets that the Parish holds on behalf
of others as their agent. The Internal Service Fund accounts for operations that
provide services to other departments or agencies of the Parish, on a cost
reimbursement basis. This year the Internal Service fund budget totals $622,642. The
total budget including all seven components is $59,025,455.
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LAFOURCHE PARISH 
TOTAL 2009 APPROPRIATIONS
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Revenue - recognized (booked) in the fiscal year in which the transaction takes place and 
in which it is considered available (collected in the current fiscal year or soon enough after the 
current fiscal year to pay expenditures of the current fiscal year).  We consider current revenue as 
those collected within 60 days after 12/31.  Therefore if a revenue ad valorem, franchise, fines, etc 
are collected prior to February 28th and are indicated at 12/31 or any month prior receipts, then 
they are recorded as current year revenue.

Example:
Franchise Fee for period ending 12/31/08 was received on February 14, 2009, this revenue is 
recorded as 2008 Revenue.

Ad Valorem is the same - any ad valorem received after 12/31/08 but up until February 28, 2009 
was considered 2008 revenue.

Expenditures - recognized/booked in period in which the liability was incurred

Example:
Purchase of a vehicle - ordered on November 2, 2008 but not received by the Parish until January 
15, 2009, the vehicle is a 2009 expense.

Ordering and delivery of fuel on July 12, 2008 is an expense on July 12, 2008 regardless of 
whether the invoice is not received until January 2, 2009.  It was delivered and the liability was 
incurred on July 12, 2008.

Throughout the year, schools, special interest 
groups and clubs request programs on 
agriculture be presented to students and/or 
members.  As a result, a program called 
“Agriculture – A Need to Know” was developed 
by the Lafourche AgCenter.  It focuses on 
agriculture commodities and products produced 
in Lafourche parish.  Main areas discussed are 
sugarcane, beef cattle, citrus, vegetables, 
aquaculture and fisheries.  One of the main 
themes of the program is that agriculture is a 
“renewable resource” and is worth ¼ billion 
dollars to the Lafourche economy. 
 

Select Heifer Sale 

On March 14, 2009 the 24th Annual Select 
Heifer Sale was held at Zero Brahman Ranch in 
St. Charles.  This successful sale is the result of 

an LSU AgCenter Livestock Advisory meeting 
held in 1982.  One of the recommendations of 
this advisory meeting was to improve the cow 
quality in beef herds in Lafourche parish.  LSU 
research has shown the Brahman Breed crossed 
with other purebred beef breeds (Angus, Heifer, 
Charolais, etc.) produced a superior producing 
cow.  The first Select F1 Heifer Sale was held in 
1985.  Since then, 2,819 heifers have sold for a 
total value of $2,345,395.  This is additional 
income for Lafourche cattle producers.  These 
2,819 heifers have helped increase calf weaning 
weights by nearly 100 lbs. per calf.

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Vegetable gardening is a favorite pastime for 
many individuals and families. Homegrown vegetables 
are better because they are fresher and have higher 
nutrient value since they are harvested closer to 
their peak ripeness. Homegrown vegetables usually 
cost less than if they were bought in the store.

Gardening provides a means of exercise, recre-
ation, therapy and an opportunity for many to expe-
rience a closeness to nature. Statements such as “Let 
me show you my garden” or “I grew that,” give a 
sense of self-satisfaction on which a monetary value 
cannot be placed.

Gardens may range in size from a single pot-
ted tomato plant to a large family or truck garden. 
However, remember to make your garden just large 
enough so that it will meet your needs but will not 
become a burden to care for.

Plan ahead. Locate the garden in as sunny a 
location as possible. The fruit-bearing crops, such as 
tomatoes, peppers and squash, need full sunlight for 
best production. Too much shade results in a very 
disappointed gardener because of limited produc-
tion. However, the leafy vegetables will tolerate more 
shade than the root or fruit-bearing crops.

In Louisiana, something can be planted every 
day of the year, so make use of all the garden space 
year-round. As soon as one crop is through bearing, 
pull it out, rework the row and plant something else. 
For example, after Irish potatoes are dug in May or 
June, rework the row and plant peas, okra or sweet 
potatoes. Successive plantings made a week or two 
apart provide a means of having a continuous fresh 
supply of certain vegetables such as bush snap beans, 
peas or greens. Also, planting early, midseason and 
late-maturing varieties at the same time will extend 
your harvest. Of course, some of these practices will 
be limited by available space.

This publication should be used by the vegetable 
gardener as a guide to a successful garden. The infor-
mation contained herein has been developed after 
considerable research and practical experience.

The following comments about each item may 
help you to better understand and use this informa-
tion so that you can get the greatest benefit from it.

Planting date – With the spring planting, the 
southern-most parishes may use the earliest dates 
given for their first plantings. Gardeners in central 

Louisiana should plant about two weeks later than 
the earliest dates given and north Louisiana about 
four weeks later. For example, snap beans may be 
planted on February 15 in New Orleans, but around 
March 1 in Alexandria and about March 15 in Shreve-
port or Monroe area. Generally, with the spring 
vegetables, the first planting should be made after the 
danger of frost is over.

Seed or Plants  100 ft. of row – The amount 
of seed given here is the minimum amount required 
to plant 100 feet of row.

