E. A Department of Grants and Economic Development is hereby created and established.

SECTION 1.  The necessary placement of "No Littering”  signs sign shall be installed on
both sides of the street of 102 Mia Drive, Gray, Louisiana.

SECTION 9:100 LITTERING PROHIBITED

SECTION 2. Section 9:100 (E) of Sub-Chapter “C” of Chapter 9 of the Lafourche Parish
Code of Ordinances is as follows:

D. All fines collected for litter violations, pursuant to LA R.S. 30:2531 et seq., shall be
paid to Lafourche Parish pursuant to LA R.S. 25:1112.  The Lafourche Parish
Council shall reimburse all parties proportionately for the time spent and expenses
incurred pursuant to LA R.S. 13:2589(B).

The fines and penalties for violations thereof shall be as follows:

1) Upon the first conviction, a $250.00 fine and sentenced to serve eight (8) hours of
community service in a litter abatement work program as approved by the Courts.

2) Upon a second conviction, a $500.00 fine and sentenced to serve sixteen (16) hours
of community service in a litter abatement work program as approved by the Courts.

3) Upon a third or any subsequent convictions, a $1,250.00 fine, his/her motor vehicle
drivers license suspended for one (1) year, and sentenced to serve eight (80) hours of
community service in a litter abatement work program as approved by the Courts, or
all or any combination of all the penalties provided by this sub-paragraph.
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SECTION 3.  The Sheriff of this Parish is hereby specifically requested to assist in the
enforcement of the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 4. If any provision or item of this ordinance or the application thereof is held
invalid, such invalidity shall not effect other provisions, items of this ordinance which can be given
affect without the invalid provisions, items or application, and to this end the provisions of this
ordinance are declared severable.

SECTION 5. All Ordinance or parts of Ordinances by the Lafourche Parish Council
conflicting with or inconsistent with the provisions of these regulations are hereby repealed.

with right of ingress and egress thereto. Said mentioned servitude to be in, over, and upon 

a portion of the following described land being on the North side of Hwy 304 (Levee A) 

situated in the Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana to wit:

use and occupancy of the premises by LESSEE, its officers, agents, servants and employees 
or others on said premises by license or invitation of LESSEE except those claims, demands 
or causes of action arising out of the sole negligence of PARISH.  LESSEE agrees to 
investigate, handle and respond to any such lawsuit at its sole expense and agrees to bear all 
other costs, attorney fees and expenses resulting or related thereto, event if it (claims, etc.) 
its groundless, false or fraudulent. 
 
13. TERMINATION: 
 This Lease of Residential Property shall be terminated under any or all of the 
following conditions: 

a. By sixty (60) days written notice by PARISH 
b. By written mutual agreement and consent of the parties hereto 
c. As provided in Section 17 regarding Default 
d. Should the property that is the subject of this agreement become necessary 

for use by PARISH after a declaration of necessity by the governing authority 
for the parish. 

 
14. ABANDONMENT: 
 Should the premises be abandoned to LESSEE or should LESSEE begin to remove 
personal property to the detriment of PARISH’S lien, then the rent for the unexpired term, 
with reasonable attorney’s fees, shall immediately become due, and PARISH, at PARISH’s 
option, may cancel the lease and re-enter and let the premises for such price or on such 
terms as may be immediately obtainable, and apply the net amount realized to the amount 
due by LESSEE.

that event, PARISH shall have the further option to declare this agreement immediately 
cancelled and terminated, without waiving PARISH’s right to proceed against LESSEE for

WHEREAS, it is the duty upon oath that the Governing Authority and State Officials address
concerns dealing with the general health, safety and welfare of the citizens and said resolution satisfies

WHEREAS, Anesthesiologist Assistants have less education which will reduce the quality of
care; and

WHEREAS, Anesthesiologist Assistants do not receive the same rigorous education as Certified
Registered Nurse Anesthetists (CRNAs); and

WHEREAS, there is no shortage of anesthesia providers in Louisiana and many
Anesthesiologist Assistants are not trained to administer all types of anesthesia; unlike Certified
Registered Nurse Anesthetists (CRNAs), Anesthesiologist Assistants are limited to what types of
anesthesia they can administer; and

WHEREAS, this dramatic change in the law is for only one (1) known Anesthesiologist
Assistant living in Louisiana; and

WHEREAS, the training and use of Anesthesiologist Assistants in Louisiana is not a viable
option for health care needs because Anesthesiologist Assistants have never been legally authorized to
practice in Louisiana; under their own practice standards, Anesthesiologist Assistants can only function
under the “direct supervision” of anesthesiologists, therefore meaning they could not practice in thirty-
six (36) parishes across the state, whereas Certified Registered Nurse Anesthetists (CRNAs) are the sole
anesthesia provider; therefore,
