A REGULAR MEETING OF THE LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL, PARISH OF 
LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, MAY 10, 2011 
AT 5:00 P.M., HELD AT THE MATHEWS GOVERNMENT COMPLEX, 4876 HIGHWAY 1, 
MATHEWS, LOUISIANA. 
 
 The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by 
Mr. Louis Richard, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the 
transaction of business at 5:00 p.m.   
 
 Proceedings of the meeting were called to order with the following:   
 
 PRESENT: Mr. Jerry Jones   Mr. Lindel Toups

   Mr. Louis Richard, Chairman  Mr. Rodney Doucet, Vice-Chair 
   Mr. Joseph “Joe” Fertitta  Mr. Daniel Lorraine 
   Mr. Matt Matherne   Mrs. Charlotte Randolph, Parish President 
 
 ABSENT: None 
 
 Chairman Richard announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Rodney Doucet. The 
Council then recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Phillip Gouaux.   
 

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES 
 The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the April 26, 2011 
Regular Session meeting. A motion was offered by Mr. Toups, seconded by Mr. Delatte, and carried 
by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.   
 

PRESENTATIONS 
 The next item (2) on the agenda was Parish President Charlotte Randolph to present the 
Employee of the Month and WOW Candidate for the month of April. President Randolph announced 
Ms. Nana Parr, a Food Service Technician for Head Start, as a Wonderful and Outstanding 
Worker; and also Mr. Bob Passman, Compliance Officer for the Public Works and Solid Waste 
Departments. She then recognized Mr. Gilbert Duet Jr. as the Employee of the Month of April; who 
is an Equipment Operator II in the Galliano Field Office, being employed with Lafourche Parish 
Government for 20 years.  
 
 The next item (3) on the agenda was Ms. Beryl Pitre, Housing Authority of Lafourche Parish 
to present an annual report. Ms. Beryl Pitre, Executive Director, presented Council with a copy of 
the Board’s annual report (see Exhibit “A”).  
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) AND/OR UPDATE(S) 
 The next item (4) on the agenda was Mr. Kerry Babin, Director of Public Works to present a 
report. Mr. Babin first acknowledged Mr. Duet for his recognition of Employee of the Month; stating 
that he was indeed a fine dedicated Public Works employee, as was many of the others; but he was also 
a great mentor and trainer for a lot of the younger employees. He mentioned that Mr. Duet has been on 
the same tractor for as long as he had been with the Parish; in that he had logged 9,378 hours on the 
same tractor, without a single breakdown. Mr. Babin expressed that showed care for the Parish’s 
Taxpayer’s equipment, which needed to be commended; thus thanking Mr. Duet for his services.  
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Mr. Babin then continued by presenting his report of ongoing projects going on throughout the 
Parish as a PowerPoint presentation (see Exhibit “B”); he next answered several questions asked by 
Council, along with a member of the Public, being that of a Mr. Harris Cheramie.  
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was of any Administrative reports.   
 a.) PARISH PRESIDENT - President Randolph spoke of the issues that the Parish was 
currently being faced with, concerning the possible opening of the Morganza Spillway and of the impact 
to Lafourche Parish. She referenced two ‘computer modeled’ maps which were projected onto the 
screen for all to review; in which she gave additional and specific information pertaining to potential 
backwater coming into Lafourche Parish. President Randolph stated that she wanted to alert the public 
of the possibilities of some flooding throughout the Parish, for them to know that they were indeed 
monitoring such, in that they had declared a State of Emergency that very morning. She said that the 
President had yet to approve any aspect of any Federal assistance, except for the National Guard portion 
of such, thus having no public or individual assistance. President Randolph explained that would mean 
that any money the Parish would spend in preparation of such would be from the Parish coffers, and 
would not necessarily be reimbursed; so everything was being measured very carefully. She informed 
everyone of their intentions and of what was being monitored; saying that May 23rd was the crest of the 
River, in that the Governor was saying that they were going to open the Morganza between Saturday and 
Tuesday. President Randolph continued to give additional information of several possibilities. 
Discussion then ensued in regards to further clarifications and of suggestions to assist in the situations.  
 
 b.) DEPARTMENT HEADS, DIRECTORS, MANAGERS – No other reports were given. 
 

