THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this ____day of

referred to as OWNER and Golden Ranch Aviation, Inc._with the current 
mailing address of P. O. Box 280, Raceland, LA 70394, hereinafter referred to 
as CONTRACTOR/VENDOR. 
 
IN CONSIDERATION of the covenants and agreements herein contained, 
OWNER and CONTRACTOR/VENDOR hereby contract with each other as 
follows:
