WHEREAS, on October 30, 2000, the President signed into law the Disaster
Mitigation Act of 2000 (DMA 2000); and

WHEREAS, DMA 2000 amends the Robert T. Stafford Disaster Relief and
Emergency Assistance Act by, among other things, adding a new section, 322—
Mitigation Planning—which places new emphasis on local mitigation planning; and

WHEREAS, Section 322 requires local governments to develop and submit
mitigation plans as a condition of receiving Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP)
project grants; and

WHEREAS, an Interim Final Rule (the Rule) for implementing Section 322 was
published in the Federal Register, 44 CFR Parts 201 and 206, on February 26, 2002, with
requirements for Local Plans found in Part 201.6; and

WHEREAS, in Louisiana, the Governor’s Office of Homeland Security and
Emergency Preparedness (GOHSEP) local mitigation planning initiative is focused at the
parish level; and

WHEREAS, all Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and
GOHSEP procedures have been adhered to and approvals obtained; and

WHEREAS, the Lafourche Parish Government participated in preparation of the
plan update and supports the plan as it pertains to the entire parish; and

WHEREAS, this resolution was sponsored for Administration by Mr. Phillip
Gouaux, Councilman, District 7; and

WHEREAS, it is recommended by the Administration of the
Lafourche Parish Government that the council adopt the Lafourche Parish
Hazard Mitigation Plan Update dated June 2010.

HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN

The planning pilot grant program was approved in 2007 to assist Louisiana
parishes in completing Hazard Mitigation Plan Updates (HMPU) and Amendments.
Lafourche's original Hazard Mitigation Plan was approved in 2006,

Throughout the HMPU process. the committees determined that the sections of
the original Lafourche Parish Hazard Mitigation Plan that needed updating were the
Planning Process. Risk Assessment, Mitigation Strategies, and Plan Maintenance along
with the applicable attachments.

The Planning Process section updates include specifying plans and project lists
incorporated into the HMPU along with relevant attachments. The HMPU also
incorporated civic group presentations o further public outreach.

The Risk Assessment section of the Hazard Mitigation Plan Update includes the
updating a table of NOAA recorded events, a new tornado profile, and a new multi-
jurisdictional risk assessment. Also updated was the table summarizing risk assessment
iterns such as total structures, total value of structures, structures in hazard areas. value of
structures in hazard areas, residential population of area, and percent population of area.

Applicable attachments were added or updated.

The Mitigation Strategies section was also updated. The goal o reduce or avoid
long-term vulnerabilities to the identified hazards remained the same. However, the
objectives and action items relative to the established goals were updated. The
committee developed a list of priority projects, and the highest prioritized projects were
chosen for scoping. These updates were completed including any attachments that apply.

The Plan Maintenance section was also updated to include the procedure and
issues to be addressed yearly by a subset of the HMPU committee and public notification
of future meetings. The plan will be updated again within a five-year timeframe.

2. MINIMUM INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS
The required limits for coverage are as follows:

A. Workers” Compensation, as required by statute, and Employee’s Liability Insurance, $1,000,000 limits, covering
Contractor’s employees engaging in work/services under this agreement in compliance with applicable state, federal
and/or maritime laws. Lafourche Parish Government shall be provided with a waiver of subrogation as well as listed
as Alternate Employer. Contractor expressly agrees to comply with all provision of the Workers’ Compensation
Laws of the state or federal jurisdiction where the work/service is being performed. For work/services performed on
or near water, and where applicable, the policy should be endorsed to provide the Harbor Workers’ Compensation
Act, and/or Maritime Operations coverage, Maritime Employer’s Liability Including wages, maintenance and
transportation, and coverage for Master and Crews.

B. Automobile Liability Insurance, $1,000,000 limit, covering owned vehicles, leased, non-owned and hired vehicles.

C. Commercial General Liability insurance, $1,000,000 limit, covering 3" party bodily injury and property damage to
include the following:

Premises and Operations coverage;

Contractual Liability covering liabilities assumed under this Agreement;
Products and Completed Operations Coverage;

Action Over/Indemnity Buyback/

Underground resources liability endorsement (when applicable);

Broad form property damage;

Pollution liability coverage.

D. Aircraft Liability insurance when aircraft (including fixed wing and helicopters) that are owned, rented or chartered
are used in the operation under this agreement. The required limit of liability is $1,000,000 combined single limit to
include passenger liability. If owned aircraft are utilized, then a waiver of subrogation in favor of Government
should also be provided for Hull Damage to the craft. Company will be restricted from flying over populated area.

E. Marine Liability, Charters Legal Liability, and Towers Liability insurance when tugs, vessels or barges that are
owned, rented, or chartered are used in the operations under this agreement. The required limit of liability is
$10,000,000 which can be provided under a separate, stand alone policy or under Contractor’s Commercial General
Liability or Excess/Umbrella Liability Coverage.

F. Watercraft Hull Damage insurance if owned watercraft are utilized, including a waiver of subrogation in favor of
Lafourche Parish Government.

G. Architect, Engineers, and other Professionals shall maintain Professional Liability Coverage with limits of
$1,000,000. This coverage shall extend to all professional subcontractors employed by Professionals contracted with
Lafourche Parish Government.

H. Minimum required limits can be obtained either with primary policies, and/or combination with excess or umbrella
policies.
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
