Further being explained, that Bollinger Larose, L.L.C. was “non responsive”, due to the lack of all
required documents.  

Discussion then continued in regards to said resolution, as it was originally submitted; in which
was now being substituted.  First, was to fill in the name of the bidder it was awarded to and of their
amount; therefore filling in the blanks with “Allied Shipyard, Inc.” and the sum of “$378,289.67”.

Chairman Jones announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Joseph “Joe” Fertitta.  The
Council then recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Daniel Lorraine.  

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES
The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the May 26, 2009

Regular Session meeting.  A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Lorraine, and carried
by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.

PRESENTATIONS
The next item (2) on the agenda was a presentation of Employee of the Month and WOW

Candidates for the month of May.  President Randolph announced and congratulated the Wonderful
Outstanding Workers (WOW) Candidates for May; as being Ms. Catina Wilson-Kline and Ms. Glenda
Sapia, both from Head Start.  She then announced the Employee of the Month of May as being Ms.
Mickey Ordoyne, also with Head Start.  

The next item (3) on the agenda was a quarterly report from Ms. Martha Babin, Director of
Head Start.  Ms. Babin submitted reports to the Council (see Exhibit “A”) and then presented a brief, but
detailed summarization of same.  
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A motion was made by Mr. Gouaux, seconded by Mr. Doucet, to enter into Executive Session,
and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION
The next item (4) on the agenda was an Executive Session pursuant to Colvan Cattle v LPG.

It should be noted for the record that Ms. Faye Smith, Manager of LPG Risk Management; Mr. Chris
Bourgeois, Attorney representing Lafourche Parish; Lafourche Parish President, Mrs. Charlotte
Randolph; and all Councilmen were present in the Executive Session.  

A motion was made by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Toups, to reconvene the meeting, and
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

(No motion was made, to take any action, regarding matters discussed in Executive Session.)

A motion was next made by Mr. Fertitta, to briefly deviate back to item 2 (Presentations),
seconded by Mr. Delatte, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

President Randolph further recognized May’s Employee of the Month (Ms. Mickey Ordoyne),
being that she was now present.  She read from the nomination form: “Mickey has been working for Head
Start for about four years.  She has been a Bus Monitor for about two years.  Prior to this, she was a Meal
Technician.  Mickey is a very caring person!  She helps out in anyway that she can.  If Head Start is in
need of an extra pair of hands to help deliver meals, or an extra pair of eyes to help in the classroom, all
they have to do is to ask Mickey.  She helps out the Bus Driver in taking on duties that might not
necessarily be a part of her job.  She is very carrying and concerned when it comes to these Head Start
families.  She treats them like they are her own.  Reading to the children or talking to them about their
day is always a plus for Mickey.  I do think that she is very important to the Head Start program.”  

A motion was then made by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Doucet, to return to the regular
agenda, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S)
The next item (5) on the agenda was a report from Mr. Ronnie Robichaux, Director of Public

Works.  Mr. Robichaux presented the Council with a packet (see Exhibit “B”) and showed slides of same
as a PowerPoint presentation; showing pictures and explaining the ongoing and accomplished work being
done throughout the Parish.  

Mr. Robichaux also went over various other projects in which they have completed in the last six
or seven months, stating that they have: reinstalled a pump at the Jessie Dufrene Pump Station, which was
rebuilt by M&L; and installed a new pump at the Parr Pump Station, in which they would remove the
other two pumps to be rebuilt and lengthened.  He then listed bridges and levees that were completed: the
Marybeth Bridge, the T-Bois Bridge, the Edna Levee South, the Valentine Bridge, and the Pointe aux
Chene Levee.  Mr. Robichaux reported that the trash racks have been completed for both the Twin Oaks
Pump Station and Butch Hill.  

