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SERVITUDE AGREEMENT 
 

 THIS SERVITUDE AGREEMENT, made and executed this _______ day of 

___________________, 2010, by and between RICHARD A. MORVANT, JR., whose 

mailing address is 1202 Hwy 1, Thibodaux, Louisiana  70301 hereinafter referred to as 

GRANTOR, whether one or more, and the Parish of Lafourche, through its Parish 

Council (hereinafter referred to as GRANTEE). 

  

 WITNESSETH THAT for the good and valuable consideration of the promises 

and undertakings by the GRANTEE, herein and for the goods and valuable consideration, 

GRANTOR, hereby grants unto GRANTEE, his successors and assigns, or transferees, 

for the sole and exclusive purpose of drainage and maintenance of an existing ditch, 

located on Grantor’s property, a servitude of right to enter upon and maintain the ditch 

with right of ingress and egress thereto.  Said mentioned servitude to be in, over, and 

upon a portion of the following described land situated in the Parish of Lafourche, State 

of Louisiana to wit: 

 

Tract 2 ½ arpents x 40 arpents, on right bank of Bayou Lafourche, 3 miles 

below the City of Thibodaux;  bounded by Mrs. Daniel Shaffet; below by 

I.R. Leblanc, now Joseph Folse.  All boundaries are now or formerly.’ 

 

Said above mentioned servitude shall commence at the Northeastern corner 

of Edna Street, thence in a Southwestern direction for a distance of One Hundred-

twenty (120’) feet, more or less, thence turning in a southerly direction to the Forty 

Arpent Canal , servitude to be approximately 15’ plus the width of the ditch, and to  

run parallel with Grantor’s property.   All is further shown on attached drawing 

labeled “Exhibit “A”. 

It shall be understood between GRANEE and GRANTOR that the cattle gate 

located at the end of Edna Street will be removed during construction work and will be 

replaced by GRANTEE, after work is finished.  It is further understood that this grant is 

not a conveyance of ownership of the property herein described and the parties herein 

specifically agree that the servitude may only be used by the Parish, its agents, 

employees, or assigns, for the maintenance and operation of said facilities, and is not 

intended as servitude of passage for the general public.

Dear Council Members: 

This is to inform you that a survey requested by the Council in conjunction with the Traffic Calming 
Ordinance 3852 (Traffic Calming Policies and Procedures), Section J, was completed for West lSI" 
Street. This is a 2nd survey and was completed May 25, 2010. The initial application met the 50% 
signature requirement. 

History: 

On April 20th
, 2009, a radar trailer was placed on West ISIs! Street to collect data in reference to 

placing traffic calming devices on the street. The data collected over a 6 day period revealed the street, 
at that time, did not meet the minimum requirements for traffic calming devices. 

As per request, by letter from the Lafourche Parish Council, a radar trailer was again placed on the 
street from May 201h to May 25th

, 2010. The data collected revealed the street now meets the 
requirements for traffic calming devices. 

On June 17, 2010, a neighborhood meeting was conducted at the residence of Mr. Robert Cheramie, 
located at 272 West 151" Street. In attendance were Sgt. Michael Kreamer, Deputy W.F. McDowell, 
and 15 residents of West 151" Street. During the meeting, a proposal for traffic calming was shared 
with the residents. The residents also shared their thoughts and ideas. All residents in attendance were 
in agreement with the proposal to be presented to the Parish Council. It should be noted that prior to 
the meeting, a petition for permanent installation was circulated through the neighborhood and upon 
inspection did meet the 66% signature requirement for permanent installation. 

West 151" Street is 2,976 feet long and is a through street from LA1 toLA 3235. The front portion of 
the street from LA 1 is 1,231 feet long and 13 feet wide. The back portion of the street is 1,745 feet 
long and 18 feet wide. The two portions of the street are offset from each other and connected by a 
short offset right curve. It is very difficult for two opposing vehicles to pass each other on the front 
portion of the roadway without one of the vehicles pulling into a driveway. 

During the Survey there were 1,910 vehicles which traveled West 151" street, with an average speed of 
16.81 MPH, a maximum speed of 39 MPH, and the 85th percentile of 22 MPH (7 miles above the 
posted speed limit). With this in mind, during the six day period there were 318.3 vehicles traveling on 
the street on any given day.

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Proposal: 

Because the street meets the minimum requirements concerning traffic calming devices according to 
the above mentioned ordinance, specifically the 85th percentile, and because of the other conditions 
mentioned above, the Lafourche Parish Sheriff's Office is recommending that no less than four speed 
humps be placed on the street 

It is also recommended that at least four additional speed limit signs and children's caution signs be 
placed on the street. Two of the additional speed limit signs should be placed at a midway point on the 
front portion of the street. One should face east and one face west. The other additional speed limit 
signs should be placed at a midway point on the rear portion of the street with one facing east and one 
facing west. The children caution signs should be placed in the same manner. 

The residents also request possible signage which will curtail the use of the street as a through street 
for large trucks. 

As additional information, also attached is a sheet with the number of signs and homes on this street.
