A REGULAR MEETING OF THE LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL, PARISH OF 
LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, JULY 8, 2008 
AT 5:00 P.M., AT THE LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL BARRIOS CENTER, 1612 
HIGHWAY 182, SUITE 100, RACELAND, LOUISIANA. 
 
 The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by 
Mr. Michael Delatte, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the 
transaction of business at 5:00 p.m.   
 
 Proceedings of the meeting were called to order with the following:

 ABSENT: Mr. Phillip Gouaux 
 
 Chairman Delatte announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Rodney Doucet.  The 
Council then recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Jerry Jones. 
 

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES 
 The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the June 24, 2008 
Regular Session meeting.  A motion was offered by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried 
by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) 
 The next item (2) on the agenda was a presentation of the Employee of the Month for the 
month of June.  President Randolph requested that this item be presented later in the meeting. 
 
 The next item (3) on the agenda was a report from Mr. Ronnie Robichaux, Director of the 
Department of Public Works.  Mr. Robichaux presented a detailed PowerPoint presentation (see 
Exhibit “A”) showing work ongoing throughout the Parish.   
 Mr. Matherne questioned Mr. Robichaux if there was any progress being made to the ditch on 
St. Phillips Street, located in the middle of Raceland, which he believed was called the Blanchard ditch, 
saying that it was going to be very tough.  Mr. Robichaux replied that they were indeed working on it, 
in that the right of way people were in the process of contacting all the land owners on Dantin Street. 
 The next item (4) on the agenda was a report from Mr. Brennan Matherne, Director of 
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Parks, Recreation and Public Facilities.  This item was pulled until the next meeting. 
 
 The next item (5) on the agenda was an Administrative Report from Parish President, Mrs. 
Charlotte Randolph, regarding Mosquito Abatement.  President Randolph explained that she would 
present this topic during her Administrative report instead of bringing it as a proposal to the Council, in 
that she knew there would be a number of issues that they would want to discuss concerning it.  She 
said that perhaps the most important information she could bring to them was that fact that the contract 
had doubled in price, in that they were paying about $250,000 before and was now looking at close to 
$470,000 for this particular project.  President Randolph expressed that they can certainly attribute the 
increase to the high cost of fuel, along with many different things.  She stated that the contract included 
some additional services that they had not had in the past.  President Randolph further explained that 
she wanted to bring this to the Council in advance, so that if they had any questions about it that they 
could discuss them before Administration would ask the Council to approve the bid.  She then said that 
she would be meeting with Mr. Machado the next day, in that Administration has been talking to him to 
see how this can be negotiated in some kind of way, since he was the only bid.  President Randolph 
stated that Mr. Machado would agree to a three year contract, at this rate, as they were able to achieve 
last time, which somewhat helped the Parish to keep the price down for that period of time.  She went 
on to say that there was certainly a CPI (Consumer Price Index) built in the contract, in the event that 
he has to raise the price, but that was limited.  President Randolph reiterated that she was bringing this 
before the Council for an opportunity for discussion, for them to ask any questions that they would 
want to before they ask for approval on the contract.   
 Mr. Toups asked if the contract would include aerial spraying; with President Randolph 
replying that yes, it does.  Mr. Toups then asked what parts of the Parish or if it was Parish-wide, then 
asking if he was right in saying that they did not have aerial spraying in the last contract.  President 
Randolph replied that no, they did not; saying that very sporadically they would do some spraying, but 
this contract was more formalized and more routine.  Mr. Toups wondered if they would do it by the 
month without signing a contract, to where the Parish can look into getting their own material, to then 
have their own sprayers.  He next said that he thought that the Town of Lockport, the Town of Golden 
Meadow, and/or the City of Thibodaux have them; then asking if they do not have it.  President 
Randolph replied that the City of Thibodaux does not have it, in that they use them.  Mr. Toups 
expressed that he thought that it was something for them to look into, to maybe have one at each Field 
Office, which he thought that the whole hook up would cost about $25,000.  President Randolph 
commented that there was much more involved than that, saying that they monitor for West Nile 
mosquitoes, in that they put out the traps, and they have entomologist and biologist on staff who do the 
studying, alert the Parish, and responds immediately to what is necessary to clear up the areas.  Mr. 
Toups asked how much increased spraying would they be doing; with President Randolph replying that 
there was some increase spraying, in that Ms. Crystal Chiasson had more information on that, so she 
would request that she provide that information to the Council.  Mr. Toups then said that he had 
received a lot of complaints that they were not spraying, but he seen them spraying a lot of times, in 
that the people were just not seeing them because they were.  President Randolph commented that there 
were a lot of mosquitoes in this Parish, that being on the Coast exacerbates the situation, in that they 
have all the marsh areas for them to breed in; further saying that it was really a difficult situation.  She 
said that she knows that there was some talk of the Parish perhaps doing it on their own, but she 
thought to replicate what they have would initially be much more expensive, in that maybe they would 
eventually see some savings over the years, but very expensive to attempt to copy what they already 
have.  Mr. Toups then commented that they knew that the cost was going to go up when they had first 
gotten the contract.  President Randolph stated that the fuel in the vehicles, as well as the chemicals, are 
all oil based chemicals, so as the price of oil goes up that it goes up for them to.   
 Mr. Jones asked President Randolph if the City of Thibodaux pays for a portion of the contract, 
because he thought that they did.  President Randolph replied that they have their own contract.  Mr. 
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Jones then asked if President Randolph thought that it would be feasible to talk to the Town of 
Lockport and the Town of Golden Meadow to maybe incorporate with the Parish, to maybe subsidize 
some of this cost.  President Randolph commented that it was a very good idea.  She then stated that 
when they asked for the rededication of the health unit millage that they were using some of that money 
for health activities, which this was included in there, in that it used to come out of the general funds.  
President Randolph further said that they certainly have tax payers in those towns too. 
 Mr. Lorraine stated that the Town of Golden Meadow does their own spraying.  He then said 
that in 1985 when Hurricane Juan had hit that there were two mosquito spraying machines that were 
purchased, which he did not know where they ended up at; further saying that they were used at the 
very beginning, but had suddenly disappeared.  Mr. Lorraine commented that he was not pointing 
fingers at anybody, but he knew for a fact that the Parish had purchased two of them; that he 
remembers it because he was on the Council at the time, having 8 to 10 feet of water all over the place 
in the Tenth Ward after Hurricane Juan, for about two weeks, having all kinds of mosquitoes; but they 
were able to get two sprayers.  He went on to say what he did not remember was what had happened to 
them.  Mr. Lorraine then asked President Randolph if he was right in saying that on this issue that it 
was considered as professional services; with President Randolph replying that he was correct.  Mr. 
Lorraine then said that he did not know of many companies that do this, so Administration was 
basically negotiating with the previous company that was here; and as was said that everything goes up, 
that of course the Parish was generating more revenue, but at the same time everything else the Parish 
was doing was also substantially going up, guessing that it was probably about 50%.  He said that he 
can remember when they first started that they would come down the streets and spray going towards 
the back, turn around, and then spray coming back to the front; but now they do not spray going to the 
back and that they just spray one way coming to the front.  Mr. Lorraine stated that they had told him 
that they had put a little more “medicine” in the water to kill them.  He went on to say that if that was 
the best that they can do that he would like to see it continued, in that the West Nile Virus had basically 
died down, but was still a factor to deal with.  Mr. Lorraine further stated that he knew that it may be a 
little rough, but as it was said that they can maybe look at some of the money from the health unit 
millage to address this issue.  He reiterated that he would like to see them continuing spraying and for 
them to do the best that they can.   

Mr. Toups commented that he had a suggestion, that they go ahead and get the contract with 
them, but that they still have people that complain, giving ball games for instance, in that maybe the 
Parish can buy a couple of machines to use throughout the Parish and do their own spraying.  He 
suggested letting some of the Parish employees make overtime on a Friday or so to do the spraying, or 
two or three hours at night; further saying that this may be something that they can look at to cut down 
on the contract.  President Randolph commented that they actually perform that service, in that they 
call them and they do so, and that it was part of the contract.  Mr. Toups stated that he definitely agreed 
that they need to keep the contract.   
 Mr. Doucet stated that he had spoken to the gentleman dealing with this contract, in that he had 
gone by his office, which they had a nice little discussion, and he had said that if there was any kind of 
special events that were going on and if he had a notice of about 72 before that he would go spray the 
area free of charge.  He then said that if the Councilmen were receiving complaints about a large 
concentration of mosquitoes in a certain area to also let the gentleman know about it.  Mr. Doucet went 
on to say that the gentleman had told him that he does put out the bait boxes, checks them, and then 
tests them.  He said that the gentleman seemed to be a very knowledgeable man.  Mr. Doucet stated 
that they also do the aerial flights, which they were doing with choppers, expressing that it was also 
expensive to do.  He then stated to President Randolph that he thought that this was maybe coming up 
as a bid, asking if there was anyone else that submitted a bid for this.  President Randolph replied as no. 
 Mr. Richard expressed that he had a problem with the one bid situation for this kind of money, 
in that he would recommend that in the future that they not open the bid when there is only one 
received and to then go out and advertise again, further saying that there has to be more people that 
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want to bid on these projects.  He exclaimed that this was a lot of money.   
President Randolph then commented that they had discussed the bidding process and the RFP’s 

