






On June 29, 20 I0, a neighborhood meeting was conducted at the residence of Mr. Roland Berthelot, located at
 
214 East 5th Street. In attendance were Sgt. Michael Kreamer, Deputy W.F. McDowell, and 8 residents.
 
During the meeting, a proposal for traffic calming was shared with the residents. The residents also shared their
 
thoughts and ideas. After some discussion, a proposal to be presented to the Parish Council was agreed upon by
 
all residents present.
 
Stab:
 

The street is 1,887 feet in length and runs from La 657 to Avenue C. Avenues A and B also intersect with East
 
th

5 Street. The width of the street varies from 18 to 20 feet. All residences are located on the south side of the 
street. Along the north side of the street are the baseball fields, an open recreational area, a Public Library and 
the Larose Civic Center. There are six speed limit signs located on the street. The first is located at the 
beginning of the street at its intersection with La 657. The second is midway between La 657 and Avenue A on 
the south side of the street. The third is located at the intersection of Avenue A on the north side of the street. 
The fourth is in front of214 E. 5th

. The fifth is midway between Avenue A and Avenue B on the north side of 
the street. The sixth is located in front of the Civic Center. There are two "Children" caution signs located next 
to the fourth and fifth speed limit signs. There is one "No Parking / Fire Lane" sign located in front of 214 E. 
5th 

. 

During the survey period 8,559 vehicles traveled East 5th Street, with an average speed of 16.26 MPH, a 
maximum speed of 41 MPH, and the 85th percentile of20 MPH (5 miles above the posted speed limit). The 95th 

percentile of vehicles during the same period was 23 mph (8 miles over the posted speed limit). During the six 
day survey period, an average of 1,426.5 vehicles traveled the street on a daily basis. Of the 8,559 vehicles, 
counted during the survey period, 1,723 vehicles exceeded the posted speed limit by 5 miles or more. With this 
in mind, during the six day period, there was an average of 287.16 vehicles exceeding the posted speed limit on 
a daily basis.

Proposal: 

Because ofthe following, the Lafourche Parish Sheriff's office recommends traffic calming devices: 
I.	 High volume of traffic - 8,559 vehicles during survey period. 
2.	 High daily average - 1,426 vehicles. 
3.	 High numbers exceeding posted speed limit by 5 miles and over -1,723 vehicles 
4.	 High daily average exceeding the posted speed limit - 287.16 vehicles 
5.	 Area, location and nature. The street is adjacent to a ball park, an open recreation field, a public library 

and a civic center. It is a recreational area. 
6.	 The fact that placement of traffic calming devices will improve public safety, not only for the residents, 

but also for the general public using the recreational facilities/areas. 
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7. A petition, for permanent installation has been completed and meets the 66% signature requirement 

It is recommended that no less than three (3) speed humps be placed on the street. 

Additionally, the residents have requested the following: 

1.	 Larger speed limit signs. 
2.	 More "Children" caution signs, at least one on each side of the street on each block. 
3.	 Signs reading "Recreational Area" along with flashing yellow lights. 
4.	 ''No parking / Fire lane" signs all along the residential side of the street and, if possible, on both sides of 

the street. 
5.	 4-way stop signs at the Avenue A and Avenue B intersections. 
6.	 "Handicapped Person in Area" signs. Specifically at each end of the 200 block. 
7.	 "No Passing Zone" signs on street. 
8.	 Ifpossible, some means ofprohibiting parking on the pavement across from the residences.

The residents are grateful that a radar trailer was placed on the street and have stated that the trailer did what it 
was supposed to do by helping to slow the speeders down. However, when the trailer was removed the speeding 
resumed. The neighborhood residents believe that a permanent solution needs to be in place to slow speeders 
down, instead of a "temporary fix". It is their belief that traffic calming devices, "speed bumps", along with 
their other requests, would greatly curtail the speeding problem which they live with on a daily basis.

WHEREAS, TRMC is a Louisiana hospital service district, the purposes of which include participation in any 
activity designed and conducted to promote the general health of the community and cooperation with other 
agencies engaged in providing health services to residents of the district; 
 
WHEREAS, LPHSP employs personnel whose occupation places them at risk for exposure to individuals 
potentially harboring tuberculosis bacteria;  
 
WHEREAS, LPHSP desires to provide pre-employment tuberculosis screening to potential employees of LPHSP.   
 
WHEREAS, LPHSP relies on a partnership with other public entities, such as healthcare providers, to fulfill its 
purposes; 
 
WHEREAS, TRMC wishes to cooperate with LPHSP in the provision of pre-employment tuberculosis screenings; 
 
NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree to the following: 
 

1. TRMC shall provide pre-employment tuberculosis PPD skin tests to all candidates scheduled by 
LPHSP that do not have contraindications for receiving the PPD skin tests.   

2. TRMC shall perform the PPD skin tests on the campus of TRMC on Mondays and Tuesdays only 
as scheduled between TRMC and LPHSP and TRMC shall charge Twenty dollars and no cents 
($20.00) per scheduled candidate of LPHSP for administration on the TRMC campus or Thirty 
dollars and no cents ($30.00) for any on site administrations.  Said fees are inclusive of test 
administration and readings. 

3. TRMC shall, on a monthly basis, provide LPHSP a list of candidates that were scheduled, whether 
they arrived and received the PPD skin tests as well as a copy of signed consent form with test 
results for each candidate. 

4. LPHSP shall use its best efforts to schedule candidates in a timely manner and acknowledges that 
all PPD skin tests must be read between forty-eight (48) and seventy-two (72) hours of 
administration.  Should a candidate fail to return in the prescribed time for the follow-up read 
LPHSP agrees that any re-test shall be considered a new test and shall pay additional charge 
accordingly. 

5. The term of this agreement shall be one (1) year from the date of signed and shall automatically 
renew for successive one year terms upon each anniversary date of the contract unless changed or 
revised in writing and agreed to by both parties.  Either party may terminate without cause given 
thirty (30) day written notice.
