LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, JULY 27, 2010 
AT 5:00 P.M., HELD AT THE MATHEWS GOVERNMENT COMPLEX, 4876 HIGHWAY 1, 
MATHEWS, LOUISIANA. 
 
 The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by 
Mr. Daniel Lorraine, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the 
transaction of business at 5:00 p.m.   
 
 Chairman Lorraine announced a couple of things before the meeting started. He mentioned a 
program called “Feed the Children” which was held this day in the South Lafourche area; explaining 
that it was a big worldwide organization.

QUESTIONS FOR THE ADMINISTRATION 
 The next item on the agenda was of any questions for the Administration.  

Mr. Toups questioned Ms. Chiasson on the pumps in his area, specifically the Jessie Dufrene 
Pump Station; asking if they were planning on doing any repairs on them this year; expressing his 
concerns on same. Ms. Chiasson first replied by saying that the Engineer was present to report on such. 
She then said that if they would start using Parish funds to start the repairs that they would lose out on 
the other funding, so that would be a decision that President Randolph would have to make, if they 
would want to jeopardize the funding already applied for. Discussion then ensued in regards to such. 
 

ENGINEERS AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently on going, recently 
completed or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish.   
 Mr. Kainen LeBlanc with Duplantis Design Group stated that he spoke to GOHSEP 
(Governor’s Office of Homeland Security & Emergency Preparedness); as they had been dealing with 
them, as going through the benefit cost analysis. He reported that they got word that Jessie Dufrene 
passed the benefit of cost analysis; but at the current time they had not been released to do the full 
Phase I study of it. Mr. LeBlanc said that it was a favorable project to move forward with; but it 
actually still has to go through FEMA. Mr. Toups said that he understood that they were waiting for a 
grant; but they had money set aside in the Budget for the last two years. He then asked if they could not 
start replacing the pilings or something.

Isle, presented Council with a PowerPoint presentation pertaining to Parish based water quality 
surveillance by local Fishermen and of an Oil Spill Recovery Proposal (see Exhibit “E”), explaining 
same in detail. Brief discussion then ensued in regards to such.   
 
 Ms. Donna Cheramie from Jefferson Street in Golden Meadow addressed the Council with 
questions and concerns in regards to the future of the shrimping industry and the impacts on the 
Fishermen and their families; and of her disgust with how the Vessels of Opportunity Program is being 
handled. Brief discussion and comments were then made in regards to such.   
 
 Mr. Robert Lee from East 152nd Street in Galliano addressed the Council questioning the 
Vessels of Opportunity Program and as to what they have to actually do in order to get an opportunity 
to work here locally and in their Parish.  Brief discussion and comments were made in regards to such.   
 
 Ms. Barbara Wiseman from Talofa Avenue, Toluca Lake, California filled out a form wishing 
to address the Council in regards to ‘Bioremediation for cleaning the oil spill’; but did not answer when 
called upon.   
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DISCUSSIONS 
 The next item (52) on the agenda was a discussion concerning speed humps. Mr. Toups 
expressed his views on the speed bumps; saying that the rate the Parish was going that it would take all 
of the Budget to do all of them, and they were not lasting. He said that a month later that they were 
already broken; thus asking why they couldn’t make them out of asphalt/blacktop, doing so at the Field 
Offices. Mr. Toups exclaimed that they could service a lot more people and probably do it for 1/3 of the 
costs or even less; further commenting on same. Ms. Crystal Chiasson, Parish Administrator, stated 
that they had actually researched the possibility of doing so in-house before they started buying the 
speed bumps; but because of the mixture and the things that had to be used to make them, they could 
not do so. She said that she would go back and ask the question again, researching it one more time. 
Ms. Chiasson explained that then they did not have the man power, then they did not have the 
chemicals and everything needed to mix that asphalt to go out and do it. So, that was why they went 
with the manufactured speed bumps; but she would indeed check into it again.   
 
 The next item (53) on the agenda was a discussion concerning the sending and receiving of 
emails. Mr. Matherne briefly expressed his views on such; and then requested that this item be deferred 
until he would get a chance to meet with Mr. Morvant.  
 
 The next item (54) on the agenda was a discussion regarding annexing of property and any 
recourse the Parish may have. Mr. Gouaux said that he was looking at things that were happening in the 
Parish and some of the Municipalities. He explained that whenever a subdivision develops right on the 
outer borders of a Municipality, first thing the City or the Town wants to do is to annex. Mr. Gouaux 
exclaimed that it’s getting to a point to where one of the Municipalities has a larger operating budget 
than the Parish; saying that he knew there where State Laws that pertained to that. But, what he would 
like for the Administration to do was to research the issue and come back to Council with what could 
be done in the form of a resolution to be sent to Baton Rouge, to try to develop State Laws that would 
give the Parish/Council some involvement in the annexation of property. He hoped that the Council 
would want to look at this as well. Chairman Lorraine said that there may be some State Laws that 
might be brought forth to be voted on in the State Legislature; but it would have to be done through a 
Resolution, and then sent to the Legislature, in order to get it done. Mr. Gouaux then said that was why 
he was looking for some particulars on how and what would need to be done to do such a request.

