STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, JULY 14, 2009 AT 5:00 P.M., TO
BE HELD AT THE OLD WAL-MART BUILDING, 4876 HIGHWAY 1, MATHEWS, LOUISIANA.

The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by Mr.
Jerry Jones, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the transaction of
business at 5:00 p.m.  

Proceedings of the meeting were called to order with the following:

Chairman Jones announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Joseph “Joe” Fertitta.  The
Council then recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Lindel Toups.  

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES
The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the June 23, 2009 Regular

Session meeting.  A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet, seconded by Mr. Fertitta, and carried by a vote
of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

PROCLAMATIONS
The next item (2) on the agenda was a proclamation honoring the Louisiana State University

College Baseball Team for winning the College World Series to become the 2009 NCAA Baseball
National Champions.  Mr. Lorraine gave the honor to President Randolph in presenting the proclamation,
hoping that it would then be sent to Baton Rouge, letting them know that they had some fans here in
Lafourche Parish.  President Randolph then read from the proclamation (see Exhibit “A”).  

A motion was offered by Mr. Lorraine, to deviate from the agenda, in order to introduce any
candidate(s) that may be currently running for State Senator, seconded by Mr. Matherne, and carried by
a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

Mr. Lorraine briefly explained his request; in that when people were running for offices that the
Council usually allows them the opportunity to come before them, to present themselves and their position.

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Mr. Brent Callais addressed the Council, introducing himself and voicing his position of candidacy.

A motion was next made by Mr. Fertitta, to return to the Regular Agenda, seconded by Mr. Doucet,
and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

PRESENTATIONS
The next item (3) on the agenda was a presentation of Employee of the Month and WOW

Candidates for the month of June.  President Randolph announced and congratulated the Wonderful
Outstanding Workers (WOW) Candidates for June.  First by stating that the first candidate was nominated
because she is always wearing a smile and makes an effort to say hello to everyone; she works diligently
and gives 150% in everything that she does; she goes above and beyond her job description and never
complains.  President Randolph named the employee as being Ms. Mary “Debbie” Swanner from the
Grants and Economic Development Department.  She then spoke of the second Wonderful Outstanding
Worker; saying that she has been employed with the Head Start program since August 1994; she has been
a Family Involvement Specialist for the past 10 years, servicing families mainly in the Thibodaux area; her
passion and enthusiasm for Head Start is clearly evident in the way she works with families and surrounding
agencies; she is definitely a ‘family advocate’.  President Randolph then named the employee as being Ms.
Mildred Isom.  She next announced the Employee of the Month of June as being Mr. David Ockman,
Field Office Supervisor for the Chackbay Field Office; in which he had done something that made the
nominator say, “WOW, he should be Employee of the Month!  Funds for a trailer were budgeted for the
Chackbay Field Office. Because they had just purchased one in a prior year and didn't need another trailer,
David Ockman made the decision to allow another Field Office to purchase this much needed piece of
equipment. This really impressed me because he did not take advantage of the opportunity and purchase this
equipment just because he could. This may seem like the right thing to do in this situation, but not everyone
can be depended on to do the right thing. David Ockman exemplified the work ethic and logical decision
making skills that every employee should have.”  

The next item (4) on the agenda was a presentation by Mr. Henry Lafont to present a report on
derelict structures and discuss the legal aspects on how to proceed.  Mr. Lafont began by stating that he
had met with the Committee, and again this comes back to the problem on Highway 90, on how to proceed.
He explained that approximately four months ago, the issue has raised questions before Council; in which
the owner of the property was then granted 90 days to complete any actions.  Mr. Lafont exclaimed that he
did not think that anything had really been done; so the Committee had requested that he come forward and
state what should now be done.  He said that he had then explained that everything had really been done,
in that a notice had been sent out to the person involved and was then cited since nothing had been done.
Mr. Lafont continued by saying that once someone is cited that they then have 72 hours to dispute it and
to ask for an Administrative Hearing; in which had not been done in this case.  He further stated that the
Council and/or Administration now have the power to go ahead and clean up the area in question or to do
whatever they would need to do, charging the individual with such costs.  Mr. Lafont said that they could
also have the property owner cited criminally; but he did not know how the Council wished to proceed.  He
went on saying that the citation/notices were over a year old; so being so, he would suggest sending out
another notice, giving him the allotted amount of time to comply, being 15 days.  If no such compliance,
cite the owner again, giving him the required 72 hours to dispute it and to ask for an Administrative
Hearing.  Then, if the hearing was not asked for, proceed to decide what actions would be taken by the
Parish.  Mr. Lafont reiterated that the decision was either in the Council and/or Administration’s hands on
how they would want to proceed.  He said he asked for this to come before Council, in order to be sure that
everyone would be in agreement on how to proceed.  

