A REGULAR MEETING OF LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL, PARISH OF LAFOURCHE, 
STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, AUGUST 9, 2011 AT 5:00 P.M., 
HELD AT THE MATHEWS GOVERNMENT COMPLEX, 4876 HIGHWAY 1, MATHEWS, 
LOUISIANA. 
 
 The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by 
Mr. Louis Richard, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the 
transaction of business at 5:00 p.m.   
 
 Proceedings of the meeting were called to order with the following:   
 
 PRESENT: Mr. Jerry Jones   Mr. Lindel Toups 
   Mr. Michael Delatte   Mr. Rodney Doucet, Vice-Chair 
   Mr. Louis Richard, Chairman  Mr. Daniel Lorraine 
   Mr. Joseph “Joe” Fertitta  Mrs. Charlotte Randolph, Parish President 
   Mr. Matt Matherne 
 
 ABSENT: Mr. Phillip Gouaux (arrived at 5:28 p.m.) 
 
 Chairman Richard announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Joe Fertitta. The Council 
then recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Daniel Lorraine.   
 

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES 
 The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the July 26, 2011 
Regular Session meeting. A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried 
by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.   
 

PROCLAMATIONS 
 The next item (2) on the agenda was a proclamation declaring August 11, 2011, “8/11” as 
National “Call 811 Before You Dig” Day. President Randolph stated that she had invited and asked 
that a Representative from both Shell Pipeline and LOOP attend the meeting to accept the proclamation; 
in that there was also a Representative in attendance from BP as well. She said that all of them were 
involved in pipelines; that this was certainly an important issue, not only to the companies, but to the 
residents as well. President Randolph then read from the proclamation (see Exhibit “A”). She also 
acknowledged Enterprise as being represented as well. Mr. Ed Landgraf with Shell Pipeline, out of 
Houma, then spoke; saying that he would like to acknowledge President Randolph and the Council for 
their attention to this proclamation; in that at the end of the day, it basically affects the lives and 
livelihood of all residents across the Country. He explained that “811” was a National initiative; thus 
protecting underground utilities and infrastructure, being that of electric, sewer, and water lines. Mr. 
Landgraf thanked Lafourche Parish, Mr. Kerry Babin and the Department of Public Works as well, as 
being active members with the “811” service and participating in many of their safety meetings. He 
expressed that “811” helps Shell Pipeline and all other pipelines against spills and damages in the area; 
in that he also represented another industry initiative called CAMO (Coastal and Marine Operators), 
being a consortium of the industries that have gotten together to protect infrastructures from spills and to 
help protect the environment and public safety.  
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PRESENTATIONS 
 The next item (3) on the agenda was Parish President Charlotte Randolph to present the 
Employee of the Month for the month of July. President Randolph announced Ms. Cindy Guidry as 
the Employee of the Month of July; being the Child Outcome Specialist and Disabilities 
Coordinator for Head Start, and has been with the Parish for over 19 years.  
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Toups, seconded by Mr. Delatte, to enter into Executive Session, 
and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent, that being of Mr. Gouaux.  
 

EXECUTIVE SESSION 
 The next item (4) was an Executive Session pursuant to Sally Bush v LPG - 09-3436 (EDLA). 
It should be noted for the record that Mr. Michael Gee, Attorney representing the Parish; Ms. Faye 
Smith, Lafourche Parish Risk Manager; Mrs. Charlotte Randolph, Lafourche Parish President; and all 
Councilmen who were present attended the Executive Session.  
 

Mr. Gouaux entered the meeting at 5:30 p.m. 
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Doucet, seconded by Mr. Delatte, to reconvene the meeting, and 
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.   
 
