A REGULAR MEETING OF THE LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL, PARISH OF 
LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, AUGUST 10, 2010 
AT 5:00 P.M., HELD AT THE MATHEWS GOVERNMENT COMPLEX, 4876 HIGHWAY 1, 
MATHEWS, LOUISIANA. 
 
 The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by Mr. 
Daniel Lorraine, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the 
transaction of business at 5:00 p.m.   
 
 Proceedings of the meeting were then called to order with the following:   
 
 PRESENT: Mr. Jerry Jones  Mr. Phillip Gouaux 
   Mr. Michael Delatte  Mr. Rodney Doucet 
   Mr. Louis Richard  Mr. Daniel Lorraine, Chairman 
   Mr. Joseph “Joe” Fertitta Mrs. Charlotte Randolph, Parish President 
   Mr. Matt Matherne 
 

ABSENT: Mr. Lindel Toups, Vice-Chair 
 
 Chairman Lorraine announced that Mr. Lindel Toups’ absence was due to his Brother’s passing 
away; in that his and the Council’s sympathy go out to Mr. Toups and his family. Mr. Gouaux then 
mentioned the date, time, and place of the funeral arrangements for Mr. Dale Toups, Lindel’s brother.  He 
said that on Friday it would be from 5 to 10 p.m. and Saturday it would be from 8 to 11a.m., with the 
burial to be held at 11 a.m., being at the Church in Gheens.   
 

Chairman Lorraine gave a brief report on Resolution No. 10-219, which was sent to the District 
Attorney for his Opinion, regarding flags being flown over Heroes’ Park. He said that the Opinion 
rendered was that the Resolution can be enforced, unless and until the Council passes a resolution 
rescinding Resolution No. 95-051. Chairman Lorraine then mentioned that a Commission was formed by 
the Council, in that the Commission pretty much had authority; but he was not the DA who had ruled on 
said Resolution, thus being the Ruling they had received. He suggested to Mr. Tommy Tabor (President of 
the Heroes’ Monument Commission) that he get a copy of said Ruling, and to take it to the Sheriff’s Office 
for further handling on the situation.  
 
 Chairman Lorraine announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Rodney Doucet. The 
Council then recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Louis Richard.   
 

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES 
 The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the July 27, 2010 Regular 
Session meeting. A motion was offered by Mr. Richard, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, and carried by a vote 
of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 

PRESENTATIONS 
 The next item (2) on the agenda was Dr. Laura Badeaux, Chair of the Commission On Women, 
to present an annual report. Mr. Richard made a motion, to pull this item until a later date, at the request 
of Ms. Badeaux, seconded by Mr. Fertitta, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
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 A motion was made by Mr. Delatte, seconded by Mr. Jones, to enter into Executive Session, and 
carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 

EXECUTIVE SESSION 
 The next item (3) on the agenda was an Executive Session pursuant to Louisiana Revised Statutes 
42:6.1(A)(2) regarding Rosedown Property. It should be noted for the record that Lafourche Parish 
District Attorney, Mr. Camille Morvant; Lafourche Parish Library Board President, Mr. Jimmy Cantrelle; 
Lafourche Parish Administrator, Ms. Crystal Chiasson; Lafourche Parish President, Mrs. Charlotte 
Randolph; and all Councilmen which were present, were in attendance of the Executive Session.  
 A motion was then made by Mr. Gouaux, accepting the group of people as announced to attend 
the Executive Session, seconded by Mr. Delatte, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 
 A motion was next made by Mr. Delatte, seconded by Mr. Jones, to reconvene the meeting and 
take any necessary action, if any, regarding the matters discussed in the Executive Session, and carried by 
a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 

