Natural Resource Professionals, LLC (NRP), is pleased to provide Lafourche Parish
Government (Lafourche) with this proposal to secure the “After the Fact” Section 404
Permit, and resolve the Clean Water Act (CWA) violations associated with the Choupique
Levee Project, “Levee A” (“Levee A”), located in Lafourche Parish, Louisiana.

As previously discussed, the “Levee A” project is a pending violation of the CWA, which
has been underway for several years. Based on discussions and meetings with the US
Army Corps of Engineers, New Orleans District (USACE), knowledge of the opinions of
the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), and the nature of the project, NRP has
recommended to Lafourche that the current levee be removed and re-routed.

Scope of Services

Public Hearing

NRP will participate and coordinate with Lafourche Parish in preparation for the initial
Public/Citizen Hearing meeting, to be scheduled by Lafourche. In addition to participating
in the meeting, NRP will attempt to arrange for a member of the USACE to be present for
questions/comments. This effort does not guarantee that the USACE can or will
participate, but that only that they will be invited.

Section 404 Permit

NRP will prepare a Section 404 Permit Application for the modified route of the new
“Levee A.” NRP will coordinate closely with the USACE to determine possible alternative
routes and avoidance/minimization of wetlands, as it relates to the public interest. In
addition to the permit drawings and application, NRP will provide with USACE with any
requisite support documentation. Finally, NRP will negotiate with the USACE the best
possible and affordable mitigation plan for the levee project.
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NRP will resolve the pending CW A violation from the standpoints of both the USACE and
EPA. NRP anticipates that securing the “After the Fact” Permit will resolve the violation;
however, the EPA may request additional information including but not limited to habitat
analyses, a detailed restoration plan, re-plantings, and could possibly issue fines. NRP will
negotiate with both the USACE and EPA to the fullest extent to obtain the most time and
cost effective resolution possible for Lafourche Parish.
