The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by Mr.
Jerry Jones, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the transaction of
business at 5:00 p.m.

Chairman Jones announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Rodney Doucet.  The Council
then recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Daniel Lorraine.  

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES
The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the July 28, 2009 Regular

Session meeting.  (Deferred from the August 11, 2009 Lafourche Parish Council Meeting.)  A motion was offered
by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

The next item (2) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the August 11, 2009
Regular Session meeting.  A motion was offered by Mr. Toups, seconded by Mr. Richard, and carried by
a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

PRESENTATIONS
The next item (3) on the agenda was a presentation of the Employee of the Month for the month

of July.  President Randolph stated that the employee had not yet arrived, requesting that the presentation
be deferred until she does so.  Therefore, a motion was made by Mr. Doucet, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, to
defer this item, until later, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.

ITEM 1
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ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S)
The next item (4) on the agenda was Mr. Joel Doty, Finance Director, to present a Finance

Report.  Mr. Doty handed out a note segment of his presentation (see Exhibit “A”) and the monthly
Financial Statements for the period ending July 31, 2009, as well as the Royalty, Sales Tax Reports and
Parish Transportation reports updated through July (complete copy on file at the Council Office and also
posted on the Parish website); and then briefed Council on same.  

Mr. Lorraine questioned Mr. Doty in regards to the Road Royalty, of when they had bonded out $15
million, in which he thought was prior to Mr. Doty’s employment with the Parish; asking how much was
the Bond Indebtedness per year on such.  Mr. Doty replied that he could get that number for Mr. Lorraine;
but he did not currently have that number.  Mr. Lorraine then requested that he give a ballpark figure; asking
him if it would be about a couple of million.  President Randolph reported that it was $3 million, in that it
comes out of Road Sales Tax District A.  She explained that through the years they have been able to cover
the indebtedness through the Road Sales Tax District.  Mr. Lorraine expressed his concerns; reiterating that
it was $3 million, in looking at what would be generated with the Road Royalty this year, being right at $2
million, in which they gave $1.2 million to DOTD (the Department of Transportation and Development)
for design and engineer of the highway from Golden Meadow to Leeville; thus taking the $1.2 million and
the $3 million, they would be in a hell of a deficit.  He continued to briefly state his opinions of such.
President Randolph then stated, for it to be clear, that Road Sales Tax District A was paying its own
indebtedness; therefore, royalty money was not paying their debt; in that the money collected in that District
pays the bond.  Further comments were briefly made.  

The next item (5) on the agenda was an update from the Administration regarding the sunken
boats in the Parish.  Mr. Gouaux stated that they had a program about a year or so ago that the Coast Guard
was going to remove all of these sunken boats; in which he has been since being questioned in regards to
such.  He expressed that he was initially all excited about the program; but nothing has been done as of yet.
Mr. Gouaux exclaimed that he just wanted to know, publicly, of where they were on said project; so that,
he could better answer the questions being asked.  President Randolph first commented that the process was
that of a very slow one.  She said perhaps many people saw an article in Times Picayune showing this has
been an ongoing problem; but the District Attorney’s Office was charged with presenting an advertisement
in the newspaper seeking vessels that would be removed; in which has been already done.  President
Randolph reported that all of the vessels that were recorded in that process have gone to the Coast Guard,
in that it was now in their hands.  Further clarification and discussion continued.  

A motion was next offered by Mr. Fertitta, to devert from the agenda, going back to item 3
(Presentation - Employee of the Month), seconded by Mr. Gouaux, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and
(0) nays.  

PRESENTATION
The next item (3) on the agenda was a presentation of the Employee of the Month for the month

of July.  President Randolph saluted the employee, in accordance to the nomination “She goes that extra
mile to get her job done, she has been with the Parish for about a year now, she handles the Occupational
Business Licenses, Can Shake and Fire Works Permits; she’s pleasant to work with, and a real asset to the
Parish, with Lafourche Parish being lucky to have such a dedicated employee”; therefore naming the
Employee of the Month of July as being Ms. Mary “Debbie” Swanner.  

A motion was next made by Mr. Fertitta, to return to the Regular Agenda, seconded by Mr. Gouaux,
and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

A brief debate ensued concerning Administrative items placed and discussed on the agenda.

The next item (7) on the agenda was an ordinance establishing a twenty-five (25) miles per hour
speed limit on Greenwood Plantation Road, Thibodaux, Louisiana, Ward (5), District (2), Parish of
Lafourche, State of Louisiana; providing for the placement of “Speed Limit”, “Watch For Children” and
“Speed Checked By Radar” signs; and providing penalties for the violations thereof.  A motion was offered
by Mr. Delatte.  Chairman Jones asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the
proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Jones moved for a second, which was made by Mr. Fertitta,
and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
ORD. NO. 4608 SPEED LIMIT - GREENWOOD PLANTATION ROAD

The next item (8) on the agenda was an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 3424, amending and
re-enacting Section 2:203 of Sub-Chapter “C” of Chapter 2 of the Code of Ordinances of the Parish of
Lafourche, as it pertains to Parish Executive Departments.  A motion was offered by Mr. Delatte.
Chairman Jones asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance.
Hearing none, Chairman Jones moved for a second, which was made by Mr. Gouaux.  

Mr. Richard asked for clarification on this item; in which Mr. Delatte explained that it was to move
parks, maintenance, and all Parish buildings to DPW (Department of Public Works).  

Mr. Fertitta expressed that Parks/Recreation and Buildings/Maintenance was too important to be
diluted; saying that Community Services had two very important departments with Community Action and
Head Start, adding that DPW had their hands full.  He exclaimed that he thought they would then be putting
too much of a burden on DPW; further making comments of his concerns, saying they have to do what they
can, not to change this.

The next item (13) on the agenda was an ordinance to authorize an Act of Sale by the Lafourche

documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Toups.  Chairman Jones asked three times if anyone from the
public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Jones moved for a second,
which was made by Mr. Delatte.  A brief discussion ensued in regards to further clarification; and the
motion then carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.

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The next item (14) on the agenda was an ordinance approving the attached Temporary Easement,
Servitude, and Right-of-way Agreement between the William Mason Heirs Committee, represented by
Cheryl Edgecombe Delaney, Chairman, and the Parish of Lafourche for the purpose of constructing the
Northwest Little Lake Marsh Creation and Enhancement CIAP Project; and authorizing the Parish
President to sign, execute and administer said agreement, and any and all relevant documents and
amendments.  A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet.  Chairman Jones asked three times if anyone from the
public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Jones moved for a second,
which was made by Mr. Gouaux, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
ORD. NO. 4614 SERVITUDE AGREEMENT - WILLIAM MASON HEIRS COMMITTEE

The next item (15) on the agenda was an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 4282, requiring
Parish vendors to comply with Exhibit “A”, “Lafourche Parish Government Insurance Requirements”
(copy attached), which outlines insurance coverage needed to perform work for the Lafourche Parish
Government.  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux.  Chairman Jones asked three times if anyone from the
public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Jones moved for a second,
which was made by Mr. Toups, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
ORD. NO. 4615 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS - VENDORS’ COMPLIANCE

The next item (16) on the agenda was an ordinance authorizing the incurring of debt and issuance
of a Sewer Revenue Bond, Series 2009 in an amount not to exceed $1,100,00.00, by the Parish of
Lafourche, State of Louisiana; making application to the State Bond Commission for approval of said
bonds; employing bond counsel, and providing for other matters in connection therewith.  A motion was
offered by Mr. Matherne.  Chairman Jones asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on
the proposed ordinance.  Hearing none, Chairman Jones moved for a second, which was made by Mr.
Delatte, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
ORD. NO. 4616 SEWER REVENUE BOND, SERIES 2009 - STATE BOND COMMISSION

