5:108.1 Payment of fees. A permit shall not be valid until the fees prescribed by law have been paid,
nor shall an amendment to a permit be released until the additional fee, if any, has been paid.

On buildings, structures, electrical, gas, mechanical and plumbing
systems or alterations requiring a permit, a fee for each permit shall be paid as required, in accordance
with the schedule as established by the applicable governing authority.

5:108.3 Building permit valuations. Building permit valuation shall include total value of the work
for which a permit is being issued, such as electrical, gas, mechanical, plumbing equipment and other
permanent systems, including materials and labor.

5.108.4 Work commencing before permit issuance. Any person who without prior permission from
the building official commences any work on a building, structure, electrical, gas, mechanical or
plumbing system before obtaining the necessary permits shall be subject to a fee established by the local
jurisdiction that may be in addition to the required permit fees.
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5:108.5 Related fees. The payment of the fee for the construction, alteration, removal or demolition
for work done in connection to or concurrently with the work authorized by a building permit shall not
relieve the applicant or holder of compliance to the law.

5:108.6 Refunds. The South Central Regional Construction Code Council is authorized to establish a
refund policy.

5:108.7 RE-INSPECTION FEES.

1. Each re-inspection shall be $75.00. The re-inspection fee shall only be charged when a specific
inspector is required to make additional trips to the site. When possible, re-inspections should
be coordinated with other inspections within the discipline.

2. Failure to pass successfully the 3" re-inspection shall prompt the local building official to review
the Contractor’s license or certificate and/or the issued building permit. Said review may result
in the suspension of the Contractor’s license or certificate, revocation of the building permit
and/or require the builder to hire a licensed contractor to complete the construction.

THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, that the Lafourche Parish Council convened in Regular
Session on , and does hereby approve the amendment to this Ordinance;

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this Ordinance shall be forwarded to
Municode, the Director of Plans and Permit; the Department Head of DPW; and the Office of the
Parish Administrator.

All Ordinances by the Lafourche Parish Council conflicting with or inconsistent
with the provisions of these regulations are hereby repealed.

Any person who without prior permission from
the building official commences any work on a building, structure, electrical, gas, mechanical or
plumbing system before obtaining the necessary permits shall be subject to a fee established by the local
jurisdiction that may be in addition to the required permit fees.
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5:108.5 Related fees. The payment of the fee for the construction, alteration, removal or demolition

for work done in connection to or concurrently with the work authorized by a building permit shall not
relieve the applicant or holder of compliance to the law.

5:108.6 Refunds. The South Central Regional Construction Code Council is authorized to establish a
refund policy.

5:108.7 RE-INSPECTION FEES.

1. Each re-inspection shall be $75.00. The re-inspection fee shall only be charged when
a specific inspector is required to make additional trips to the site. When possible, re-
inspections should be coordinated with other inspections within the discipline.

2. Failure to pass successfully the 3" re-inspection shall prompt the local building official
to review the Contractor’s license or certificate and/or the issued building permit. Said
review may result in the suspension of the Contractor’s license or certificate, revocation
of the building permit and/or require the builder to hire a licensed contractor to complete
the construction.

12 In connection with their operation and maintenance of the Station pursuant
i Article 1.1 above, LITTLE LAKE and GAS shall (i) keep the area in the immediate
vicinity of the Station, and the adjacent drainage conuls, free and clear of all tash, debris,
weeds and vegetation, (i) maintain all Station equipment and related appurtenances to 4
standard consistent with their past maintenance practices and (iii) keep reasonable records
of significant activities related to their operation and maintenance of the Swtion.

ARTICLE 11
CoST OF CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS

2.1 LITTLE LAKE, GAS and the GOVERNMENT acknowledge that the South
Lafourche Levee Distriet is raising that portion of the Larose to Cialden Meadow
Hurricane Protection Levee that partially surrounds Clovelly Farms from its current 9.5
elevation to a projected 13,5 elevation. As result of this work, the Station will have to be
modified, upgraded and improved in order to operate properly and maintain its cureent
level of pumping efficiency.

