determine what type of hydrologic and hydraulic model is most appropriate for 
each basin. 

Using aerial photography, lidar, existing data and newly collected data develop 
stormwater ru noff hydrographs using the Corps of Engineers HEC-1 model. 
Determine land use for calculating runoff curve numbers. Overland arnd channel 
flow slopes, lengths, and roughness values will also be determined. 

Using surveyed cross sectiorn data and aerial photography, route the storm 
hydrographs computed by HEC-1 to determine maximum water surface 
elevations using either HEC-11 or the Corps of Engineers UNET model. 

The 4% chance rainfall event (25 year storm), 24 hour duration with a total depth 
of rainfall of 10.8 incnes according to NWS Technical Paper No. 40 will be 
modeled. In gravity areas, tailwater conditions modeled will include "normal" 
water surface elevations and "high tide" water surface elevations, which will be 
determined later with approval of the Parish. The work under this project is to be 
focused on the rainfall event described above and not surge events created by 
hurricane events. 

Water surface profiles in channels modeled will be presented in a color coded 
easy to understari'ld graphical manner. Areas of inundation within areas modeled 
will not be mapped. This modeling effort is meant to create a backbone of the 
numerous drainage systems, both gravity and forced drainage. 

For example, a lateral collection ditch draining into a main pump station collector 
canal will not be modeled nor addressed as part of this project. The water 
surface profile or tailwater condition generated by this project would then be used 
to develop an aCCl!Jrate model of a lateral collection ditch in a much more detailed 
analysis later. 

Generate large scale aerial photography displays for public outreach - phase 2 
described below.

Conduct public meetings in the following four locations to gather and document 
public input on drainage concerns and problems - Chackbay, Thibodaux, Central 
Lafourche and South Lafourche. 

The format for the meetings will be an open house with large aerial photography 
displays followed by a presentation then an open mic alloWing the general public 
to point out drainage concerns. Meetings will be video recorded and minutes 
developed. 
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Parish will assist with developing meeting locations. No costs are budgeted at 
this time for meetirng rooms - use of public facilities is alilticipated. 

Design and print 2000 il1lformation sheets for distribution at public meetings, 
Ilibraries, parish offices, etc.

Modify the existing conditions models developed in Task #6 to test various 
measures (e.QJ., culvert replacement, channel improvements, pump station 
upgrades) to lower water surface profiles using public input gathered in Task #7, 
website and other methods as a basis for modifying models. Updated water 
surface profiles will be presented in a color coded easy to understand graphical 
manner. 

Develop conceptual project budgets (construction, design and administration) 
and prioritize proposed improvements within drainage areas. Environmental 
ramifications to proposed improvements including mitigation costs will also be 
considered.
