“FIVE (5) TON WEIGHT LIMIT” ESTABLISHED ON PARISH ROAD TO
INCLUDE THE VERBIAGE PER AXLE.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 4818 is hereby amended to read as follows: 

ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A FIVE (5) TON WEIGHT LIMIT PER AXLE ON THAT
PORTION OF PARISH ROAD WHICH CONTAINS SPEED HUMPS, THIBODAUX, LA.,
WARD (1), DISTRICT (2), PARISH OF LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA; REQUIRING
THE PLACEMENT OF “WEIGHT LIMIT” “FIVE (5) TON WEIGHT LIMIT PER AXLE”
SIGNS; AND PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS THEREOF.

 BE   IT   ORDAINED,      by the Lafourche Parish Council, convened in Regular Session on
                                       , that:

SECTION 1. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate or drive any type of vehicle upon
that portion of Parish Road which contains speed humps, Ward (1) , District (2) Parish of Lafourche,
State of Louisiana, at a weight greater than five (5) tons per axle.

SECTION 2. The necessary placement of “Weight Limit” “ Five (5)Ton Weight Limit Per
Axle” signs shall be erected on that portion of Parish Road which contains speed humps.

SECTION 3. The weight limit set forth in this Ordinance shall apply to any person operating
a motor vehicle other than a vehicle providing a necessary service to the residents upon said street.

SECTION 4. The Sheriff of this Parish is hereby specifically requested to assist in the
enforcement of the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance shall upon conviction
thereof, be punished by imprisonment in the parish jail for a period of not more than thirty (30) days,
or by fine of not more than five hundred dollars ($500.00) or by both such imprisonment and fine, at the
discretion of the court.

SECTION 6. If any section, part, paragraph, sentence or clause of this Ordinance should be
declared invalid or unenforceable, such invalidity or defect shall not affect the remaining sections,
paragraphs, parts, sentences, or clauses hereof and, to this end, the several provisions hereof are hereby
declared to be severable.
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SECTION 7. All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances by the Lafourche Parish Council
conflicting with or inconsistent with the provisions of these regulations are hereby repealed.

SECTION 8. This Ordinance shall be published in the Official Journal of the Lafourche Parish
Council in the manner provided by law.

BE   IT    ORDAINED,       by the Lafourche Parish Council, convened in regular session on
                                     , that:

SECTION 1. Ordinance No. 4831 is hereby amended to reduce the speed limit from 45 miles
per hour to 30 miles per hour on that portion of Laurel Valley Road 300 feet beyond the end of the
blacktop to the Choctaw Road, Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana.

SECTION 2. The necessary “Speed Limit”signs shall be erected as deemed necessary on Laurel
Valley Road.

SECTION 3. The speed limit set forth in this Ordinance shall not apply to vehicles when
operated with due regard for safety, under the directions of the Louisiana Department of Public Safety
or other peace officer, in the chase or apprehension of violators of the law or of any person charged with
or suspected of any such violation, nor to any fire department or fire patrol vehicles when traveling in
emergencies.  This exemption shall not, however, protect the driver, owner, or operator of any such
vehicles from the consequences of reckless disregard of the safety of others.

SECTION 4. The Sheriff of this Parish is hereby specifically requested to assist in the
enforcement of the provisions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5. If any section, clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations shall
be held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not affect any other section,
clause, paragraph, provision or portion of these regulations.

SECTION 6. Any person who violates the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon conviction
thereof, be punished by imprisonment in the Parish jail for a period of not more than thirty (30) days,
or by fine of not more than five hundred dollars ($500.00) or by both such imprisonment and fine, at
the discretion of the Court.

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SERVITUDE AGREEMENT 
 

THIS SERVITUDE AGREEMENT, made and executed this _________ day of 
___________________________________________, 2010, by and between 
CLOTHILDA PLANTIATION, INC. represented by PRESIDENT JOHN W. 
BARKER, as per resolution attached herein, hereinafter called the "Grantor") and the 
Parish of Lafourche, through its Parish Council (hereinafter called the "Grantee"). 

 
WITNESSETH THAT for the good and valuable considerations of this donation, 

the Grantor, does hereby grant unto the Grantee, their successors and assigns, the right, 

liberty and authority to enter upon and to operate and maintain and construct a levee and 

borrow canal, to be Fifty-Foot (50’) in width, in over and upon a portion of the following 

described land situated in the Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, to-wit: 

 
A certain tract of land situated in the Parish of Lafourche, State of 
Louisiana, on the left descending bank of Bayou Lafourche know as 
Clothilda Plantation Inc, in the Lockport Community, in Section 11, 12, 
13, 14 and 15, Township 16 South, Range 19 East, Bounded above by 
State Highway 654, below by property of Golden Ranch Plantation, Inc., 
bounded east by property of Golden Ranch Plantation Inc., bounded west 
by State Highway 308.  

 
 Said above mentioned maintenance servitude shall commence Four Thousand 
Five-hundred (4,500’) feet more or less from east of Highway 308 at the southern Right 
of Way of Highway 654 and the Mathews Canal. Thence in southeasterly direction along 
and adjacent the Mathews Canal for a distance of one thousand (100)’ feet more or less, 
Thence in a northeasterly direction for a distance of three (3,000’) feet more or less to a 
point of termination. . All as shown on an attached drawing entitled EXHIBIT A. 
 

It is further understood that this grant is not a conveyance of the full ownership of 

the property herein described and the parties herein specifically agree that the servitude 

may only be used by the Parish, its agents, employees, and/or assigns, for the 

maintenance and operation of said facilities, and is not intended as a servitude of passage 

for the general public. It is further understood that this agreement excludes any aspects of 

the privately owned pump station that is on the property, this will be maintained by 

GRANTOR.

be responsible for any claims or damages on account of bodily or personal injury,
