USE OF GRANT PROCEEDS: Hiring of Additional Planning Staff to Manage and
Implement Recovery Plans

TERM: January 1, 2010 through December 31, 2012
(end date to be no more than 36 months later than begin date)

PARTIES:
This Cooperative Endeavor Agreement (hereinafter “Agreement” or

“Contract”), is made and entered on the dates and at the places subscribed below by and
between the State of Louisiana, Division of Administration, Office of Community
Development (hereinafter “OCD” or “State”), represented herein by Paul Rainwater, its
duly appointed and authorized Executive Director, and Lafourche Parish Government
(hereinafter “Lafourche Parish”) represented herein by Charlotte A. Randolph, its duly elected
Parish President.
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1.0 PREAMBLES

1.1 WHEREAS, The Constitution of the State of Louisiana Article VII, Section
14(c)provides that "For a public purpose, the State and its political subdivisions or political
corporations may engage in cooperative endeavors with each other, with the United States
or its agencies, or with any public or private association, corporation, or individual;”

1.2  WHEREAS, In the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina and Hurricane Rita, the
United States Congress, through Public Law 109-148 and through Public Law 109-234,
allocated funds to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development Community
Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) Program for use through the State of Louisiana for
disaster recovery;

1.3 WHEREAS, OCD, on behalf of the State of Louisiana, administers the
State’s CDBG disaster recovery program, which is subject to the federal statutes and
regulations of governing the CDBG programs, as modified by exceptions and waivers
previously granted and which may hereinafter be granted by the U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development;

1.4  WHEREAS, OCD obtained from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (“HUD”) the approval of a State Action Plan which authorizes expenditure of up to
9.5 million dollars of the CDBG recovery allocation for Planning;

1.5 WHEREAS, on November 9, 2007, HUD approved Action Plan Amendment 16
(First Allocation) — Reallocation of Planning Funds, with the purpose of reallocation of Three
Million Dollars ($3,000,000) from the Technical Assistance program to the category of Planning.

1.6  WHEREAS, Lafourche Parish is eligible for up to One Hundred Eighty Two
Thousand Seven Hundred and no/100 Dollars ($182,700.00) in CDBG funds for Planning over a
three year period. Eligibility will be based upon performance of Lafourche Parish required by
this Agreement and availability of CDBG funds.

1.7 WHEREAS, The public purpose to be derived from this Agreement is to
address ongoing planning issues resulting from the impact of Hurricanes Katrina and Rita
on the most hurricane affected parishes. The funds from this grant are to be used
specifically for the necessary hiring of additional staff to help manage recovery plans
and/or recovery projects in Lafourche Parish. The activities funded with this grant are
eligible activities as defined by HUD under 24 CFR 105(a)(12) which provides that
activities under this title may include activities necessary to develop a policy-planning-
management capacity so that the recipient of assistance under this title may more rationally
and effectively carry out the management, coordination, and monitoring activities
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necessary for effective planning implementation.

1.8 WHEREAS, The actions of the OCD and Lafourche Parish will resultin a
public benefit described in detail not disproportionate to the consideration in this
Agreement.

1.9 THEREFORE, the State of Louisiana, Division of Administration, Office of
Community Development as administrator of the CDBG Disaster Recovery Program, subject to
the terms and conditions of this Agreement, shall make available to Lafourche Parish
Government (“Lafourche Parish”) the CDBG Disaster Recovery funds in the gross amount up to
One Hundred Eighty Two Thousand Seven Hundred and no/100 Dollars ($182,700.00), for the
purpose of hiring additional staff to help manage and implement recovery plans and/or recovery
projects in Lafourche Parish as referenced above. Lafourche Parish Consolidated Government
shall supplement its existing staff with qualified staff as detailed in Exhibit B (Professional
Qualifications) which is attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement. Lafourche Parish
shall use the funds provided under this Agreement to defray the costs of salary of additional
planning staff.

