the developers’ maintenance obligations as set forth in Section 19:377, 

Paragraphs A and B of Ordinance No. 3767, Streets accepted in this development 

are Beverly Street, 163 feet concrete, 50 ft. street right of way, 20 ft. width of 

street, value $28,137.00; Addy Street, 170 feet concrete, 50 ft. street right of way, 

20 ft. width of street, value  $27,637.00.
