Sewerage Treatment Agreement  
 

This agreement is made effective this ____ day of _____________, 
 

2010, between: 
 

Lafourche Parish Government, State of Louisiana, (hereinafter LPG), and 
 
 Total Environmental Solutions, Inc., a Louisiana corporation domiciled in
 Houma, Terrebonne Parish, Louisiana, and represented herein by its duly
 authorized undersigned Chief Executive Officer, William Schoening,
 authorized so to act by virtue of a resolution of its Board of Directors
 attached hereto and part thereof (hereafter TESI). 
 

Witnesseth: 
 

WHEREAS, effective December 23, 2000, TESI purchased certain assets 

of Johnson Properties, Inc. and its subsidiaries and/or affiliates in bankruptcy 

case number 99-10437 of the United States Bankruptcy Court, Middle District of 

Louisiana, and 

 WHEREAS, prior to that purchase, Johnson Properties provided certain 

sewerage disposal services to LPG, and 

 WHEREAS, TESI did not assume any contracts between Johnson 

Properties or its subsidiaries and LPG, and 

 WHEREAS, effective September 14, 2000, and pursuant to its bid in the 

subject Bankruptcy Court, the Louisiana Public Service Commission, in Order 

No. U-22148-Subdocket A, granted TESI certain minimum rate increases to be 

effective upon the purchase of the Johnson Properties assets which have 

bearing on the LPG and its customers, and 
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 WHEREAS, LPG abolished Sewerage District No. 2 on the ____ day of 

___________, 2010, and assumes all responsibility previously held by said 

District. 

 WHEREAS, the parties now do wish to enter into the following contractual 

agreement: 

1. The LPG has installed a system of collection lines to collect residential 

and similar sewerage along various portions of streets in Lafourche 

Parish including, but not necessarily limited to, Wisteria Street, Carol 

Street, Park Drive, West Camelia Drive and generally the project site 

as depicted on the attached map identified as Exhibit A and entitled 

“Sewerage District No. 2 of the Parish of Lafourche, State of Louisiana, 

West Camelia Drive, Phase III, Sewage Collection System.”  

2. LPG agrees to pay TESI rates as required by the Louisiana Public 

Service Commission in the Order referred to above, those rates 

effective the date of this contract being Twenty-Two and 00/100 

($22.00) Dollars per customer per month payable by LPG to TESI. 

Further, LPG agrees to pay TESI rates as required by the Department 

of Environmental Quality which said current rate is .82.  Said DEQ fee  

is collected from sewer customers and billed to the parish.  Upon 

payment from LPG to TESI, TESI remits said fee annually to the 

Department of Environmental Quality. This fee varies based on the 

annual billing from the Department of Environmental Quality and the 

number of customers.  The customer billing is for ninety-nine (99) 
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customers, a list of which customers is attached hereto and made part 

hereof as Exhibit B. It is contemplated by this Agreement that each 

customer is to be allowed four hundred (400) gallons of sewerage per 

day (99 customers x 400 gallons = 39,600). TESI will install meters at 

the LPG lift stations where the LPG discharges into its systems which 

will determine exactly what the gallons per day rate is. Whenever the 

LPG’s metered discharge exceeds an additional twelve thousand 

(12,000) gallons per month. However, a full twelve thousand (12,000) 

gallons must be achieved before the additional customer can be billed. 

TESI will calibrate its meter or meters according to information 

provided by LPG relative to the pumps which LPG has in service at 

their lift stations. LPG will notify TESI promptly if and when it modifies 

or replaces those pumps so that TESI can recalculate its flow rates if 

necessary. Notwithstanding the foregoing, TESI shall grant to LPG a 

six (6) month grace period from the effective date of this agreement so 

that LPG may repair any potential infiltration problem in the system. 

During that six (6) month grace period, TESI shall charge LPG fifty 

(50%) percent of the per customer charge for each of the twelve 

thousand (12,000) gallon units by which LPG exceeds its ninety-nine 

(99) customer flow rate. Thereafter, LPG will be responsible for the full 

amount by which it may exceed its customer flow rate due to infiltration 

or for any other reason.  
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3. Any rate changes by the Louisiana Public Service Commission or TESI 

must be approved as a contract amendment with the new rate change.  

Documentation from the Public Service Commission shall be included 

and made a part thereof. 

4. Payment is due every month by LPG to TESI beginning with the month 

of this calendar year following the effective date of this Agreement with 

the understanding that between now and then LPG will continue to 

remit to TESI pursuant to its original arrangement.  

5. It is also understood that LPG will continue to be responsible for 

issuing bills to the respective customers and remitting to TESI as per 

the above. 

6. TESI warrants and represents that it owns and operates a sewerage 

system and treatment facility in the vicinity of the subject property and 

will continue to operate that facility or facilities so as to provide 

sewerage treatment services in accordance with this contract and will 

meet all necessary state and federal regulations in treating the effluent 

which is the subject of this agreement. TESI shall also pay for all 

necessary permits required by state and federal government agencies 

so as to operate its system.  

7. The parties agree that the LPG shall be responsible for maintenance 

and repair of its system up to the point of delivery and TESI shall be 

responsible for the maintenance and repair of its system beyond the 

point of delivery.  
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8. TESI represents that it shall maintain its system in good working order 

and shall obey all laws, ordinances and regulations of all state, federal 

and local governments in order to reasonably prevent and interruption 

in service to the LPG area and likewise, LPG shall maintain its system 

in good working order and shall obey all state, federal and local 

governmental laws, ordinances and regulations.  

9. The term of this contract shall be for a period of twenty (20) years from 

the effective date hereof and thereafter the agreement shall continue 

from year to year unless terminated in writing by the other party.  

10. TESI shall have the right to install and read meters at appropriate 

places within the system, which installation shall be at its sole cost and 

expense.

Office of Community Development-Disaster Recovery Unit to secure funding under the 
Hurricanes Gustav/Ike CDBG Parish-Implemented Recovery Program to complete the “Dugas 
Canal Project—Pump Station and Drainage Infrastructure Improvements” project; and 

 
WHEREAS, in order to apply for such a grant, the Parish must submit its application in 

compliance with CDBG program regulations; and 
 
WHEREAS, such regulations require that the Lafourche Parish Government provide, as 

part of its application, a certified copy of a resolution which authorizes submission of the 
application and designates the Parish President as the authorized representative of the Parish to 
sign all application documents and certifications; and 

 
WHEREAS, such regulations further require that the Lafourche Parish Government 

certify that the activity for which CDBG funds are being requested is complete the construction 
of the "Dugas Canal Project—Pump Station and Drainage Infrastructure Improvements" 
project, which is urgently needed to alleviate conditions which pose a serious and immediate 
threat to the health or welfare of the Parish; and, which are a direct result of the damages 
sustained in Hurricane Gustav; and 

 
WHEREAS, with no other funding source, the monies to undertake the project would 

have to be derived from the Parish Operations and Maintenance Budget, resulting in a critical 
reduction in revenues for programs and operations of the Parish Government; and 

 
WHEREAS, this resolution was sponsored for Administration by Mr. Joseph Fertitta, 

Councilman, District 4; and 
 
WHEREAS, it is recommended by the Administration of the Lafourche 

Parish Government that the Council authorize the application to the Louisiana Office