Depth to Plant Seed – This will depend upon 
the seed size and soil type. Small seeded crops are 
planted shallow and larger seed crops are planted 
deeper. Heavy (clay) soils require a more shallow 
depth of planting than do lighter (sandy) soils. If 
irrigation water is not available and the soil is dry, 
your seed may have to be planted a little deeper than 
normal.

Space Between Plants – Correct spacing 
between and within rows is important to allow for 
proper growth, cultivation and efficient use of space. 
Leaving plants spaced too close will result in poor, 
weak growth and lower yields. It is a common prac-
tice to sow seed thickly and then thin to the proper 
spacing.

Rows are spaced 3 to 31/2 feet apart. For water-
melon, pumpkin and cantaloupes, plant every other 
row.

For intensive culture or ‘wide row’ gardening use 
the larger ‘in row’ spacing and allow enough room 
between rows so that when the plants are mature, 
they will barely be touching the neighboring row. 
Remember that yields, quality and pest control will 
normally be superior if plants are given plenty of 
room to grow.

Days to Harvest-The number of days to har-
vest depends on the variety selected, the seasonal 
temperatures, seasonal rainfall, cultural practices and 
whether direct seeded or transplanted. The number 
of days indicated on the chart is an average range 
which can be expected.

For the gardener who is interested in the de-
tailed culture of a certain crop, gardening hints for 
these crops are available from your county agent’s 
office.

General fertilizer recommendations are based on soils of average fertility having no imbalances of major soil 
nutrients. A soil analysis will show if certain soil nutrients are exceptionally high or low. Most garden vegetables need a 
soil pH (acidity) between 6 and 7.  Lime should not be applied without a soil analysis showing a need for lime.

It should be understood that the numbers (analysis) on a bag of fertilizer represent the percent of nitrogen, phos-
phate and potash. For example, a 100- lb. bag of 8-8-8 fertilizer contains 8% or 8 lbs. of nitrogen (N), 8% or 8 lbs. of 
phosphate (P2O5), and 8% or 8 lbs. of potash (K2O). Other analysis fertilizer can be substituted for those listed to provide 
approximately the same amount of plant food, however, they will be applied at different rates. For example, 6 lbs. of a 
12-12-12 contains an equivalent amount of N-P2O2-K2O as 9 lbs. of 8-8-8 since it contains approximately one-third more 
plant food (36 lbs./100 lb. bag of  12-12-12 vs 24 lbs./100 lb. bag of 8-8-8).

Position Statement to
 
Lafourche Parish
 

The Caillouet family bought its gulffront property in 1888 and since that time, it has used, 
cared for, maintained and paid taxes on the property at considerable costs. The property, including 
the beach shoreline and dune area is located at what we now call Fourchon Beach. 

This property supports a number of endangered and threatened animals which include a 
variety of sea turtles and shore birds, such as the piping plover. Their need for use of the beach 
is particularly strong in spring, summer and early fall. Additionally, the beach is important to 
preservation of our marsh property situated to its north. Because of its unique qualities, this 
property has a high monetary value. It is worth preserving under proper management. 

The bundle of rights that make up the American right to own private property includes as 
the most basic, the right to exclude others. Nevertheless, our family has and we expect will 
continue to allow the public to carry on "family type" recreational activities on the beach shoreline 
and dunes but we prohibit any use of motorized vehicles. Motor vehicles are destructive to the 
beach shoreline and the dunes and the habitat they provide and foreclose use by the turtles and 
shore birds that need these areas in order to survive and propagate. Motor vehicles pose significant 
hazards to the property, environmental, the animals and to pedestrians and expose our family to 
unreasonable risk ofpublic liability. Recent independent scientific studies show that use of motor 
vehicles on beach shorelines and dunes is extremely damaging and should be prohibited entirely. 
Our property was included as a study site in a very recent study of shore birds that made this 
conclusion. Furthermore, the use of motor vehicles on dunes is prohibited by law. 

The proven negatives weigh very heavily against the convenience of using motor vehicles 
on the beach shoreline and dune areas. 

The prevailing practice throughout much ofthe u.S. is to prohibit use ofmotor vehicles on 
these areas for all the reasons our family has and will continue to prohibit their use. 

In recent years, several individual officials of Lafourche Parish and the Greater Lafourche 
Port Commission have been pushing our family to allow motor vehicles to ride on the beach 
shoreline and on dunes. Indeed, last summer, they removed our fence posts and encouraged the 
motoring public to enter our private property. This was unfortunate, dangerous and an affront to 
private property rights. Be assured that our family will continue to take steps which are 
appropriate to the preservation of our beach property and to protect our property rights. 

It is not welllcnown to the public that over the past 5 years, our family has offered the use 
ofa portion ofour beach property to Lafourche Parish - free ofcharge- for a public recreation area 
contingent on the adoption ofrules for safe and responsible use. The administration has failed to 
act on our offer which remains open today. 

It also may not be well known that our family has given, with out charge, servitudes for use 
ofportions ofour beach property to Lafourche Parish and the Greater Lafourche Port Commission. 
Furthermore, much of the property in Port Fourchon was given by our family without any charge 
whatsoever to the Greater Lafourche Port Commission without which the port would not be what 
it is today. 

We hope that the parish will ultimately accept what we have offered. Until thattime, our 
family will continue to allow reasonable pedestrian use ofour beach shoreline and dune area. We 
ask only that you leave nothing but your footprints. 
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