QUESTIONS FOR THE ADMINISTRATION 
 The next item on the agenda was of any questions for the Administration.  

Mr. Don Griffin from Larose questioned his Councilman, being that of Mr. Gouaux, in regards 
to if he was going to see to it that the gates were going to be closed at the Intracoastal that were opened 
for the last storm, before the water rises. Mr. Gouaux replied by saying that he had spoken with Mr. 
Kerry Babin, Public Works Director, about the culverts that go under the road, from the Intracoastal; 
saying that everybody was now aware of where they were, and when the water starts rising, that would 
happen. He further stated that the Engineer, Mr. Larry Picciola, was currently working on the Floodwall, 
in which it would eliminate said problem altogether. Brief comments were additionally made; in which 
President Randolph informed that the Corp had asked that Mr. Picciola stop the drainage work being 
done on East 1st and 2nd Streets, until the Parish would see what the situation would be; in which they 
had recently stopped such.  
 

ENGINEERS AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently on going, recently 
completed or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish. (Also included in 
the Councilmen’s packets were monthly “Project Status Reports” (see Exhibit “C”), which was 
provided by Administration, from the Engineers and Architects.)  
 Mr. Joe Picciola, with Picciola & Associates, Inc., presented Council with various project 
updates regarding Road Sales Tax District No. 2 - Phase 4F; the Twin Oaks Drainage Project; and the 
Hurricanes Gustav & Ike CDBG Projects (see Exhibit “C-1”). Further brief updates and clarifications 
were given, by the Councilmen’s request, regarding several Parish projects.  
 Mr. Richard Weimer, Architect with Weimer Gros Flores, LLC, presented the Council with 
a status update regarding the 17th Judicial District Court Division B, Courthouse Annex Project and of 
the Renovations to the Mathews Government Complex Project (see Exhibit “C-2”).  
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Mr. Larry Picciola with Angelette-Picciola, LLC briefly updated the Council in regards to the 
Larose 1st and 2nd Street Drainage Project; the Cut Off Bridge Grating Replacement Project; the 
Clovelly Road relocation Project, the Highway 1 and 24 Connection Relocation Project; and the 
Industrial Park Floodwall and Drainage Improvements Project (see Exhibit “C-3”). Further brief 
updates and clarifications were given, by the Councilmen’s request, regarding several Parish projects. 

Mr. Jimmy Ledet, Manager of T. Baker Smith, LLC, briefly updated the Council in regards 
to the Company Canal Pump Station Project and of the “Drainage Master Plan” (see Exhibit “C-4”).  
 

LEGAL ADVISOR REPORT 
 The next item on the agenda was to relinquish time to the Lafourche Parish Legal Advisor. 
No one requested to speak.   
 
 Next, a motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, to open the Public 
Hearing, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.   
 