Mr. Robichaux continued by updating the Council on about 20 other projects that they were
currently working on, being in different stages.  He reported that the Rita Bridge was currently under
contract; in that they now have the Corp of Engineers’ permit to begin work on West 1st Street; that
people with FEMA would be going out the very next day to the Halprin Canal for after-the-fact work; that
they have to get some Engineers for the Bayou Blue Bridge engineered, which was on State property, in
that they would have to get, having to get the State involved, to then have permanent repairs to that bridge.
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Mr. Robichaux reported that they were getting ready to complete the Waverly Canal and the Forty
Arpent Canal in Leighton Pump to Morvant.  He said they would soon be digging the canal for Super
Charge Drive; that they were in the process of fixing the bridge down Leighton Road; that they have to
finish cleaning the St. Louis Canal Road.  Mr. Robichaux stated they have broken concrete panels on
Leighton Drive, Levert Drive, and several other areas.  He next said that the building was not yet
purchased for the Bayou Blue Field Office, in that they were still hoping that they would be able to
relocate the facility to the Bayou Blue Recreation Center; further stating that the building had been
delivered for the Chackbay/Choctaw Field Office, in that they were getting the Fire Marshals’ permits to
put it in place.  Mr. Robichaux went on to mention that the Galliano Bridge was currently at Allied
Shipyard, being worked on.  He said they have to do some work on the Valentine Bridge ramps, but it was
not a major project.  Going on to explain that they were getting ready to dig the outfall canal for the
LeBlanc Drive Culvert Project, being they received the Corps of Engineers’ permit last Friday to do so.
Mr. Robichaux reported that they had indeed completed the McCloud ditches; that they were tentatively
approved to buy the culverts for the Blanchard ditch, which they would install soon thereafter.  He said
they also have 1,600 feet of culverts to install in Thibodaux; in that they were getting ready to start on the
Lefort Bypass Road.  

Mr. Doucet stated that he was reviewing the pictures, which was presented by Mr. Robichaux; in
that he noticed where the ditch was being dug on Danos Street, that it was pretty close to a car porch (see
page 12).  Mr. Robichaux commented that was right; explaining that they were digging the ditch on the
neighbor’s property, which had given them permission to get within one foot of the property line.  He said
that this was as close as they could get; saying that people build houses right on their property lines, in
which it then winds up being a problem for Public Works.  Mr. Robichaux mentioned that the Parish
Ordinance states 10 feet; that he did not know what to tell landowners, but the Parish has to put in
drainage on the right of ways that they have.  He exclaimed that this situation occurs when people ignore
the Parish Ordinances, putting their buildings right on the edge; further saying that it was not initially the
Parish’s problem, but it soon does become theirs.  Mr. Doucet then questioned if the owners understood
that they built their carport too close to the property line; in which Mr. Robichaux replied as to certainly.
He then asked if the owners were told such; in that if their carport and everything falls into the ditch, and
this ditch gets to be 20 feet wide, that they understood such.  Mr. Robichaux replied that the owners could
buy culverts and the Parish would be happy to put them in.  Mr. Doucet then exclaimed they would then
be buying culverts to put in a ditch that belongs to another property owner, in order to protect their
property; with Mr. Robichaux replying that he was correct.  Mr. Doucet then reiterated his question;
asking if the people were indeed aware of such; in which Mr. Robichaux replied as to yes sir.  A brief
discussion continued in regards to being certain that the owners were aware of the restrictions.

Mr. Gouaux next questioned Mr. Robichaux in regards to the levee in the back of Delaune; asking
if they had gotten anywhere on that.  Mr. Robichaux replied that they were renting a Maruka to haul dirt
to there, explaining that they were going to cross the Al Robichaux Pump Station and bring dirt to the
culvert, on top the levee.  Further explanation ensued.  

Several other detailed updates were then given, by Councilmen’s requests, regarding ongoing
Parish projects; in which discussion and explanation ensued; but was not all completely audible.  

The next item (6) on the agenda was a report from Mr. Brennan Matherne, Director of Parks,
Recreation and Public Facilities.  Mr. Matherne presented the Council with a written Department Brief
(see Exhibit “C”); and then summarized said report.  Brief discussion then ensued in regards to a couple
of concerns and further questioning of the Galliano Complex, being that of lighting, directional signs,
available space, and of the punch list items to be completed.  