earlier that morning in a Department Head meeting; in that it was a situation where if the business is 
interested in acquiring a contract or doing work for the Parish, that it was incumbent upon them to 
follow each Parish’s website, stating that they had advertised in the paper, and that they let people 
know that this was something that the Parish was currently seeking.  She said that she thought that 
there have been instances in which they had bid things a second time and it has come in higher, and no 
one else bids; further saying that it was a gamble, but this was almost a monopoly when they have only 
one company that does this.  President Randolph then commented that this might be a gamble in this 
instance, stating that this was a difficult situation, but she understood what they were all saying. 
 Mr. Richard said that he felt that when there was only one bid that they not open it, that once it 
was opened that the Parish was then exposed, being a done deal and there was nothing that they could 
do or should really do.  He then suggested that they not open the one bid at any time, to just readvertise, 
making a decision not to go with just one bid; saying that he really believed that they were leaving 
some money on the table. 
 Mr. Matherne commented on the one bid situation, giving a personal incidence of such an 
occasion as an example.  He then questioned President Randolph in regards to what she had said 
earlier, in that she had said that the cost was tied to the cost of living, as the most that they can increase.  
President Randolph replied that she was speaking of the CPI.  Mr. Matherne then asked if that was the 
most that they can increase it or if they had a loop hole.  President Randolph explained that during 
those three years that was all that they can increase it; adding that it was also included in the Solid 
Waste contract as well.  Mr. Matherne jokingly commented that he was not really happy with it because 
he was bitten by a mosquito coming to the meeting.   
 Mr. Matherne then asked President Randolph if she knew if Terrebonne Parish had their own, 
saying that he thought that they did.  President Randolph replied as no, that they were also contracted 
with Mosquito Control.  Brief comments were then made in regards to seeing them spray in the area. 
 Ms. Crystal Chiasson, Parish Administrator, made a few comments.  She first said that she did 
ask for some justification on the price increase, in which increased surveillance was talked about, that 
they would have GPS tracking and the chemical flow control, where if they were going 25 miles an 
hour that it sprays for that speed.  Ms. Chiasson said so there are some added features that the Parish 
will have, that there were some ways to reduce some cost if the Council so choose to do so, but they 
have done research on this and have not found another company that does it, in that all the Parishes that 
they spray for have increased in similar prices.  She then said that they stated that the Parishes of St. 
John, Jefferson, and St. Charles had just renegotiated their mosquito control programs, experiencing 
similar increases; in that Terrebonne Parish was currently going through the process, which they have 
experienced increases of an estimated $20,000 per year.  Ms. Chiasson further stated that Lafourche 
Parish has not seen those increases since 2004, so this was just hitting us all at one time, in that the 
costs had been locked in, which they were hoping to do again for another three years.  President 
Randolph briefly commented that Terrebonne Parish pays $600,000 a year. 
 Mr. Lorraine stated that this contract falls under professional services; then saying that he was 
kind of concerned about how many other Parishes were contracted, but he had just heard that they do 
quit a few other Parishes, so there were probably not too many people in this type of business.  He then 
mentioned the bid law, expressing that he agrees and disagrees with it, in that there were some good 
parts and some bad parts to it; but to look at the current economy to see how much everything is going 
up and when they were going to present a price for three years, being locked in for those three years 
with possibly a little increase, that they have to be careful also.   

Mr. Lorraine further commented that this was not a bid because it was basically professional 
services, but it was supposed to be the lowest qualified bidder, which has to be followed by law; but in 
this case there was a substantial increase, doubled, but it was going to be locked in for three years, in 
that it was a gamble and nothing was cheap.  He continued by expressing his personal opinions on 
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increases and then said that he really believed that they needed it for the residents of the Parish.   
 Mr. Toups said that if it just doubled that they were lucky because they did not have aerial 
spraying before, suggesting that if they can lock it in for three years that they better jump on it.  He 
then said that he had spoken to the man one day, telling him that he believed that they had not been 
spraying a certain road, so he looked it up on a chart and had said that he was right and that they had 
missed that road, in which they had then gone back and done it.  Mr. Toups next stated that they keep 
track every night of where they were spraying, that they were a good company; in that he had checked 
them out, requesting that the Council give Administration the authority to bring the contract and to go 
with it. 
 Mr. Matherne stated that he was 100% to go along with it; and then gave a scenario of a 
situation that had occurred to him 30 years ago. 
 
PUBLIC WISHING TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL (FIRST SESSION) 
 The next item on the agenda was the first session of the Public Wishing to Address the Council.   
 Mr. Stony Ledet from East 52nd Street in Cut Off was present to address the Council in 
regards to an ongoing drainage problem on his street.  He first deviated from his questions, saying that 
he did not know that an opportunity would come up for him to thank Ms. Donna Toups.  Mr. Ledet 
expressed that the Council had made a great decision in giving Ms. Toups the position that she was in; 
in that Ms. Toups had helped him out tremendously, saying that he has thanked her many times since 
first talking to her on February 20th of this year, but he now had the opportunity to thank her in person, 
and then did so.  Mr. Ledet then stated that he was present to address the Council and especially Mr. 
Robichaux about a drainage problem that he has been experiencing in East 52nd Street, going on over 
three years now.  He said that in the spring of 2006 that he had contacted the then Councilman Brent 
Callais and Mr. Broussard about installing culverts in East 52nd Street at the property in which he had 
purchased.  Mr. Ledet stated that he was told that he had to go with 15 inch culverts, being the Parish 
rules and guidelines.  He explained that the beginning of the street drains to the back into 12 and 10 
inch culverts, that the street was approximately 1,850 feet long.  Mr. Ledet reiterated that he was told 
that he had to go with 15 inch culverts because it was the guidelines; if it was done the wrong size that 
the Parish would dig it up and that he would have to pay for it.  He then mentioned that when the major 
rains came in October of 2007 that nothing was done, when the rains came and flooded half of Cut Off 
and Larose that his new home in which he had just built had come within an inch and a half of having 
water in it.  Mr. Ledet stated that on October 15th that he had called Lafourche Parish Government and 
spoke to Mr. Poincon, that he had never met him, but had spoke to him many times on the phone, that 
he then instigated that he wanted to file a formal complaint, telling him that he had talked to 
Councilman Callais and that has been going on for two years, in which Mr. Poincon looked it up and 
nothing had been filed.  He said that from October 15th to March 18th, being 154 days and 37 phone 
calls to Mr. Poincon, Ms. Toups, Mr. Ray Cheramie, President Randolph’s Office, Mr. Glenn 
Bourgeois, and the Parish Field Office before the ditches were finally dug, the culverts were 
pressurized, and cleaned out half way.  Mr. Ledet went on to say that he was holding a work permit, 
calling out G254-8, which he then read from, “Inspect and clean out culverts on entire street.  Advise 
on small culverts and possible solutions.”  He stated that the culverts were dug, but no possible 
solution was given.  Mr. Ledet said that Ms. Toups had filed this job as a completed job, in which he 
had asked her to read it to him the first part was done, so he asked her to continue and read the 
advisement and the recommendations made, that she then commented, “Oh, it is not complete, because 
I have no recommendations made”.  He said that on June 2nd he called again, which was when Ms. 
Toups had found this, and since then nothing has been done; that he was told that he has to wait next 
year for funds and appropriations for drainage.  Mr. Ledet expressed that his problem has started since 
2006, in that he was told then this year; then 2007 came and he was told this year; that he has started 
again this year and he is being told this year; and now, as of last week, he was told again next year.  He 
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then asked how long do they have to wait; saying that he has worked his way up the chain of command 
and that he has even talked to Mr. Robichaux last week.  Mr. Ledet stated that Mr. Robichaux was in a 
meeting, but still took his call, that he then expressed his concerns with him, that he had asked him to 
contact Ms. Toups or Mr. Glenn Bourgeois because they have all the details, pictures, facts, 
measurements, and everything that they had asked of him over this period of time, in that he would not 
bore him with the details over the phone, to please contact the people stated because it would expedite 
his situation; then saying that to his knowledge it was not done.  He further stated that Mr. Robichaux 
had told him to give him a week and that he would call him back, and to this date he had not heard from 
Mr. Robichaux; in that he had heard from every employee yesterday, from Mr. Glenn Bourgeois to Mr. 
Donavon; and that there were people calling him to ask him why he was going to the next Council 
meeting because he had emailed Mr. Robichaux that he would be at this meeting.  Mr. Ledet exclaimed 
that it was 243 days until he had filed an official grievance with the Parish asking for help and it can 
not be done.  He went on by saying that the Parish guidelines state that you start off with 15 inch 
culverts, at 800 feet you go to 18 inch culverts, and at 1,800 feet you go to 24 inch culverts.  Mr. Ledet 
next said that they were looking at eight 15 and 18 inch culverts draining into 10 and 12 inch culverts 
that were half blocked; reiterating that he was being told that it can not be done.  He continued to 
express his feelings and concerns on the drainage down his street and in the area.   

Mr. Ledet then directed his attention to Mr. Robichaux, saying that he has asked him to please 
consult his own employees to get all the necessary information, in which he had said that he would and 
that he would then call him back.  He said that he then got his information, that he did not know a Mr. 
Donavon, but he was a Lafourche Parish public employee; and then read from a report, “I had 
Donavon meet with Stony Ledet on Thursday.  He wanted his neighbors’ ditch dug.  Donavon called me 
after the meeting and said that the neighbors’ ditches are fine.  The bottom of the ditch may be an inch 
or two above the bottom of the culverts, not enough to warrant digging the ditches.  The ditches are 
well mowed.”  Mr. Ledet said that he knows, in that the ditch this man was talking about was the ditch 
of former Councilman John Danos.  He then continued to read from the report, “According to Donavon 
all of the ditches have been dug and culverts cleaned.  Looking at the pictures it seems that we should 
revisit the street during the next rain and determine what is causing the water to back up.  I will ask 
Donavon to do so.”  Mr. Ledet next asked Mr. Ronnie Robichaux, Director of the Department of 
Public Works, if he remembers the report; with Mr. Robichaux replying as yes sir.  He next asked Mr. 
Robichaux if he spoke to Mr. Donavon and did he tell him this.  Mr. Robichaux responded by 
explaining that there was some miscommunication between Mr. Donavon and himself; with Mr. Ledet 
interrupting to say yes sir, because to this date he had never spoken to Mr. Donavon, until he was called 
by him yesterday morning on the phone.  Mr. Robichaux then commented that he understands that; 
with Mr. Ledet interrupting once again to question how can he be quoting words that came out of his 
mouth and of specific requests that he had made to him.  Mr. Ledet said that he was not going to call it 
lying, but if the truth was not be told and a public employee said this, in that he had said this and yet he 
had never met with him, giving Mr. Robichaux false information; and he then asked how can this go 
on.  Mr. Robichaux requested that Mr. Ledet give him an opportunity to explain it to him, in which he 
would be happy to do so.  Mr. Ledet then stated that he was glad to listen.  Mr. Robichaux explained 
that Mr. Donavon was speaking to him in regards to another project while they were talking about this 
one, that he had then understood that Mr. Donavon had spoken to Mr. Ledet, in which he had 
apparently spoken to a neighbor or to someone else; reiterating that he had understood that he had 
spoken to Mr. Ledet; but that was a miscommunication between them.  He further stated that when Mr. 
Donavon had relayed the information to him that he had then emailed it to Councilman Doucet, exactly 
the way it had came out.   