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The LPHS program utilizes Creative Curriculum, a research-based, 
nationally recognized curriculum, which outlines goals in the eight domains 
of learning including: 

• social emotional development, 
• approaches to learning, 
• literacy, 
• language development, 
• math, 
• SCience, 
• creative arts, 
• physical health! development, 
and guides staff in the provision of materials and activities to support 
these goals in preparing children for kindergarten. Experiences are 
provided in classrooms and homes to meet the child's individual needs 
and stimulate learning in all developmental areas, with strong emphasis 
on language/cognitive skills, early literacy skills, and the development of 
positive social and learning skills. Health educational activities in the 
curriculum include daily tooth brushing, monthly nutrition activities, and 
other activities designed to encourage development of healthy habits and 
reduce fear and anxiety related to preventive care exams. 

LPHS staffutilize an individualized observation and planning process for 
each child/family.

WHEREAS, the OWNER is desirous of obtaining engineering services in connection 

with the planning, design and construction of such public improvements, as required by 

the Public Contract Law of Louisiana, as specifically defined and authorized by OWNER for 

the following project:  “Implementation of FEMA DR-1603 Hazard Mitigation Grant 

Program – Industrial Floodwall and Drainage Project – Phase I. 

WHEREAS, the services of an engineering firm are needed to assist with the 

projects, all as covered in the following provisions of this contract.

On behalf of the undersigned counsel, we are pleased that you wish to engage our firm to
perform legal services for you.  This letter is intended to set forth our understanding as to the nature
and scope of the legal services we have agreed to render for you, the amount of our fees for these
services, the manner in which our fees for these services will be determined and the terms of
payment of fees and costs.

THIS CONTRACT OF EMPLOYMENT made and entered into by and between,
Lafourche Parish Government, hereinafter referred to as “Client”, and the undersigned law firm
hereinafter referred to as “Attorneys”, WITNESSETH:

1. Nature of Legal Services.  You have engaged us to advise and represent you in
connection with claims for recovery of civil damages recoverable under the Oil Pollution Act, 33
U.S.C. § 2701, et seq, and other laws against one or more of BP Exploration & Production, Inc.,
Anadarko Petroleum Corporation, Moex Offshore 2007 LLC, Anadarko E&P Company LP, BP,
PLC, Bp Products North America, Inc., BP America, Inc., Halliburton Energy Services, Inc.,
Cameron International Corporation f/k/a Cooper-Cameron Corporation, Swaco, A Division of M-I
L.L.C. and any other responsibility parties, arising from the explosion and sinking the MODU
DEEPWATER HORIZON, and for attorneys’ fees and costs.

2. Fees for services.  Attorneys shall be paid at the sole option of the Attorneys the
higher of (1) the sums set forth in this paragraph under Option ONE: Fees Set by Court or
Agreement with Defendants or (2) the sums set forth in this paragraph under Option TWO:
Contingency Fee.

(1) Option ONE: Fees Set by Court or Agreement with Defendants

In the event that Attorneys are able to effect a cash settlement of the claim and/or claims,
either by conference, negotiation, filing suit, litigation or any manner whatsoever, or are able
to achieve a successful conclusion through the prosecution, litigation, mediation or
arbitration of the claims, resulting in a pure cash payment, or are able to obtain a final
definitive judgment and payment of the judgment, Attorneys are to receive as compensation
for their services, in addition to expenses spent by Attorneys on the claim, as further
described herein, the following: 

(a) The total sum of attorneys’ fees awarded by the Court pursuant to applicable law in
the event of collection of a judgment.  All fees awarded by a court or paid by a
defendant(s) to Attorneys shall become the property of Attorneys only; or
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(b) The total sum of attorneys’ fees and expenses agreed to be paid by the settling
defendant(s) in the event of a settlement.  It is understood and agreed to by Client
that if a settlement with a defendant(s) is achieved which includes a non-cash
component or no cash payment at all (e.g., specific performance, injunctive relief,
restitution, trust fund, etc.), then the Client consents, agrees, acknowledges and fully
understands that the agreed upon attorney fees to be paid by the settling defendant(s)
may take into consideration these non-cash components to the settlement.  All fees
awarded by a court or paid by a defendant(s) to Attorney shall become the property
of Attorney only.

(2) Option TWO: Contingency Fee

In the event that Attorneys are able to effect a cash settlement of the claim and/or claims,
either by conference, negotiation, filing suit, litigation or any manner whatsoever, or is able
to achieve a successful conclusion through the prosecution, litigation, mediation or
arbitration of the claims, resulting in a pure cash payment, or is able to obtain a final
definitive judgment and payment of the judgment, Attorneys are to receive as compensation
for their services a percentage of the total recovery as set forth below, in addition to
expenses spent by Attorneys on the claim, as further described herein.  