Mr. Doucet questioned Mr. Lafont of what area were they talking about on Highway 90; asking if
was near the air-boat touring business or the one across from Spahr’s.  Mr. Lafont replied that it was the
location across from Spahr’s; with further clarifications and discussion ensuing.

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President Randolph commented on the situation; adding that the fence that would need to be erected,
according the ordinance passed by Council, would have to be a fence that hides such debris.  She said that
the fence currently standing was not such, that it did not hide the debris, being a normal chain link fence.
Secondarily, she thought that the course of action recommended by Mr. Lafont would possibly give the
owner additional time, in which they were not affording to anyone else.  President Randolph exclaimed that
it has been publicly stated by many of how they were disappointed with these issues; in that it was the
entrance to Lafourche Parish.  She expressed that she thought that it was time to take action; in also
understanding the legal advice being given; but he had been given a lot more time than many of other
Constituents have been given to clear up their problems.  President Randolph further commented that she
thought that this was one of the most obvious issue being dealt with; in that she really hoped that the
Council would consider taking any necessary action, even if it meant the Parish cleaning it up their selves,
and placing a lean on the property, or whatever other steps would need to be taken.  

Mr. Doucet next asked Mr. Lafont if they could decide a course of action at the present time, without
having to pass a resolution or something to say that they have to move forward and do what the Parish has
to do.  Also asking Mr. Lafont if he was asking that the Council make an actual decision of cleaning it up
or criminal action.  Mr. Lafont replied by first saying that he did not think that anybody wanted criminal
action; but he did think that it was necessary to move on it since nothing has really been done; in that he was
just asking if anyone would have any objections to doing so.  President Randolph reminded everyone that
he had already previously been given additional time, of 90 days.  

A motion was then offered by Mr. Lorraine, to proceed, with the removal of derelict structures,
seconded by Mr. Richard, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

A motion was next made by Mr. Doucet, seconded by Mr. Fertitta, to enter into Executive Session,
and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION
The next item (5) on the agenda was an Executive Session pursuant to Gaspard v LPC.  It should

be noted for the record that Ms. Sue Duplantis with Gulf South Risk Services; Mr. Henry Lafont, Attorney
representing Lafourche Parish; Mr. Ronnie Robichaux, Director of Department of Public Works; Lafourche
Parish President, Mrs. Charlotte Randolph; and all Councilmen were present in the Executive Session.  

A motion was made by Mr. Lorraine, seconded by Mr. Fertitta, to reconvene the meeting, and
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

A motion was then made by Mr. Gouaux, seconded by Mr. Doucet, to take any necessary action,
if any, regarding matters discussed in the Executive Session, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.
No action was taken.  

A motion was offered by Mr. Lorraine, to deviate from the Agenda, to items 48 & 51 (Resolutions),
seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

The next item (48) on the agenda was a resolution requesting the Louisiana Department of
Transportation and Development (LADOTD) to consider exempting the residents of Grand Isle from
having to pay the toll on the Tommy Doucet Bridge; also requesting the Louisiana Department of
Transportation and Development (LADOTD) to consider exempting all emergency vehicles and school
buses in Lafourche Parish from having to pay the toll on the Tommy Doucet Bridge.  Mr. Lorraine first
stated that he needed to offer an amendment to the Resolution; but he would also like to relinquish time to
a couple of Grand Isle residents wishing to speak.  

An amendment was offered by Mr. Lorraine, instead of reading as “the residents of Grand Isle” to
state “all of the residents south of the Tommy Doucet Bridge”, which was seconded by Mr. Doucet.