 A motion was then made by Mr. Toups, to take action regarding matters discussed in the 
Executive Session, thus requesting that Mr. Michael Gee, Attorney representing the Parish, continue 
negotiating said lawsuit; seconded by Mr. Lorraine, which carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and 
(1) abstention, that being of Mr. Gouaux (being that he was not in attendance of the Executive Session).  
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) AND/OR UPDATE(S) 
 The next item (5) on the agenda was Mr. Kerry Babin, Director of Public Works to present a 
report. Mr. Babin presented his monthly report of ongoing projects going on throughout the Parish as a 
PowerPoint presentation (see Exhibit “B”); giving a brief overview of same. He then answered several 
questions asked by Council.  
 
 The next item (6) on the agenda was Mr. Ryan Friedlander, Director of Finance, to present a 
report. Mr. Friedlander presented the Council with a detailed PowerPoint presentation of the Parish 
finances; which included the BP Oil Spill Fund and associated costs (see Exhibit “C”). He then 
answered brief questions asked by Council.  
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was of any Administrative reports:   
 
 a.)  PARISH PRESIDENT (item 7) first presented a report on Parish Procedures on the 
Hazard Mitigation Grant Program. (The Policy Procedure Manual may be found on the Lafourche Parish 
Government Website.) (This item was deferred at the July 26, 2011 Lafourche Parish Council meeting.) 
President Randolph explained that the reason she wanted to introduce this to the Council was because 
Ms. Darla Duet (Floodplain Manager with Permits and Planning Department) had been working on this 
very extensively. She said this mainly involved elevations; in that she wanted to make it known that 
there was a new policy and procedures that were now clearer, which was currently posted on the Parish 
website. So, if anyone had any questions about funding or of the elevation process, they could review 
such. President Randolph also reminded everyone that they could still call the Parish Offices. She then 
clarified that this was in regards to the Hurricanes Gustav/Ike allocations for elevations; further 
commenting on same.  
 
 b.)  DEPARTMENT HEADS, DIRECTORS, MANAGERS – No other reports presented.  
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QUESTIONS FOR THE ADMINISTRATION 
 The next item on the agenda was of any questions for the Administration.  
 Mr. Toups first asked questions (Item 8) regarding the sewerage problems in Sugarland 
Subdivision. He expressed that there was a very serious problem in the area; explaining that the 
sewerage was going all over the road. Mr. Toups said that he did not know if it was because of the truck 
stop, the hospital, or where it was from; but they been having problems in that subdivision, in which 
they need to find the cause. He stated that the residents have written to the DEQ and the Health Unit; but 
they were not doing anything about the issues. Mr. Toups exclaimed that people could not flush their 
toilets and the covers were blown off their sewerage. He spoke of proposed digging of the canal in the 
area; in that it may now be time for expropriation to do so, or to do whatever it takes. Mr. Toups 
continued to describe how bad the situations actually were; brief discussion then ensued pertaining to 
same.  
 Ms. Janice Lepine from Fir Street in Raceland addressed Council in regards to the sewerage 
problems in the subdivision. She began by saying that she and her husband, Aaron, have been there for 
17 years; and ever since the culvert changes were done to their side of the street, they have now been 
having sewerage issues. Ms. Lepine said that in the last past week they have been having sewerage 
actually backing up into their house; thus flooding their master bathroom and bedroom, going into their 
hallway. She expressed that this was very disgusting. Ms. Lepine went into further specific detail of 
other previous occurrences of such problems; exclaiming that this was an extreme inconvenience and 
was definitely a health hazard. She said they were not comfortable leaving their home because of not 
knowing if these issues would ever occur while they were away. Ms. Lepine requested that the Parish 
Government help with getting to work with DEQ and DHH to get this resolved as soon as possible; 
being that this problem has been steadily increasing since at least 2009. She further commented that the 
drainage situations were also atrocious. Ms. Lepine then stated to President Randolph that she was 
ready to be put on a list to getting her house raised, if there was such a grant to do so. She said that they 
have seriously considered leaving; but her family, home, and work was there; in that she did not want to 
go anywhere. Ms. Lepine exclaimed that they were begging Administration and Council for any help 
they could offer. Discussion then ensued regarding same.  
 Mr. Danny Mayet from Sycamore Street in Raceland first introduced himself as Chairman of 
the Sugarland Civic Association, and then addressed Council in regards to said sewerage issues. He 
stated that Ms. Lepine was not the only resident with sewerage backing up on Fir Street, in that there 
were multiple houses having the same type problems. Mr. Mayet said that complaints have been filed for 
years, with DEQ, DHH, all the way to the Governor’s Office; in that they come out, write a report, and 
then no action is ever taken. He expressed that they understood that this was a private sewerage system, 
not belonging to the Parish; but they were asking if the Parish Council could possibly pass a resolution, 
and maybe write letters to all of these entities, to enforce some of the recommendations they had made, 
in order to correct said problems. Mr. Mayet exclaimed the problems were never corrected; in that they 
were either extended or just out right not dealt with. He then requested, along with the recommendation 
of all the people in said neighborhood, and with the force of the Council, that a resolution be passed to 
ask for a response and to order that corrective actions happen. Detailed discussion then ensued regarding 
to same; in which Mr. Lorraine suggested that Council get someone with both DHH and DEQ to attend 
a meeting before Council, along with residents of the subdivision being present, so that they may explain 
what was happening. Comments and discussion again continued. Mr. Mayet asked that he be contacted 
in regards to any necessary information being needed.  