ACTION FROM EXECUTIVE SESSION 
 Mr. Richard first explained that when the Parish purchased the Rosedown Property there were 
some stipulations of only a Library being built on it. Since that was not going to happen, and with the 
stipulations holding for 10 years before anything could be done with the property, and thus having a 
potential buyer, which would be above and beyond what the Parish had originally paid for it; that the 
Rosedown people were asking the Parish to split the percentage of profit that would be made by selling the 
property; in essence, buying out the agreement of the “Library only” situation.  
 Therefore, a motion was offered by Mr. Richard, to accept the recommendation made by District 
Attorney, Mr. Camille Morvant: “To authorize Administration to pay up to 50% of the potential proceeds, 
to purchase the restriction within the original sale dated February 14, 2007 from J. B. Levert Land 
Company, Inc.” Seconded by Mr. Jones, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Fertitta, to deviate from the Regular Agenda, to item 33 (Resolution), 
being that the District Attorney was present to answer any possible questions; seconded by Mr. Delatte, 
and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 
 The next item (33) on the agenda was a resolution to hire the firm of Leger & Shaw to represent 
the Parish of Lafourche for any and all matters related to the Deepwater Horizon Explosion, which 
occurred on April 20, 2010; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer any and 
all related documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux and seconded by Mr. Fertitta.   
 Mr. Doucet questioned the reasoning for this resolution; in which Mr. Morvant explained such in 
specific and in depth detail, also giving a brief background on Mr. Leger.  
 Mr. Matherne questioned the amounts and percentages stated; with Mr. Morvant clarifying such in 
much detail. He then asked if other Parishes were also using this same firm; in which Mr. Morvant 
responded that yes they were, continuing to further describe same.   
 Mr. Fertitta commented, “We are obligated to protect the people of this Parish. This is going to 
help protect them. We don’t know what the ramifications are going to be; but we have to protect our 
Citizens, and this is the way to do it.” 
 The resolution then carried by a vote of (7) yeas, (0) nays, and (2) absent, that being of Mr. 
Richard and Mr. Toups.   
RES. NO. 10-239 LEGER & SHAW - DEEPWATER HORIZON EXPLOSION 
 
 A motion was made by Mr. Delatte, to return to the Regular Agenda (item 4 – Executive Session), 
seconded by Mr. Fertitta, and carried by a vote of (7) yeas, (0) nays, and (2) absent, that being of Mr. 
Richard and Mr. Toups.   
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 A motion was made by Mr. Gouaux, seconded by Mr. Doucet, to enter into Executive Session. 
 

EXECUTIVE SESSION 
 The next item (4) on the agenda was an Executive Session pursuant to Louisiana Revised Statutes 
42:6.1(A)(2) regarding Colvan Cattle v LPG. It should be noted for the record that Ms. Darla Duet, 
Floodplain Manager for the Department of Public Works; Mr. Christopher Bourgeois, Attorney 
representing the Insurance Company; Mr. Wayne Berggren, a Representative of FEMA; Ms. Faye Smith, 
Lafourche Parish Risk Manager; Lafourche Parish President, Mrs. Charlotte Randolph; and all 
Councilmen which were present, were in attendance of the Executive Session.   
 

The motion to enter into Executive Session, then carried by a vote of (7) yeas, (0) nays, and (2) 
absent, that being of Mr. Richard and Mr. Toups.   
 
 A motion was next made by Mr. Delatte, seconded by Mr. Jones, to reconvene the meeting and 
take any necessary action, if any, regarding the matters discussed in the Executive Session, and carried by 
a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 

Chairman Lorraine stated that no action would be taken regarding matters discussed in Executive 
Session pertaining to Colvan Cattle.   
 
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) AND/OR UPDATE(S) 
 The next item (5) on the agenda was an address to the Council from Parish President Charlotte 
Randolph on the economic impacts of the Moratorium. (Due to audio difficulties, this entire portion was not 
recorded.) President Randolph presented said report; stating that this was progressing in a way that they 
were very concerned about, particularly at this point and time, being that they were currently working on 
the Budget. She expressed that they did not know how much of an impact that this was going to have on 
the Parish; further describing same and going into more detail. President Randolph then answered brief 
questions asked by Council.  
 
 The next item (6) on the agenda was Mr. Kerry Babin, Director of Public Works to present a 
report. (Due to audio difficulties, this entire portion was not recorded.) Mr. Babin presented Council with a 
DPW Presentation of ongoing projects occurring throughout the Parish (see Exhibit “A”); briefing them on 
same. He then answered several questions asked by Council; in which some discussion and further 
clarifications ensued.   
 
 Chairman Lorraine personally thanked the Taxpayers for putting up the taxes for the Galliano 
Bridge and the Cote Blanche Bridge; saying that when the tax was renewed it went from a penny to a 
half of a penny, and bridges were thrown in there, along with drainage and roads. He assured the Public, 
being before them, telling them that if that would have not been in that call that those two bridges would 
have never been fixed. Thanking God that is was put in there; even though he was not really that strong of 
it being put in there, but it was. He also thanked the Administration and the Engineers and everybody else 
involved; but mainly the people that gave the Parish the money, that being the Taxpayers.   
 