The next item (17) on the agenda was an ordinance to authorize the purchase of land and
improvements located at 705 West Fifth Street (building and parking lot) Thibodaux, Louisiana; and
authorizing the Parish President to hire an attorney to prepare an environmental assessment, and to sign any
and all associated documents necessary to acquire said property.  A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta.
Chairman Jones asked three times if anyone from the public wanted to speak on the proposed ordinance.
Hearing none, Chairman Jones moved for a second, which was made by Mr. Richard, and carried by a vote
of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
ORD. NO. 4617 PURCHASE OF LAND & IMPROVEMENTS - 705 WEST FIFTH STREET

Next, a motion was offered by Mr. Toups, seconded by Mr. Delatte, to close the Public Hearing,
and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

A motion was then offered by Mr. Richard, seconded by Mr. Toups, to open a Unanimous Agenda,
and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

UNANIMOUS AGENDA
The first item (1) on the Unanimous Agenda was Mr. Bradley Oubre, to present a presentation

regarding right-of-ways.  Mr. Oubre began by saying he had addressed the Council about a year ago, asking
that they suggest that the Attorney General’s Office do a review of the title of the Company Canal.  He
said the response from the Attorney General was that they did not have the funds to do so; so from that time
until now, they have undertaken doing the title and abstract work themselves.  At present, they had what
they believed to be a good indication that the title of the Company Canal should be in the State of Louisiana.
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Mr. Oubre then requested that the Council again ask the Attorney General’s Office to review the work they
have done, in order to make a determination.  Mr. Toups stated he had a resolution on this current agenda,
requesting the Attorney General and the Lafourche Parish District Attorney to look into reclaiming the
Company Canal.  A brief discussion then ensued in regards to the findings; in which paperwork was
uncovered, as to where the Parish has right of drainage through the Company Canal.  Mr. Toups next
requested that a copy of said findings be forwarded to the Parish President.  Mr. Oubre continued by
explaining that “Mr. Matthew” bought a permanent right to drain into the canal for $1,000.  

Mr. Gouaux commented, being that the District Attorney needs a resolution to look at something,
he would at that time propose a resolution, requesting that said document be sent to the District Attorney
for his Opinion on the drainage portion of this issue to be determine, so that they may proceed with a couple
of area projects; in which he put into a form of a motion.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Toups, and
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-299 DA OPINION - COMPANY CANAL - DRAINAGE SERVITUDE

The next item (2) on the Unanimous Agenda was a resolution requesting the Attorney General and
the Lafourche Parish District Attorney to look into reclaiming the Company Canal for public use.  A
motion was offered by Mr. Toups and seconded by Mr. Gouaux.  

Mr. Gouaux requested that the group which had researched all of this information, turn it over to the
District Attorney, so that he could have a complete file in his possession of what was found.  

Mr. Toups explained that the Company Canal was closed about two years ago, it was shut down, in
which it was a way of drainage for the Gheens Community.  He said that the Company Canal runs from
Lockport all the way to Houma; but it was currently plugged.  Mr. Toups stated that there were some places
at the moment where it could be walked across.  He further expressed that it was also used for recreation,
as to where there were camps in the area, people went fish out there.  Mr. Toups exclaimed that he had never
fought this issue because it was left open; but not as of about two years ago.  He said they need to find out
if it belongs to the State or to who it did indeed belong to; in which he would appreciate Council support.

The resolution then carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-300 AG/DA OPINION - RECLAIMING COMPANY CANAL, PUBLIC USE

The next item (3) on the Unanimous Agenda was a resolution approving an Intergovernmental
Agreement between the Lafourche Parish Government, the Lafourche Parish Sheriff, the Lafourche Parish
Clerk of Court, and the 17th Judicial District Court for security at the Courthouse and Courthouse
Annex in Thibodaux, Louisiana; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said
agreement, and any related documents and amendments.  A motion was offered by Mr. Richard and
seconded by Mr. Fertitta.  

Mr. Doucet said he assumed this agreement comes up every year; thus questioning why it was on
a unanimous agenda and not on the regular agenda, in which they really do not have a chance to really read
over such.  President Randolph replied by explaining that the document has been going back and forth, with
the Sheriff, over the language in it.  She said one of the main sticking point to the Parish was that they would
have to use Sheriff’s Office badges to get into the Courthouse, rather than using the Parish badges.
President Randolph further explained that it was a decision made by a lot of discussion; in that it was
difficult to have two badges, but it also made since to have only one badge for security reasons that would
be accepted.  She stated there were probably about 30 Parish employees that do so on a regular basis; further
clarifying said agreement and such issues.  Further discussion briefly continued.  

The resolution then carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-301 INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT - COURTHOUSE/COURTHOUSE

ANNEX SECURITY
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The next item (4) on the Unanimous Agenda was a resolution to determine action on the counter
offer received on Invoice JBC-AIA #014, Thibodaux Library; and authorizing the Parish President to
sign, execute and administer said action on any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr.
Gouaux and seconded by Mr. Doucet.  

Mr. Richard exclaimed that he thought this item was to discuss and determine an action; asking if
they did not want to listen to the District Attorney’s advice on such, being that he was present to do so.
Time was then relinquished to Lafourche Parish District Attorney, Honorable Camille A. Morvant, II.
Mr. Morvant first stated that he was basically present to answer any questions that Council may have, being
they all should have received the resolution prepared by the Administration regarding said matter.  He then
gave insightful tidbits of information; in that if they decided not to go forward with the payment that it
would be arbitrated, explaining such in specific detail.  Discussion and debate then ensued in regards to
further clarification of the arbitration process, of the wording in the contract, and as to how this should be
handled; with several Councilmen expressing their opinions and concerns of such a decision.  Mr. Morvant
even further clarified, in order for the Council to fully understand; by saying the issue was that, technically
and legally, President Randolph currently had the authority to write a check out and pay for this.  He said
Council had originally given her authority to do so; in which he had discussion with President Randolph,
advising her not to do so, and to bring it before Council to get some input on whether that money should
be paid.  Mr. Morvant stated that under the Charter, that all of the Council, including President Randolph,
become personally liable for anything they sign off on, which was decided not to be owed later on.
Therefore, he advised President Randolph not to issue any checks, until this was brought before the Council,
and to do what they were currently doing, talking about it, giving her some guidance and decide what they
would do by resolution.  President Randolph further clarified that the resolution was part of the counter offer
which was presented to the Parish; so she thought the Council would need to state their intentions.
Discussion, comments, debate, and more in depth clarification continued in regards to the decision to be
made; in which Council and Administration agreed to vote this resolution down, which would in turn
automatically go into arbitration, in accordance to the contract.  Chairman Jones further clarified what a yea
or nay vote would stand for; with President Randolph adding that the resolution says “determine action on
the counteroffer”, therefore voting it down would mean no counteroffer.  

The resolution then failed by a vote of (0) yeas and (9) nays.  
FAILED

A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Delatte, to close the Unanimous Agenda and
return to the Regular Agenda, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

A motion was offered by Mr. Matherne, to deviate to “Public Wishing to Address the Council”,
seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent (from the room at time
of vote), that being of Mr. Toups.  