13 The GovernmENT shall pay all necessary capital costs, imcluding all
engineering charges, consulting fees and overhead, associated with modifying, upgrading
and improving the Station 1o accommodate the increased height of the portion of the
Larose to Golden Meadow Hurricanc Protection Levee that surrounds Clovelly Farims on
the north, east and south sides and tw maintain the Station’s design parameters for the
volume of water it is able to pump. The estimated costs of these capim! improvements
shall include, but shall not be limited to, the following:

$398,300.00; and

227 The cost of testing, inspecting, overhauling or replacing the existing
pumps and engines to ensure their continued performance at their original specifications;

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223 The cost of adding & fourth engine and pump 1o ensure continued
sufficient drainage when taking into account the sge of the existing pumps and engines,

23 Lirrie Lakk, GAS and the GOVERNMENT shall jointly design, plan,
approve and construct all medifications, upgrades and improvements to the Station
deemed necessary for the continued safe and efficient aperation of the Station to design
eriterin following the South Lofourche Levee District's work to raise the height of the
portion of the Larose 1o Golden Meadow Hurricane Protection Levee that sutrounds
Clovelly Farms.

24 The GovernsENT shall pay, and shall be solely responsible for, all costs
associated with the planning, design and construetion of the modifications, upgrades and
improvements to the Sttion required or deemed necessary as a result of the South
Latourche Levee District’s work.

2.5  All modifications, upgrades and rmprovements to the Station shall be

completed by and shall comply with ull applicable

state andfor federal statutes, regulations or requirements.
ARTICLE 111
CosTS OF OPERATION

3.1  The GOVERNMENT shall pay all setual costs and expenses incurred by
LATTLE Lake ond GAS in the daily operation of the Station; provided, however, thal
LITTLE LakE and GAS shall not undertuke any aclion reasonably estimated to exceed
Twenty-five Thousand Dollurs ($25,000), without first obtaining written authorization for
expenditure (AFE) from the GOVERNMENT; and provided further that this Hmitation shall
not apply in an emergency situation involving heulth, safety or the protection of the
environment,

32 LoTie LAKE and GAS shall, on an annunl basis, submit a Request for
Reimbursement to the GOVERNMENT on or before Octaber | of each calendar year secking
reimbursement of all costs and expenses incurred in connection with the daily operation of
the Station for the period beginning on October 1 and ending on September 30 of the

1.3 The GoverNMenT shall pay all Requests for Reimbursement submitted by

LiTTLE Laks and GAS within thirty (30) days following receipt thereof, except that if the
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GIOVERNMENT disputes any item invoieed, it shall within twenty (20) days after receipt of
the invoice notify LITTLE Laki and GAS of the amount disputed, specifying the reason
therefor, and payment of the disputed amount may be withheld until settlement of the
dispute, but payment shall be made of any undisputed portion.

ARTICLE IV
BUDGET

4.1 Within thirty (30} days of October | of each calendar year, LITTLE LAKE
and GAS shall provide the GOVERNMENT with an annual budget (“Budget™) covering
operation of the Sttion for the fiscal year beginning October 1 and ending on September
30 of the following yesr. The Budget shall include the estimated annual operating
expenses for the following year, including (i) the estimated cost for repairs and
maintenance of the Station, (i) the estimated cost of capital improvements, (ifi} estimated
general and administrative costs, and (iv) a reasonable allowance lor unanticipated costs
and expenses.

42  The Govirsmewt shall approve or reject the Budget on or before
December |, and its fuilure 1o do either shall be deemed an approval of the Budget as
aubmitted.