2.0 TERM OF CONTRACT

This Cooperative Endeavor Agreement shall begin on January 1, 2010 and end on December
31,2012. (end date to be no more than 36 months from beginning date)

3.0 SCOPE OF SERVICES

Lafourche Parish shall hire planning staff funded by this Cooperative Endeavor
Agreement. The planning staff shall work directly on the development and implementation of
locally designated parish recovery plans or projects in a parish planning office or redevelopment/
recovery office. Lafourche Parish hereby agrees to hire qualified planning staff to develop,
manage, and implement recovery plans and/or recovery projects, directly related to CDBG
recovery activities including, but not limited to the following:

» Development and implementation of the Parish’s long-term recovery plan

* Development and implementation of the Parish’s Redevelopment and Disposition Plans

* Development of small area plans directly related to recovery and redevelopment

» Revising existing plans and ordinances to conform with recovery and redevelopment
plans and principles
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= Review of property redevelopment disposition proposals must be limited to
management of recovery plans and/or recovery planning projects.

40 PROJECT MANAGEMENT

4.1 — Provide Project Work Plan — Lafourche Parish shall develop and maintain

42 -

a Project Work Plan that breaks down the work to be performed into
manageable phases, activities and tasks as appropriate. The Project Work
Plan must clearly identify the organizational structure of the intended
planning agency and how the funded planning position(s) fit within that
structure. It is also required that parishes identify specific tasks for these
positions in their applications. The Project Work Plan will identify:
activities/tasks to be performed, project personnel requirements, estimated
workdays/personnel hours to complete, expected start and completion
dates. Scheduled completion dates for each deliverable shall specifically
be included. OCD through monitoring shall identify Lafourche Parish
activities/tasks that will not meet scheduled completion dates so that
appropriate adjustments may be made. The Project Work Plan shall
include methods utilized for the integration of the plan policies into Parish
Redevelopment and Disposition Plans, the Implementation of the Long
Term Recovery Plan, the modification of existing policies in order to
facilitate parish recovery initiatives, and for the review of property
disposition proposals. The Project Work Plan shall also include any other
planning activities associated with Parish recovery efforts.

The funds provided by this Cooperative Endeavor Agreement are not a
long term commitment to fund parish planning staff. Over the course of
the 3 year period, funding will decrease and it is expected that Lafourche
Parish will either budget for the balance of the funds given the previous
year or have less planning staff capacity. Lafourche Parish will be asked
to identify how they will continue to meet their planning needs as funds
decrease.

Provide Project Progress Reports — Lafourche Parish shall submit
quarterly progress reports signed by the Lafourche Parishs Project
Manager to the State’s Project Director, or his designee. Each progress
report shall describe the status of Lafourche Parish performance since the
preceding report, including the products delivered, descriptions of the
problems encountered with recovery initiatives and methods utilized for
resolving them, the work to be accomplished in the coming reporting
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period, and identifying issues requiring management attention, particularly
those which may affect the scope of services, the project budget, or the
deliverables to be provided by Lafourche Parish. Each report shall
identify activities by reference to the Project Work plan where applicable.
Lafourche Parish shall provide progress on the Long Term Recovery Plans
if not approved. If approved, progress implementing plans shall be
documented. Lafourche Parish shall provide progress of planning
projects undertaken by staff. Lafourche Parish shall provide to the State
complete information regarding proposed projects for following quarter.
OCD shall review Quarterly Progress Reports according to the Monitoring
Plan provided in Exhibit C.

4.3 Provide Planning Personnel Qualifications and Time Sheets — Prior to
submitting the initial draw request, Lafourche Parish shall submit to State
Project Director a copy of job descriptions, job advertisement, and a
resume for each planner hired by Lafourche Parish . Lafourche Parish
shall submit with each draw request the related time sheets to the State
Project Director indicating effort expended and work performed by each
member of its planning staff, participating in this contract. Time sheets
shall, at a minimum, identify the name of the individual performing the
work and the number of hours worked during the period by Project Work
Plan task.

4.4 Provide Quarterly Financial Reports — Lafourche Parish shall provide
quarterly financial reports.

OCD shall review Quarterly Financial Reports according to the Monitoring Plan
provided in Exhibit C, attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement.