PUBLIC HEARING AND ORDINANCES FOR RATIFICATION 
 The next item (5) on the agenda was an ordinance authorizing the establishment of a Line of 
Credit (the “Line of Credit”) and related Incurrence of Debt in an not to exceed $5,000,000 of the 
Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana; providing for the payment thereof, establishing the rate of 
interest thereon; providing for a pledge and dedication of taxes and other revenues of said Issuer for 
security and payment thereof in principal and interest; authorizing the execution and delivery of a 
Master Note and Disbursement Notes, and all documents required in connection therewith. (This item 
was deferred at the April 12, 2011 and the April 26, 2011 Lafourche Parish Council Meetings; in which 
no Public Hearings were held.) A motion was offered by Mr. Jones and seconded by Mr. Delatte. 
Chairman Richard asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the proposed 
ordinance. An amendment was to be proposed by Mr. Jones; in which he initially relinquished time to 
the Bonding Attorney, Mr. Scott Crawford with Crawford-Lewis, in order to first clarify the 
amendment, being that it dealt with a lot of legal issues. Mr. Crawford introduced himself as being the 
Bond Counsel to the Parish, and then explained the reasoning for the necessary changes. Therefore, 
Mr. Jones substituted the “amended” version; thus making said changes as stated to the ordinance. 
Brief discussion and debate then ensued pertaining to further clarifications of such; in which Mr. 
Matherne stated that he would like to move to defer until the next meeting, with a second by Mr. 
Lorraine. After additional discussion, the amendment was seconded by Mr. Doucet. Chairman Richard 
asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the amendment. Hearing none, he called 
for a vote, which carried by a vote of (6) yeas and (3) nays, being Mr. Richard, Mr. Fertitta, and Mr. 
Lorraine. Detailed and specific discussion, along with further debate, again continued, pertaining to said 
amendments; in which President Randolph additionally explained the processes. Mr. Matherne reiterated 
that he would like to see this item be deferred for two weeks to research it further; expressing that he 
was not against such, but he would like to look into it a little more. Various discussion and comments 
continued, with several Councilmen expressing their views and opinions on such. Hearing no others, 
Chairman Richard then called for a vote, in which the amended ordinance carried by a vote of (5) yeas 
and (4) nays, being Mr. Richard, Mr. Fertitta, Mr. Matherne, and Mr. Lorraine.  
ORD. NO. 4942 LINE OF CREDIT / INCURRENCE OF DEBT 
 
 The next item (6) on the agenda was an ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 3895, amending 
Chapter 9, Sub-Chapter A, Article II Definitions, Sections 9:8 Words and Terms Defined, of the Code 
of Ordinances as it pertains to Abandoned/Derelict Structure. (This item was deferred at the April 26, 
2011 Lafourche Parish Council Meeting; in which no Public Hearing was held.) This item was pulled, 
at the request of Mr. Gouaux.  
PULLED  AMENDMENTS - ABANDONED/DERELICT STRUCTURE 
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 The next item (7) on the agenda was an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 1867, amending 
and reenacting Section 16:300 of Sub-Chapter “A” of Chapter 16 of the Code of Ordinances as it 
pertains to Parish Coroner Compensation. (This item was deferred at the April 26, 2011 Lafourche 
Parish Council Meeting; in which no Public Hearing was held.) A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet 
and seconded by Mr. Gouaux. Chairman Richard asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to 
speak on the proposed ordinance. Hearing none, Chairman Richard called for a vote, which carried by a 
vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.   
ORD. NO. 4943 AMENDMENTS - PARISH CORONER COMPENSATION 
 
 The next item (8) on the agenda was an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 3895, amending 
Chapter 9, Sub-Chapter C, Nuisance Abatement, Section 9:153.10, of the Code of Ordinances as it 
pertains to abatement. A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux and seconded by Mr. Toups. Chairman 
Richard asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance. Mr. 
Doucet asked who was currently doing the inspections. President Randolph responded by explaining that 
Administration had hired an Independent Inspector to do this, and because of the insurance requirements 
of $1 million, he was no longer able to do it for the Parish. Ms. Crystal Chiasson, Parish Administrator, 
further explained that Mr. Frank Morris had been doing them; but he could actually certify some of the 
Parish Employees to do so. So, they would work to that end; in which it would be done through the 
Solid Waste and Public Works Departments. Mr. Doucet clarified that it was going to be done in-house, 
with the Parish Employees, thus saving the Parish some money; with several comments being made, in 
that he was correct. An amendment was then made by Mr. Gouaux, first saying that he thought it was 
only a typo, but in the second sentence it said “The report shall be made by the Parish President.” and it 
should read, “The report shall be submitted to the Parish President”. After additional discussion, the 
amendment was seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays. Hearing no 
others, Chairman Richard then called for a vote, in which the amended ordinance carried by a vote of 
(9) yeas and (0) nays.   
ORD. NO. 4944  AMENDMENTS - NUISANCE ABATEMENT 
 