Several other updates were also given, by Councilmen’s requests, regarding ongoing Parish
projects and of other concerns; but was not all completely audible.  
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ENGINEERS AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S)
The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently on going, recently completed

or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish.  
Mr. Larry Picciola with Angelette - Picciola, LLC presented the Council with an oral update

in regards to Road Sales Tax Districts 3, 5, and 6 Projects.  He said the last project they had left was the
Lefort Bypass; the Engineer was David Duplantis with Duplantis Design Group and the Contractor was
Huey Stockstill, Inc.  Mr. Picciola explained that on May 26th the Council approved awarding the contract
to Huey Stockstill, Inc., in that the contract had then been sent to the Contractor, in which they plan on
having it back the next Friday or Monday, that it would then be sent to the Administration for signatures,
they would next plan to have a Preconstruction Meeting at the end of the next week, and then issue a
Notice of Award once the contract has been recorded, with the Contractor finally being on the job site
around July 1st.  He stated that Phylway was the Subcontractor, in that they were very anxious to get the
project started, so they would be out there fairly quickly.  Mr. Picciola next reported on the Industrial
Flood Wall Project, in that the application had been sent to FEMA, in which it was his understanding that
all information requested by them have been addressed, and now currently waiting for their review.  

Mr. Joe Picciola, with Picciola & Associates, Inc., presented the Council with an oral update;
briefly reporting on Manchester Manor.  He said they went out there last week and did some surveying;
in that they were currently working on the initial design, in which they would then have a meeting with
the Department of Public Works the Monday afterwards, in order to discuss the project further, in detail.

Mr. Doucet questioned Mr. Picciola in regards to East 51st and East 52nd Streets; asking if it was
almost finished engineering and designed.  Mr. Picciola responded by explaining that they had gotten their
engineering contracts in last week and have since been working on the design, and should have the project
plans completed in a week or so.  He then suggested that they meet with the Department of Public Works
and the Administration before they go out to bid, just to make sure everybody understands the project and
what they would be going for.  Mr. Picciola further informed that they were approximately 75% complete.
A brief discussion then ensued in regards to said project.  

Mr. Gouaux asked about the bids for the LeBlanc Drive Project; asking if they were to be on
opened on June 18th.  Mr. Picciola replied that it would be at 10 o’clock on the 18th.  

Ms. Heather Klingman, with Duplantis Design Group, presented the Council with an oral
update regarding three projects; with the first being the Jessie Dufrene Pump Station Replacement Project.
She reported that they were currently working on Construction Plans and specifications for this project,
in that they were scheduled to submit the final plans at the end of June and to then advertise for bids in
July.  Ms. Klingman stated that the second project was the Sewer System Maintenance Project, for the
Stimulus Funding; in which they had met with Administration earlier that day, having a couple of items
needing to get worked out.  She further said they got a submittal on June 12th, that they were working
towards to DEQ, in which they were requesting some documentation for a Categorical Exclusion.  Ms.
Klingman then explained that the third project was of the left turning lanes on various areas along
Highway 1; in which they were currently working on their 95% preliminary plans, in that they would then
submit those on the June 16th.  

Mr. Jay Caillouet, serving as Architect for the Lafourche Parish Libraries and the Government
Complex building, updated the Council in regards to several ongoing projects.  He started with the
Lockport Library, giving a brief update on such; saying that they had received a Substantial Completion
on the project, which was effective on June 3rd; in which they were presently assembling the Punch List
Items on that facility.  Mr. Caillouet continued by saying that they would be sending in the Certificate of
Substantial Completion within the next few days, for the Council to then approve such.  He said he
understood that they were still in the pay request, in that they were looking for payment on their project.
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Mr. Caillouet explained they would have a retainage that would be held back, so they would still have to
work through that process; but it was good news in the sense that they had reached the Substantial
Completion and also having a good time schedule on such.  He exclaimed that they were probably 30
somewhat days ahead of schedule on the project, being very fortunate with that.  Mr. Caillouet next stated
that they did have a Change Order for Lockport on the current agenda.  He then mentioned that he was
present to address any concerns that the Council may have; being that it was requested that he attend.  