Mr. Robichaux expressed to Mr. Ledet that their objective is to get his problem solved; saying 
that he could not go down there himself every minute, but he did indeed respond to his request the 
same day that he had called him.  He said that an employee had gone look at the culverts and had then 
called him back.  Mr. Robichaux said that he could not go any faster than that, but he would get Mr. 
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Ledet’s problem solved, it was just that they could not respond immediately to everybody’s needs.   
Mr. Ledet then asked Mr. Robichaux if he was saying that Mr. Donavon went down his street; 

then saying that they have pot holes in the back of the street over a foot deep.  He said that when Mr. 
Donavon had called him yesterday that he had said that he understood that they have pot holes in the 
back of the street.  Mr. Ledet then stated that Ms. Toups had put in a Work Order over two weeks ago; 
that when he had called her last Thursday to get the number on the Work Order because it had not been 
done that she had said for him not to tell her that it has not been done yet; telling Ms. Toups that he was 
sorry to say no.  Mr. Robichaux commented that he was told that morning that it has been done; with 
Mr. Ledet stating that it was, yesterday, after he sent Mr. Robichaux the email.  Mr. Ledet then 
commented that if Mr. Donavon would have gone down the street to look at the ditches did he not think 
that he would have seen the potholes; in that he had a feeling that somebody was not giving the right 
information here.  Mr. Robichaux replied that he was sure that he went down the street, in which he 
may have seen the potholes, but just had not reported it to him.  He then expressed that his department 
tries to accommodate everyone; and if there were some miscommunications between them that things 
like that will happen; reiterating that they will solve the problem.   

Mr. Robichaux began to say that if Mr. Ledet has some 10 inch culverts that the Parish told him 
to put in; but Mr. Ledet interrupted him to say that no sir, that he did not, in that the rest of the street 
does, that his culverts were 15 inches as the Parish had told him to do.  Mr. Robichaux then asked Mr. 
Ledet if he was correct in saying that the culverts further in the back of the street were too small; with 
Mr. Ledet replying that he was correct.  Mr. Ledet next said that Mr. Robichaux had pictures and 
measurements; in that he was told that DPW did not have enough employees at the time to get the 
measurements, so he went and took pictures, giving measurements, in that he had a tape measure across 
the culverts, that they have pictures of how they were clogged up and of the distance from the highway; 
in which Mr. David Poincon and Ms. Donna Toups had all this information, exclaiming that it was 243 
days worth of information.  He continued by making comments and then asked how much longer they 
had to wait.  Mr. Robichaux replied that he was not sure.  Mr. Ledet then commented that every time 
the rain clouds come that they have to wonder; asking Mr. Robichaux how he would like to go to bed 
wondering if it was the night that they were going to get water in their house.  Mr. Robichaux 
compassionately replied that he understands; with Mr. Ledet then commenting that apparently some 
people do not, expressing that it was not a nice feeling.  Mr. Ledet reiterated to the Council that it has 
been 243 days, which he was not much better off than where he was before.   
 Mr. Doucet stated that Mr. Ledet resides in his District, in that they have been meeting back and 
forth in regards to this issue.  He expressed that he has the worst drainage in District 8 in this whole 
Parish, guaranteeing it; with several Councilmen making comments disagreeing with him.  Mr. Doucet 
said that he had 15 to 20 people that were currently watching the weather, seeing how long the rain that 
is coming and seeing if they were going to flood.  He then asked the Councilmen how many in their 
Districts does that; with several Councilmen responding as to a lot.  Mr. Doucet then questioned if it 
was indeed a lot, in that they were going to worry about their houses flooding from a 30 minute rain.  
Chairman Delatte commented that he was talking about a 15 minute rain, where they were talking 
about an inch or two inches of water going into homes; expressing that he felt for the gentleman, in that 
he knows exactly what he was talking about.  Mr. Doucet said he has been saying this, that he has been 
saying it to different people and to different things, in that they got to change, that it has to change, that 
the way they are doing drainage has to change.  He went on to say that he was being told that he knows 
nothing about drainage and that they do not have the money to do it; then reiterating that it has to 
change, not with the money that this Parish has, in that there was no reason that this was happening.   
 Mr. Doucet continued by saying that it was not Mr. Robichaux’s fault, that he did not want to 
go to the past, that he did not want to start by saying that so and so did this in the past, that they should 
not have done this or that; but it has to change and that it has to start now.  He next said that Mr. 
Ledet’s house was brand new, that it was built up and even exceeded the Parish guidelines given at the 
time by eight inches, and he would have flooded on October 20th if he would not have.  Mr. Doucet 
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further stated that the gentleman at the front of the street along the highway was experiencing the same 
thing.  Mr. Ledet added that they were not talking back 4,000 or 5,000 feet from the highway, that his 
property was 250 feet from Highway 308 on Bayou Lafourche, being one of the highest parts in the 
District. 
 Mr. Doucet said that he had made a statement to Mr. Bourgeois when he called him, that in 
either January or February they allowed monies to go to the Department of Public Works to give them 
more money in their budget because they did not have enough money to buy shells, in which he 
suggested to Mr. Bourgeois to go out there and start digging up all these culverts and pulling out all of 
the wrong catch basins, to use up all of the money and when DPW is out of money for them to come to 
the Parish Council and say that they need some more and do not stop.   

Mr. Doucet then said that he had the ordinance that states that the Parish has every right to dig 
up the culverts in people’s yards, that they have that right to dig them up if somebody put the wrong 
culverts down or if it was blocking and/or hindering somebody’s property and/or drainage.  He stated 
that the problem was that the people on the crews were being threatened, in that they were being told 
that they were going to be shot at if they dug in the ditch; then saying that they have to back up the 
Parish employees and tell them that they need to call the Sheriff’s Office, not to stop digging, just call 
the Cops and keep digging.  Mr. Doucet reiterated that they have to do something, especially to the 
people closing canals, which has to stop; and then made a couple of other comments in regards to what 
he felt needed to be done by the Parish. 
 Mr. Toups asked Mr. Ledet how old was the subdivision in which he lived in; with Mr. Ledet 
replying that it was not a subdivision and that it was actually a street.  Mr. Toups then asked how old 
the street was.  Mr. Ledet replied that it was a public street, but he could not tell him how old it was.  
Mr. Toups then asked for an estimated amount of time, being 30 or 40 years; with Mr. Ledet saying 
that it was probably in that neighborhood.  Mr. Toups commented that they have to realize that 30 or 40 
years ago that a 10 or 12 inch culvert was probably good, but people kept building and building.  He 
said that the Parish was being blamed for something that happened almost 40 years or so ago.  Mr. 
Toups then said that he agreed, in that the Parish needs to tell the people who have 10 inch culverts that 
they will dig up their culvert(s), for them to get one or they would not have a driveway.  Mr. Ledet 
commented that everyone he speaks to says that it was a Parish problem.  Mr. Toups stated that they 
can not expect the Parish to change every culvert in the Parish.  Mr. Ledet said that he had followed 
every guideline and had done what the Parish recommended; but what was good for the other neighbors 
30 or 40 years ago is now not sufficient, in that the first 500 or 600 yards of the street was empty lots 
and the water could stay there forever, but they built homes and built up the lots and now the drainage 
has to go somewhere, in which it can not any more.  He continued by saying that they followed the 
guidelines, that for the first 650 feet the water goes where it supposed to go, but when it leaves that 
point was when the problem comes in, and then reiterated points in which he had previously made.   
 Mr. Toups commented that there were people, some elderly, which had 10 inch culverts and can 
not afford to change them.  He then said that a comment was made that the Parish has money, but the 
Parish did not have money to change every culvert in the Parish.   

Mr. Toups further said that Mr. Doucet had also stated that he was the only Councilman that 
had problems; but he had 12 houses that flooded for the last rain in the Raceland area, in which they 
had just had a grant project in that area.  He then said that he also agreed in pulling out the culverts; but 
the owner was going to have to go ahead and buy the culvert(s).  A brief discussion ensued in regards 
to the sizes of the existing culverts in the ditch and of the flooding situation because most of them being 
the incorrect size.   

Mr. Ledet mentioned ordinance 3652, which says that with any potential problems that the 
Parish has the right to go on the servitude and remove it at the owner’s expense, that if they do not have 
the money that a lien can be placed against their property.  He then said that he did not want that to 
happen to his neighbors and that he did not want them to have any problems, in that if they did not have 
the money that he feels sorry for them, but it was not his fault and that it may not be the Council’s fault 
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either, in that it may just be an old issue.  Mr. Ledet reiterated that he has been trying to address it for 
three years now and it has gained him practically nothing, asking again what else they recommended 
that he do.  Mr. Toups replied that they have to dig the culverts up.   
 Mr. Matherne commented that he partially agreed with Mr. Toups, then saying that there were a 
lot of streets in the Parish with same situation, having an 18 inch culvert going into a 10 inch culvert, 
then naming a particular street in which they were working on resolving such an issue.  He then asked 
who gave the people the permission to put in these 10 inch culverts; answering that this Parish did.  Mr. 
Matherne then referred to the Parish giving permission to the people to put down shells, and then what 
happened was that they formed a taxing district and went ahead and paved the streets.  He went on to 
say that he did not feel that this was for the people to change the 8 or 10 inch culverts, that the Parish 
had given them the permission to put them in, in that he thought that the Parish ought to change the 8 or 
10 inch culverts.  Mr. Matherne continued by making further comments on his beliefs.   