(a) To the extent a monetary recovery is obtained, Attorneys will receive twenty-five
percent (25%) of the first fifty million dollars of recovery.  If recovery is obtained
in excess of fifty million dollars, then the attorneys will receive a fee of twenty
percent of any funds in excess of fifty million dollars and less than one hundred
million dollars.  If recovery is made in excess of one hundred millions dollars, then
attorneys will receive a fee of fifteen percent of any funds in excess of one hundred
million dollars and less than two hundred fifty million dollars.  If recovery is
obtained in excess of two hundred fifty million dollars, then attorneys will receive
a fee of ten percent of any funds in excess of two hundred fifty million dollars..

(b) If a settlement with a defendant(s) is achieved which includes a non-cash component
or no cash payment at all (e.g., specific performance, injunctive relief, restitution,
trust fund, etc.), then the Client consents, agrees, acknowledges and fully
understands that (1) Attorneys are entitled to seek payment of all fees and expenses
earned and owed by the Client from the settling defendant(s), in an amount
determined by a court or as agreed to be paid by a defendant(s), (2) Attorneys may
seek fees from a court or the defendant(s) based upon the amount of the value of the
non-cash benefits to the Client, in addition to taking a fee on any cash payment made
to the Client, as provided herein, or (3) Attorneys may simply take a fee on the cash
payment portion of any settlement, as provided herein, even though Attorneys are
entitled to seek a fee on any non-cash component of a settlement, all of which shall
be in accordance with the law.  All fees awarded by a court or paid by a defendant(s)
to Attorneys shall become property of Attorneys only.
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3. Transfer of Interests.  It is understood and agreed between the parties that this
contract is intended to and does hereby assign, transfer, set over and deliver unto Attorneys the
above stated percentages of gross recovery of their fees for the representation of Client in said claim
and/or claims, an interest in the claim and/or claims under the terms and conditions aforesaid, in
accordance with the provisions of LSA-R.S. 37:218, and in consideration of said assignment, said
Attorneys bind and obligate themselves diligently to prosecute Client’s said claims. 

4. Consent to Settle.  It is stipulated that neither Attorneys nor Client may without the
consent of the

 other, settle, compromise, release, discontinue, dismiss or otherwise dispose of the suit or claims
covered by this contract.  

5. Association of Other Counsel for Plaintiff.  You do hereby agree that Attorneys may
associate other counsel in the prosecution of these claims and that they will advise you of the
division of the fee among attorneys. 

6. Costs.  Furthermore, in connection with our representation of you, we anticipate that
certain expenses may be incurred and advanced on your behalf.  By signing this engagement letter,
you agree that these expenses include, but are not necessarily limited to, the following: filing fees,
recording costs, court costs, deposition costs, expert witness fees, professional legal staff, transcript
costs, witness fees, copy costs, photographic, electronic or digital evidence production, investigation
fees, travel expenses, litigation related medical expenses, computer legal research charges, advances,
long distance telephone service expenses, postage charges, copying charges, and mileage and
outside courier service charges.  In addition to our fees for legal services, you agree to pay us for
such out-of-pocket expenditures out of the recovery not to exceed five percent (5%) of the total
recovery.  These costs will be deducted from any recovery after our firm has deducted its fee set
forth above in paragraph two (2).  By signing this engagement letter, you also acknowledge that you
have been provided a copy of Rule 1.8 of the Rules of Professional Conduct.

7. Withdrawal or Termination.  Client and Attorneys hereby covenant and agree that
if, during the course of investigating, preparing, handling or prosecuting this claim Attorney makes
a good faith determination that further action is untenable or a successful conclusion not likely, or
for any other reason as permitted by the Louisiana rules of professional conduct, Attorney shall have
the right to withdraw from the case by returning to Client’s last known address, all file materials to
Client without claim or charge for any expenses incurred or services rendered, along with a letter
of explanation of the reason for withdrawal.

Client shall have the sole and exclusive right to accept or reject any offers for settlement of
the cause of action.  However, Client shall have an obligation to weigh fully the opinions and
recommendations of Attorney and shall not unreasonably withhold consent to a settlement proposal
which in the judgment of Attorney is a fair and reasonable basis for the disposition of the cause of
action.  Should the Client unreasonably withhold its consent to fair and reasonable settlement,
Attorney shall have the right to terminate this agreement, and shall have a right to seek
reimbursement of expenses and payment of fees earned, even if another attorney is retained by
Client, as provided by this agreement, the rules of professional conduct and the law.