Mr. Joe Picciola with Picciola and Associates, Inc. explained that, as he had been reporting the 
last couple of months, plans have been developed, being about 95% complete, in that the information 
had been presented to the Parish, had several meetings with the truck stop and the shopping center’s 
management and discussed the right of ways for the project. He said as for as he knew, the status was 
that the Parish was currently negotiating with the truck stop in order to get the right of ways so that they 
could proceed with the project. After such, the plans would be finalized and then sent out for bids. Mr. 
Picciola explained that the proper right of ways needed to be secured before the project could begin.  
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Mr. Picciola continued by saying, “As far as the sewer goes, if you have water coming out the 
top of the manhole, storm-water runoff is somehow getting into that sewer system.” He then explained 
with the project mentioned, they would be basically taking the rain-water runoff from the shopping 
center, starting at the corner of Sugarland Drive and Twin Oaks, and diverting it to the back of the 
shopping center, around the truck stop, gathering all the water from the truck stop, and bringing such to 
Bayou Lafourche. Mr. Picciola said that he would say that it would probably help the sewer situation; 
but he was not sure that it would totally relieve the problems, unless a comprehensive study would be 
done or to look at the sewer system to determine what exactly was going on. He then reiterated that 
somehow some way, storm-water runoff was getting into that system; which needed to be taken care of.  

Mr. Toups next commented that they should try to clean the ditch out behind the truck stop, 
being that it had never been cleaned out in years, in which he could remember. Brief discussion and 
debate then ensued pertaining to same; with further descriptions being given.  
 President Randolph then stated, “The District Attorney’s Office is involved in this, and they are 
talking Attorney to Attorney, to get this resolved quickly and so that we don’t have to end up paying the 
$5,000 or whatever it is. But, yes, we had a meeting two weeks ago about that and the District 
Attorney’s Office is involved.” Mr. Toups stated to Mr. Kerry Babin that he would like to be involved in 
the next meeting; in that he had previously asked to be invited and he did not know that a meeting was 
held.  