 President Randolph announced that there would be an 8 o’clock conference call the next morning, 
concerning the weather system in the Gulf. She reported that the Governor had declared a State of 
Emergency; in that the Parish had not yet. President Randolph stated predictions, further saying that it was 
something that the Parish would be monitoring and alerting all about.   
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 The next item (7) on the agenda was Mr. Greg Sanamo, Director of Parks and Recreation to 
present a report. Mr. Sanamo presented Council with a PowerPoint presentation of ongoing projects 
occurring throughout the Parish (see Exhibit “B”); briefing them on same.  He then mentioned that they 
were going to have a meeting the next night with the Recreation District Chairmen and the Directors; 
saying that they were keeping it small rather than having their entire Boards present. Mr. Sanamo stated 
that the Councilmen, the Department Heads, and other people from the Community that were involved in 
recreation were also invited to the meeting. He further explained reasoning for such; saying the meeting 
would be held there in Mathews at 5:45 p.m.; in which they were all emailed the specifics and the Agenda.  
 Mr. Jones thanked Mr. Sanamo for the jobs well done in his area. Mr. Sanamo then explained a 
situation of an incident happening at Abby Park; assuring that it was taken care of.  
 

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was of any other Administrative reports.   
 a.)  PARISH PRESIDENT – No other reports were given. 
 b.)  DEPARTMENT HEADS, DIRECTORS, MANAGERS – No other reports were given. 
 

QUESTIONS FOR THE ADMINISTRATION 
 The next item on the agenda was of any questions for the Administration. Mr. Fertitta questioned 
the status of the Thibodaux Library, being that he was getting a lot of calls in regards to such. President 
Randolph replied by explaining that until the legal issues were resolved with the Architect, that the advice 
from the District Attorney was ‘not to proceed with the Library’ because they were still reviewing 
contracts; in that if the past Architect would be successful, that the Parish would then in turn have to pay 
two Architects for one building. So, the advice from the District Attorney was ‘to first resolve the issue’. 
Brief discussion ensued in regards to such. 
 

ENGINEERS AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S) 
 The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently on going, recently 
completed or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish.  (Included in the 
Councilmen’s packets were monthly “Project Status Reports” (see Exhibit “C”), provided by 
Administration, from Engineers and Architects.   
 

Mr. Joe Picciola with Picciola and Associates, Inc. presented Council with updates regarding the 
Cote Blanche Bridge Project, the CIAP Small Dredge Project, East 51st/52nd Drainage Project, the FEMA 
Elevation, Acquisitions & Reconstruction of Homes Projects, Road Sales Tax District No. 2 - Phase 4F, 
the Leeville Boat Launch Project, and Hurricanes Gustav/Ike CDBG Projects (see Exhibit “C-1”); briefing 
them on same. Further brief updates and clarifications were given, by the Councilmen’s request, regarding 
several Parish projects.   
 

Mr. Shane Guin with Duplantis Design Group PC presented Council with a brief update 
regarding the Heroes Park Walking Trail Project, the Jessie Dufrene Pump Station Project in Gheens, the 
Sewer System Maintenance - Stimulus Funding Projects at various locations, the Lafourche Parish Turn 
Lanes’ Project, the Modular Classroom Addition at Thibodaux Head Start Site Project, and the Lafourche 
Parish Government Complex Re-roofing Project (see Exhibit “C-2”).  
 
 Mr. Richard Weimer, Architect with Weimer Gros Flores, Inc. presented the Council with a 
status update regarding the Interior Remodeling of the Lafourche Parish Government Mathews Complex 
Project (see Exhibit “C-3”).   
 

LEGAL ADVISOR REPORT 
 The next item on the agenda was to relinquish time to the Lafourche Parish Legal Advisor.  No 
one requested to speak.   
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 Next, a motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux, seconded by Mr. Richard, to open the Public Hearing, 
and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
 