PUBLIC WISHING TO ADDRESS THE COUNCIL
The next item on the agenda was the Public Wishing to Address the Council.  
Mr. Matthew Pepper from Texas, along with Mr. Paul Lapeyrouse from Highway 56 in Chauvin,

addressed the Council in regards to the matters of the flooding of Lake Long Drive and Mr. Robert Neil’s
property; which had occurred almost a year ago, to the day.  Mr. Pepper stated that Lake Long Drive was
a development that Mr. Neil opposed because the drainage in the area was inappropriate, in that the entire
area had been drained by pump prior to that and to this day.  He said just before Hurricane Ike came along,
Mr. Neil got up on his tractor and, like any prudent land owner, prepared an earthen berm wall to prevent
his land from flooding.  Mr. Pepper stated that Mr. Neil’s land consists of approximately 400 acres, on
which he had 680 head of cattle.  As Hurricane Ike approached, there was a complaint made by a Citizen,
in which all was in the Police Reports; and rather get into specifics, they wanted to make the Council aware
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of the story, because this was reported to the Parish President, but no action has been taken on this matter,
in which the one year prescription was coming up with the date of the hurricane.  So, they wanted to make
sure that every member of the Council was aware of what was going on.  Mr. Pepper explained that Mr. Neil
was on his backhoe preparing a berm, as the water approached; there was a complaint made by one of the
Lake Long residents, the Police had gone out before the area was completely flooded, and Mr. Neil was
taken off of his tractor at gunpoint.  He said Mr. Neil was told he was being arrested for tampering with a
Parish and/or State flood control project, item, or waterway; in which none of that was true.  Mr. Pepper
went on to say that the actual berm was well within say 500 feet of the property lines of his own property.
Further stating that Mr. Neil had made complaints to President Randolph, and to Gordon Dove who called
President Randolph; for five days his property remained flooded, with absolutely no help from the Parish.
Furthermore, he was being prosecuted by Mr. Morvant for violating a Parish Drainage Ordinance; which
was wholly inapplicable.  As a result, he has accrued what was called an action against the Parish for
damages because of the ruination of his property; having 400 acres of prime cattle grazing property with
a special type of grass that enhanced the health and sale-ability of his cattle.  Mr. Pepper continued to
explain that after the saltwater incurred on the property, it ruined the grasses, and of course many of his
cattle died from starvation and/or from drinking the saltwater; in which they have proof on all of this.  He
stated that this was presented to President Randolph in a summary document, which was back in February
of this year; in that they have actually heard nothing from the Parish with regards to trying to resolve this
matter.  Mr. Pepper said what happened was actually protected by the U.S. Constitution, there being a clause
called a “taking”, that when Government takes private property, they were required by Law to compensate
Citizens for what they take.  He explained that usually before the Government takes a piece of property,
there was either what was called a “pre-deprivation hearing” or a “post-deprivation hearing”, that is if the
Government knows they need to take such property, either in the case of an emergency or for the better use
of the public, they would have a hearing before a Judge and it would be determined what the value of the
property was.  Likewise, if the emergency is eminent and there is no time for such a hearing, there should
be a post-deprivation hearing; in which this was also written in the State Statutes of Louisiana.  Mr. Pepper
stated that neither was done in this particular case; as a result, they were maybe one or two weeks away
from having to file an action in Federal Court against the Parish of Lafourche.  He said Mr. Neil was
interested in resolving the matter, rather than going to litigation; but nevertheless, they would if they could
not resolve the matter.  Mr. Pepper explained this was why he was present, to discuss with the Council; in
that they have packets that have been prepared for each one of them, in as much as they did not believe that
they were fully informed by President Randolph as to what actually happened, and for those who were
interested, they would provide said packets to them (a complete copy is on file at the Council Office).  He
then said that he stands before them, ready to answer any questions, if they would have any.  

President Randolph stated that they have hired an Attorney in this matter, in that the Attorney has
not been contacted about resolution to this.  She said, as the District Attorney would say, that they could
say anything they would want, that they could bring any information they want; but she would not discuss
this matter publicly.  

Mr. Doucet questioned Mr. Pepper as to his name and what was his position to this matter.  Mr.
Pepper reinstated his name and replied that he was an Attorney, representing Mr. Neil.  He then said, in
contrary to what President Randolph had said, they have sent numerous letters to the Attorney that was
supposed to be representing the Parish.  Mr. Pepper stated that he (the Parish Attorney) indicated that the
action was taken under a Louisiana emergency statute, and therefore there was no liability; but he omitted
to look at the section of the statute which was right under the portion that he was quoting that indicated that
in any such case of a taking, that proper compensation is due.  He then commented that this was written
right into the statute.  

Mr. Toups stated he heard about this issue, knowing Mr. Neil personally, he went ride out there to
look at it.  He said he would not say too much about it; but needed the Councilmen to also see it, suggesting
that they go out two or three at a time to visit the property in question, and to then go from there.  
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Mr. Pepper added, as a final note, that hurricanes were not an uncommon thing to this area.  If this
matter was not resolved, either by working with Mr. Neil, this could possibly be a yearly thing, where he
accrues an action against the Parish, therefore facing the same thing over and over again.  He said he was
sure that was not what the Parish would want and he was sure that was not what the taxpayers want.  

Mr. Matherne commented that from what he was looking at, it was like the Attorney was saying, that
this could be every time it rains, every time they would have a heavy rain, that this could flood, because he
was being blocked from securing drainage from his pasture.  He then agreed with Mr. Toups, in that he
thought they should meet with Mr. Neil.  Mr. Matherne then asked Chairman Jones what he thought the
Council should do, to take the necessary steps to meet with them, to see if anything could be resolved.
Chairman Jones replied that it was in litigation, in that they would have to contact President Randolph,
being there was a Parish Attorney, she could give them more updated information, before they could call
any type of meeting.  

Mr. Toups next commented that they had this happen in Gheens before, about 20 years ago;
describing such scenario; further stating his opinions of the situation.  

Mr. Robert Neil from Aragon Road in Montegut next addressed the Council, to further discuss the
issues of the flooding on Lake Long Drive.  He said that it was not that he was pumping out problems, as
far as this land being subsided property, being about six feet below sealevel and been pumped for 50 years
or so.  Mr. Neil stated that he had addressed President Randolph a couple of weeks after Hurricane Ike; in
which at that time he was still pumping his property, doing so for about 30 days.  He then said if anybody
would have any questions on the literature and the photos of the dead animals and grass that were submitted,
being only a small portion of such, that he would answer them.  Mr. Neil briefly continued by reiterating
some key points in which Mr. Pepper had stated in regards to phone calls that were made.  

Mr. Bruce Wilson from St. Ann Street in Raceland addressed the Council in regards to an issue
about some fees charged to him on behalf of some clean up work that was done; in which he thought was
excessive.  He explained the issue, the clean up, and the costs; he then requested that the bills be dismissed,
in that the debt be forgiven.  

Mr. Matherne commented that they had a similar incident at the last Council meeting, mentioning
same; he then requested that Mr. Wilson’s charge be amended to be a total of $600; thus being put in the
form of a motion; which was seconded by Mr. Toups.  Mr. Toups made several comments, agreeing that
the fees were excessive, in that not everyone can afford to pay that type of money.  He then said that Mr.
Wilson was indeed trying to clear the yard at the time; but he had been told that it was too late, in which the
Parish finished it up.  Mr. Toups next asked Mr. Wilson how much was the bill; with Mr. Wilson stating
that it was $2,108.13.  Mr. Toups continued by expressing that this was something that they would have to
look at; especially having elderly people who own family land, which falls on them to take of it; further
explaining same.  He exclaimed that he would like to help Mr. Wilson with whatever could be done for him.