43 In the event the GOVERNMENT shall reject the Budget, it shall furnish
LITTLE LAKE and GAS with written notice specifying the particular grounds and reasons
upon which its rejection shall be based. LirTLE LAKE, GAS and the GOVERNMENT shall
cooperate in good faith to reach an agreement on a Budget sufficiently in advance of
stibmission of the GOVERNMENT'S annual budget for the Parish of Lafourche, such that the

Hudget will be included in appropriation of funds for the Parish's annual budget.
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44  In the event LiTTLE LAKE, GAS und the GOVERNMENT are unable to agree
on # Budget within the time period required to incorporate its provisions into the Parish's
annual budget submission, or in the ¢vent LITTLE LAKE und GAS fil, for any reason, to
submit a Budget o the GOVERNMENT, then the Budget from the then current year will be
deemed to be the Budget for the Tollowing year, and will be used 45 the basis for inclusion
in the GOVERNMENT'S annual budgel submission lor the following year. LITTLE LAKE,
GAS and the CGOVERNMENT may ngree o nmend such Budget as necessary to provide for
incrensed costs and expenses and the GOVERNMENT will use its best efforts to secire the
udditional funding required to satisfy the amended Budget.

45  The GoVERNMENT shall make a good faith effort to obtain an appropristion
of funds sufficient to pay the Budget for the following year. In the event the
GOVERNMENT does not appropriate funds sufficient to pay the entire Budget for any year,
the GovERNMENT will immediately notify LiTTLE LakE and GAS, and LITTLE LARE and
GAS shall have the right to terminate this Agreement as provided herein,

46  If, at any time, LITTLE Lake and GAS notify the GOVERNMENT that the
anticipated or actunl costs and expenses incurred by LOTTLE Lake and GAS in the
operation af the Station are in excess of those budgeted, the GOVERNMENT will make a
good faith effort to obtain approval for the appropriation of additional amounts sufficient
oy cover the excess.

ARTICLE ¥
EMERGENCY REFPAIRE AND MAINTENANCE

51 In the event of any emergéncy, shnormal condition or oceurrence, and
which requires immediate action fo remedy, LITTLE LAKE and GAS may take Wny action
they deem necessary to remedy the emergency condition without advance approval by the
GOVERNMENT,

52  LrriE Lake and GAS will attempl to provide the GOVERNMENT with
reasonable notice under the circumstances of the emergency condition and explain actions
1o be undertaken by LITTLE LAKE and GAS, but shall not be liable to the GOVERNMENT for
any failure to do so0.

5.3  The GovernsMenT shall cooperate with, and provide assistunce and suppott

to, LiTTLE LAKE and GAS in responding to an emergency condition, and shall reimburse
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Lirrie Lake and GAS for all reasonable costs and expenses meurred n connection their
response to the emergency condition.
ARTICLE VI
RIGHT oF Way

6.1 LiTTLE LAKE and GAS hereby prant the GOVERNMENT, its employees,
officers, agents and representatives o non-exclusive personal right of way and use (the
“Right of Way™) for the limited purpose of inspecting, evaluating or otherwise viewing or
visiting the Station. The GovErNMENT shall provide written dotification of the identity
and contact information of the supervisar respunsible all persons authorized to use the
right of way and shall act in good faith to limit the number of persons using the right of
way tn those necessary for the legitimate purpose of inspecting, evaluating or otherwise
viewing or visiting the Station,

6.2  The route of ingress and egress s more particalarly shown on the plat
annexed hereto and made i part hereof as Exhibit “B." The GOVERNMENT scknowledges
that it has no right to access any other portion of Little Luke’s and GAS's property
pursaant to this right of way.

63  Porlions of the above described route are used by both Stone Energy
Corporation and the sugar cane farmers who have pre-existing farming rights : over
portions of Clovelly Farms. [n exercising the rights granted to it under this Right of Way,
GovERNMENT shall not unduly interfere with the operations of Stone Energy Corparation,
the sugar cane farmers or their successors.

64  LITTLE LAk ond GAS shall be solely respansible for maintaining the
condition of the route and path subject to the Right of Way, but make no representation or
warranty as to the present or future condition of the existing road.  LITTLE LAKE and GAS
shall not be required to muke any repairs to the road, except those repairs which LiTTLE
Laki and GAS shall, in their sole diseretion, deem necessary or appropriate.