5.0 PROCUREMENT

5.1 Compliance

Lafourche Parish shall conduct all procurement transactions in a manner
providing for full and open competition and comply with the applicable
procurement regulations. Lafourche Parish shall submit to OCD executed copies
of all contracts along with documentation concerning the selection process. All
program assets (unexpended program income, etc.) shall revert to the OCD upon
termination of this Agreement. Requirements regarding reversion of Equipment
shall conform to 24 CFR 84.34.

5.2 OMB Standards
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Unless specified otherwise within this agreement, Lafourche Parish shall
procure all materials, property, or services in accordance with the requirements of

24 CFR 84.40-48 or 24 CFR 85.36.
5.3 Travel

Travel expenses shall not be reimbursed under this agreement.

5.4 Indirect Costs

Indirect costs may not be charged to the grant proceeds or as administrative
expenses by Lafourche Parish.

5.5. Utilization of Small, Minority and Women’s Owned Enterprises.

Lafourche Parish shall make positive efforts to insure all procurement involves
the utilization of small businesses, minority-owned firms, and women's business
enterprises, whenever possible following the steps outlined in 24 CFR 84.44(b)
Procurement for Non-Profit organizations or 24 CFR 85.36(e) Procurement for
Local Governments as applicable.

5.6 Sole Source Procurement

Lafourche Parish shall specifically identify all awards of sole source contracts and
the rationale for making the award on a sole source basis in reports to OCD. All
sole-source procurements will be reported to the U.S. Congress as per PL 109-
148.

6.0 LAFOURCHE PARISH RESOURCES
6.1 Project Manager.

Lafourche Parish shall provide a project manager to provide day-to-day
management of project tasks and activities, coordination of Lafourche
Parish support and administrative activities, and for supervision of
Lafourche Parish employees. The project manager shall possess the
technical and functional skills and knowledge to direct all aspects of the
project. The Project Manager for Lafourche Parish will be Pat Matherne,
Lafourche Parish Government, or his designee.
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6.2 Key Personnel Lafourche Parish shall assign planning staff that possesses
the knowledge, skills, and abilities to successfully perform assigned tasks.
The qualifications of the planning staff are detailed in Exhibit B
(Professional Qualifications), attached hereto and made a part of this
Agreement.

6.3 Personnel Changes. Lafourche Parishs Project Manager and other key
personnel including planning staff assigned to this Contract have been
assigned based on the project scope. Lafourche Parish will make its best
efforts to not replace any of the key personnel, unless there is a reasonable
need to do so. Lafourche Parish will notify the State of any changes in
writing. In the event any Lafourche Parish personnel become unavailable
due to resignation, illness or other factors, excluding assignment to project
outside of this contract, outside of Lafourche Parish reasonable control, as
the case may be, Lafourche Parish shall be responsible for providing
adequately qualified replacement to avoid delays to the work plan.

7.0 STATE PROJECT DIRECTOR

The State shall appoint a Project Director for this Contract who will provide oversight of the
activities conducted herein. The Project Director is Paul Rainwater, or his designee.
Notwithstanding Lafourche Parish responsibility for the total management during the
performance of this Cooperative Endeavor Agreement, the assigned State Project Director shall
be the principal point of contact for Lafourche Parish concerning Lafourche Parish performance
under this Cooperative Endeavor Agreement.

7.1 PERFORMANCE MONITORING

OCD will monitor the performance of Lafourche Parish as provided in Exhibit C, Performance
Monitoring, attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement. Substandard performance as
determined by OCD will constitute noncompliance with this Agreement. If action to correct
such substandard performance is not taken by Lafourche Parish within 30 days after being
notified by OCD, contract suspension or termination procedures will be initiated.