 The next item (9) on the agenda was an ordinance rescinding Ordinance No. 3205, in its 
entirety, as it pertains to Sub-Chapter C of Chapter 5, Building and Construction Regulations, 
Sections 5:200 thru 5:207 of the Code of Ordinances. This item was pulled by Mr. Gouaux.  
PULLED RESCINDING ORD. # 3205 - BUILDING & CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS 
 
 The next item (10) on the agenda was an ordinance rescinding Ordinance No. 3425, in its 
entirety, as it pertains to Sub-Chapter C of Chapter 5, Building and Construction Regulations, 
Sections 5:200 thru 5:207 of the Code of Ordinances. This item was pulled by Mr. Gouaux.  
PULLED RESCINDING ORD. # 3425 - BUILDING & CONSTRUCTION REGULATIONS 
 
 The next item (11) on the agenda was an ordinance requesting that Traffic Calming Devices and 
the appropriated signage be installed (pending appropriate funding is available) on Laris Drive, 
Raceland, Louisiana, Ward (4), District (6), Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana. A motion was 
offered by Mr. Toups and seconded by Mr. Gouaux. Chairman Richard asked three times if anyone from 
the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance. Hearing none, Chairman Richard called for a 
vote, which carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.   
ORD. NO. 4945 TRAFFIC CALMING DEVICES - LARIS DRIVE, RACELAND 
 
 The next item (12) on the agenda was an ordinance providing a Variance from the Lafourche 
Parish Subdivision Regulations on Pointe Fourchon Subdivision Block 9 Redivision (Ward 10, 
District 9) as recommended by the Lafourche Parish Planning Commission at their March 31, 2011 
meeting. A motion was offered by Mr. Lorraine and seconded by Mr. Doucet. Chairman Richard asked 
three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance. Hearing none, 
Chairman Richard called for a vote, which carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.   
ORD. NO. 4946 VARIANCE - POINTE FOURCHON SUBDIVISION BLOCK 9…  
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 The next item (13) on the agenda was an ordinance providing for a 2011 Supplemental 
Appropriation (SA 11-010) within the 2011 Operations and Maintenance Budget to provide for the 
Spay and Neuter Program, through the Animal Shelter; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, 
execute and administer said transactions as provided for by Article VI of the Lafourche Parish Home 
Rule Charter.

This is to inform you that a survey required in conjunction with the Traffic Calming Ordinance 3852
 
(Traffic Calming Policies and Procedures), Section J, was completed for Nelson Street in Raceland.
 
The initial application met the 50% signature requirement.
 

History:
 
A radar device was placed on Nelson Street and data collected during the survey period revealed the
 
street meets the minimum requirements concerning traffic calming devices.
 

On April 14, 2010, at 6:00 p.m., a neighborhood meeting was conducted. In attendance were Deputy 
W.F. McDowell and 6 Street Representatives. During the meeting a proposal for traffic calming was 
shared with the residents. The residents also shared their thoughts and suggestions. After some 
discussion all representatives in attendance were in agreement with the proposal to be presented to the 
Parish Council. 

A petition for permanent installation was received and met the 66% requirement. 

Stats: 
Nelson Street is used as a short cut from LA 308 to access the recreational grounds located adjacent to 
Texas Street and, as a result, tends to receive an extraordinary amount of traffic. The Street is .10 mile 
(apprx 528 ft) in length, 18 feet wide and has a speed limit of IS mph. During the survey period 6,436 
vehicles traveled the street. The average speed was 16.43 mph. The fastest speed was 42 mph, and the 
85th percentile was 22 mph (7 mph above the posted speed limit). With this in mind, during the survey 
period, the daily average number of vehicles traveling the street was approximately 450. 

2,978 vehicles exceeded the posted limit, making a daily average of approximately 212. Of the total 
number of vehicles exceeding the posted speed limit, 1,071 exceeded the posted limit by 7 mph or 
more. The approximate daily average of vehicles traveling 7 mph or more above the speed limit was 
76.