Mr. Doucet stated that he had quite a few questions for Mr. Caillouet; in which Mr. Caillouet
commented that he would try his best to answer them.  Mr. Doucet first questioned Mr. Caillouet in
regards to his job duties for the Lafourche Parish Government and Libraries; asking him to give a brief
synopsis of what it consisted of.  Mr. Caillouet replied that he serves in the capacity as a professional
Architect, under the agreement entered in with the Parish, in which all the basic and complete terms,
services, responsibilities and/or any additional services of the Architect was stated in said agreement, as
well as the responsibilities of the owner.  He further explained that he works as a Liaison between the
Parish Government and the Contractors.  Mr. Doucet then asked Mr. Caillouet when he was doing these
jobs in such capacity, were the drawings designed and engineered by him as Architect, was it his job duty
to go into the completion of the work and see that the construction was done in a professional manner.
Mr. Caillouet responded that Mr. Doucet was correct, in that he would say that.  Mr. Doucet asked Mr.
Caillouet if he does indeed do so; in which Mr. Caillouet replied to, as yes Sir.  Mr. Doucet next asked
Mr. Caillouet if he would say that when he went to the Galliano Complex that he witnessed the
construction work that was done; asking if the Punch List had to be brought up by the Parish or did he pull
up his own.  Mr. Caillouet replied by explaining that they do a combination of a Punch List, in that the
Contractor puts his list together and he adds to it; requesting the owner to also do up their own Punch List,
because they were not there 24 hours a day.  He said when moved in, they would experience certain things
that should not need to be taken care of.  So, his Mechanical, Air-conditioning, Plumbing, and Electrical
Engineers all make punch lists, which are added to what was called the Substantial Completion.  Then,
the Contractors are given 45 days to complete those items; upon completion, and with a Clear Lien
Certificate, he could then request for the retainage money, but not until then.  Mr. Doucet then requested
an estimation of how much was left to be done on the Punch List for the Galliano Complex.  Mr. Caillouet
replied that he was not certain, that he did not have the files in hand, if they had not made a final request
for payment nor a Clear Lien Certificate; but he did know that they had sent in a Substantial Completion
Certificate for signing and had not yet received it back.  He said they had not signed off on any release
of retainage; so they were still in the process of concluding that job.  Mr. Doucet next questioned Mr.
Caillouet about the front and back exit doors, having ½" gaps that air and sunlight passes through; asking
if he would say, in his professional opinion, that it was of very poor construction.  Mr. Caillouet replied
by explaining that they have instructed BETCO to add the astragal, so they were indeed aware of such;
adding that they have spoken to them two or more times about that, now being fully aware that they have
to put the astragal on those doors.  He reiterated that was why they hold back a 5 or 10% retainage, in
order to make sure that they do these little final nitpicking little items; but does need to be completed first.
Mr. Doucet continued his questioning; asking Mr. Caillouet if he realized that they went out there and
drilled holes through the steel doors and put weatherstripping to try to stop and fill the gaps; hoping that
would not be accepted.  Mr. Caillouet replied that he was not aware of such; requested that he be given
an opportunity to see it first hand and he would then make a comment on it; but he would assure that the
Contractor secured for that project was one that would remedy situations of this sort.  Mr. Doucet was
continuing to state other complaints and concerns; in which Chairman Jones interrupted by suggesting that
he get with Mr. Brennan Matherne with Public Facilities and Mr. Caillouet to further discuss any items
that needed to be included or added to the Punch List.  Mr. Doucet commented that he sure would and that
he did; saying that he just wanted to make sure that they were paying Mr. Caillouet for what they do.  

Mr. Doucet questioned Mr. Caillouet in regards to submitting bills for the Thibodaux Library, for
what he had drawn as far as construction drawings; in which Mr. Caillouet replied as that was correct.