Mr. Ledet then made further comments in regards to what he believed was the Parish’s 
responsibility, as to what he would like to do, and what he hoped it would not come to.   
 Mr. Doucet said that he has been toying with this and talking to a few other people because he 
always gets other people’s opinions to see how they feel about things.  He stated that a lot of culverts in 
the street in question were also landscaping culverts, which enhances people’s property, in that he 
thought that landscaping culverts ought to be dug up and that the Parish should pay for the driveway 
culverts to put it back as the way it was done before.  Mr. Doucet continued by saying that they were 
instructed to put landscaping culverts, in that he thought that it was half and half.  He said that his other 
point was that it was his opinion that they needed to charge more for putting landscaping culverts in, so 
their crews can go and start digging ditches and cleaning out canals and catch basins, relieving them 
from putting in landscaping culverts.  Mr. Doucet continued to voice his opinions on the matter. 
 President Randolph stated that she would like to clarify a couple of issues; one being that this 
Parish can not legally replace culverts, that they were required to provide drainage, in which the 
drainage was the ditch and that was the Parish’s responsibility.  She said that if the culverts are 
undersized that the Parish needs to remove them.  President Randolph explained that the process and 
purpose of permitting culverts was frankly to shoot the elevation; but with Mr. Richard’s recent 
legislation the Parish was not going to be involved in that process anymore.  She continued by 
explaining that when someone wanted to landscape their yard with culverts that it will have to go 
through the Parish’s permitting process, that the owner will have to pay for all of the process, and the 
Parish will be there to clean out the culverts, to which the homeowner will have been advised by the 
Parish as to what size to put in.  President Randolph reiterated that the Parish can not pay for 
replacement culverts, which was because they could not improve ones property.   
 Mr. Matherne asked what happened to the old word that it was “grandfathered in”; in that he 
believed that all of these culverts were grandfathered in and it became part of the Parish’s drainage 
system.  He then questioned that if they were not, why does the Parish go clean them out; requesting 
that someone answer that question for him.  Mr. Toups replied as to the right of ways.  Mr. Matherne 
then said that if it was for the right of way, why can they not change the improper size culverts; asking 
if they could not because of the right of way; further expressing that it did not make sense that they can 
not legally change it if they have a 24 inch culvert going into an 8 inch culvert.  He continued to 
express his feelings and gave examples of why he thought that something was just not jiving.   
 Mr. Lorraine stated that he thought that they can go on and on in regards to this issue and that 
he thought that they had gotten the jest of Mr. Ledet’s concerns. 

Mr. Lorraine agreed that there were a lot of streets that have drainage problems, which he has 
addressed quite a few of them, but getting everything done at one time would be practically impossible.  
He stated that he had to give it to Mr. Robichaux because he has only been with the Parish for a short 
period of time.  Mr. Lorraine next said that he had heard an ex-Councilman named, that he was there 
for four years, and evidently nothing was done, according to what Mr. Ledet was saying.  He then 
suggested that Mr. Ledet just give the Parish a chance, to give them another two weeks to a month, to 
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see if they can go in there.  Mr. Lorraine continued by explaining that Drainage District 1 has a truck 
that covers practically almost half the Parish, with a bid suction and does a real good job; but they have 
been having problems with it.  Comments were then made by several Councilmen, President Randolph, 
and Mr. Ledet; saying that it has been done already, that it had been cleaned out, that it did not help, 
and that doing it again would not do any good.  A brief discussion continued in regards to what was 
done and of what should be done.  Mr. Lorraine stated that the tax was lowered from a penny to half a 
penny, in that the difference was that the first time for ten years, from 1998 to 2008, it was for 
incidental drainage; further explaining that there was a difference between incidental drainage and 
doing drainage all together.  He then said that since they changed the call that they can look at this 
issue, in that Mr. Doucet can put it on the next project, in which they were currently getting ready to do 
a project and that they were going to be putting together another project.  Mr. Lorraine asked Mr. Ledet 
how long was his street; with Mr. Ledet replying that it was approximately 1,800 to 1,900 feet.  Mr. 
Lorraine then said that they can go there with an Engineer, look at it, come up with a diagram, and add 
it to the next project because they have drainage in the call.  Mr. Doucet exclaimed that was next year; 
with Mr. Lorraine stating that it would not be next year, reiterating that they were getting ready to start 
one now and that they were going to start another one before the end of the year.  Mr. Ledet interrupted 
by saying just to correct Mr. Lorraine that he was told by Mr. Robichaux’s office that it can not be done 
until next year, that he was told that by three people the day before, but this was his fourth year.  Mr. 
Lorraine then commented that he was being aggressive in thinking ahead, trying to get thinks done 
quicker because Government was slow.  He further stated that he felt that something was going to be 
done and it being attended to with Mr. Robichaux being part of it, in that Mr. Robichaux had just asked 
to be given a chance.  Mr. Lorraine again requested that Mr. Ledet give the Parish another month, if 
nothing was done in another month for him to come back; but promised that they would attempt to do 
something else or maybe even go back and try to do it again.  He said that they would indeed put it on 
as a project, which he would work with Mr. Doucet to do so.  Mr. Lorraine next explained that he had 
an area that was really bad because of somebody filling in a ditch; but in the rest of his area it was not 
of drainage but of the water coming in from the bayou into the yards, saying that his area was kind of 
opposite of some of the problems in the other areas.  He reiterated that he would work with Mr. Doucet 
to see that they will get it in the projects coming in order to help Mr. Ledet’s area; but again requested 
that Mr. Robichaux be given a chance, further saying that he had been with the Parish Council for 25 
years and had been through all kinds of Public Works Directors, further expressing his personal 
opinions and that he felt that since Mr. Robichaux was Director that he has done well.  Mr. Ledet then 
commented that of all this time this was the first time that he came before the Council, saying that the 
final straw was when Mr. Robichaux had told him to give him a week and that he would get back to 
him, which did not happen, in that he had not returned his call.  He went on to say that he had then 
received false information, using his name and quotes out of his mouth from Parish employees that was 
reporting directly to him; further explaining that was why he was present, saying that he would be back 
in two weeks.  Mr. Lorraine interrupted Mr. Ledet to say that Mr. Robichaux has a lot on his mind, that 
he was not trying to make excuses for him, but currently at the Region D Field Office they had Mr. 
Sturgeon Broussard and Mr. Rock Thibodaux that were both out.  A brief debate had ensued between 
Mr. Lorraine and Mr. Ledet in regards to excuses, concerns, and being given chances.   
 Mr. Richard expressed that this may not be a Parish problem to begin with; asking Mr. Ledet if 
he was correct in saying that this was not a subdivision.  Mr. Ledet replied that it was a public street.   
Mr. Richard then commented if it was not a subdivision and with as many different size culverts as was 
stated that people probably put the culverts in at whatever they thought was right, that maybe they did 
not get a permit with the Parish.  He said that they need to look at this from a different perspective, 
which he sees that this problem can be solved, but that they have to work together.  Mr. Richard next 
asked how far back did this go; with Mr. Ledet replying as 1,800 to 1,900 feet.  Mr. Richard said that 
he meant how long has the residences been there; Mr. Ledet then replied that he did not know, that he 
had purchased his property three and a half years ago.  Mr. Richard then asked if the houses have been 
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there for a long time; with Mr. Ledet replying that he could tell them.  Mr. Richard commented that 
with that many different size culverts it seemed like nobody had gotten permission and had put what 
they wanted. 
 Mr. Toups expressed that they have this trouble throughout the whole Parish; then asked 
President Randolph if there was any way that they can go out and apply for Federal grants and take care 
of the whole Parish, saying that was what they needed to do.  He said that Mr. Matherne mentioned 
grandfathered in; but years ago they did not have to wear seatbelts and now if you do not where one 
you get a ticket, stating that things change.  Mr. Toups said that they can not afford to change every 
culvert in the Parish, reiterating that they need to try to get a grant and finish with this; or get a ruling 
from the District Attorney and go with it, if his street is bad to go dig out the culverts.  President 
Randolph replied that as was said earlier that there are projects that they can put in upcoming planned 
projects to get this completed, that at no point and time can the Parish replace culverts that the Parish 
has removed, in that the Parish was responsible for keeping clear drainage, which in the first place is a 
ditch.   
 Mr. Ledet repeated what President Randolph had said, in that the Parish was not required to 
replace culverts; but then asked President Randolph if they were causing a problem and not meeting 
Parish guidelines can the Parish come and legally remove them.  President Randolph responded as oh 
yes, in that it was an obstruction.  Chairman Delatte stated that the Parish can remove them, that they 
just can not replace them.  Mr. Ledet commented that it would handle his problem, questioning if it will 
cause problems for the other 20 people down the street, answering that he did not know, but it would 
relieve his.  He said that guidelines were being broken and that they knew the problems. 
 
 Ms. JoAnn Matthews from East Oaklawn Drive in Thibodaux introduced herself as the School 
Superintendent for the Lafourche Parish School Board Office.  She stated that she was present to 
address the Council on behalf of the School System and of the students in regards to the drainage issue 
at the Cut Off Elementary School.  Ms. Matthews mentioned that members of the Board and her staff, 
the Principal of Cut Off Elementary School and members of her school staff, as well as community 
folks surrounding the school, were also present.  She said that they have talked to people on the 
Council, in that she has met with the Parish President and various Council members.  Ms. Matthews 
explained issues they have at the Cut Off Elementary School, which was located approximately at 177 
West 55th Street down in Cut Off, that there is a drainage area there that was basically covered, so the 
school was flooding.  She went on to say that they have issues where school aged children from Pre-K 
on up were walking through ankle and knee deep water, that the faculty members also have to walk 
through it; expressing that it was a safety hazard and a liability issue.  Ms. Matthews said that parents 
attempting to pick up their children from school can not tell where the ditch is and where the road is, 
that they have buses going down there that were going into ditches when it rains.  She expressed that 
this was a very big problem for them; in that they have tried to communicate with the Parish Council, 
that they have always worked very cooperatively with the Parish; but they were asking them on behalf 
of the children.  Ms. Matthews stated that she knows many of them have children and that no one wants 
their children going through that, especially with the health issues that were out there.  She exclaimed 
that children were their business; in that they were not into drainage or the ditch issues; in which they 
were into education.  Ms. Matthews commented that this drainage issue was impeding the education of 
the children in the Cut Off Community.  She stated that they and the voters have voted for 
approximately $2.6 million worth of additional room/facility expansion at Cut Off Elementary School, 
but they can not even begin the project because they have issues with drainage; again the children 
suffer.  Ms. Matthews said that this has been going on for a while, that she was asking the Council for 
their immediate attention to this issue and for them to allow the Board’s Attorney speak. 
 