Client understands it can terminate Attorneys’ representation at any time by providing
written notice to Attorney.   Should Client elect to terminate Attorneys’ representation prior to the
full conclusion of Attorney’s services under this contract, Client understands and agrees that
Attorney has the option of:  (1) petitioning the Court for an award of attorney fees under Option
One, (2) a claim and lien for expenses of litigation and unpaid attorneys’ fees under Option Two
calculated based on the percentage of work-in-progress completed on the case or claim at the time
Attorney is released or in accordance with law upon receipt by Attorney or by any successor
attorney of any proceeds for any remaining portion of the claim, or (e) to be paid immediately by
Client if the Attorney elects to be paid under Option Three: Hourly Payment plus any sums awarded
by the Court under the factors set forth in Option Three.

8. No Guarantees.  Client hereby acknowledges that Attorneys have made no guarantees
regarding the successful outcome of this matter and all expressions about the outcome are only
opinions.

9. Client Acknowledgment.  Client acknowledges that Client has been informed that
he may or can consult with other counsel concerning the negotiation of this fee agreement, that
client has made sufficient investigation and inquiry to determine that this agreement is fair and
reasonable to Client, and that this agreement was the product of arms’ length negotiation with
Attorney, or that the Client has made a decision not to consult other counsel.  Client further
acknowledges that he/she has asked Attorney to represent him/her.  To the best of Client’s
knowledge, no one else has received any payment for recommending Attorney to him/her.  Client
likewise acknowledges that he/she has not received nor been promised any payment for signing this
agreement.

10. File Retention and Destruction.  The file and any materials compiled by Attorney
during the course of our representation will remain the property of Attorney upon the conclusion of
the representation.  Attorney will cooperate fully in furnishing a copy of relevant materials from the
file to any successor attorney client may retain.  Client understands that, after his/her case is
concluded, Attorney will maintain its file on this matter for at least three (3) years, but that after that
time, Attorney may dispose of  the file in accordance with its document retention policy. Should
Client wish to obtain any information or material from Attorney’s file, including personal items
furnished by client to Attorney to assist in the handling of the case such as documents and family
photographs, will be returned to Client upon his/her request, if the request is made within three (3)
years after the conclusion of the representation.

11. Severability.  If any part of this agreement shall for any reason be found
unenforceable, the parties agree that all other proportions shall nevertheless remain valid and
enforceable.

10. Integration.  This agreement represents the final and mutual understanding of the
parties.  It replaces and supersedes any prior agreements or understandings, whether written or oral.
This agreement may not be modified, amended, or replaced except by another signed written
agreement.
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12. Limitation of Services.  Client acknowledges that Client has retained Attorneys, for
the sole purposes expressly stated in this contract.  Client understands that Attorneys, their partners,
associates, or other representatives makes no representations, express or implied, to perform any
legal services or provide any legal opinions, on any matter not expressly addressed in this contract.

A MEETING OF THE LAFOURCHE PARISH BP OIL SPILL COMMITTEE, PARISH OF 
LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA WAS SCHEDULED FOR MONDAY, AUGUST 2, 
2010 AT 6:00 P.M., TO BE HELD AT THE MATHEWS GOVERNMENT COMPLEX, 4876 
HIGHWAY 1, MATHEWS, LOUISIANA.  
 
 The Lafourche Parish BP Oil Spill Committee meeting was duly convened by Mr. Daniel 
Lorraine, Chairman of Lafourche Parish Council; being ready for the transaction of business at 6:00 
p.m.   
 
 Proceedings of the meeting were called to order with the following: 
 
 PRESENT: Mr. Joe Fertitta, Councilman, District 4 
   Mr. Lindel Toups, Councilman, District 6 
   Mr. Daniel Lorraine, Councilman, District 9 
 
 ABSENT: None 
 
 Mr. Lorraine stated that Parish President, Mrs. Charlotte Randolph and Ms. Ann Bruno (with 
the Office of Emergency Preparedness) were also present.   
 
 The Committee then recited the Pledge of Allegiance, led by Mr. Lindel Toups.   
 

MOTIONS 
 The first item on the agenda was a motion to elect a Chairman. A motion was offered by Mr. 
Fertitta, nominating Mr. Lindel Toups as Chairman, seconded by Mr. Lorraine, and carried by a vote 
of (3) yeas and (0) nays.   
 
 Chairman Toups began by saying that they were there to help the residents of Lafourche Parish. 
He said there were a lot of people from BP there, that they were going to let them talk; in that he would 
also allow everyone else an opportunity to talk; therefore hearing everyone out.  
 

DISCUSSIONS 
 The next item on the agenda was open discussion regarding the Vessels of Opportunity 
Program. Chairman Toups expressed that he and the Council were firm believers that the Fishermen 
should come first. He said that there were people that did not have any boats working; where there were 
some people that may have three or four, some even having ten. Chairman Toups stated that as far as 
the Committee was concerned, they were against such; in that they were going to ask BP to put as many 
people to work as possible.  