Brief discussion and further clarifications again continued in regards to the project and situation.  
 A resolution was then offered and motioned by Mr. Toups, reading as “Requesting DHH 
(Department of Health and Hospitals) to attend the next Lafourche Parish Council meeting date of 
August 23, 2011, to discuss sewerage problems in Sugarland Subdivision.” Discussion ensued amongst 
Council, as to adding additional information to said resolution. Chairman Richard stated that the 
resolution was to include a detailed letter describing the problem and that DEQ should also be included. 
The motion was seconded by Mr. Gouaux; in which he also made a motion to amend the proposed 
resolution, thus stating “The resolution and letter is to be sent to all Baton Rouge Delegation and all of 
the local Elected Officials”. The amendment was seconded by Mr. Doucet. Discussion again continued; 
with Mr. Doucet requesting that Mr. Danny Mayet provide the Council Clerk with copies of the reports 
and documentations, so that it may be included in their packets for the next Council meeting. Mr. Mayet 
commented that there were numerous ones, in which he would provide such to Ms. Carleen Babin. 
Chairman Richard requested a vote for the amendment, which carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) 
nays. The amended resolution then carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.   
RES. NO. 11-209 DHH & DEQ – ATTEND 8/23/11 LPC MEETING – DISCUSSION -  

SUGARLAND SEWERAGE ISSUES 
 

ENGINEERS AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently ongoing, recently 
completed, or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish. (Also included 
in the Councilmen’s packets were monthly “Project Status Reports” (see Exhibit “D”), which was 
provided by Administration, from the Engineers and Architects.) 
 Mr. Joe Picciola with Picciola and Associates, Inc. presented Council with various project 
updates regarding the Hurricanes Gustav & Ike CDBG Projects, which included the Mathews 
Government Complex; and the Twin Oaks Drainage Project; (see Exhibit “D-1”). Further brief updates 
and clarifications were given, by the Councilmen’s request, regarding several of said Parish projects.  

Mr. Richard Weimer, Architect with Weimer Gros Flores, LLC, presented Council with an 
update regarding the Renovation to the 17th Judicial District Court Division B, Courthouse Annex 
Project, and of the Renovations to the Mathews Government Complex Project (see Exhibit “D-2”). 
Further clarifications were given, by the Councilmen’s request, regarding said Parish projects. 

Mr. Jimmy Ledet, Manager of T. Baker Smith, LLC, presented Council with a PowerPoint 
slide regarding the Drainage Master Plan, and then gave an update on the Company Canal Pump Station 
Project (see Exhibit “D-3”). He then answered several questions regarding said Parish projects.

This is to inform you that a survey required in conjunction with the Traffic Calming Ordinance 3852
 
(Traffic Calming Policies and Procedures), Section J, was completed for LeBlanc Drive. The initial
 
petition met the 50% signature requirement.
 

History:
 
A radar device was placed on LeBlanc Drive and data collected during the survey period revealed the
 
street meets the minimum requirements for traffic calming devices.
 

On June 23, 2011, at 6:30 p.m., a neighborhood meeting was conducted. During the meeting, a
 
proposal for traffic calming was shared with the residents. The residents also shared their thoughts and
 
suggestions. After some discussion, all representatives in attendance were in agreement with the
 
proposal to be presented to the Parish Council.
 

A petition for permanent installation was received and met the 66% requirement.
 

Stats:
 
LeBlanc Drive is approximately 3,696 feet (.07 Miles) in length, and has a speed limit of 15 mph.
 
During the survey period 2,953 vehicles traveled the street. The average speed was 19.53 mph. The
 
fastest speed was 47 mph and the 85'h percentile was 25 mph (10 miles above the posted speed limit).
 
With this in mind, during the survey period, the daily average number of vehicles traveling the street
 
was approximately 493.
 

Of the total number of vehicles recorded during the survey period, 1,030 exceeded the posted speed
 
limit by 7 mph or more. The approximate daily average of vehicles exceeding the speed limit by 7 mph

WHEREAS, The Lafourche Parish Planning Commission met on July 28, 2011 in regular
session to review proposed subdivisions and redivisions; and

Regulations Section 19:352.A.7 Street Lights:

Section 19:351.B.2  (iii) providing a variance from the minimum ten (10’) foot side yard
requirement setback to five (5’) feet to conform to existing private development.