PUBLIC HEARING AND ORDINANCES FOR RATIFICATION 
 The next item (8) on the agenda was an ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 4723, amending 
Section 24:300 (C) of Sub-Chapter “G” of Chapter 24 of the Code of Ordinances, as it pertains to the 
Board of Commissioners of Lafourche Parish Hospital Service District No. 1 (Ward 10). (This item was 
deferred at the July 27, 2010 Lafourche Parish Council Meeting.) A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux and 
seconded by Mr. Doucet. Chairman Lorraine asked if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the 
proposed ordinance.  
 Dr. William Crenshaw from Hamilton Street in Larose first introduced himself as a Physician 
and Chief of Staff at Lady of the Sea Hospital; stating that he was before Council representing their 
Medical Staff; thus registering some of their concerns about their lack of input into the recent appointment 
to the Board of Commissioners to Hospital District No. 1. He expressed that such appointment was to be 
the Medical Staff Representative on the Hospital Board, replacing Dr. Sharm El’ Buras who had to resign. 
Dr. Crenshaw stated that they did not presently have a Physician on the Hospital Board, in that they had a 
very small Medical Staff; in which it’s been very difficult to find a Physician who lives in the Taxing 
District who wants and is able to serve. Not having a Physician, they felt it to be very important that they 
have a Liaison between the Hospital Board and the Medical Staff, and that they have input into appointing 
that Representative. Dr. Crenshaw continued expressing such concerns of not having any representation on 
the Board; asking for assurance from the Council that it would not happen again.   
 Chairman Lorraine then said that for years Mr. Royce Doucet served for the Medical Staff, of 
course he had passed away; and after that he attempted to come back with a Physician. It seemed like all 
the other Hospital Boards in the Parish have Physicians that serve on their Boards; but for some reason, on 
the Southern end, it didn’t seem like they could get a Physician to serve. So, it was changed again. 
Chairman Lorraine then said to Dr. Crenshaw that he thought what he was bringing up was that three 
names were submitted from Council Districts 7, 8, and 9; which was submitted to the Medical Staff, the 
Medical Staff then made a recommendation, and it came back before this Council. It just so happened that 
the Council did not go along with the recommendation that was made. He stated that the Council had such 
authority by ordinance; in that they did not have to accept the nomination, but in most cases they usually 
would. Chairman Lorraine then read portions of the ordinance in regards to the members on the Board, 
from which Districts the names could be submitted for recommendations, recommendations being made, 
then going before Council to choose. He then further explained and clarified such; thus exclaiming that the 
last appointment to the Board was the first time in the history that he could remember that Mr. Gouaux’s 
District had gotten an appointment. Chairman Lorraine then said that he had proposed an amendment to 
leave it as is; thus reading from his amendment, and continued to express his views and opinions on such.  
 Detailed discussion, somewhat heated debate, and further comments then ensued.  

Mr. Gouaux also expressed his views, opinions, and his intent of this amendment to said ordinance; 
saying that he was not looking for two appointments on the Board. He said he did not think that when they 
had a facility such as a hospital, being a type business that has a certain expertise that nobody on this 
Council can really relate to because it is a medical type expertise; in that they know what they need. Mr. 
Gouaux exclaimed that the Council did not know what they needed in the Emergency Room, that they 
don’t know what they need on the floors; they do, they are there everyday. So, they need somebody that’s 
going to represent them on their needs and wants. He said that if Council submits names to the Board, 
asking them to select from the three names submitted, that they might not be comfortable with any one of 
them. Those three people may not have any medical background, they may not know what goes on in the 
hospitals; that’s why he thought it to be so important that they do have representation, that they have 
somebody they can go to if there is a problem within the hospital. Mr. Gouaux said that he thought that the 
second part of it was as fair as can be; that there would be four remaining seats. One of those seats would 
be filled by somebody in his District, one from District 8 and one from District 9; the remaining would be 
kind of an ‘at large’, in that it could come from District 7, 8, or 9.  
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Mr. Gouaux continued to explain that those three appointments would then be ratified by Council; 
further expressing his views and opinions on same; asking that Council support the amendment.  

Chairman Lorraine responded to Mr. Gouaux, by saying that Dr. Cremshaw or any of the other 
Doctors would not have been before Council if he would have followed the recommendation of the 
Medical Staff. Mr. Gouaux commented, “I agree! I messed up!” Chairman Lorraine continued, exclaiming 
to Mr. Gouaux that they had submitted a name and he chose somebody from his area; and the Council 
voted for it. Mr. Gouaux reiterated, “I messed up! I made a mistake! I’m not perfect; of course some of us 
think we are. But, I truly believe that this is a fair and equitable way to give them representation, plus to 
give the people of Districts 7, 8, and 9 representations on this Hospital Board.” Detailed discussion, 
somewhat heated debate, rebuttal, suggestions, further clarifications, and comments continued.  