Mr. Gouaux stated that he got the opportunity to meet with the Solid Waste Department that
afternoon; in that he agreed with Solid Waste that they did not first give that department a chance to rebut
what had went on in regards to the other dismissal.  He expressed that he did not think that they should ever
make a decision at a Council meeting on an issue that is not on the current agenda; simply because it would
give the department time to come back with their information, thus giving them the whole picture.
Secondly, after thinking and reviewing what was done at the last meeting, maybe they did something that
may perhaps been illegal.  Mr. Gouaux said the Council can not, as a public body, use public funds to do
services on private property.  He said the bids had come in, in which they were accepted by this Contractor;
they also voted on the ordinance, which passed; so there was nothing in the Home Rule Charter or in the
Ordinances that gives them the right to forgive a Law.  Reiterating, even if they did, he did not think that
it would be legal for the Council to use public monies for a service to private property.  Mr. Gouaux said
that he also understood the points of the charges being excessive; but a big part of the reason that it was
excessive was of the criteria which was required by the Parish in the bid package; further making comments.

Mr. Gouaux then suggested that they get a legal opinion from District Attorney Morvant before they
make a decision on such request; to make sure that this would not be illegal, being that they would be giving
public monies away.  

Mr. Toups commented that they also have to realize that they have a lot more poor people in the
Parish than they do rich people.  He questioned why they could not do as Terrebonne Parish, as to using
inmates to clean the schools, buildings, and such.  Mr. Toups asked why could they not try to pass a Law,
in order to help the elderly people clean up their yards if they could not afford to do so; further making
comments on same.  He said he also understood that they could not currently do anything at this meeting;
but he thought that it indeed needed to be looked at.  

Mr. Lorraine said that he did not see any difference with the grass like they go with a derelict
structure, being a structure that the Parish tears down, paid by the Parish to do so, which was on private
property, with a lien being put on said property, the same as if the Parish go cuts grass.  So, there was no
difference; if they can do it for the structures, they can also do it for the grass.  But, if they indeed give these
people breaks, in which he would support, there would be a very long line at the next meeting and
thereafter; further commenting on same.  

Mr. Delatte then stated that he also attended the same Solid Waste conference meeting as Mr.
Gouaux had; saying there were some problems there, and with their legal advisor being there they did
discuss some of it.  He said there was a possibility that the Council did not have the authority to dismiss this
money; reminding them that if this was correct that the Councilmen would be liable for the $1,200 to be
split between them to be paid for spending such money illegally.  Mr. Delatte commented that they may
have forgiven somebody’s debt, thus putting them in a bind.  

Mr. Delatte briefly stated that discussion items 56 (Ordinance 3605) and 57 (Dr. Melvin Elliot, Jr.)
were requested to be postponed/deferred by Legal Council/Administration, so that more information could
be gathered for legalities and to also limit any further liability to the Parish and Council.  

Discussion and debate again ensued in regards to debt forgiveness; with Mr. Matherne further
expressing his opinions on the issues.  Mr. Matherne stated that he did confer with Mr. Jerome Danos (Solid
Waste Manager), in which he had said that he would have no problem with Mr. Wilson’s charge being
amended, in that he thought that it would be fair, and that he would be satisfied with the $600.  He said that
he thought that the Department Heads have some say so in things; so he was keeping his motion, which was
also seconded; asking for support from the Council.  

Mr. Doucet next commented that he was a stickler when it came to people and/or himself doing
something wrong; in that the wrong should be made right.  He said he always takes responsibility for his
actions; saying that he brought forth a resolution at the last meeting to do away with the fees for Dr.
Morrison, not giving the Department Head a chance to give their spew, further commenting on same.  Mr.
Doucet expressed that he felt that if they were going to trust what they were doing that they needed to hear
both sides of the arguments from both parties before making a decision.  He exclaimed by passing said
resolution, he has put the Council in a situation of controversy and possible litigation.  Mr. Doucet then
suggested that they defer Mr. Wilson’s request at the moment, to do whatever they had to do, or perhaps
putting it under advisement; thus doing the same for Dr. Morrison, in order to try and correct it.  He
reiterated that he would take full responsibility, in that he had done wrong by asking the Council to pass said
resolution; therefore requesting advisement by the Legal Advisor, in order to right the wrong, if any.  

Mr. Gouaux then rebutted what was said by Mr. Lorraine; agreeing that yes, there was no difference,
if a bill was not paid that a lien would be put on the property; in which there was a lien currently against Mr.
Morrison’s property for $1,200, which has not been removed.  He reiterated that no where in the Home Rule
Charter or any ordinance adopted gave the Council the authority to waive fees or to do something other than
what the Law states.  Mr. Gouaux further commented that he personally thought, hoping they can get an
answer from the District Attorney/Legal Advisor whether or not the Council has done something that was
illegal.  He then said that they may have to retract what they did in granting Dr. Morrison the grace of not
paying the $1,200; in which they did not have the authority to do so, further commenting on same.  
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After further discussion, Mr. Toups considered removing his second, with the agreement that this
issue would be taken under advisement.  Mr. Matherne then removed his motion; asking that the current
lien remain on Dr. Morrison’s property until this is all settled.  

A motion was then made by Mr. Matherne, to send the fines/debt forgiveness issues to the District
Attorney for review, in regards to legalities of doing so and of the Council going against their ordinances;
which was seconded by Mr. Toups.  Mr. Delatte said he thought they had an Attorney currently working
on this; asking if he was correct, in that at the meeting mentioned earlier, it was their Legal Advisor that had
said that he was going to advise them at the next meeting, as to what action should be taken.  He questioned
if they should ask both the District Attorney and the Parish Attorney, Mr. Henry Lafont, currently working
on this, at the same meeting.  After brief discussion, Mr. Toups removed his second, and Mr. Matherne then
removed his motion, being that the issues were currently under advisement.  

A brief discussion continued in regards to clarifying the process of sending out certified letters to
property owners in violation of the nuisance ordinance; in which Mr. Wilson stated his opinions of such.

Mr. Dan Hebert of Promise Lane in Chackbay next addressed the Council in regards to waterlines
in Ward 6 and throughout Lafourche Parish.  He first explained they had a “water pressure nightmare” at
the Kraemer School on Highway 307; then made numerous comments and suggestions, while passionately
stating his opinions of all of the waterlines that were severely outdated and were not even being attempted
to be resolved.  Detailed discussion ensued in regards to Mr. Hebert’s ideas and as to how these issues could
be resolved, with Mr. Hebert saying that he would see to it that they would be.  

Mr. Delatte next expressed that he agreed with the very much needed updates, emphasizing he was
not against waterlines, and has actually been talking to the Water Boards for about 20 years.  Unfortunately,
they have had some improvements, but not enough.  He then gave a brief history/update as to where the
Parish stood with such issues, explaining a couple of options as per the Water District.  Mr. Delatte reported,
according to the Water Board, that changing just the 2" waterlines throughout the Parish would probably
take $70,000,000 to $100,000,000.  He added that the Council did take some action on this, but they can
not put less than an 8" waterline in Lafourche Parish, except for certain variances, explaining one such case.
Mr. Delatte next said that he spoke/met with Mr. Hebert once or twice, in which he agreed on having
meeting, in that he thought a Town Hall meeting would be good.  He expressed that he thought they needed
to set an objective, of what road they were going to travel; in which further discussion and debate continued.
Mr. Delatte then mentioned several projects that were done in Ward 6 for water, for the people that may
think that nothing has been done.  He said that a new 12" waterline from the North Thibodaux Plant up to
Choctaw, which looped through Sanchez Road, and hit Highway 307, to help provide better water pressure
for Kraemer, which was done.  Mr. Delatte stated that a water tower was also installed at the end of Choupic
and another one being the East Chackbay Water Tower.  He continued by saying that another waterline had
also been installed from the North Thibodaux Plant, cutting across to hit the water tower in the Choupic
area, to help loop them.  Mr. Delatte exclaimed that yes, there were a whole bunch more improvements
needed, throughout the whole Parish; but the problem was of money.  He further stated that he would
support every endeavor, to assist in finding such money; further making comments on same.  