6.5  The GOVERNMENT'S right to use the Right of Way granted by this Article
V1 shall be subject to the provisions of Articles X and X1 of this Agreement,

6.6 The Right of Way granted to the GOVERNMENT under this Aricle V1 shall

not be assigned without the prior written consent of LITTLE Lake and GAS.
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ARTICLE V11

BoaT LauNcu FACILITY,
ROAD RIGHT-0OF-WAY AND CANAL USE LEASE

7.1  Contemporancous with, and a5 partinl copsideration for, the execution of
this Agreement, LITTLE LAKE and GAS have granted the GOVERNMENT a Boat Launch
Freility, Road Right of Way and Canal Use Lease ("Lease”) providing for public nccess
to, and use of, the boat luunch facitity and private canal loested on the Property. A copy
of the Lease is attached hereto nnd made a part hereol as Exhibit *C".

ARTICLE Vil
INDEMNIFICATION AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY

81 The following indemnifications and releases of liability will apply to all
work performed under this Agreement. In the event one party must bring lepal action in
order W enforce an indemnification, all such legal costs shall be included as part of the
indemnification.

8.1.1 THE GOVERNMENT'S INDEMNMIFICATION OF LITTLE LAKE AND GAS. The
GoVERNMENT shall indemnify, release, defend, protect and hold harmless LITTLE Lake:
and GAS, and each of them, together with their respective parent, subsidiaries and

and liabilities, of whatsoever nature or character, for personal injury or death, property
dumage, loss or destruction, susmined by the GOVERNMENT, its members, employees,
directors, officers, agents, contractors, subcontractors and representatives, nned  their
respective employees or representatives, in any way directly or indirectly arising out of,
resulting from or in connection with any services performed under this Agreement,
without regard to the conse or couses thereof (including bul not limited to the neghgence
or fault (including stice lability) of the LiTTLE LAKE and GAS INDEMNIFIED PARTIES),
and without regard to whether the claim against the Indemnified Parties is based upon

common law, civil law, maritime low, staute, or one or more indemnification agreements

with a third party.

LITTLE LAKE and GAS shall indemnify, relense, defend, protect and hold harmless the
GoOVERNMENT, its constituent members, and each of their respective employees, directors,
officers, agents and representatives (collectively the “GOVERNMENT [NDEMNIFIED
PanTiEs”) from and against ony and all claims, demands, suits, couses ol action,
judgments, losses, damages, penalties, fines, costs and expenses (including without
limitation court costs and attomey’s fees) md lisbilities, of whatsoever nature or
character, for personal injury or death, properly damage, loss or destructlon, sustained by
LITTLE LAKE and GAS, their respective parents, subsidiuries, affiliates, contractors and
subcontractors, and their emplovees, directors, officers, agents and representatives in any
way dircatly or indirectly arising out of, resulting from or in connection with sy services
performed under this Agreement, without regard to the cause or causes thereof (including
but not limited to the negligence or fuult (incloding steict liability) of the GOVERNMENT
INDEMNIFIED ParTies), and without regard to whether the claim against the GOVERNMENT
INDEMNIFIED PARTIES is based upon common law, civil law, maritime law, statute, or one
or more indemnification agreements with o third party.

814 LIMITATION ON THE LIABILITY OF LITTLE LAKE AND GAS
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contuined in this Agreement, in no event shall
the Linbility of LitTLE LAKE and GAS 1o the GOVERNMENT INDEMNIFIED PARTIES at any

time hereunder extend to or include lability for loss of profit, business interruption,
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increased overhead, or any special, incidental or consequential damage of any kind or
character, in any way directly or indirectly arsing out of, resulting from or in connection
with any activitics or services performed under this Agreement by LiTTLE LAKE and GAS,
or by either of their respective employees, directors, officers, agenis, contractors,
subcontractors and representatives, regardless whether or pot such liability is based on,
breach of warranty, breach of contract, tort, negligence (whether sole, joint, concurrent,
ictive or passive) strict linbility or otherwise.