The State reserves the right to conduct Performance Monitoring at appropriate checkpoints
throughout the project. Lafourche Parish will facilitate the monitoring process by making staff
and information available as requested by the monitors at no additional cost to the State.
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7.2 PERFORMANCE MEASURES

The performance measures for this contract shall include the successful performance and
completion of the Lafourche Parish tasks as provided in this Agreement set forth in detail in the
Statement of Work in Section 3.0, Scope of Services. Lafourche Parish shall submit to OCD, at
the end of each quarter, a Quarterly Progress Report and Quarterly Financial Report. The
Quarterly Project Progress Report and Quarterly Financial Report shall be received by OCD
within 15 days of the month following the reported quarter. The Quarterly Reports (both
Progress and Financial) shall coincide with the calendar quarters. The First Quarterly Report,
(comprising January, February, and March) shall be due no later than April 15™. The Second
Quarterly Report (comprising April, May, and June) shall be due no later than July 15" The
Third Quarterly Report (comprising July, August, September) shall be due no later than October
15™ and the Fourth Quarterly Report (comprising October, November, December) shall be due
no later than Januaryl 5" of the following year. A Quarterly Progress Report and a Quarterly
Financial Report are due for every quarter of each calendar year of the contract term.

8.0 COMPENSATION AND MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF CONTRACT

In consideration of the services required under this Cooperative Endeavor Agreement, the State
hereby agrees to pay to Lafourche Parish Government a maximum fee of One Hundred Eighty
Two Thousand Seven Hundred and no/100 Dollars ($182,700.00)

8.1 Approved Budget:

OCD will pay to Lafourche Parish the funds available under this Agreement based upon
information submitted by Lafourche Parish and consistent with an approved budget, Exhibit A,
Budget, attached hereto and made a part of this Agreement. Payments will be made for eligible
expenses on a cost reimbursement basis for actual costs incurred by Lafourche Parish.

Lafourche Parish shall use these funds to pay reasonable wages to hire additional recovery
planning staff. The predetermined parish allocation is the only grant amount the parish can
receive. No additional amount will be given to cover additional benefits, etc. The parish must
budget their grant amount to cover the total expenses of hiring additional staff. The funds
provided by this grant award shall be used for direct planning services.

8.2 Payment Approval Process

Lafourche Parish shall periodically, no more frequently than monthly, submit a request for
payment and appropriate supporting documents, including Time Sheets detailing the
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performance of tasks, to OCD, to the attention of OCD Disaster Recovery Unit Financial
Manager, or his designee, for review.

Payment will be made on approval of Susan Pappan, Financial Manager, or his designee ,0CD /
Disaster Recovery Unit, P.O. Box 94095, Baton Rouge, La 70804-9095

Payments are predicated upon successful completion and written approval by the State of the
tasks and deliverables described in Section 3.0, Scope of Services. Payments will be made to
Lafourche Parish after written acceptance by the State of the payment task and receipt of a
Request for Payment. Requests for Payment shall be submitted to the Office of Community
Development, P.O. Box 94095, Baton Rouge, La 70804-9095. State will make every reasonable
effort to make payments within 24 workdays of the receipt of the invoice.

8.3 Prohibitions

Prohibition Against Payment for Administrative Costs: The funds provided by this
Cooperative Endeavor Agreement shall not be used to cover administrative costs.

Prohibition Against Advance Payments: No compensation or payment of any nature will be
made in advance of services actually performed and/or supplies furnished.

Prohibition Against Payment for Non-Planning Werk: Funds cannot be used to substitute
funding for planners already on staff nor can it be used to hire staff not working specifically on
parish recovery planning or to pay for additional administrative costs. Lafourche Parish will be
responsible for repaying to OCD any CDBG funds used for paying existing staff planners.
Timesheets should be kept for each planner dividing time between specific recovery projects.
These timesheets should be made available to OCD upon request or monitoring.

Prohibition against Supplementing Existing Salaries. The funds provided by this agreement
shall not be used to supplement existing staff salaries or benefits.