Nelson Street meets the minimum requirements concerning traffic calming devices according to the 
above mentioned ordinance, specifically the 85th percentile, and the Lafourche Parish Sheriffs Office 
is recommending the following: 

Proposal: 
1.	 I Traffic Calming Device (speed hump) placed midway between LA 308 and Texas Street. 
2.	 I additional speed limit sign on the Westbound side of the street approximately midway 

between Texas Street and LA 308. 
3.	 Additional "Child Caution" signs (i.e., Watch for Children, Children at Play, etc.) with each 

existing and additional speed limit sign. 

**In Addition: 
The residents are requesting that a second traffic calming device (speed hump) be placed on the Street 
along with the above proposed device (speed hump). They suggest that both devices (speed humps) be 
placed in such a manner as to divide the street into three equal sections. They are requesting the 
additional device (speed hump) because of the high volume of traffic on the street due to activities at 
the Recreation Center, especially during the summer months, and because the street is being used as a 
short cut to the recreation center from LA 308.

The directors shall be residents of the Parish of Lafourche, and shall represent
the hospitality and tourist industry (i.e., hotels, motels, campgrounds, restaurants, fairs, festivals
and rodeos).  The directors shall be appointed by the Lafourche Parish Council as follows: (1)
one (1) director who is a resident of the City of Thibodaux nominated by the Mayor of the City
of Thibodaux as a representative of the City of Thibodaux; (2) one (1) director who is a resident
of the Town of Lockport nominated by the Mayor of the Town of Lockport as a representative
of the Town of Lockport; (3) one (1) director who is a resident  of the Town of Golden Meadow
nominated by the Mayor of Golden Meadow as a representative of the Town of Golden
Meadow; (4) one (1) director nominated by the Thibodaux Chamber of Commerce; (5) two (2)
directors nominated by the Chamber of Commerce of Lafourche and the Bayou Region; (6) one
(1) director who is a member of a recognized cultural/historical organization; (7) one (1) director
who is a resident of Ward Eleven (11) of Lafourche Parish; however if no resident meets the
criteria in said District, the Councilman of that District shall have the authority to appoint
someone outside of his District; (8) one (1) director who is a resident of Ward Six (6) of
Lafourche Parish; however if no resident meets the criteria in said District, the Councilman
of that District shall have the authority to appoint someone outside of his District.  In
making appointments, the Lafourche Parish Council shall the right by 2/3's vote of the entire
membership of the body to reject any nominee, in which case the nominating authority who
nominated the individual who was rejected shall submit another name to the Council.  At the
expiration of the term of office of each respective director, his successor shall be appointed in
the same manner as the director whom he succeeds, for a term of three (3) years.  Appointments
of successors to directors whose term will expire shall be made no later than November 1ST of
the year in which such term expires.  The expiration date of the terms of all directors shall be
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on December 31ST of the final year of their appointment.  It is hereby further specified that any
vacancy in the office of director caused by resignation or other reasons shall be filled by
appointment for a term of three (3) years in the same manner as the original appointment was
made.

1.  The directors so appointed shall elect from among themselves a Chairman.  The Chairman
of the Commission shall be elected by the Board of Directors to serve a term of one (1) year with
election to be held the first scheduled meeting after the new directors are appointed by the
Lafourche Parish Council.  In addition to the Chairman, the Commission shall elect from the
membership a Vice Chairman, a Secretary, and a Treasurer.  The office of Secretary and
Treasurer may be combined if the Commission so elects. 

SECTION 2. If any section, clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations shall
be held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not affect any other section,
clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations.

CHAPTER III 
STANDARDS OF RESPONSIBILITY AND CONDUCT 
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SECTION 9 EMERGENCY RESPONSE AND RECOVERY 
 
9.1 PURPOSE: 
To establish policies and procedures for addressing employee pay during situations requiring 
immediate attention and or during a declared state of emergency. 
 
 
9.2 EMPLOYEES AFFECTED: 
This policy applies to all full-time, part-time, classified and unclassified employees. All 
employees are deemed essential employees. 
 