 Mr. Patrick Amedee from Jackson Street in Thibodaux introduced himself as Legal Counsel 
for the Lafourche Parish School Board.  He began by saying that he did not know if he could state the 
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issues any more eloquently than Superintendent Matthews did.  Mr. Amedee stated that Ms. Matthews 
requested that he address this issue as the perspective of the Board’s legal liability.  He explained that 
when buses were trying to off load or on load students in water that is knee deep that the potential 
liability for the School Board was just astonishing; probably being the most important function that the 
School Board does other than educate kids was to get them to and from school safely, in that it was 
where all of the accidents happen and where most of the liability exists from his point of view as legal 
counsel trying to defend them.  Mr. Amedee continued by saying that it was directly related to the 
supervision and safety of the students and that sort of thing; but they find themselves in the middle of 
this dilemma because they know that this has been an ongoing problem that has been existing for many, 
many years.  He stated that there have been suggestions that the School Board has to file suit against 
somebody; in which was not really a palatable solution for the School Board.  Mr. Amedee said that the 
problem was that the School Board stands before the Council just as a landowner and another citizen, 
although it was a corporate body/political subdivision, in that it was a big citizen of the Parish.  He 
expressed that it relies on the Parish to do what is the right thing in this circumstance, in which they can 
not wait much longer.  Mr. Amedee then stated that they certainly knew that being embroiled in 
litigation would be something that would take years; reiterating that the School Board can not wait any 
longer; further expressing that he did not think that a suit would not serve anybody’s interest.  He said 
that if for no other reason that the School Board was before the Council to try to get this off dead 
center, to let them know how important it was to them, and of course with the whole idea of moving 
forward with education in the Parish.  Mr. Amedee stated that Cut Off Elementary was ready for 
renovation, ready for improvements that literally can not happen.  He said that he certainly appreciated 
the opportunity to speak on behalf of the Board, that he hoped that he was conveying their sentiments, 
in which he thought that he was.  Mr. Amedee mentioned that there were many Board members from 
South Lafourche that were also in the audience; naming Mr. Al Archer, Mr. Mounic, Mr. Larry Pete.  
He said that these gentlemen were present just to let them know that they were watching and hoping 
that the Council does the right thing in moving this thing forward.  Mr. Amedee further stated that this 
was the only school with a drainage issue in the Parish, in that he knew that there were drainage issues 
throughout the Parish, but this was a critical problem, and everything comes to a grinding halt if kids 
can not get to school.   
 Mr. Doucet stated that everybody was going to beat around it, but he was not, expressing that he 
has had enough.  He then said that this has been going on for 12 years, that there was a gentleman by 
the name of Mr. Charlie Crosby, that he blocked an outfall canal which drains the school and the Key 
Center that was for the special kids in the back, that he has obstructed drainage and changed drainage 
canals and did it himself, which hinders the water draining down 54th Street.  Mr. Doucet reported that 
the water they had on October 20th was the same amount of water they had for Hurricane Juan when 
the levee broke.  He reiterated that this has been going on for 12 years; then saying that people in the 
Drainage District talked about and even suggested that the Parish should expropriate; that they wanted 
to get the School Board to help and join in litigation to force Mr. Crosby to allow a canal to be dug.  
Mr. Doucet stated that Mr. Crosby came out and started purchasing property south of him because he 
wanted to push the canal further and further away from his property, in which his property currently 
stops at about 900 feet away because that was where he bought it at to make sure that he does not have 
a canal or a drainage ditch on his property.  He said that he believed that his property was a total of 
1,200 feet without a ditch, except the one on the south side of 54th Street and the little drainage ditch 
that was 900 something feet away.  Mr. Doucet reiterated that he has had enough, that as a Parish 
Council they need to expropriate this man’s property, that they need to do so right by the first piece of 
property that was brought up with the Drainage District a year and a half ago, where it was going to be 
before he bought the two pieces of property.  He continued by saying that the Parish has to do this, to 
expropriate it, and take it.  Mr. Doucet stated that the property for expropriation of it was about $40,000 
to $50,000, in that everybody was telling him that it takes three or four years to do this, but if it was 
done 12 years ago it would have been finished, and if it would have been done eight years ago that they 
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would be done with it.  He said that he has four years to his term, in that he thought that they ought to 
do it now; then asking the Administration, the District Attorney, or whatever they had to do, but 
somebody has to get it and expropriate the property to get this done.   
 Mr. Lorraine commented that he thought that it was a little longer than 12 years, naming the 
past Administrations.  He then said that there was never a problem before that canal was blocked; but 
has probably now been debating this for about 15 years since it has been blocked.  Mr. Lorraine stated 
that they were looking at purchasing some property to the south, but they would still have to get a right 
of way from Mr. Crosby.  He then said that if the property was purchased from the south and they do 
not get the Highway Department to put culverts across the four lane highway that they have nothing.  
Mr. Lorraine explained that this was something that they were waiting on, to see if they were going to 
do it, chances were that they would not because he had been begging for some culverts across Highway 
3235 on the lower side even before they paved the road and they failed to do so.  He next said that if 
the Highway Department does not do it that the Parish was then supposedly going to ask if they could 
it.  Mr. Lorraine further commented that it is always said that the last thing you want to do is 
expropriate anybody’s property; that the issue here was that it would take a long time to do so, but it 
was not going to take 15 years.  He then said that they indeed need to get some drainage; in which 
Drainage District No. 1 and the Parish Administration was looking at this, that they were trying to put it 
together, further expressing his personal opinion of how slow Government works.  Mr. Lorraine 
commented that he thought that if they would expropriate the property where the small ditch is at to the 
south and cut across and make the ditch a lot larger that they would have ten times better drainage than 
they currently have; in that they just need to do it and that he would support Mr. Doucet in 
expropriating the property.  He continued by reiterating that somebody has to do it, whether it be the 
Drainage District or the Parish; but they needed to get it done, expressing that he was also fed up with 
it and he lives further down.  Mr. Lorraine stated that this was for the safety of the kids as mentioned 
before, that when the water was six or so inches deep and the little kids do not know where the ditches 
are that they can fall into it and actually drown.  He said that it was also a concern for the people 
driving and if they did not have it marked that they have some problems.  Mr. Lorraine further 
commented that he knew that the School Board had gotten involved because they wanted to build some 
other structures, which they would not do so until the drainage problem was solved.  He then reiterated 
that he was going to back up Mr. Doucet in regards to the fact that they need to expropriate; in that he 
did not know who needed to do it, but it needs to be done.  Mr. Lorraine expressed that 15 years has 
been a long time, that if it takes a couple of years to expropriate it that at least it would be done before 
Mr. Doucet leaves.   
 Mr. Matherne commented that the time frame given by Mr. Lorraine was pretty accurate, in that 
he had served under Mr. Aaron Caillouet’s Administration and it was in existence then.  He then 
mentioned the pilings that were just recently removed, in which the Parish did not have to expropriate, 
because they had right of way there.  Mr. Matherne next stated that he was 100% with them. 

Mr. Matherne mentioned that the School Board had $2.1 million in construction; and then asked 
Mr. Amedee how much of that amount was for contingencies, asking if it was 5%; because it usually 
was a 5% contingency for unseen factors that they may need money on, so they may have a little more 
money than what they thought they needed.  Mr. Amedee replied that he did not think that the School 
Board bids a project on that basis, that in other words the price would be the price.  He said that they 
may hold back 5% at the end of the job, which would then be the contingency, but he did not think that 
the School Board anticipates or accepts a bid with the understanding that it would then go over budget 
by 5%, in that they have the right to hold back after Substantial Completion to make sure that their 
Punch List Items were completed and that the liens were certainly all cleared and that sort of thing.  
Mr. Amedee further stated that if he understood Mr. Matherne’s question correctly that the School 
Board did have the right to hold back the last 5% of the contract pursuant to clearance of all liens and 
completion of all Punch List Items.  Mr. Matherne commented that he understands that part, but that 
had nothing to do with the question he was asking.  Mr. Amedee apologized.  Mr. Matherne then said 
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that on some of the State contracts, in which perhaps it was no longer done, that they had to have 5% 
above what they thought it was going to cost you, in that if you did not spend it that you would return it 
to the State or the Parish; but if you needed it you could spend it.  He then wondered if the School 
Board had that, in that it would be roughly $105,000; that if it was in there and they can not wait that it 
might be some money that they could use.  Mr. Matherne commented that he agreed that Lafourche 
Parish was one the slowest Government working.  Ms. JoAnn Matthews responded to Mr. Matherne’s 
question by explaining that in their contingency funds for any of their projects were for professional 
services or unforeseen things in their particular building, that they were not for anything dealing with 
the Parish that was in the Parish’s authority to take care of, so they could not do drainage work that was 
within the Parish’s realm.  Mr. Matherne then commented that the School Board’s hands were locked, 
just as the Administration’s was dealing with the culverts.  Ms. Matthews stated that he was correct; in 
that they were literally stuck in the middle, with their children at bay.   
 

ENGINEERING AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently on going, recently 
completed or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish.  No one presented 
a report.   
 

LEGAL ADVISOR REPORT 
 The next item on the agenda was to relinquish time to the Lafourche Parish Legal Advisor.  No 
one was present to speak.   
 
 President Randolph next presented the Employee of the Month for the month of June.  She 
stated that the employee of the month for the month of June was Mr. Haywood Guidry, that he has 
been with the Parish for a very long time and it was time that they saluted him.  Everyone applauded 
Mr. Guidry.  Mr. Guidry stated that he started part time with the Parish when he was 15 years old and 
then thanked them very much.  President Randolph thanked him for his services. 
 
 Next, a motion was offered by Mr. Jones, seconded by Mr. Matherne, to open the Public 
Hearing, and carried by a vote of (7) yeas, (0) nays, and (2) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux and Mr. 
Doucet.   
 

PUBLIC HEARING AND ORDINANCES FOR RATIFICATION 
 The next item (6) on the agenda was an ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 3457 as it pertains 
to Section 2:207 of Chapter 2 of the Code of Ordinances for reimbursement of travel expenses for 
Parish officials and employees.  Mr. Lorraine questioned if they can defer this item until the next 
meeting, for the simple reason being that for 24 years they have been basically using per diems, and a 
couple of years ago a freshly Councilman changed it to the State Travel Policy.  He explained that they 
were basically putting it back to the way it was with a couple of exceptions, but looking through it they 
changed some things that he would suggest that the District Attorney review it, and they can bring it up 
at the next meeting once it is reviewed.   