Mr. Lorraine expressed that no one was prepared for this incident; in that they now have to 
learn from their mistakes as they go on. But the Vessels of Opportunity was formed mainly for the 
Fishermen, naming such. He went on to say that there were people out there that more or less shouldn’t 
be out there; and there were some that never had a chance to go out there that should be out there. Mr. 
Lorraine said that he had met with some people from BP and he thought them to really be sincere and 
that they really seemed to want to help; but there were quite a few people that were still not working. 
He continued to state his views on such; further saying that the program was not fair to all involved.  
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Mr. Fertitta stated that he hoped that this Committee would be a Liaison between BP and the 
Fishermen; that they were elected to represent their Constituents; in that they wanted everybody to 
work and prosper. He expressed that this was complete devastation, in that he could not imagine 
awakening one day with his total income being completely gone; that they were there to try and help.   
 

OTHER BUSINESS 
 The next item on the agenda was any other business. Chairman Toups said that he had several 
questions that he would first ask of the Representatives from BP, which would be from the position of 
the Fishermen; in that he would then open for discussion for the public.   
 The BP Representatives were announced as being: John Ringstead, who works with BP’s 
Outreach Office in Cut Off; Adam Griffin, contracted to help out with the Vessels of Opportunity 
Program, the Logistics Group working in Houma; also named were Gerald Ford, Jim Kaper, and 
David Walkley as being part of their Outreach Group who rotates in and out in Cut Off.  
 Chairman Toups first asked, “What plans are currently in place for the Vessels of Opportunity 
in this transition stage?” Mr. Griffin replied, “As long as they have an operational need, Vessels of 
Opportunity will go on for months; as long as they have product in the water. Right now we’re about to 
swap to Second Phase; instead of Response, we’re going to Recovery; that means a lot more offshore 
boats won’t be working, but the inshore boats will have oil pick up, tar-ball pickup, boom assessments, 
checking out the booms in place, and stuff like that. So, they still have many more months left.   
 Mr. Lorraine asked, “What about all these Contractors that have all these outboards? Why are 
y’all not looking into possibly cutting into that, and trying to slide more Vessels of Opportunity there; 
instead of just tackling Vessels of Opportunity?” Mr. Griffin responded, “That’s a good question. I just 
came back from Grand Isle and Fourchon. I went on a lil recon mission on my own because I wanted to 
see what the public was talking about, all these out-of-state boats and everything. So, I went and I 
gathered up a whole bunch of information, and I came back to the Houma Office, and we are currently 
looking into all of it. We are trying to figure out where these Contractors come from; and the plans are 
in the works right now to rotate them out.” Discussion, further questions, answers, and clarifications 
then ensued in regards to such.   
 Chairman Toups next asked, “I’m a Fisherman. I heard more rotations were coming with the 
new policy, but it seems slow. When will I get called? I fished all my life; but now I’m not working! 
When can I expect to get a call?” Mr. Griffin replied, “You can’t give a time! Whenever Operations 
calls for a boat, they call for the size and the horsepower. And, any more information that you can give 
on your agreements, that’s what they looking for, like if you have GPS, radars, everything like that, the 
birth capacity and all that stuff. So, when they call for a boat, they are looking for something specific; 
and when they go through the database, that’s how they hire it.”  
 Chairman Toups asked, “Have you stopped using recreational vessels right now or are y’all still 
using them?” Mr. Griffin replied, “Well, I’m sure they have some out there; but that’s what we hoping 
for with the rotation. We’ll rotate them out in the end.”  
 Chairman Toups asked, “After the severe weather, why have you re-activated some vessels that 
already had a high level of hours on the program?” Mr. Griffin responded, “That’s something I can’t 
answer; that’s Operations.” Chairman Toups asked for them to look into it; Mr. Griffin said he would.  
 Chairman Toups said the next question was: “My neighbor is not involved in Fishing at all; yet 
he is still in the Vessels of Opportunity Fleet. Why is this still happening?” He said that they had 
already gotten the answer for this; that they were told that they were currently looking into it. Chairman 
Toups then asked, “But, it’s fair to say that it’s going to go just with the Commercial Fishermen first?” 
Mr. Griffin replied, “Right; that’s what we’re shooting for, just Commercial Fishermen.” 
 Chairman Toups next asked, “How will the Vessels of Opportunity be prepared to return to their 
former occupations?” Mr. Ringstead responded, “You start rotating the boats, people have an idea how 
long they are going to be out for; and if there are openings, then that tells them whether or not they can 
go. If you think you’re going back out tomorrow, you don’t care if the opening is there or not; either 
you are or you not going out.” Further clarification briefly continued. 
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 Chairman Toups asked, “What plans are in place to manage decontamination?” Mr. Griffin 
replied by explaining the decontamination part of it; saying they have a Contractor that is in place, in 
that all vessels get inspected and decontaminated once they are off Charter with BP.   
 Chairman Toups next asked, “How will it be determined which Vessels of Opportunity are 
released from their contract first? And, how will the Boat Captains be notified of their release?” Mr. 
Griffin responded, “That’s gonna be whoever has the most amount of hours, they will be released first. 
And, the Contact should be out in the Branch area; Operations in the Branch should be the ones to 
contact them.” Mr. Ringstead added, “In a broader sense, there are other areas of the Gulf that they are 
already bringing some of the boats off, because they’ve done their cleanup over there. It depends on 
where the oil is; if there is no work to be done – we’re going to keep people working here as long as we 
have that demand – as some place else in the Gulf may be letting go.” Further clarification was given.   
 Mr. Fertitta asked, “The people that come to us, how do we get that information to you? The 
Commercial Fishermen that come to us and want a job – how we get that information to you?” Mr. 
Griffin replied, “The people that want a job - as far as like they have their agreement signed and 
everything, and they just waiting on a call to go to work? I know that Ryan Friedlander been emailing 
me of a few Commercial Fishermen that were wondering where they were in the system and stuff. 
Well, when he emails me, I usually go up, I look at their information and make sure they have all their 
information correct, if they missing anything, I’ll contact them, they’ll give it to me, I’ll update them in 
the system, make sure they have all their information so they not left behind. So, that’s the most I can 
do; the rest of it comes from Operations.” Mr. Ringstead added, “We’ve got a primary number that 
we’ve given out.” Discussion and further clarification briefly ensued in regards to such. Chairman 
Toups then suggested that they go through Ms. Ann Bruno, instead of everybody calling everybody. 
Further discussion continued.  
 President Randolph said, “We received one list in the last two and a half months and have not 
received another list. So, there is no list to check off on. The only lists we’ve been able to prepare are of 
the people that came to us at the meetings here or called us on the phone; where we called BP and BP 
took it from there. We do not have a copy of the list; that is proprietary information because these boats 
are contracted with BP and not with us. So, BP has the list!” Detailed discussion then ensued regarding 
to such information, of who has not gone to work as of yet.   
 