The Lafourche Parish Subdivision Regulations, Section 19:314.A. provides that the Planning
Commission and Council can provide a variance in these regulations where the Planning Commission
finds that extraordinary hardships or practical difficulties may result from strict compliance with these
regulations and/or that the purposes of these regulations may be served to a greater extent by an

RESTORATION TASK FORCE (“TASK FORCE”) CURRENTLY LED BY EPA

HANKINSON, INCLUDE IN THEIR STRATEGIC RESTORATION STRATEGY
TO BE SUBMITTED TO THE PRESIDENT OF THE UNITED STATES, THE
RECOGNITION THAT CURRENT LAND LOSS RATES IN COASTAL
LOUISIANA INDICATES THAT THIS IS A “CRISIS” AND MAKE SPECIFIC
RECOMMENDATIONS ON CHANGES TO CURRENT FEDERAL PROCESSES
TO STREAMLINE AND IMPROVE THE PERMITTING PROCESS REQUIRED
FOR COASTAL RESTORATION EFFORTS.

WHEREAS, on June 1st, 2011 the U.S. Geological Survey (AUSGS@) released its report  ALand
Area Change in Coastal Louisiana from 1932-2010@ (USGS Report), which calculated and quantified
net land loss and gain rates in coastal Louisiana for the past 80 years; and

WHEREAS, the USGS Report determined that since 1932 coastal Louisiana has sustained a
net land loss of over 1,883 square miles, which accounts for a loss of 25% of all land in the affected
region; and

WHEREAS, the USGS Report determined that trend analysis indicates that current wetland
loss occurs at a rate of 16.57 square miles a year- equating to Louisiana=s losing an area the size of a
football field every hour; and

WHEREAS, although Louisiana contains approximately 40% of all coastal habitat in the lower
48 states, it accounts for 90% of coastal land loss; and

WHEREAS, the devastation and destruction caused by Hurricanes Katrina, Rita, Gustav, and
Ike reinforced the tenet that a healthy, vibrant, and workable coast is necessary not just for our cultural
and economic well-being but is vital to our overall hurricane protection needs; and

WHEREAS, the Deepwater Horizon oil spill, the largest environmental disaster in the United
States, placed again the spotlight on Louisiana=s coast and our impending land loss crisis; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the BP oil spill, President Barack Obama created the Gulf Coast
Ecosystem Restoration Task Force to create a federal restoration strategy to address the Gulf Coast=s
environmental issues, with particular emphasis being placed on Louisiana=s coastal land loss crisis, and

WHEREAS, it is hoped and anticipated that 80% or more of Clean Water Act fines levied
against BP and other responsible parties will be directed back to the areas affected to be used for coastal
restoration and other initiatives, potentially billions of dollars for environmental restoration efforts; and
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WHEREAS, even if the Task Force=s recommendation to direct oil spill fines back to the Gulf
Coast for restoration purposes is implemented, a vital component necessary for the efficient and timely
restoration of our coast is the streamlining of the permitting process; and

WHEREAS, the current processes that dictate the permitting and approval of projects that are
intended to restore and protect Louisiana=s coast must follow the same arduous processes for a project
that has no net benefit for coastal restoration/hurricane protection purposes; and

WHEREAS, even though there is agreement that Louisiana’s coastal land loss is at crisis
levels, federal prioritization of coastal projects over other initiatives has not been fully realized;
therefore

crisis levels, the current emergency should be met with an appropriate level of federal response and
addressed with a sense of urgency; (3) recommend in their strategic restoration strategy that the
permitting and processing of coastal restoration projects be given a higher priority and fast-tracked by
all participating agencies; (4) recommend in their strategic restoration strategy that permitting processes
for coastal restoration projects be granted “alternative arrangements” authorization, or similar processes,
that was provided by the White House’s Council on Environmental Quality to the Army Corps of
Engineers for their work on the greater New Orleans’ Hurricane and Storm Damage Risk Reduction
System (HSDRRS) projects, which allows for the fast track implementation and “mitigation after the
fact.”.