The motion and second was removed.  
A motion was then made by Mr. Doucet, to defer this item to the next meeting (August 24, 2010), 

seconded by Mr. Gouaux; and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.   
DEFERRED 
 
 The next item (9) on the agenda was an ordinance requesting that Traffic Calming Devices and 
the appropriate signage be installed (pending appropriate funding is available) on East 5th Street, Larose, 
Louisiana, Ward (10), District (7), Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana. A motion was offered by Mr. 
Gouaux and seconded by Mr. Doucet. Chairman Lorraine asked three times if anyone from the public 
wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance. Hearing none, Chairman Lorraine called for a vote, which 
carried by a vote of (7) yeas, (0) nays, and (2) absent, that being of Mr. Richard and Mr. Toups.   
ORD. NO. 4800 TRAFFIC CALMING DEVICES - EAST 5TH STREET, LAROSE 
 
 The next item (10) on the agenda was an ordinance establishing a “No Parking Zone” on the 
north side of West 26th Street in Cut Off, Louisiana, Ward (10), District (8), Parish of Lafourche, State 
of Louisiana; installing the necessary “No Parking Zone” signs; and providing penalties for the violations 
thereof. A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet and seconded by Mr. Gouaux. Chairman Lorraine asked 
three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance. Hearing none, Chairman 
Lorraine called for a vote, which carried by a vote of (7) yeas, (0) nays, and (2) absent, that being of Mr. 
Richard and Mr. Toups.   
ORD. NO. 4801 NO PARKING ZONE - WEST 26TH STREET 
 
 The next item (11) on the agenda was an ordinance rescinding Ordinance No. 4715, which 
established a speed limit of twenty-five (25) miles per hour on Oakview Drive; now posting the speed 
limit to fifteen (15) miles per hour on Oakview Drive, with additional speed limit signs to be added at the 
beginning of the street before the curve, Bayou Blue, Louisiana, Ward (11), District (5), Parish of 
Lafourche, State of Louisiana; providing for the placement of “Speed Limit” signs; and providing penalties 
for the violations thereof. A motion was offered by Mr. Matherne and seconded by Mr. Gouaux. Chairman 
Lorraine asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance. Hearing 
none, Chairman Lorraine called for a vote, which carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.

Projects Budget, to adjust various funds; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and 
administer said transactions as provided for by Article VI of the Lafourche Parish Home Rule Charter. A 
motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.   
 
 Councilman Richard returned the meeting to Chairman Lorraine.   
 

RESOLUTIONS 
 The next item (25) on the agenda was a resolution requesting the Administration to purchase 
twelve (12) hand held air monitors.  A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta and seconded by Mr. Doucet.   

Mr. Fertitta said there were people concerned about the air quality in the Parish; even though the 
Oil Spill is temporarily capped, we still may have some air problems, not only in the Fourchon area, but 
throughout the Parish. He asked that they take some of the BP money and help to protect the safety of the 
residents; having people with lung problems, allergies, and such things. Mr. Fertitta exclaimed that they 
have to have that air monitored. He said that it did not have to be 12, if six would do the job; in that if the 
costs of about $400 each would at least save one person’s health that it would be worth it.  
 President Randolph first commented that Mr. Fertitta was present at the meeting that this was 
originally discussed; then explained that their research indicated that an effective monitor was actually 
about $1,100 to $1,500 each. She expressed that it was not cost, in that BP would pay for them; but what 
they were concerned about was of the training of people to read these monitors. President Randolph said 
that the EPA has told them that the people they train, they read monitors every 10 minutes, because there 
were so many particles that can go through the air, that they are continuously monitoring it. She then said 
what she could suggest, short of passing this resolution, is if they would like EPA to monitor the air in 
particular areas of the Parish, throughout this time, instructing them to do that. President Randolph said if 
that did not satisfy the concerns, then they could certainly look at this resolution; reiterating that the 
concerns were of qualified professionals to read the monitors, in that it would take more effort to first hire 
and then to get them properly trained. So, she guessed she was looking for some guidance from Council.

 Mr. Fertitta commented, “As long as we can get a report from different areas of the Parish, at 
different times; that’s what the Constituents are concerned about. Not just the air quality at the Fourchon; 
but the air quality in Lockport, Raceland, Thibodaux. And, as long as we can get a report, it doesn’t matter 
who or when. President Randolph responded as saying okay.  
 Mr. Doucet suggested buying the good monitors and placing them at the hospitals throughout the 
Parish; thus having one in Galliano, one in Raceland, and one in Thibodaux. He said they had maintenance 
crews that work 24/7 there; maybe asking that they check the monitors and air qualities; further describing 
same. President Randolph stated that they would discuss the suggestions with EPA. Brief discussion then 
ensued; with President Randolph suggesting that she have a discussion with EPA as to their availability 
and to then perhaps discuss this at the next Council meeting.  
 The original motion and second was removed.  

A motion was then made by Mr. Fertitta, to defer this item to the next meeting (August 24, 2010), 
seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.