Discussion and comments again briefly continued; with Mr. Delatte saying that he would summit
a resolution to be put on the next Council agenda.  

A motion was next made by Mr. Lorraine, to recess for five minutes, seconded by Mr. Delatte, and
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

A motion was then made by Mr. Fertitta, to return from the recess, going back to “Public Wishing
to Address the Council”, seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
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Mr. Andy LeBouef was next called as someone from the public wishing to address the Council,
being that he filled a form to discuss the Company Canal.  He stated that Mr. Bradley Oubre covered such.

Ms. Trudy Fisher from Marrero, Louisiana was next to address the Council, in regards to the
Lafourche Parish Sheriff’s Office and impaired drivers.  Council Clerk, Ms. Carleen Babin, first stated
that Ms. Fisher had provided the office with a two page letter, in which she had attached to the Council’s
meeting packet, as well as to President Randolph.  Ms. Fisher read from the letter (see Exhibit “B”); she
then said she could provide further supporting documents if needed and/or requested.  She expressed that
her hopes were that something gets done about this, whether it be her son or someone else, drunk driving
should not be allowed by anyone.  Ms. Fisher further stated, “They had the opportunity to save him, they
had the opportunity to protect whoever else would have been on the road, and they simply didn’t.  The
manner in which they behaved, the manner in which they tried to shove it under the rug, should not be
acceptable.”  She continued by saying, “I also have copies of your Ordinance, on Section 17:60, 17:61, and
17:62; which all of them, they had broken.  So, I’d like to get the word out, to please, please do something
about your police force and drunk driving.”

Mr. Toups expressed his condolences; then asked Ms. Fisher if the two Officers that had stopped
her son, being Dufrene and Champaign, were Narcotic Agents; in which she replied to as yes.  A brief
comment was then made by Mr. Toups.  

Pastor Kerry Gant Sr. from Morristown Street in Raceland addressed the Council; first introducing
himself as being the Pastor of the Greater New Found Baptist Church of Lockport located at East 12th
Street in Lockport.  He said he stood before Council, in conjunction with the Congregation and the
Community; in that they were coming to make their presence known, and to express concerns of the
flooding in the area.  Pastor Gant stated they had an opportunity to start cleaning up the community a few
months back, along with Councilman Toups and President Randolph; having cleaned out ditches, cut the
grass/weed-eat, and picked up trash.  He said they were now asking if the Parish would consider cleaning
up the canal along the Head Start Building right on Highway 308 where you would turn down.  Pastor Gant
explained that just the little rain they had last week caused it to come up all of a sudden, in which it flooded
really bad.  He said the community formulated an action, going around cleaning and picking up debris out
of the ditches; but they need the Parish to clean out all the culverts that have not been done in a while.
Pastor Gant stated that he spoke to Mr. Robichaux, wanting to know the procedures of work orders and
such, to clean out drainage and canals, etc.; further expressing concern on same.  He requested help from
the Parish, saying that they need assistance in regards to keeping up the Parish right-of-ways; also asking
for more information on the new bridge that was recently built, being that it was very narrow.  

Mr. Toups stated he had been in the area, trying to get it cleaned for the last three or four years now;
in that he has called the area Field Office, put in several work orders, and had employees go out there with
him; in which nothing has been done yet.  He said they would have to clean out all the culverts, being about
60 - 75% plugged; and as far as the canal, they would have to dig it.  Mr. Toups mentioned they were also
trying to get the Company Canal dug, to drain all the way to Bayou Lafourche.  Mr. Toups reiterated what
Pastor Gant said of the work that he and President Randolph had done; but they really needed to take the
whole Rita area, to clean the ditches and blow the culverts out.  Mr. Robichaux further commented on same,
saying that he has personally asked for three different work orders to get the work done, but they just do not
have the people to get it done.  He then said they would do so, as soon as they free up some employees to
do so; in which they had begun to do work in the area, but had to stop to relocate somewhere else.  

Mr. Robichaux then commented in regards to the width of the Rita Bridge; saying that if they would
have had another $30,000, they could have made it twice as wide; in which they spent $85,000 on what was
currently there, taking the old one out and putting the new one in; being all they could afford to do.  He said
that it was indeed a good bridge, that it would hold anything put on it; but it was a one-lane bridge.  Further,
but brief, comments continued on the width of the bridge.  
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A motion was then made by Mr. Fertitta, to return to the Regular Agenda (Proposed Ordiances),
seconded by Mr. Toups, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  

Chairman Jones relinquished the meeting to the Vice-Chair, Mr. Lorraine.  

PROPOSED ORDINANCES
The next item (18) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance requiring that the expenditures for the

Maintenance Contracts for Road Sales Tax District A and Road Sales Tax District 2 be kept separate
by Councilmatic Districts, and a report be presented to the Council on each District on a monthly basis.  A
motion was offered by Mr. Matherne to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (19) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance amending and re-enacting Sub-Chapter
“G” of Chapter 19 of the Code of Ordinances of the Lafourche Parish Council, as it pertains to amending
Section 19:506.B.2 Mobile Home Park Regulations, Administration and Enforcement in Lafourche
Parish, State of Louisiana (Violations and Penalties).  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux to introduce
the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (20) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance amending and re-enacting Sub-Chapter
“G” of Chapter 19 of the Code of Ordinances of the Lafourche Parish Council as it pertains to amending
Section 19:705.B.(2) Recreational Vehicle (RV) Park Regulations, Administration and Enforcement
in Lafourche Parish, State of Louisiana (Violations and Penalties).  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux
to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (21) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance to accept the subdivision known as the
Estate of Irvin Matherne into the Parish System.  A motion was offered by Mr. Matherne to introduce the
above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (22) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance to accept the subdivision known as
LaTour Subdivision, Phase 1 into the Parish System.  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux to introduce
the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (23) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance to accept the subdivision known as the
Resubdivision of a Tract A of Felicia Plantation into Tracts A-1, A-2 & A-3 of Felicia Plantation into
the Parish System.  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.

The next item (24) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance approving the attached Temporary
Servitude Agreement between Four Star Enterprises LLC and the Lafourche Parish Council; and
authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said agreement.  A motion was offered by
Mr. Gouaux to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (25) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance approving the attached Servitude
Agreement between Lebouef Bros. Towing, LLC and the Lafourche Parish Council; and authorizing the
Parish President to sign, execute and administer said agreement.  A motion was offered by Mr. Matherne
to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (26) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance approving the attached Servitude
Agreement between Kevin Lane and Penny Pellegrin Lane and the Lafourche Parish Council; and
authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said agreement.  A motion was offered by
Mr. Matherne to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  
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The next item (27) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance approving the attached Servitude
Agreement between Kerry and Gwen Matherne and the Lafourche Parish Council; and authorizing the
Parish President to sign, execute and administer said agreement.  A motion was offered by Mr. Delatte to
introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (28) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 4421, as it
pertains to fixing salaries of unclassified employees (Head Start Temporary Positions).  A motion was
offered by Mr. Gouaux to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (29) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance amending Chapter 17, Sub-Chapter A,
Traffic Regulations, in general, Section 17:6 (C), to recognize the violation of weight limits and establish
penalties as it pertains to reimbursement for damages incurred; and adding Section 17:6 (D) to prohibit
the transportation of steel track machinery without the use of a trailer.  A motion was offered by Mr.
Delatte to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (30) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance donating one (1) 135KW Generator
to the Town of Lockport from a grant Lafourche Parish Government received from the Governor’s Office
of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness (Grant # FEMA-1603-DR-LA-0079); and authorizing
the Parish President to sign, execute and administer any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered
by Mr. Delatte to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (31) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance donating one (1) 300KW Generator
to the City of Thibodaux from a grant Lafourche Parish Government received from the Governor’s Office
of Homeland Security and Emergency Preparedness (Grant # FEMA-1603-DR-LA-0079); and authorizing
the Parish President to sign, execute and administer any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered
by Mr. Delatte to introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (32) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance accepting the donation of one (1) dual
sided Evolis ID Printer from Murphy Exploration & Production Company; and authorizing the Parish
President to sign, execute and administer all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Jones to
introduce the above stated proposed ordinance.  