Except as otherwise expressly limited herein, it is
the intent of parties hereto that ull indemnity obligations andfor labilities assumed by such
parties under terms of this Agreement be without limil and without regard to the cause or
couses thereof, including preexisting conditions, the unseaworthiness of any vessel or
vessels, strict liability, breach of representation or warranty (express or implied), breach of
contract, product lisbility, the violation of any federal, state, or local smiuve, regulation,
ardinance or other law, or the negligence of any party or parties, whether such negligence
be sole, joint, contributory, or cancurrent, active or passive, ordinury or gross, The
indemnities, and releases and assumptions of liability extended by the parties hereto shall
extend to the parties, their officers, directors, agents and employees, partners, and any
joint ownet, subsidiary, parent, division or holding and affiliated companies. The terma

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against the GOVERNMENT or LITTLE LAKE and GAS by reason of any agreement of
contractunl indemnity with o person ar entity not-a party hereto.

8.5  DuUTY TO INVESTIOATE AND DEFEND. The indermnitor party further agrees to
imvestigate, handle, respond to, provide defense for and defesd any claim at its sole
expense und agrees to beat all attorney’s fees, costs, and expenses related thereto, even if
the claim is groundless, lalse, fraudulent, or without legal or factunl merit. It is dgroed
that the indemmnitee shall have the nght to approve the indemnitor’s designation of
attomeys,

g6  The mdemnilication and payment abligations set forth in this Agreement
shall survive termination of this Agreement s to events ocourring prior to termination,

ARTICLE IX
INSURANCE

9.1 Ar ny and all times during the term of this Agreement, LITTLE LAKE and
GAS, on behall of the GOVERNMENT, agree 1o procure and maintain in full force and
effect insurance of the types and in the minimum amounts as set forth in Exhibit “D*”
hereto, The insurance requirements set forlly in Exhibit "D" are independent of, in
addition and supplementary (o the indemnity obligations undertaken by the parties
Article VI of this Agreement, and shall not limit or restrict as to @mount, extent or
otherwise such indemnity obligations undertaken by LITTLE LAKE and GAS. The failure
of tnability of LiTTLE LAKE and GAS to oblain such insurance covernge, following o
rensonable and documented effort 1o do o shall not constitute a default of this
Agreement.

9.2  Without affecting or reducing the amount or scope of the indemnities owed
by the parties, LITTLE Lake, GAS and the GOVERNMENT agree to support their respective
indemnity ohligations in Article Y1II by primary and excess general lability insurance, or
by qualified selfinsurance, which shall provide covernge for contractually assumed
linbility in at least the amounts required 1w be provided by Exhibit “D™ tn this Agreement.
The insurance policies shall also be endorsed to ndd, ns applicable, the GOVERNMENT

instreds: to include waivers of subrogation in favor of the same; and that the insurance

shall be primary, and not excess of contributing insurance, relating to uny other policies
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carried. Prior to performing any work under this Agreement, each party shall furnish the
other sufficient documentary evidence of compliance with this subparagraph.

11,1.4 Notwithstanding any provision comtained herein oo the contrary,
either party may lerminate this Agreement for cause by written notice of default or breach
{the “Notice"] to the other party setting forth, with reasonable detail and particularity, the
facts relied upon as constituting the cause for termination, The party receiving such
Notice shall have thirty (30) days from réceipt to cure the defanlt or breach, failing which
this Agreement shall terminate on the lnst day of the month following the expiration of
said thirty (30) doy period, Any dispute as to a party’s right to terminate pursuant to this

B. PLAN REVIEW AND INSPECTION FEES (OPTIONAL)

The above fee schedule assumes
participation with South Central Planning & Development’s Regional Plan Review and Inspection
Services. The following is a breakdown of the above fee:

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The permit fee shall be discounted by the above percentages when applicants utilize independent third
party inspectors (55%) and/or plan reviewers (25%).