9.0 TERMINATION

10.1 TERMINATION FOR CAUSE

State may terminate this Contract for cause based upon the failure of Lafourche Parish to comply
with the terms and/or conditions of the Contract; provided the State shall give Lafourche Parish
written notice specifying Lafourche Parish failure. If within thirty (30) days after receipt of such
notice, Lafourche Parish shall not have either corrected such failure or, in the case of failure
which cannot be corrected in thirty (30) days, begun in good faith to correct said failure and
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thereafter proceeded diligently to complete such correction, then the State may, at its option,
place Lafourche Parish in default and the Contract shall terminate on the date specified in such
notice. Lafourche Parish may exercise any rights available to it under Louisiana law to terminate
for cause upon the failure of the State to comply with the terms and conditions of this contract;
provided Lafourche Parish shall give the State written notice specifying the State’s failure and a
reasonable opportunity for the state to cure the defect.

10.2 TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE

State may terminate the Contract at any time without penalty by giving thirty (30) days written
notice to Lafourche Parish of such termination or negotiating with Lafourche Parish an effective
date thereof. Lafourche Parish shall be entitled to payment of deliverables in progress; to the
extent work has been performed satisfactorily.

11.0 REMEDIES FOR DEFAULT
Any claim or controversy arising out of this contract shall be resolved by the provisions of LSA -

R.S. 39:1524 - 1526.

12.0 AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

The continuation of this contract is contingent upon the appropriation of funds by the legislature
to fulfill the requirements of the contract. If the legislature fails to appropriate sufficient monies
to provide for the continuation of the contract, or if such appropriation is reduced by the veto of
the Governor or by an means provided in the appropriations act to prevent the total appropriation
for the year exceeding revenues for that year, or for any lawful purpose, and the effect of such
reduction is to provide insufficient monies for the continuation of the contract, the contract shall
terminate on the date of the beginning of the fiscal year for which funds have not been
appropriated. Such termination shall be without penalty or expense to the State except which
have been earned prior to the termination.

13.0 NON-DISCRIMINATION

Lafourche Parish agrees to abide by the requirements of the following as applicable: Title VI of
the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and Title VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, as amended by the
Equal Employment Opportunity Act of 1972, Federal Executive Order 11246 as amended, the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, the Vietnam Era Veteran’s Readjustment Assistance
Act of 1974, Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, the Age Discrimination Act of
1975, the Fair Housing Act of 1968 as amended, Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973,
and the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990.

10
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Lafourche Parish shall each agree not to discriminate in its employment practices, and will
render services under this Agreement without regard to race, color, religion, sex, sexual
orientation, national origin, veteran status, political affiliation, or disabilities.

Any act of discrimination committed by Lafourche Parish, or failure to comply with these
statutory obligations when applicable shall be grounds for termination of Lafourche Parishs
contract with OCD.

14.0 MAINTENANCE AND ACCESS TO RECORDS

Lafourche Parish shall maintain accounts and project records, including personnel, property and
financial records, adequate to identify and account for all costs pertaining to the Contract and
such other records as may be deemed necessary by the Office of Community Development to
assure proper accounting for all project funds. The Office of Community Development, the State
Legislative Auditor, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, the Comptroller
General of the United States, and any of their duly authorized representatives, shall have access
to any books, documents, papers and records of Lafourche Parish which are directly pertinent to
this contract, for the purpose of audits, examinations, and making excerpts and transcriptions.
All records shall be maintained for five years after contract closeout.

15.0 AUDITORS’ CLAUSE

It is hereby agreed that the Legislative Auditor of the State of Louisiana, the Office of
Community Development, Division of Administration, HUD, Office of Inspector General or
auditors contracted by them shall have the option of auditing all records and accounts of
Lafourche Parish, and its contractors and/or employees, that relate to this agreement at any time
during normal business hours, as often as deemed necessary, to audit, examine, and make
excerpts or transcripts of all relevant data. Lafourche Parish and its sub-contractor(s) and/or
employees shall comply with all relevant provisions of state law pertaining to audit requirements,
including La. R.S. 24:513 et seq. Any deficiencies noted in audit reports must be fully cleared
by Lafourche Parish and its sub-contractor(s) and/or employees within 30 days after receipt by
Lafourche Parish. Failure of Lafourche Parish and its sub-contractor(s) to comply with the
above audit requirements will constitute a violation of this contract and may result in the
withholding of future payments. Lafourche Parish and its sub-contractor(s) and/or employees
hereby agree to have an annual agency audit conducted in accordance with current State policy
concerning audits and OMB Circular A-133.