9.3 DEFINITIONS: 
a. Key Essential Position (Tier I) – Those employees who are in management level 
positions and/or those specified within the Emergency Preparedness Plan that are required 
before, during (on standby), and after an event. 
 
b. Essential Employee (Tier II) – Every Lafourche Parish Government employee. 
 
c. Emergency Work – During an emergency situation, employees may be reassigned to 
perform other necessary tasks and duties within their ability. Supervision may be provided by 
someone other than the regular supervisor. It is the duty of the employee to comply with all 
supervisory instructions. Employees are required to return to work within 48 hours of request to 
return, unless adjusted by the Parish President as necessary according to current conditions. 
Employees must monitor the parish website and any other media to find out when they must 
return to work.  Employees who fail to be available or report to work as directed in an 
emergency situation shall be subject to disciplinary action up to and including termination.  
 
d. Call-Back – When an employee is specifically called back to work by his or her 
supervisor or administration representative outside of the employee’s regularly scheduled hours. 
Call-back requires additional travel to and from work; continuation of or early commencement of 
a regular shift shall not be considered call-back. 
 
e. On-Call – When an employee is issued a paging or other communications device, is not 
confined to a specific location and his or her time may be used for personal matters, and the 
employee is required to reply to a call-back page/contact to advise the supervisor of his or her 
availability to accept the call-back at the time. 
 
f. Standby – The formal assignment of an employee to remain available to respond to a 
call-back situation during the employee’s non-working hours, such that the employee must be 
immediately (within 48 hours) available for duty and within telecommunications contact (beeper, 
radio, phone). Standby status may only be assigned by the employee’s supervisor or 
administration representative. The act of carrying a pager or other such communications device 
does not, in itself, constitute standby status. 
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9.4 POLICY: 
a. In order to maintain the safety and functionality of the Parish’s infrastructure and rights-
of-way, it will be necessary periodically for designated employees to be called back for duties 
outside of their regular working hours during emergency or otherwise adverse situations. 
Situations including, but not limited to thunderstorms, wind or other acts of nature, accidents, 
vandalism, and equipment failure often create problems on parish streets and rights-of-way that 
may warrant immediate attention outside of normal working hours. 
 
b. Essential employees shall not be relieved of responsibility/duty when the parish and/or 
other officials recommend a voluntary or mandatory evacuation. Essential employees may be 
required to work when citizens may not be required to work and when their families and 
neighbors are evacuating. The parish realizes that employees must provide for the welfare of 
their families and will allow time to do so; however, this will not serve as an acceptable reason 
for an employee’s failure to report for duty when required. 
 
c. The Parish President shall invoke/revoke the provisions of the Emergency Pay Policy 
when deemed necessary.   
 
9.5 PAY STRUCTURE: 
a. When the agency is closed for normal business operation because of a Declared State of 
Emergency, as defined by the Parish President or their designee, essential employees, who are 
called into work during the emergency shall receive pay at the rate of time and one-half for all 
hours worked and double time and one-half for holidays which are identified within the Civil 
Service Manual, until such time as the State of Emergency is lifted or as stipulated in 9.4c above. 
 
b. When the agency is open for normal business operation while in a Declared State of 
Emergency, normal pay provisions shall apply except that time and a half will be paid instead of 
compensatory time until such time as the State of Emergency is lifted or in accordance with 9.4c.   
 
c. Employees who do not work the day before or the day after a declared holiday shall not 
receive emergency holiday pay. 
 
d. As per Chapter IV, Section 6.1 of the Civil Service manual and Chapter V Section 9 
of the unclassified manual, employees who are called to work while maintaining “on-call” status 
shall be guaranteed a minimum of 3 hours at their respective rate of pay under the emergency 
pay provisions. 
     
e. When the agency opens for normal business operation, all employees are required to 
return to work.   The parish will update the parish website and will provide media and any other 
resources with a date on which the parish will re-open for business.  All employees shall be 
responsible for reporting to work on that day.  Employees are responsible for using all forms of 
communications/media available to ascertain the date upon which the parish will re-open for 
normal business.   Employees who are on pre-approved leave that do not report to work on the 
appointed date will be required to use their annual or compensatory leave to cover those hours.  
If all leave is exhausted, the employees shall be on a leave without pay status.  Employees 
requested to return to work prior to the date upon which the parish reopens for normal business 
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will be paid according to section 9.5a.    Once the parish resumes normal business operations, 
regular pay provisions apply; employees not reporting to work will be subject to disciplinary 
action up to and including termination. 
 
f. Unclassified employees under Head Start and Community Services and appointed 
personnel are eligible for the emergency pay provisions under this policy. The current year’s 
budget will be amended after the state of emergency is lifted to reflect all payments made for 
time worked during the declared state of emergency. 
 