A motion was then offered by Mr. Lorraine, seconded by Mr. Toups, and this item was 
deferred by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
DEFERRED 
 
 The next item (7) on the agenda was an ordinance placing a “Yield” sign on West 217th 
Street, heading east toward LA 1 approximately 400 feet from LA 1 where the street narrows on the 
south side; Ward (10), District (9), Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, requiring the placement of 
a “Yield” sign; and providing for penalties for violations thereof.  A motion was offered by Mr. 
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Lorraine.  Chairman Delatte asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the 
proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Delatte moved for a second, which was made by Mr. 
Toups, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
ORD. NO. 4350 YIELD SIGN - WEST 217TH STREET 
 
 The next item (8) on the agenda was an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 4175 (2008 
Budget Ordinance) as it pertains to fixing salaries of unclassified employees (Community Action 
employees).  A motion was offered by Mr. Jones.  Chairman Delatte asked three times if anyone from 
the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Delatte moved for a 
second, which was made by Mr. Fertitta. 
 Mr. Doucet questioned why there was a drop in pay for the LIHEAP Program Coordinator; then 
asking if it was just that they were trying to get everyone in order as far as being paid, in that they were 
dropping the hourly rate from $13.10 to $12.20.  Mr. Thomas Turner, Community Services Director, 
explained what they were doing was that they were staying within the budget that has already been 
fixed, that they were hiring a new person and they wanted them to come in at a lower level.  Mr. 
Doucet then asked if he was correct in saying that there was currently no person in that particular spot; 
with Mr. Turner replying that no one was there at the present time. 

The ordinance then carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. 
Gouaux.   
ORD. NO. 4351 AMENDING SALARIES - COMMUNITY ACTION EMPLOYEES 
 
 The next item (9) on the agenda was an ordinance to provide for a 2008 Supplemental 
Appropriation (08-029) within the 2008 Operations and Maintenance Budget for the costs of 
engineering services associated with the application process for funding allocated to Lafourche Parish 
from the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) under DR 1603 and those costs of applying for 
competitive funding from HMGP and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer 
said transactions as provided for by Article VI of the Lafourche Parish Home Rule Charter.  A motion 
was offered by Mr. Toups.  Chairman Delatte asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to 
speak on the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Delatte moved for a second, which was 
made by Mr. Matherne, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. 
Gouaux.   
ORD. NO. 4352 SUPPLEMENTAL APPROPRIATION - ENGINEERING SERVICES –  
   HAZARD MITIGATION GRANT PROGRAM 
 
 The next item (10) on the agenda was an ordinance approving the attached Servitude 
Agreement between Margaret Hartman Tate and Erivel P. Tate and the Lafourche Parish Council; 
and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said agreement.  A motion was 
offered by Mr. Toups.  Chairman Delatte asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak 
on the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Delatte moved for a second, which was made by 
Mr. Matherne, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
ORD. NO. 4353 SERVITUDE AGREEMENT - MARGARET & ERIVEL P. TATE 
 
 The next item (11) on the agenda was an ordinance approving the attached Servitude 
Agreement between Karen Rodrigue Chiasson and Keith J. Rodrigue and the Lafourche Parish 
Council; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said agreement.  A 
motion was offered by Mr. Matherne.  Chairman Delatte asked three times if anyone from the public 
wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Delatte moved for a second, 
which was made by Mr. Lorraine on Mr. Gouaux’s behalf, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, 
and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
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ORD. NO. 4354 SERVITUDE AGREEMENT - KAREN & KEITH J. RODRIGUE 
 
 Next, a motion was offered by Mr. Matherne, seconded by Mr. Toups, to close the Public 
Hearing, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
 

PROPOSED ORDINANCES 
 The next item (12) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance amending and re-enacting 
Ordinance 4336, Section 2:200 (B) Sub-Chapter “C” of Chapter 2 of the Code of Ordinances, 
Meetings of the Parish Council, as it pertains to agenda deadlines; and also amending Section 2:202 
(A) Sub-Chapter “C” of Chapter 2 of the Code of Ordinances, General Legislative Rules of Procedure 
for the Parish Governing Authority as it pertains to the suspension of the regular meeting agendas.  
A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance. 
 
 The next item (13) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance providing for a 2008 Supplemental 
Appropriation (08-030) within the 2008 Operations and Maintenance budget funding twelve thousand 
dollars ($12,000) for additional fencing needed in Recreation District 2 and authorizing the Parish 
President to sign, execute and administer said transactions as provided for by Article VI of the 
Lafourche Parish Home Rule Charter.  A motion was offered by Mr. Toups to introduce the above 
stated proposed ordinance. 
 
 The next item (14) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance creating Sections 25:102 and 
25:103 of Sub Chapter “B” of Chapter 25 of the Lafourche Parish Code of Ordinances relative to 
obstruction of drainage prohibited and interference with drainage prohibited.  A motion was 
offered by Mr. Fertitta to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance. 
 
 The next item (15) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance to amend and re-enact Chapter 4, 
Sub Chapter B, Section 4:50 of the Code of Ordinance regarding running of livestock at large 
prohibited; violations and penalties.  A motion was offered by Mr. Matherne to introduce the above 
stated proposed ordinance. 
 
 The next item (16) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance amending and re-enacting 
Chapter 15, Sub Chapter A, Section 15:4 of the Code of Ordinances regarding animals not permitted 
to run at large.  A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet to introduce the above stated proposed 
ordinance. 
 
 The next item (17) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 4295 as 
it pertains to fixing salaries of unclassified employees.  A motion was offered by Mr. Jones to 
introduce the above stated proposed ordinance. 
 
 

RESOLUTIONS 
 The next item (18) on the agenda was a resolution requesting a letter to be sent to South 
Coast Gas requesting they address the exposed gas line at the corner of 100 East Windsor Drive and 
Country Club Blvd., Ward (2), District (4).  A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta and seconded by 
Mr. Richard.  Mr. Fertitta explained that there was a drainage ditch that people sprayed Roundup in, 
that it has caused erosion, exposing a six to eight foot gas line.  He said that children ride their bikes 
through that ditch.  Mr. Fertitta stated that for quite a while they have been requesting that the gas 
company either reroute it or to do something, in that he felt that maybe an official letter from the 
Council would help.  He further informed the Council that the waterline was also exposed. 
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The resolution carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
RES. NO. 08-201 LETTER - SOUTH COAST GAS - EXPOSED GAS LINE 
 
 The next item (19) on the agenda was a resolution requesting the Louisiana Department of 
Transportation and Development (LADOTD) to address the drainage problem on the bridge located 
on Hwy. 308 heading south just pass Laurel Valley but before Lafourche Crossing.  A motion was 
offered by Mr. Fertitta and seconded by Mr. Lorraine.  Mr. Fertitta explained that this was a cement 
bridge that he has been trying to get the drainage cleaned, for them to clean the holes out because it 
holds three or four inches of water there, causing hydroplaning.  He said that they were not able to get 
the State to clean it, but maybe an official letter might do just that.   

The resolution carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
RES. NO. 08-202 LADOTD - DRAINAGE PROBLEM - HIGHWAY 308 BRIDGE 
 
 The next item (20) on the agenda was a resolution appointing District 1 Councilman’s 
nominee of Ronnie Winston to serve on the Five Star Committee.  A motion was offered by Mr. 
Jones and seconded by Mr. Fertitta.  Mr. Matherne asked when the nominations to be on this 
Committee were to be closed.  Mr. Toups replied as to whenever you want to put one. 

The resolution carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
RES. NO. 08-203 APPOINTMENT - DISTRICT 1 - FIVE STAR COMMITTEE 
 
 The next item (21) on the agenda was a resolution appointing District 9 Councilman’s 
nominee of Kenneth “Nico” Doucet to serve on the Five Star Committee.  A motion was offered by 
Mr. Lorraine, seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that 
being of Mr. Gouaux.   
RES. NO. 08-204 APPOINTMENT - DISTRICT 9 - FIVE STAR COMMITTEE 
 
 The next item (22) on the agenda was a resolution appointing District 3 Councilman’s 
nominee of Richard “Rick” Bouterie to serve on the Five Star Committee.  A motion was offered 
by Mr. Richard, seconded by Mr. Fertitta, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, 
that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
RES. NO. 08-205 APPOINTMENT - DISTRICT 3 - FIVE STAR COMMITTEE 
 
 The next item (23) on the agenda was a resolution appointing Parish President Charlotte A. 
Randolph’s nominee of Shelly Toups and Nicole Doucet to serve on the Five Star Committee.  A 
motion was offered by Mr. Lorraine and seconded by Mr. Doucet.   President Randolph stated 
that there was an error on her part, so they would only have to vote on Shelly Toups’ nomination, 
explaining that she was actually attempting to nominate Nicole Doucet as well; but Mr. Lorraine had 
beat her to it. 
 An amendment was then offered by Mr. Lorraine, seconded by Mr. Doucet, deleting “and 
Nicole Doucet”, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   

The amended resolution then carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being 
of Mr. Gouaux.

 The next item (34) on the agenda was a resolution to approve a contract with Dr. Melvin 
Elliott, Jr. of Thibodaux Animal Hospital to provide Veterinary Services on an as needed basis for 
the Lafourche Parish Animal Shelter and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and 
administer said contract and any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet and 
seconded by Mr. Toups. 
 Mr. Matherne asked President Randolph if this was bid upon; with President Randolph replying 
as yes sir.  Mr. Matherne then asked how many bids they had received; President Randolph replied as 
to one.  Mr. Doucet questioned if it was only one bid, if that was all who had submitted was one; with 
President Randolph again replying as yes, one bid.   
 Mr. Doucet questioned the charge for euthanizations in the contract, in that he thought that the 
Parish had someone on staff that did so.  President Randolph replied as to not yet, in that they were 
training someone.  Mr. Doucet then said that they can indeed train somebody to do that to where they 
will not incur these expenses.  He reiterated the response that was given of only one person submitting 
for this; then saying that they probably advertised for it only in the Daily Comet.  Mr. Doucet 
questioned if they can only advertise in the Daily Comet; then asking if it was also advertised on the 
Parish website and if there was a place that says for bids separately.  Ms. Crystal Chiasson, Parish 
Administrator, replied as yes, that it was posted to the website; clarifying that it was not a bid, in that it 
was a Request for Proposals, that it was published in the Official Journal which is the Daily Comet.   
 Ms. Chiasson continued by saying that she has requested that a link to be basically put on the 
front page of the website that says bids, for it to be clearer and so no one has to go into the system like 
they presently have to.  She expressed that they were indeed making some changes so that it was 
clearer for the public to see.   
 Mr. Doucet then asked if this was just a proposal, which they did not have to vote on it, in that 
they can wait until later; or was this for them to approve of it, accepting this person’s prices.  Ms. 
Chiasson replied that this was for them to approve; but clarified that it does not come in as a bid, that 
the process was called Request for Proposals, further explaining that it was not bid packages that come 
in and that it was more of a professional services contract.   
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 Mr. Toups said that they have a contract with this gentleman already; then asked if they can 
extend the existing contract for one month and to ask for some other bids.  He said that he would ask if 
they wanted, in that he knew that they could make a better deal, which he had two people call saying 
that they would bid on it but they were not asked.  Mr. Toups stated that they had not seen the 
advertisement, but they did want to submit a bid; further saying that they had said that they were busy 
and they did not like the way it was done last year.  He said that he knew a Vet that had bid on it last 
year and he was told that it was done wrong.  Mr. Toups expressed that he would like to see that this be 
re-bid, calling all of them to ask that they bid on this, saying that they can maybe save money, and 
further stating his opinions on bids and the process of it.  He requested that the Council turn this down. 
 Mr. Lorraine asked if this Doctor has been doing this for just the one year; in that as far as he 
could remember in the years that he has been Councilman that it has always been Clay Pierce, then 
asking if Mr. Pierce was no longer doing it anymore.  President Randolph replied that he did not have 
the contract last year.  Mr. Lorraine commented that he was guessing that the person it was given to last 
year was then just renewing his contract, assuming that it was a year at a time.  President Randolph 
stated that Mr. Lorraine was correct, in that it was for a year at a time.   

Mr. Lorraine then asked Mr. Toups if he had gotten some calls on this.  Mr. Toups replied that 
he had indeed received some calls, to where they wanted to bid on it, but they did not know anything 
about it, in that they would have loved to bid on it.  Mr. Lorraine next said that he would like to hear 
from some of the other Councilmen if they did not mind. 
 Mr. Matherne expressed his personal opinions regarding euthanizations and of how far he 
thought that it has gone in the wrong direction, giving examples of such things as to when he was 
growing up. 
 Mr. Fertitta commented that he knows the Councilmen’s frustrations about this, but they were 
exposing themselves to liability, in that this man has already given his prices on a professional service.  
He said that the process was being changed, which they had discussed it at a department head meeting, 
to where they can try to get more bids, notify the public, and have it on the website.  Mr. Fertitta stated 
that he thought that if they do not pass this now that they would have some repercussions.   
 Mr. Richard reiterated what he had said earlier, in that when there was only one bid that he 
thought that they should reject it and not even open it, which would then not expose them, and that they 
could then do what they wanted.  He further expressed that this was a strong suggestion.   
 Mr. Toups asked if this was a sealed bid; with Ms. Chiasson replying that no, it was not.  Mr. 
Toups commented that they then did not have to accept it because it was a proposal; then asking 
President Randolph if he was right in saying that they did not have to accept this.  President Randolph 
replied by saying that if a proposal was delivered to the Parish that they have accepted that proposal.  
She further explained that even for sealed bids, that if the Parish asked for sealed bids on March 24th 
and one person delivers a sealed bid that they have abided by the rules which were said through the 
process.  President Randolph said that she understands the frustration of not getting more bids in; but 
they were following State Law, which requires that they publish it in the Official Journal.  She stated 
that they have added to that by including it now on the website, so that it can be done.   

 
President Randolph then mentioned the suggestions of calling, faxing, or emailing everybody, 

that if they left one person out that they were discriminating.  Mr. Toups commented that they get 
quotes every week at the Field Offices.  President Randolph replied to Mr. Toups’ comment, saying 
that they get quotes on repairing something, in that it depends on the projects and the amount of money 
involved, so the quotes were a different story, as were bids and proposals different stories.   
 Mr. Toups stated that he would try to get the Vet that called him on this, for him to come to the 
Council meeting to let them know how the other Vet had gotten the last contract.  President Randolph 
replied to Mr. Toups’ statement, explaining that there was an in-house committee who sat down and 
compared the two proposals, which was the best way to do Request for Proposals, sitting down and 
looking at each one.  She then said that a good example of that was of the Ambulance District and of 
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the other medical company; that frankly the way that the Ambulance District was proposing it that it 
was a better monetary proposal, except for when it got to the end of that proposal.  President Randolph 
went on to explain that when they were compared item by item that the proposal from the other 
company was better than the Ambulance District’s, just because they were better equipped to do it.  Mr. 
Toups then commented that he was just trying to save the Parish some money, which he thought they 
needed to tighten their belts to save all the money that they can.  President Randolph said that was why 
they were putting these items out for proposals rather than just appointing someone. 
 Mr. Lorraine expressed that he thought that they should just go ahead with this and learn from 
their mistakes, that maybe next time they may be more prepared.  He said that he did not know what 
kind of affect this would have if they did not have anybody doing this, so since he had went ahead and 
done the proposal that he did not think that it was the Council’s job to let everybody personally know, 
in that they should have people hired to look at all of this stuff.  Mr. Lorraine reiterated to just go ahead 
and hire this guy, get it over with and move on. 
 Ms. Chiasson noted that the Request for Proposals was actually advertised twice, that the first 
time it was advertised on May 19th there were no proposals received, so it was advertised again on 
June 13th and that was when they had received the one proposal.  She then informed the Council that 
another thing that she had also requested was from the purchasing specialists, that when something 
does get placed on the website that they will be emailed and/or faxed the notice so they can contact 
people in their areas that they know that may be interested.   

The resolution then carried by a vote of (7) yeas; (1) nay, that being of Mr. Toups; and (1) 
absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.

ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 3457 AS IT PERTAINS TO
SECTION 2:207 OF CHAPTER 2 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR
REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL EXPENSES FOR PARISH OFFICIALS AND
EMPLOYEES.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Lafourche Parish Council, convened in Regular Session on 
                                             , that:

SECTION 1.  Section 2:207 of Chapter Two of the Code of Ordinance is amended to read as
follows:

SECTION 2:207 REIMBURSEMENT OF TRAVEL EXPENSES FOR MEMBERS OF
THE LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL, COUNCIL EMPLOYEES, THE PARISH PRESIDENT,
ADMINISTRATIVE EMPLOYEES, MEMBERS OF PARISH BOARDS AND THEIR EMPLOYEES.

A. Members of the Lafourche Parish Council, Council employees, the Parish President,
administrative employees, members of parish boards and  their employees are authorized reimbursement
in the following manner for expenses incurred while performing official duties:

1. Reimbursement shall be made in accordance with the most current Louisiana Travel
Guide available for reference at:
www.state.la.us/osp/travel/traveloffice.htm 

2. Where circumstances require the approval of the Commissioner of the Division of
Administration:

a. Legislative officials and employees shall obtain the approval of the Council Chair.

b. Members and employees of Parish Boards, Commissions, and Special Districts shall
obtain the approval of either the Parish President or the Parish Administrator.

c. Administrative officials and employees shall obtain the approval of either the Parish
President or the Parish Administrator. 
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1. Boards that have administrators shall receive approval from their administrator
regarding reimbursement for travel.

2. Boards without an administrator shall receive approval from the Parish
Administrator or the Parish President regarding reimbursement for travel.

3. All Parish employees that travel shall receive approval from the Parish
Administrator or the Parish President regarding reimbursement for travel.

4. All Lafourche Parish Council members that travel shall receive approval 
from the Lafourche Parish Council Chairman regarding reimbursement for 
travel.

3. The following modifications are to be considered in application of the Travel Guide
guidelines:

5. a. As Parish officials and employees are not able to utilize state contracts for Air
transportation travel shall be made using commercial carrier service at the
coach/economy class rates.  The Parish does not require use of lowest priced
airfare where circumstances which can be documented dictate otherwise.

6. b. Single Day Travel: Travel out of the Parish or within the parish when over 30
miles away from a person’s domicile that extends through lunch will be
reimbursed in accordance with the Traveler’s Meals chart Meals are not eligible
for reimbursements on single day travel.  This means that when an
authorized traveler of the Parish is in travel status where no overnight stay
is required, no meals are eligible for reimbursement.  Each Department
Head or their designees are to determine when overnight travel is justified.

a. The Department Head will be allowed to authorize Single Day
Meal reimbursements on a case by case basis or by type of 
single day travel when it is determined to be in the best interest 
of the department (employee is in travel status for 12 or more 
hours).  In those cases the reimbursement will be reported as 
wages to the employee and paid on their payroll check and will 
be made based on receipt tickets furnished by the employee.  
Failure to furnish the receipt will prevent the employee from 
being reimbursed.

7. Overnight Expenses

a. Travel out of the Parish that requires overnight stay, room will be
reimbursed the actual amount of a single room rate.  Whenever a Parish
employee or any board member under the jurisdicition of the Parish is
required to stay overnight the employee or board member under the
jurisdiction of the Parish  is allowed a per diem of $50.00 per day in-state
and $100.00 per day out-of-state for his or her expenses.  The expenses
covered by this per diem are as follows: meals, tips, cab fare, and parking
fees, etc.
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b. When traveling out-of-state or to another country, all Parish 
           employees and board members under the jursidiction of the Parish 

will be reimbursed actual cost for cab fares and parking fees.

4.  8. The members of the Lafourche Parish Council, and Parish employees, and  board
members under the jurisdiction of the Parish are authorized to receive a mileage
allowance at the state approved rate for use of his personally owned vehicle while in the
conduct of official Parish business.

SECTION 2. If any section, part, paragraph, sentence, or clause of this Ordinance should be
declared invalid or unenforceable, such invalidity or defect shall not affect the remaining sections,
paragraphs, parts, sentences, or clauses hereof and, to this end, the several provisions hereof are hereby
declared to be severable.

The word drainage as used in this Section means any natural drain or any artificial drain which has been
used for the purposes of drainage for at least ten years.

OFFICE, COMPENSATION AND PURPOSE.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Lafourche Parish Council, convened in regular session on 
                                             , whereby rescinding Ordinance 4120 and enacting Sub-Chapter Z of
Chapter 24 of the Code of Ordinances of the Parish of Lafourche to read as follows:

SECTION 1. Creation

Pursuant to the provisions of Article VI, Sections 5 and 15 of the Constitution of the State of
Louisiana of 1974, and Article III of the Home Rule Charter of the Parish of Lafourche, the Heroes’
Monument Commission is hereby created.

SECTION 2. Territorial Limits

The Heroes’ Monument Board’s boundaries shall be inclusive to the entire Parish of Lafourche,
State of Louisiana, excluding the territory bounded by Policy Jury Ward No. 10 of the Parish of
Lafourche, State of Louisiana, as the boundaries of Ward 10 are presently constituted.

SECTION 3. Membership, Terms, Compensation

A. The Heroes’ Monument Commission  shall be comprised of nine (9) members, all of
which shall be electors domiciled outside of Ward 10; and five (5) of which shall be
Honorably Discharged Veterans of a Branch of the U. S. Armed Forces; two (2)
members shall have been employed as a Commission Police Officer for a minimum of
five years; and two (2) members shall have served as a fireman for a minimum of five
years.

B. The initial members of the Heroes’ Monument Commission who shall serve without
compensation, shall be appointed by the Parish Governing Authority or authorities for
a term of four (4) years.

Terms shall be as follows:

The nine commissioners initially appointed shall be appointed for terms of one, two,
three, four, and five years, respectively;

Commissioners (A and B) for one year
Commissioners (C and D) for two years
Commissioners (E and F) for three years
Commissioners (G and H) for four years
Commissioner (I) for five years

They shall serve until their successors shall have been appointed and qualified.  All
Commissioners thereafter appointed at the expiration of such respective terms shall be
appointed by the Parish Governing Authority or authorities for terms of four years.  Any
vacancy which otherwise occurs shall be filled by appointment of the Parish Governing
Authority or authorities for the unexpired term.  In making such appointments the
requirements that the Board of Commissioners shall include at least one qualified voter
and affiliate of each classification which has been included in the Commission by
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consent of its Governing Authority shall apply.

C. The commissioners shall elect from their own members a president and a secretary-
treasurer whose respective duties shall be prescribed by the board of commissioners.
The board of commissioners shall designate the time and select the place of holding their
regular monthly meetings and they may be convened at any time upon the call of the
president or upon the call of two of the commissioners.  A majority of the members of
the board of commissioners shall constitute a quorum and all actions or resolutions of
the board of commissioners must be approved by the affirmative vote of not less than a
majority of all members of the board of commissioners.

D. The Heroes’ Monument Commission shall submit  to the Council Clerk’s office a yearly
budget, a yearly audit, all meeting agendas, all minutes of meetings and a written
progress report which shall contain their current operating budget and their
accomplishments and activities.  The Board shall also present an annual oral report to
the Lafourche Parish Council.

SECTION 4. Purpose

The purpose of the Heroes’ Monument Commission shall be to:

(a) Help maintain the many monuments and memorials currently dedicated to
Policemen, Firefighters, and Veterans.

(b) Help organize celebrations recognizing heroes such as Veteran’s Day Parades,
Memorial Day observations, etc.

(c) Evaluate the need for additional activities and monuments which commend
Policemen, Firefighters, and Veterans.

(d) Grant approval to individuals and/or groups wishing to modify any existing
public monuments.

SECTION 5. From and after the effective date of this ordinance, the Heroes’ Monument 
Commission appointed by the Lafourche Parish Council shall assume the duties of their respective
offices; however, that prior to (a) the adoption of an annual budget, (b) the purchase, sale or
encumbrance of immovable property, (c) submitting to the voters a new tax or proposed renewal or
increase in existing ad valorem taxes, and (d) the incurring of debt, the Heroes’ Monument Commission
shall obtain the approval of the Lafourche Parish Council.

SECTION 6. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances by the Lafourche Parish Council
conflicting with or inconsistent with the provisions of these regulations are hereby repealed.

Burning of Solid Waste; and

follow guidelines put forth by the Louisiana Department of Environmental Quality as 
specified in Section 1109 of Chapter 11 of Part III. (Air) of Title 33 of the Environmental 
Regulatory Code; and 

 
WHEREAS, Title 33, Part III., Section 1109 of the Environmental Regulatory 

Code is more detailed and specific in regulating Open Burning; and  
 
WHEREAS, this ordinance is sponsored for Administration by Mr. Joe Fertitta,

WHEREAS, it is recommended by the Administration of the 

Lafourche Parish Government that the Council rescind Section 9:81 of 
Sub-Chapter B of Chapter 9 of the Code of Ordinances and enact the 
guidelines put forth by the Department of Environmental Quality in 
Section 1109 of Chapter 11 of Part III. (Air) of Title 33 of the Environmental Regulatory 
Code. 

 
 THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that the Lafourche Parish Council convened 
in Regular Session on _____________, and hereby rescinds Ordinance No. 3391; Section 
9:81 of Sub-Chapter B of Chapter 9 of the Lafourche Parish Code of Ordinances; and 
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 BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that the guidelines put forth by the Department 
of Environmental Quality in Section 1109 of Chapter 11 of Part III. (Air) of Title 33 of 
the Environmental Regulatory Code is hereby adopted by the Lafourche Parish 
Government and shall be stated in Section 9:81 of Sub-Chapter B of Chapter 9 of the 
Lafourche Parish Code of Ordinances as follows: 
 

SECTION 9:81 OPEN BURNING OF SOLID WASTE 
 

A. Purpose. It is the purpose of this Section to control outdoor burning of waste or 
other combustible material. 

B. Outdoor Burning Prohibited. No person shall cause or allow the outdoor burning 
of waste material or other combustible material on any property owned by him or 
under his control except as provided in Subsections C and D of this Section. 

C. Statutory Exceptions. The following activities are not subject to the prohibition 
created in Subsection B of this Section: 

1. the burning of leaves, grass, twigs, branches, and vines by a private 
property owner on his own property for noncommercial purposes in 
parishes with a population of 300,000 or less, provided the property owner 
attends the burning of yard waste at all times; 

2. the burning of trees, brush, grass, or other vegetable matter in any parish 
having a population of 90,000 or less, provided the location of the burning 
is not within the territorial limits of a city or town or adjacent to a city or 
town in such proximity that the ambient air of the city or town will be 
affected by smoke from the burning; 

3. the burning of trees, branches, limbs, or other wood as a bonfire that is 
specifically authorized by ordinance;  

4. the burning of agricultural by-products in the fields in connection with the 
planting, harvesting, or processing of agricultural products; 

5. the controlled burning of cotton gin agricultural wastes in connection with 
cotton gin operations; 

6. the controlled burning in connection with timber stand management; and 
7. the controlled burning of pasture land or marshland in connection with 

trapping or livestock production. 
D. Exceptions to Prohibition against Outdoor Burning. Outdoor burning of waste 

material or other combustible material may be conducted in the situations 
enumerated below if no public nuisance is or will be created and if the burning is 
not prohibited by and is conducted in compliance with other applicable laws and 
with regulations and orders of governmental entities having jurisdiction, including 
air control regulations and orders. The authority to conduct outdoor burning under 
this regulation does not exempt or excuse the person responsible from the 
consequences of or the damages or injuries resulting from the burning: 

1. outdoor burning in connection with the preparation of food; 
2. campfires and fires used solely for recreational purposes or for ceremonial 

occasions; 
3. outdoor burning in a rural park of rural recreation area of trees, brush, 
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grass, and other vegetable matter for game management purposes in 
accordance with practices acceptable to Louisiana Parks and Recreation 
Commission and Louisiana Wildlife and Fisheries Commission; 

4. small fires, by tradesmen and contractors, in such activities as street repair, 
installation or repair of sewer, water, electric, telephone mains, and 
services; 

5. the operation of contrivances using open flames such as welding torches, 
blow torches, portable heaters, and other flame making devices; 

6. outdoor burning, in other than rural park or rural recreation area, of trees, 
brush, grass, and other vegetable matter from such area in land clearing 
and right-of-way maintenance operations if the following conditions are 
met: 
a. prevailing winds at the time of the burning must be away from any city 

or town, the ambient air of which may be affected by smoke from the 
burning; 

b. the location of the burning must be at least 1,000 feet (305 meters) 
from any dwelling other than a dwelling or structure located on the 
property on which the burning is conducted; 

c. care must be used to minimize the amount of dirt on the material being 
burned; 

d. heavy oils, asphaltic materials, items containing natural or synthetic 
rubber, or any materials other than plant growth which produce 
unreasonable amounts of smoke may not be burned; nor may these 
substances be used to start a fire; 

e. the burning may be conducted only between the hours of 8 a.m. and 5 
p.m. Piles of combustible material should be of such size to allow 
complete reduction in this time interval; and 

f. the burning must be controlled so that a traffic hazard as prohibited by 
Subsection E of this Section is not created; 

7. fire purposely set as part of an organized program of drills for the training 
of fire fighting personnel or for testing fire fighting materials or equipment 
if the following conditions are met: 
a. the duration of the burning held to the minimum required for such 

purposes; 
b. the burning is conducted only between the hours of 8 a.m. and 5 p.m.; 

and  
c. the burning is controlled so that a traffic hazard as prohibited by 

Subsection E of this Section is not created; 
8. outdoor burning of waste hydrocarbon products (from petroleum 

exploration, development or production operations, natural gas processing, 
such as, but not limited to, basic sediments, oil produced in testing an oil 
well, and paraffin) may be conducted at the site of origin when it is not 
practicable to transport the waste products for sale or reclamation, or to 
dispose of them lawfully in some other manner. In addition, hydrocarbons 
spilled or lost from pipeline breaks or other transport failure which cannot 
practicably be recovered or be disposed of lawfully in some other manner 
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may be outdoor burned at the site where the spill occurred or at another 
appropriate place due to safety considerations. Except when the immediate 
or continuous burning of hydrocarbon spills is reasonable necessary to 
abate or eliminate an existing or imminent threat of injury to human life or 
significant damage to property, the outdoor burning shall be conducted 
under the following conditions: 
a. the location of the burning must not be within or adjacent to a city or 

town or in such proximity thereto that the ambient air of the city or 
town may be affected by smoke from the burning; 

b. the burning is conducted only between the hours of 8 a.m. and 5 p.m.; 
and 

c. the burning is controlled so that a traffic hazard as prohibited by 
Subsection E of this Section is not created; and 

9. special situations approvable for exemption by the administrative authority 
prior to initiation of burning operation, as follow: 
a. outdoor burning of explosives, pyrophoric, or any other materials 

where there is no practicable or safe method of disposal; 
b. experimental burning for purposes of data gathering and research; and 
c. nonrecurring unusual circumstances or any condition not covered 

above. 
E. Traffic Hazards Prohibited. The emission of smoke, suspended particulate matter 

or uncombined water or any air contaminants or combinations thereof which 
passes onto or across a public road and creates a traffic hazard by impairment of 
visibility, as defined in LAC 33:III.111, or intensifies an existing traffic hazard 
condition is prohibited. 

F. Exclusive from Application of This Section. Outdoor burning pursuant to and in 
compliance with the terms of a variance granted by the administrative authority is 
excluded from the application of this Section.