PUBLIC WISHING TO ADDRESS THE COMMITTEE 
The next item on the agenda was the Public Wishing to Address the Committee. 
The first person to address the Committee was Mr. Rickey Cheramie from Golden Meadow. 

He thanked BP for coming to the meeting; saying that he thought they were going to be given some 
valuable information on what the Fishermen need and such; trusting that they would do everything they 
could to do so. Mr. Cheramie then asked if BP was indeed going to deduct the wages from the Vessels 
of Opportunity Program from the lump sum offer that BP was going to give them; if so, whose 
determination was it, thus asking if it was Feinberg’s decision. A BP Representative replied, “The issue 
is, as we go through the claims process, if there are Fishermen getting a claim for not being able to fish, 
then they go out and work, are they getting both sources of revenue or just one, and who makes that 
decision. My understanding at this point, is that you don’t get all of both; so, it’s more of a netted out. If 
you make more money working than you would have Fishing, then you get the more money you got 
from working. If you get some money from both, we get enough to you until you are whole. The 
decision, ultimately at the other end when it is all trued up, that would be Feinberg’s decision. All the 
policy decisions - and we’re working on the transition of the claims from the BP group over to 
Feinberg’s group; so hopefully that’ll be the next few weeks. This being in the middle doesn’t help 
anybody. But, as we get to that point, then all those decisions would come out and those policy calls 
will be from Feinberg’s group.” Mr. Cheramie then shared his opinions of why he thought that wasn’t 
fair; saying he thought it needed to be revisited. President Randolph added, “In meeting with Mr. 
Feinberg, we’ve already addressed that; and put a bug in his ear that he needs to find a way to make it 
much better than what we’re hearing that it is planned to be.” Brief discussion and comment continued.  
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Mr. Lorraine said that they would draw up a resolution for the next Committee meeting, 
addressing Feinberg’s decisions and/or inviting him to attend the meeting.  

 
Mr. Robert Lee from East 158th Street in Galliano addressed the Committee pertaining to the 

Vessel of Opportunity Program; saying they were hearing the same things over and over. He said he 
knew they were hard at work trying to figure out how to draw up their rotation plans; but this has been 
going on for almost four months. Mr. Lee continued to express his opinions on the matter; saying that 
he needed to work so he could also pay bills like the vessels that were working.  

 
Mr. Ernest Bellanger Jr. from Lockport addressed the Committee in regards to previous 

comments made about W-2s, in that they were confidential. He expressed that whoever had the right 
information, wouldn’t mind giving it, to go to work; so whoever would volunteer such information 
should be able to go to work immediately; and if you want to hide something, then wait in line.  

 
Ms. Mary Costello from Golden Meadow addressed the Committee, questioning the amount 

that Deckhands were making on the boats per day. A BP Representative replied, “Deckhands on a 
vessel: 8 hours a day – they get $200 each, and 12 hours they get $300.” Ms. Costello commented that 
she was present to represent her Son who has been working; asking “What happens if they don’t get 
paid the right amount? Who’s responsible?” A BP Representative replied, “The Captain on the boat is 
totally responsible of his crew.” Ms. Costello further asked, “Now, what happens if he doesn’t want to 
make it good? What do I have to do to get my Child’s money that he deserves?” Chairman Toups asked 
Ms. Costello if her Son was working for a Contractor; in which she explained, “He is contracted. He’s 
working with a Captain on a boat, but contracted through Danos and Curole. I spoke to Danos and 
Curole today and they told me that BP pays them and it is the responsibility of the Captain to pay their 
workers. But, the Captain that my Son’s been working with does not want to make it good. He paid my 
Son $100 a day for seven days; $200 a day for 17 days; and then I received another check, his last 
check because I made him quit, and $800 short on this check. So, it’s almost $4,000 that he shorted my 
Son.” Chairman Toups said, “I think you would have to go to the Contractor because BP is paying 
them.” Ms. Costello reiterated that she called and spoke to Danos and Curole, in which she was told 
that they were not responsible, that the girl there told her that BP was responsible.  

Chairman Toups then questioned Mr. John Ringstead; asking, “Let’s just say you are paying a 
boat $2,000 a day, regardless what kind of boat it is. Does BP pay for that Captain and that Deckhand, 
besides the $2,000 a day?” Mr. Ringstead replied, “The Deckhands, yes! The Captain’s money might 
be in the boat costs. The Captain gets the money; but we pay the $2,000, plus the Deckhands’ wages. 
So, we give him $2,000, plus the $300. It’s all one check; but it all goes to the Vessel Owner.” 
Discussion and debate then ensued in regards to such.  

Mr. Anthony “Tony” Martintez from South Leon in Gheens addressed the Committee at the 
request of Chairman Toups; having a boat with BP he explained how the payment process worked. He 
stated that his boat gets $1,200 a day, $300 for the Captain, and $300 for each Deckhand.  

Discussion and debate again continued in regards to the rate of pay; and then also of the age of a 
person to work out on the water, and how to handle the possibility of fraud.  

 
Mr. Eddie Bertholot from West Main in Galliano addressed the Committee; saying he was a 

Charter Guide Captain in the South Lafourche area. He said he had done all the paperwork with BP, 
went through the classes and everything; but he was still waiting for a call. Mr. Bertholot explained his 
position on the matter; in that he just wants to get his boat to work.  

 
Mr. Jonathan Guillot from Cypress Villa in Gheens addressed the Committee; saying that the 

BP Claims Office had all their information, including their W-2s; further asking why they don’t just go 
there to get all their information. A BP Representative replied, “That’s all considered confidential 
information and it’s not part of BP’s information at this point; now that’s all being turned over to Mr. 
Feinberg’s operation. So, we can’t have access to it.”

Mr. Guillot then briefly explained his situation of not yet getting paid all the money due to him 
of working on the spill through a Contracting company. He also mentioned that it was not difficult to 
learn about the booms.  

 
Mr. Bryan Bruce from East 179th Street in Golden Meadow addressed the Committee; saying 

he has been a Crab Fisherman for 20 years, in that he grew up and worked on oyster boats and shrimp 
boats; doing this all his life. He said he never had the chance to get on with the Vessels of Opportunity 
Program; and with that BP comes there and figures out his wages for the last three years; in which he 
then explained the situations and complications with such. President Randolph then suggested to Mr. 
Bruce for him not to hesitate to come to the Office of Community Action to get assistance with paying 
his light bills and such. She explained that BP was also giving money to Catholic Charities and so on. 
Discussion briefly continued on the help that was available. A BP Representative commented on a 
couple of things, “People shouldn’t feel bad about taking this money. You guys didn’t cause this 
problem. This isn’t something you did wrong. The money is out there, the sources are out there. So, 
please take advantage of that. That’s your right; it’s what you should be expected to be able to do. 
Don’t feel bad about asking. Second complaint, on claims - in the process, our Claims Office have a 
broad general policy, and there are a lot of cases like Bruce’s that really don’t fit the standard rule. 
Some of us go through life as a round peg in a square hole and I understand that role. As we go through 
the process, you apply everything to the standard rule, and there are always exceptions, and there will 
be exceptions, but they have to be appealed up the chain through the claims process. And, they will be 
reviewed and a decision will be made by somebody else up the chain. Right now, we kind of waiting in 
this transitions process, so those decisions aren’t getting made yet: but they should be. So, on some of 
those claims, they have the opportunity to go back and talk again, and try to make that case on an 
appeal to the higher level policy people. Don’t be afraid to take that avenue also.”  

 
President Randolph informed, “It has been announced that there will be an August claims check. 

So, the people who thought they were for just May, June, and July; they will have an August check as 
well. If they are not working right now, they should have a little more money to tie them over.” 

 
Mr. John Nister from Pete’s Wharf in Grand Isle addressed the Committee pertaining to a 

possible expansion of the Vessels of Opportunity, to start addressing some of the problems that are 
going to start hitting this area in the future of the Commercial Fishermen and what they would be able 
to do as a livelihood as the problems occurring due to the spill. He spoke pertaining to oil collection and 
top water samples, of agitation, of oil extraction tools, and of filtration systems needed to remove the 
oil; further explaining same. Mr. Nister then spoke of a report that Tulane University had compiled. He 
exclaimed that the entire Fishing Industry would be shut down if they don’t get out there and start 
collecting the stuff and getting it out the way. Detailed discussion and comments continued.   

 
Ms. Nancy Fillinich from Golden Meadow next addressed the Committee; stating that she had 

two questions, both dealing with the Vessels of Opportunity and of how the boats were hired. She said 
that she did not understand on what people were saying when they say there were people that were out 
there that had more than one boat hired; asking if that was true. Further asking how could that one 
person get five boats and another person can’t get one boat; why aren’t those just let go, and four more 
people could replace them. Mr. Griffin replied, explaining such; in which further discussion continued.  

Ms. Fillinich then questioned the Commercial Fishing Licenses and the amount purchased this 
year; saying that this could also be another process of elimination. President Randolph stated, “The 
latest information that BP sent, as far as true Commercial Fishing Licenses, which they have registered 
in the Vessels Program as 530. And, 200 vessels are working right now.” She went on giving additional 
statistics and possibilities on multiple boats in the program. Detailed discussion, comments, and debate 
continued in regards to the Vessels of Opportunity and of the Contractors that are out there.   

Discussion then ensued regarding further clean up efforts and the long term affects of the spill.  
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Mr. Don Bordelon from West 86th Street in Cut Off addressed the Committee; saying that he 
was a Charter Fisherman; questioning the payment system that BP was using to pay them on monthly 
basis since April 20th ongoing; thus asking what the purpose of it being reduced was. A BP 
Representative replied, “What the Claims folks did - they kind of went out the first month and tried to 
make the best estimate, whatever dollar amount that was for the individual. The second month then 
came out with an automatic check for the same amount. The third month, they were kind of trying to 
true up and see okay where are we in the longer scheme, what’s the dollar amount, where are we at. 
And, now the August checks are now going out. What they have tried to do is go out and say okay we’ll 
do two and then we’ll kind of find balance to see where we are in the third month. Then, you back into 
another sequence. What I was told this weekend was the thought is, and I don’t know if this is finalized; 
but the thought was from Feinberg’s group, would be to come in and rather than do two months then 
true up that they would give a three or six month check, rather than do monthly checks. So, you are 
trying to do it for longer periods of time, in doing it on the front end.” He further explained same in 
more detail. Detailed discussion and comments continued to such, then also pertaining to the possible 
long term effects on Commercial and Recreational Fishing, and of future payments.  

 
Mr. Godfrey LeBoeuf from Bayou Blue Road next addressed the Committee pertaining to the 

disposal of oil as hazardous waste; saying that it was getting trucked out-of-state; suggesting that it be 
done locally. He questioned his livelihood, being that he could not sell any of his products; further 
expressing other concerns and opinions on matters at hand. Discussion and comments then ensued in 
regards to him filing a claim; in which he had not yet received any money from BP.  

 
Mr. Lloyd Griffin from West 215th Street in Galliano addressed the Committee in regards to a 

couple of issues; asking that the claims process be looked at in a more unique fashion, explaining same. 
He then questioned BP pertaining to Contractors using the local Fishermen, to work together. A BP 
Representative replied to the questions, reiterating what was previously explained. Mr. Griffin 
described his business; saying that he has witnessed a drastic reduction in his revenues. He then 
questioned if there was something that he could do; asking if he could go work on the oil spill; further 
explaining that the cause of it all was due to the Moratorium, but he did not want to shut his business 
down. A BP Representative replied by saying that they should be looking at guys like him if there was a 
need for it; suggesting that he put his information into the system to find such opportunities, and to 
document as much information as possible. Brief discussion then continued.   

 
Mr. Nick Cheramie from Golden Meadow addressed the Committee; saying that he had been 

hired on 68 days as of now, having four days off within that time. He expressed his views about the 
boats that he saw that were out there without the Owners of them being the Captain on said boats; 
suggesting that they be let go, and continued to speak on same. Brief discussion then ensued.  

 
Chairman Toups thanked the BP Representatives for being at the meeting; also thanking the 

Public, President Randolph, and Ms. Ann Bruno. He said they had a good meeting; in that they would 
have another one in two weeks.