The next item (33) on the agenda was a proposed ordinance providing for a 2009 Supplemental
Appropriation (09-021) within the 2009 Operations and Maintenance Budget, to carry forward revenue
and/or expenditures budgeted in 2008, but not expended or received in 2008; and authorizing the Parish
President to sign, execute and administer said transactions as provided for by Article VI of the Lafourche
Parish Home Rule Charter.  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux to introduce the above stated proposed
ordinance.  

Vice-Chair Lorraine returned the meeting to Chairman Jones.

RESOLUTIONS
The next item (34) on the agenda was a resolution requesting the Administration to change the

culverts on Sugar Mill Road, Ward (7), District (6), Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, and install
larger culverts to eliminate flooding.  A motion was offered by Mr. Toups, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, and
carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-302 CHANGING CULVERTS - SUGAR MILL ROAD
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The next item (35) on the agenda was a resolution requesting the Louisiana Department of
Transportation and Development (LADOTD) to consider installing a list of signs off of LA 1, on the right
hand side, to identify the business places before the turn off to the Tommy Doucet Bridge.  A motion was
offered by Mr. Lorraine, seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-303 LADOTD - SIGNS OFF OF LA 1 - IDENTIFYING BUSINESS PLACES

The next item (36) on the agenda was a resolution requesting the Louisiana Department of
Transportation and Development (LADOTD) to consider installing more kiosk machines for Geaux
Passes.  A motion was offered by Mr. Lorraine, seconded by Mr. Doucet, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas
and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-304 LADOTD - MORE KIOSK MACHINES - GEAUX PASSES

The next item (37) on the agenda was a resolution requesting a letter be sent by the
Administration to Mr. Tommie Savoie that neither the Lafourche Parish Recreation District #11 nor
the Lafourche Parish Government has any claim on Mr. Savoie’s property due to the de-dedication of
it (documents attached), and also requesting a copy of the Administration’s letter be forwarded to
Councilman Matt Matherne.  A motion was offered by Mr. Matherne and seconded by Mr. Toups.  

Mr. Matherne relinquished time to Mr. Tommie Savoie, if he so cared to make a statement, being
that he was kind enough to give a right of way, that has since been dededicated.  Mr. Savoie first thanked
the Council, stating that he lived on Linda Street in Bayou Blue.  He said he believed that it was back in
1974 when the School Board acquired some 78 acres of property from Exxon, which did not have public
access.  After a couple of years, the JCs wanted to develop a portion of it for Recreation; which was when
they had gone to him, asking if he would give them a right of way through his property.  Mr. Savoie said
that it was only 100 feet deep from Linda Street to the back boundary of his property, this would have given
them access to the property to develop it.  It was not long after that when the Bayou Recreation made an
exchange with the School Board, for 45 acres of said property; in exchange for land and a building next to
the Bayou Blue Elementary School.  He explained that along with the 45 acres went the 50 foot right of way
that he had given through his property for the JCs to access it.  Since then, Mazerac Street was created,
given them access off of Bayou Blue Road.  After the Bayou Blue Recreation took over, they agreed that
they would never open up a street into the back of the subdivision.  Mr. Savoie explained that he was the
last house at the end of the street on the Hollywood Canal.  He said at that time, he went to Mr. Matherne
and spoke to him, they then came before the Council, and the street was dededicated.  Mr. Savoie stated that
he thought at that time they had reverted the 50 foot right away back to him; in which it was not.  He then
said that he had a letter from the past Administration, of the Bayou Blue Council, saying they had no reason
why the land could not be given back to him; which was why he was presently before the Council.  

Mr. Matherne then stated that he had the dededication ordinance number, being 2615; in that he had
spoke to Mr. Steve Folse (from the Department of Public Works) on it, which said that it was a done deal,
that it had already been done.  He said he also had the letter from the Recreation District as to the reason
it was done, at a regular monthly meeting held and decided by the members present; in which he read from:
“The 50 foot right of way located on Linda Street, donated by Mr. Tommie Savoie, has no purpose to the
Recreation facility.  The property in mention has never been used by LRD11 and has only been maintained
by Mr. Tommie Savoie.”  Mr. Matherne exclaimed that they have no use for it and it was dededicated and
given back to him.  He then asked Administration if they should ask them for a letter, in which he did ask
for but had not received, or should they go to an Attorney; further stating that this was ridiculous.  Mr.
Matherne said that all Mr. Savoie was asking was, “At the time of the dededication, did the property
revert back to him; and was that possible.”  President Randolph replied by saying, “When the Council
accepted it, it reverted to the landowner.”  Mr. Matherne interrupted, asking President Randolph if they
could get a letter to that affect, to be finished with this.  President Randolph replied, “I don’t know that a
letter would be more official than an action of the Council.  It was actually an ordinance, correct, and
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therefore it has been recorded in Clerk of Courts Office as an ordinance.  So, that’s a very official document
in itself.”  Mr. Matherne expressed that he wanted Mr. Savoie to hear it for himself; speaking to Mr. Savoie
he said “Like the right of way man told you, told me, that the property at this time, we don’t know if you
still own it; but the property at this time that the dededication was done, it went back to you.  Is that
satisfactory?”  Mr. Savoie replied as to yes Sir.  Mr. Matherne requested that the minutes be highlighted,
as President Randolph stated, that the property goes back to him.  He then asked President Randolph if he
was correct; in which she replied as yes.  Mr. Matherne then asked, “Could you have that highlighted and
a copy sent to Mr. Savoie, and to me.”  President Randolph commented, “And, the official copy is in the
Clerk of Courts Office.”  Mr. Matherne then questioned, “So, ya’ll not going to send it, and we have to go
to the Clerk of Courts Office to get it?”  President Randolph began to reply; but Mr. Matherne interrupted
by saying, “Good, we will go to the Clerk of Courts Office, and thanks for the help Mrs. Charlotte!”

The resolution then carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-305 MR. TOMMIE SAVOIE - PROPERTY CLAIM - DE-DEDICATION

The next item (38) on the agenda was a resolution requesting the Lafourche Parish District
Attorney to provide to the Lafourche Parish Council a thorough clarification on Executive Sessions as
follows: (1) who can call an Executive Session and under what circumstances can it be called; (2) when
should it be called; (3) under what circumstances should it not be called; (4) under what circumstances can
an Executive Session be called by a Councilman and it be put on the LPC meeting agenda through the
Council Clerk’s Office; and (5) under what circumstances can an Executive Session be called by a
Councilman and it not be allowed to be put on the LPC meeting agenda through the Council Clerk’s Office.
A motion was offered by Mr. Matherne and seconded by Mr. Gouaux.  

Mr. Matherne exclaimed that there has been a lot of confusion on this, specifically referring back
to the July 28th meeting when Chairman Jones and President Randolph was not present and Mr. Lorraine
chaired the meeting.  He said there was confusion then and some confusion at the last meeting.  Mr.
Matherne stated that he called to put something on Executive Session and he was being told the same thing
as he was being told before, thus making a comment of not understanding.  He said on one end of the table
they were being told one thing and on the other end they were being told something else; being completely
the opposite.  Mr. Matherne then said that what he would like to know was who was going to put items on
Executive Session, the Council Clerk or the Administrator.  For once and for all, he wanted his questions
clarified; further requesting a copy of the resolution and letter that was sent to the District Attorney.  

The resolution then carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-306 DISTRICT ATTORNEY - CLARIFICATION - EXECUTIVE SESSIONS

The next item (39) on the agenda was a resolution appointing one (1) Commissioner to the Fire
Protection District No. 1 Board.  A motion was offered by Mr. Toups, to reappoint Mr. Randall
Robichaux, being he was the one and only applicant; seconded by Mr. Gouaux, and carried by a vote of
(9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-307 APPOINTMENT - FIRE PROTECTION DISTRICT NO. 1 BOARD

The next item (40) on the agenda was a resolution appointing one (1) Commissioner to the
Recreation District No. 1 Board.  A motion was offered by Mr. Toups, in having three applicants, he
nominated Mr. Tyrone Dominigue, seconded by Mr. Matherne, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0)
nays.  
RES. NO. 09-308 APPOINTMENT - RECREATION DISTRICT NO. 1 BOARD
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The next item (41) on the agenda was a resolution amending Resolution No. 09-115, requesting
the Lafourche Parish Council to hire Picciola and Associates, Inc., as Engineer for the Manchestor
Manor Pump Station Project; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said
agreement and any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Delatte, seconded by Mr.
Richard, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas and (0) nays.  
RES. NO. 09-309 AMENDMENT - MANCHESTOR MANOR PUMP STATION PROJECT

The next item (42) on the agenda was a resolution approving a Transfer of Appropriation (TA
09-011), to transfer a total of $60,200 from the Al Robichaux Pump Project, the Pump and Waterway
Projects and the Mower Project, to fund the Parish’s match for the Company Canal Pump Station Project
funded by the Department of Transportation and Development within the 2009 Operating and Capital
Budgets; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said Transfer of
Appropriation, and any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux and seconded
by Mr. Toups.  

Mr. Lorraine questioned this item, asking President Randolph if this was not the item from the
meeting the other night that they has said they were going to hold off on.  President Randolph replied by
explaining that the intent of this resolution was because they had received the $1 million for the project, in
that this was about a $2,500,000 project.  She said it was discussed at the Drainage District meeting the
other night of whether or not to do this; in which the Drainage District decided not to do it.  President
Randolph then stated that it does not do them any good to do so tonight, in that it was a matter of putting
$60,000 in one lump sum that could be moved somewhere if necessary; but not anything that could be spent
in the near future.  Further clarification continued; President Randolph explained the project in more detail.
She said the Parish had $1 million from the State, that the Parish was going to put up $60,000, and Drainage
District No. 1 was going to put up about $140,000 to do the engineering for said project.  Being that it was
about a $2,500,000 project, they were saying that even if they move this money, they could not move
forward with the project, because they currently do not have the complete funds.  

Detailed discussion then ensued in regards to making a decision on this item, of what was said and
of what could and would be done.  President Randolph added that they were also hoping that there was a
way that the CDBG monies could supplement the money received from the State; but it had not been
decided upon just yet.  She said that the options were to move the money by passing this resolution,
therefore having it in place, or not take any action at all.  Further clarifications continued.

A motion was then made by Mr. Toups, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, and carried by a vote of (9) yeas
and (0) nays.

The next item (47) on the agenda was a resolution extending the contract with Dr. Melvin Elliott,
Jr. of Thibodaux Animal Hospital, to provide veterinary services on an as needed basis for the Lafourche
Parish Animal Shelter; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer said contract
and any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Doucet and seconded by Mr. Gouaux.

Mr. Fertitta stated that he had talked to Dr. Elliot; thus expressing that he thought the Council was
doing him a disservice, by just extending this.  He said that a request for a price was sent out, it was
advertised, his prices were exposed in public record; in which he thought that it was also notarized.  Mr.
Fertitta further stated that he knew the Council would have like to have more bids; but the moral and ethical
thing was to honor what was done previously.  

An amendment was then made by Mr. Fertitta, to delete “extended” and to “approve the contract
for one year”, seconded by Mr. Matherne.  Several Councilmen debated and expressed their concerns of
doing so and/or of not doing so, for and against the amendment.  The amendment thus carried by a vote of
(6) yeas and (3) nays, that being of Mr. Toups, Mr. Gouaux, and Mr. Doucet.  

The amended resolution carried by a vote of (6) yeas and (3) nays, that being of Mr. Toups, Mr.
Gouaux, and Mr. Doucet.

The next item (48) on the agenda was a resolution approving Change Order No. 1 for the project
entitled “General Maintenance Contract Road Sales Tax District A”, for an increase in contract price
by $244,650.00 for additional items; and authorizing the Parish President to sign, execute and administer
said Change Order and any and all relevant documents.  A motion was offered by Mr. Richard and
seconded by Mr. Delatte.  

Mr. Toups expressed his views on this matter; saying they gave a contract to a company for $1.6
million, and before they started doing any work they were coming before Council for a Change Order of
over $244,000.  He asked if they were doing Lafourche Parish or the people any good; asking what would
stop them from coming back the next week.  Mr. Toups made further comments on such, saying that the
Parish was wasting money; thus requesting that this item be voted down.  

President Randolph commented that the Change Order was probably not appropriate anyway, being
that Council had amended the approval of the General Maintenance Contracts at the last Council meeting,
requiring Administration to provide the list to the Council.  She said when Ms. Babin (Council Clerk) sent
the resolution to Administration, she had said, “I can not certify this because what the Council requested
was the list to accompany this.”  So, for the last two weeks, answering question #53, these Contractors have
not performed any work, because the lists have not been provided.  President Randolph went on to say that
if Mr. Toups had read this resolution, he would have found that this was for additional work; with Mr.
Toups commenting that he had read it, in that it was for cutting trees on Highway 182.  
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President Randolph then continued to explain that since January 2008 they have been hearing from
members of this Council that Work Orders were not getting done, in that they have been having difficulties
hiring employees.  She said they saw this as an opportunity to supplement the Field Offices out there; in
which they have met with each Councilman in regards to their respective Field Offices, asking them what
did they need done.  President Randolph stated they then found a way to fund it and get it done.  She further
exclaimed that they have wasted two weeks already, in which the Contractors have not done any work.

She said that was how quickly things were currently happening; in that they were trying to
handle this in a coordinating way, so all the projects could be done much quicker under these contracts,
going into further distinctive detail of same.  Discussion and debate continued in regards to this matter; with
Ms. Crystal Chiasson, Parish Administrator and Mr. Ronnie Robichaux, Department of Public Works
Director adding additional information and comments in regards to said Parish projects/Work Orders.

CHAPTER IV

HOURS OF WORK

SECTION 1 COMPENSATORY TIME

1.1 Policy Statement:

It is the policy of Lafourche Parish Government to allow employees to earn Compensatory
Leave for time worked above their normal schedule in a work week.  Compensatory leave is
leave time earned in lieu of cash payment at the straight-time or time and one-half as
compensation for overtime worked.

1.2 Policy Objectives:

a. To ensure that Lafourche Parish Government employees who work overtime are
adequately and properly compensates, as provided in the Fair Labor Standards Acts.
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1.3 Policy Scope:

This policy applies to all Lafourche Parish Government employees.

1.4 Policy Procedures:

A. Procedure for earning Compensatory Leave

1. Employees in positions that are designated as “Non-Exempt” are eligible to earn
compensatory leave on an hour for hour basis for hours worked over 35 hours and up
to 40 hours in a work week.  Non-exempt employees who work over 40 hours in a
work week will earn compensatory time at a rate of one and one-half hours for every
overtime hour worked.

2. Employees in positions that are designated as “Exempt” earn compensatory time for
any hours worked above their normal work schedule in a work week.

3. No compensatory leave/overtime shall be worked by any Lafourche Parish
Government employee without prior approval of his or her supervisor.

4. Any overtime worked will be reported on the timesheet in the pay period in which it
was earned.  Employees are responsible for timely submission of overtime hours
worked.  Written approval by an employee’s supervisor must accompany any request
for earned compensatory time.

5. Annual and sick leave taken, whether with or without pay, shall not be counted as
hours worked for purposes of determining overtime compensation for “non-exempt”
employees.

6. Employees and their supervisors are to minimize the accumulation of compensatory
leave.  Lafourche Parish Government employees are limited to the accumulation of
only 40 hours of compensatory leave.

Exceptions:

1. Hours worked during a declared emergency will be compensated in dollars in
accordance with the Lafourche Parish Civil Service Guide.

2. Exempt and non-exempt employees will automatically participate in the
compensatory leave program in lieu of receiving overtime wages unless they obtain
prior written exception from their immediate supervisor.  Supervisors must consider
the need, budget considerations, and the ability of employees to use compensatory
time.

3. Public Works field office employees will be automatically exempt from participation
in the compensatory leave program;  however, they may opt into the program with
prior written supervisor approval.
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B. Use of Compensatory Leave

1. Supervisors are to ensure that employee leave slips are marked with the appropriate
leave category, according to the employee’s leave balance.

C. Disposition of Compensatory Leave

1. The Appointing Authority may require employees to take all or part of accrued
compensatory leave at any time.

2. Upon separation or termination from the Lafourche Parish Government, unused
compensatory leave earned by non-exempt employees shall be paid at the employee’s
regular pay rate.

3. Upon separation or termination from Lafourche Parish Government, all unused
compensatory leave earned by exempt employees shall be cancelled.

4. Compensatory hours earned by exempt employees in excess of 40 hours must be used
within the pay period earned (flexed) or they are lost.

5. Compensatory hours earned by non-exempt employees in excess of 40 hours will be
compensated in wages.  Prior written approval for nonexempt employees must
include notice that compensation will be in excess of 40 hours.

6. The Parish President shall have the authority to pay for compensatory leave for
employees at their regular rate of pay subject to the availability of funds when it is in
the best interest of the Parish.

 THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this ______ day of ______________, 2009, 
by and between LOUISIANA DELTA FARMS PARTNERSHIP, represented herein by ETHAN 
MILLER, appearing herein individually and in his capacity as owner, whose mailing address is 
P.O. Box 1285, Charlottesville, Virginia 22902; hereinafter called the “GRANTOR” (whether 
one or more), as owner(s) of the below described property; and the PARISH OF LAFOURCHE, 
LOUISIANA, herein represented by Charlotte A. Randolph, its president hereinafter called the 
“GRANTEE”. 
 
WITNESSETH: For and in consideration of the promises and undertakings by GRANTEE to 
GRANTOR herein, and further for other good and valuable consideration, including the potential 
benefits to GRANTOR’s lands resulting from the hereinafter described project, the receipt and 
adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, GRANTOR hereby grants unto GRANTEE, its 
successors, assigns or transferees, the temporary rights-of-way, servitudes, and easements 
(hereinafter called “the Agreement”), together with the right to enter in, on, and over 
GRANTOR’s property, for the purposes of planning, constructing, operating, maintaining, and 
monitoring of conservation and restorative measures, structures and/or appurtenances as part of 
the NORTHWEST LITTLE LAKE MARSH CREATION AND ENHANCEMENT PROJECT 
(hereinafter called “the Project”) located on GRANTOR’s property.  The Project will be publicly 
funded and shall be located on the following described property, including expressly, but not 
limited to any lands or water-covered lands which might be owned by GRANTOR (hereinafter 
called “said Lands”), to-wit: 
 

TOWNSHIP 17 SOUTH – RANGE 22 EAST 
 

GRANTOR hereby warrants that GRANTOR understands the Project and accepts any and all 
impacts to said Lands resulting from construction and implementation of the Project. 
 

I.  This agreement includes the rights to enter said Lands at the sites or locations 
identified on the attached Exhibit A map to perform construction, operation, 
modification, monitoring, and maintenance activities, which are described on Exhibit 
B, attached hereto. 

II. GRANTEE agrees to give reasonable notice to GRANTOR prior to initiation of 
access to the said Lands which is required to implement, construct, operate, modify, 
monitor, and maintain the Project 
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III. GRANTEE agrees to indemnify and hold GRANTOR harmless against and from any 
loss or liability on account of injuries to (including the death of) persons or to the 
property of others, including reasonable attorney’s fees; provided that such indemnity 
is limited to loss or liability that results from GRANTEE’s operations hereunder on 
said Lands.  In the event any suit is brought against GRANTOR to recover for or on 
account of any such damage, injury, or death, resulting from GRANTEE’s operations 
hereunder, GRANTEE will, at GRANTOR’s written request, appear and defend said 
suit at GRANTEE’s own sole cost, risk and expense, and GRANTEE will be 
responsible for any judgment that may be entered against GRANTOR therein when 
said suit is finally determined to the extent that such judgment is attributable to loss 
or liability that results from GRANTEE’s operations hereunder on said Lands. 
GRANTOR shall have no liability to GRANTEE for any damage done to structures 
or to the Project as a result of the activities of third persons. 

IV. GRANTEE shall be responsible for repair in like manner of any fences, bridges, 
roads, and other similar facilities and appurtenances located on said Lands which may 
be damaged or destroyed by GRANTEE, or its designees while on said Lands, but 
such repair shall be to that condition which existed immediately prior to GRANTEE’s 
activities.  GRANTEE shall remove or dispose of all debris associated with 
construction, operation and maintenance of the Project. 

V. It is understood GRANTOR shall retain the limits of its title and all property rights 
(subject to the rights of GRANTEE herein) in and to said Lands, and all minerals in, 
on, and under said Lands are not affected in any way hereby.  However, no structures 
and/or appurtenances constructed hereunder pursuant to the Project on said lands 
shall be adjusted, removed and/or interfered with by GRANTOR, or anyone holding 
rights by, through, or under GRANTOR. 

VI. Subject to the above, in its exercise of the rights herein granted, GRANTEE agrees 
not to unreasonably interfere with lawful activities now occurring, or authorized to 
occur, on said Lands, provided, however, that such use, occupation, and enjoyment 
shall not unreasonably interfere with the lawful activities of GRANTEE pursuant to 
this Agreement. 

VII. GRANTOR does not warrant title.  GRANTOR specifically does not warrant or 
represent the correctness of any survey, or any of the plats attached hereto which 
purport to show the location of said Lands. 

VIII. GRANTEE may assign or transfer, in whole or in part, any or all of its rights 
hereunder, but only to the extent necessary to implement the purposes of the Project 
on the said Lands. 

IX. This Agreement shall become effective upon the date of the signature of GRANTEE, 
and shall remain in effect for a term of twenty (20) years unless sooner released by 
GRANTEE; and, provided further, that if GRANTEE should fail to commence work 
or improvements on said Lands to implement the Project within five (5) years of 
GRANTEE’s execution hereof, this servitude shall automatically terminate and 
GRANTEE shall have no further rights hereunder. 

X. This Agreement shall be binding upon, and inure to the benefit of, the parties hereto, 
their heirs, successors in interest, transferees and assigns. 

XI. This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall 
constitute an original document which shall be binding upon any of the parties 
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executing same.  To facilitate recordation of this Agreement, the parties hereto agree 
that individual signature and acknowledgment pages from the various counterparts 
may be merged and combined with signature and acknowledgment pages from other 
counterparts. 

XII. This Agreement does not confer or waive any rights except as provided herein.