11
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16.0 COVENANT AGAINST CONTINGENT FEES AND CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Lafourche Parish and its sub-contractor(s) and/or employees shall warrant that no person or
selling agency or other organization has been employed or retained to solicit or secure this
contract upon an Agreement or understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or
contingent fee. For breach or violation of this warrant the OCD shall have the right to annul this
contract without liability or, in its discretion, to deduct from the contract or otherwise recover the
full amount of such commission, percentage, brokerage or contingent fee, or to seek such other
remedies as legally may be available.

No member, officer, or employee of Lafourche Parish, its sub-contractor(s), or their
designees, or agents, no consultant, no member of the governing body of Lafourche Parish or the
locality in which the program is situated, and no other public official of Lafourche Parish, who
exercises or has exercised any functions or responsibilities with respect to this Agreement his or
her tenure, shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in any contract or subcontract, or the
proceeds thereof, for work to be performed in connection with the Project or in any activity or
benefit, which is part of this Agreement.

However, upon written request of Lafourche Parish, the OCD may agree in writing to grant
an exception for a conflict otherwise prohibited by this provision whenever there has been full
public disclosure of the conflict of interest, and the State determines that undue hardship will
result either to Lafourche Parish or the person affected by applying the prohibition and that the
granting of a waiver is in the public interest. No such request for exception shall be made by
Lafourche Parish which would, in any way, permit a violation of State or local law or any or
statutory or regulatory provision of Lafourche Parish.

17.0 REVERSION OF ASSETS:

Upon expiration of this Agreement, Lafourche Parish shall transfer to OCD any CBDG funds
in the possession of Lafourche Parish on hand at the time of expiration and any accounts
receivable attributable to the use of CBDG funds.

18.0 CONFIDENTIALITY

Each party acknowledges that the other party has a responsibility to its employees and to the
citizens of Louisiana to keep the other party’s records and information confidential and
proprietary. Lafourche Parish acknowledges that all information, data, records, and documents
(whether in paper or electronic format) disclosed by the State, or which come to Lafourche
Parish attention during the course of this Contract, constitute valuable and proprietary assets of
the other party (the “Confidential Information”). While Lafourche Parish has the ability to

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access to such Confidential Information through the course of performing this Contract, it is
agreed that Lafourche Parish shall not access such information other than as necessary in the
performance of this Contract. It is further agreed that Lafourche Parish shall not acquire any
copies of such Confidential Information.

If Lafourche Parish has information, data, records, and documents which it deems to be
proprietary, it shall specify which of its information, data, records, and documents shall be
treated as Confidential Information.

Without prior authorization of the other party, each party agrees not to disclose the
Confidential Information, either directly or indirectly, to any person, entity, or affiliate unless
required to do so by legal process of law. If required to disclose the Confidential Information by
legal process, each party agrees to provide the Other Party with prompt notice so that the Other
Party may seek a protective order, if appropriate or necessary. Notwithstanding this provision,
Lafourche Parish acknowledges that the information, data, records, and documents may be
subject to production under applicable public records laws. Except as required during the course
for its performance under Contract, neither party shall use any Confidential Information for its
own purposes. This provision shall survive expiration or termination of this Agreement,
regardless of the reason for termination.

19.0 NON-ASSIGNABILITY

Lafourche Parish shall not assign any interest in this contract by assignment, transfer, or
novation, without prior written consent of the State.

20. 0 AMENDMENTS IN WRITING - INCLUDING RENEWAL OR EXTENSIONS

Any alteration, variation, modification, or waiver of provisions of this contract shall be valid
only when they have been reduced to writing, duly signed. No amendment shall be valid until it
has been executed by parties and approved by the Director of the Office of Contractual Review,
Division of Administration. Any contract amendment involving an extension in time or an
increase in contract value will be based upon CDBG eligibility, status of quarterly progress
reports, and proposed recovery activities for the funding cycle.

21. FUND USE

Lafourche Parish agrees not to use funds received for services rendered under this Contract to
urge any elector to vote for or against any candidate or proposition on an election ballot nor shall
such funds be used to lobby for or against any proposition or matter having the effect of law
being considered by the Louisiana Legislature or any local governing authority. This provision
shall not prevent the normal dissemination of factual information relative to a proposition on any

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election ballot or a proposition or matter having the effect of law being considered by the
Louisiana Legislature or any local governing authority.

22. ANTI-KICKBACK CLAUSE

Lafourche Parish agrees to adhere to the mandate dictated by the Copeland “Anti-Kickback” Act
which provides that each Contractor shall be prohibited from inducing, by any means, any person
employed in the completion of work, to give up any part of the compensation to which he is
otherwise entitled.

23.0 APPLICABLE LAW

This Contract shall be governed by an interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of
Louisiana. Venue of any action brought with regard to this contract shall be in the Nineteenth
Judicial District Court, Parish of East Baton Rouge, State of Louisiana.

24.0 CODE OF ETHICS

Lafourche Parish acknowledges that Chapter 15 of Title 42 of the Louisiana Revised Statutes
(R.S. 42:1101 et. seq., Code of Government Ethics) applies to the contracting party in the
performance of services called for in this Contract. Lafourche Parish agrees to immediately
notify the state if potential violations of the Code of Government Ethics at any time during the
term of this Contract.

No member, officer, or employee of Lafourche Parish, or its designees, or agents, no consultant,
no member of the governing body of Lafourche Parish or the locality in which the program is
situated, and no other public official of Lafourche Parish or such locality or localities, who
exercises or has exercised any functions or responsibilities with respect to the Project during his
or her tenure, shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in any contract or sub Agreement, or the
proceeds thereof, for work to be performed in connection with the Project or in any activity or
benefit, which is part of this Project.

Lafourche Parish will disclose, within fifteen days of the time they arise, any related party
affiliations between any Louisiana elected official or employee of the Office of Community
Development or the Louisiana Recovery Authority.

Upon written request of Lafourche Parish, the OCD may agree in writing to waive a conflict
otherwise prohibited by this provision whenever there has been full public disclosure of the
conflict of interest, and the OCD determines that undue hardship will result either to Lafourche
Parish or the person affected by applying the prohibition and that the granting of a waiver is in
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the public interest. No such request for waiver shall be made by Lafourche Parish that would, in
any way, permit a violation of state or local law or any charter provision of Lafourche Parish.

25.0 SEVERABILITY

If any term or condition of this Contract or the application thereof is held invalid, such invalidity
shall not affect other terms, conditions, or applications which can be given effect without the
invalid term, condition, or application; to this end the terms and conditions of this Contract are
declared severable.

26.0 SUB-CONTRACTORS

Lafourche Parish shall not, without the prior written permission from the State, enter into
subcontracts with third parties for the performance of any part of Lafourche Parishs duties and
obligations under this contract. In no event shall the existence of a subcontract operate to release
or reduce the liability of Lafourche Parish to the State and/or State Agency for any breach in the
performance of Lafourche Parish duties under this contract.

27.0 ELIGIBILITY

Contractor, and each tier of sub-contractors, shall certify that it is not on the List of Parties
excluded from Federal Procurement or Non-procurement Programs promulgated in accordance
with E.O.s 12549 and 12689, “Debarment and Suspension”, as set forth in 24 CFR part 24.

28.0 HEADINGS

Descriptive headings in this contract are for convenience only and shall not affect the
construction or meaning of contractual language.

29.0 COMPLETE CONTRACT

This is the complete Contract between the parties with respect to the subject matter and all prior
discussions and negotiations are merged into this contract. This Contract is entered into with
neither party relying on any statement or representation made by the other party not embodied in
this Contract and there are no other agreements or understandings changing or modifying the
terms.