9.6 PROCEDURES: 
a. During severe weather or other emergency situations, the Administration shall have the 
sole authority to excuse employees of the Lafourche Parish Government from reporting to work 
upon notification to the OEP Director and/or his/her designee. Any employee who has a bona 
fide documented medical or life condition that prevents or restricts the ability to comply with 
emergency duty requirements must immediately bring this fact to the attention of their 
immediate supervisor. “Emergency Situation” shall encompass circumstances that would expose 
parish employees to harmful or unsafe conditions, as determined by the Administration. During a 
Declared State of Emergency, those employees actually scheduled to work or available for duty 
(on standby) during the time period of the declaration shall receive time off without loss of pay, 
annual leave or sick leave. Unless a Declaration of Emergency has been issued, all parish 
employees are expected to report to work. 
 
b.   By May 1 of each year the OEP Director shall notify all employees of their Tier level and 
their assigned duty during an emergency event. 
 
c. For the duration of the emergency, employees shall not be on duty for more than 18 hours 
at a time in a 24-hour period and there must be a minimum of a 4-hour break between shifts for 
the safety and health of personnel. Furthermore, upon the declaration of emergency, all 
scheduled vacations for designated personnel shall be cancelled. 
 
d. During the Declared State of Emergency, all essential personnel shall be available for 
duty and necessary services per the OEP Emergency Plan assignments. All employees during a 
Declared State of Emergency report directly to the Key Essential employees and all Key 
Essential employees report to the OEP Director. 
 

1. Employees are to provide their emergency contact telephone numbers (home, cell, or 
other secondary emergency number) to their department head or immediate 
supervisor and are required to notify them of any changes as they occur. Department 
heads and supervisors shall provide updated contact information to the OEP Director. 

2. The parish will update the parish website and will provide media and any other 
available resources with a date on which the parish will re-open for business.  All 
employees shall be responsible for reporting to work on that day.  Employees are 
responsible for using all forms of communications/media available to ascertain the 
date upon which the parish will re-open for normal business. 
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e. “Key Essential” personnel are subject to 24-hour on-call status during emergency 
situations and are to contact their supervisors when a hurricane, severe storm, or other 
emergency threatens the vicinity of the parish. Individual department heads may develop 
emergency procedures to be followed by their departmental employees. 
 
 1. Employees who are on-call are required to be available for ready communication 

and duty assignment, as may be further outlined in their departmental procedures. 
 
f. No provision of this Emergency Pay Policy will preclude the necessary, immediate 
evacuation of a facility by an authorized supervisor in the interest of personal safety. 
 
SECTION 2. If any provision or item of this ordinance or the application thereof is held invalid, 
such invalidity shall not effect other provisions, items or application of this ordinance which can 
be given affect without the invalid provisions, items or application, and to this end the provisions 
of this ordinance are declared severable. 
 
SECTION 3. All Ordinances by the Lafourche Parish Council conflicting with or inconsistent 
with the provisions of these regulations are hereby repealed. 
 
SECTION 4. This Ordinance shall be published in the Official Journal of the Lafourche Parish 
Council in the manner provided by law. 
 
SECTION 5. A certified copy of this Ordinance shall be forwarded to the Office of the Parish 
Administrator, the Department of Human Resources, the Finance Department and all employees. 
 
SECTION 6. This Ordinance, having been submitted in writing, having been read and adopted 
by sections at a public meeting of said council, was then submitted to an official vote as a whole, 
the vote thereon being as follows:
