A REGULAR MEETING OF THE LAFOURCHE PARISH COUNCIL, PARISH OF
LAFOURCHE, STATE OF LOUISIANA, WAS SCHEDULED FOR TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 22,
2011 AT 5:00 P.M., HELD AT THE MATHEWS GOVERNMENT COMPLEX, 4876 HIGHWAY 1,
MATHEWS, LOUISIANA.

The Lafourche Parish Council was duly convened as the Governing Authority of said Parish by Mr.
Louis Richard, Chairman, who then stated that the Lafourche Parish Council was ready for the transaction
of business at 5:00 p.m.

Proceedings of the meeting were called to order with the following:

PRESENT: Mr. Jerry Jones Mr. Phillip Gouaux
Mr. Michael Delatte Mr. Rodney Doucet, Vice-Chair
Mr. Louis Richard, Chairman  Mr. Daniel Lorraine
Mr. Joseph “Joe” Fertitta Mrs. Charlotte Randolph, Parish President

Mr. Lindel Toups
ABSENT: Mr. Matt Matherne

Chairman Richard announced that the invocation would be led by Mr. Fertitta. The Council then
recited the Pledge of Allegiance led by Mr. Toups.

APPROVAL OF COUNCIL MINUTES

The first item (1) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the November 7, 2011
Special Session meeting. A motion was offered by Mr. Gouaux and seconded by Mr. Toups. Amendments
were made by Mr. Doucet, to make changes, in order to reflect that he was acting Chairman of said
meeting. The minutes, as amended, then carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.

The next item (2) on the agenda was a motion to accept the minutes of the November 8, 2011
Regular Session meeting. A motion was offered by Mr. Toups and seconded by Mr. Gouaux. An
amendment was made by Mr. Doucet, to make a change on the last page, in order to reflect that he was
acting Chairman of said meeting. The minutes, as amended, then carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays,
and (1) absent.

PROCLAMATIONS

The next item (3) on the agenda was a proclamation honoring Joel Martin for being selected as
National Grand Prize Poster Winner in the National Veterans Day Poster and Essay Contest held by
the Paralyzed Veterans of America. Mr. Doucet first read from the proclamation and then presented same
to Joel Martin (see Exhibit “A™).

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S) AND/OR UPDATE(S)

The next item (4) on the agenda was Mr. Ryan Friedlander, Director of Finance, to present a
report. Mr. Friedlander presented the Council with a detailed PowerPoint presentation of the Parish
finances; which included the BP Qil Spill Fund and associated costs (see Exhibit ““B”’). He then answered
several questions asked by Council.
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The next item (5) on the agenda was Mr. Archie Chaisson, Ill., Coastal Zone Management
Administrator, to present a report. Mr. Chaisson presented Council with a yearend review of everything

the CZM Office had done thus far, doing such as a detailed PowerPoint presentation (see Exhibit “C*’). He
and President Randolph then answered several questions asked by Council, with brief discussion ensuing.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT(S)

The next item on the agenda was of any Administrative reports:

a.) PARISH PRESIDENT - Mrs. Randolph reported on item 9 on this agenda, saying that it was
once again in regards to a proposal for the Little Lake area; expressing that the project was not happening
as was planned. She said that the lease for the particular site had expired back in 2007; in which last year
they had begun renegotiating with The Little Lake Land Company, the Clovelly Land Company, in order
to work with them at the same time that the South Lafourche Levee District was intending to raise the levee
in that area. President Randolph stated that they went ahead and signed the right of way with the South
Lafourche Levee District; but kept separate the agreement for the boat launch. She said they would require
the Parish to increase the pumping capacity within their farming area that is protected by the levee system;
further explaining same. President Randolph said at this point the company was ready to say that the
Clovelly Boat Launch would be closed for good. She then said that the Council had supplementally
appropriated money to work on the road; but frankly, there was no longer any reason to if the Parish did not
have the Clovelly Boat Launch. President Randolph continued by saying that they had been monitoring the
launch to determine how many people use it, to see if there was an alternative site right in that area because
there were some commercial interests there, including crabbers and oilfield people, who use this particular
launch. She mentioned that the District Attorney’s Office had been working with Administration and the
Attorneys for the Land Company concerning this; saying that they were present if there would be any legal
questions in regards to such. President Randolph exclaimed that the company would not budge off of the
fact that they want the Parish to put an additional pump into that area and increase the pumping capacity.
She continued to comment on same; expressing that they were currently at a stale mate, being very difficult
because it has been used for many, many years. President Randolph informed that this was part of a so
called trade when the Port Commission took over the South Lafourche Airport, and they agreed to assist the
Parish with the Boat Launch Facility; further commenting on same. She exclaimed that they have made
every effort to negotiate with them; but to no avail.

Mr. Doucet questioned Mr. Camille Morvant, the District Attorney; asking if they had been
negotiating with the Scully’s. Mr. Morvant replied by saying yes; in that his office had gotten involved
with this issue several weeks prior, since having several conversations with the company’s Attorneys. He
explained that the Parish currently spends a considerable amount of money to maintain the road in order to
get to the boat launch; in which the company was now basically asking for an additional $20,000 a year, for
20 years, on top of such, in the proposed operating agreement. Mr. Morvant expressed that the Parish
would then be looking at approximate costs totaling over $1 million over the next 20 years, after all was
said and done. He stated that for the past month he had been trying to explain to the Attorneys that this was
of public monies being spent; in which he did not know if they could legally agree to such an agreement,
whether that would end up being a donation of public funds. Mr. Morvant continued by saying that all the
formalities were being done, with letters being sent out saying that the boat launch was going to be closed.
He said that the road was going to be closed anyways when the District was going to begin work on the
levee. Mr. Morvant expressed that he was being optimistic that the company would understand that they
needed that road, in that the farmers needed that road to come in and out; further commenting on same. He
reiterated that the company’s current position was that they were going to close it up. Discussion then
ensued regarding same. Mr. Doucet also asked if he could do any negotiations with the Scully’s; with Mr.
Morvant explaining that he should not because the District Attorney’s Office was doing so.

Mr. Gouaux asked Mr. Morvant if there were some Federal monies from grants which were put
into the launch itself. Mr. Morvant responded by saying that it was Parish money which was spent; and
President Randolph chimed in by saying that she was not aware of any. Discussion continued in regards to
the canal and its use; as to if it was public or private; in which President Randolph stated that it was private.

Mr. Gouaux further commented, thus clarifying that they could not even come up the Clovelly
Canal and build a boat launch because of access, being that it was all private property.

President Randolph recalled that there was some money spent on a bridge there, because there was
a bridge that was in disrepair; stating that it was State money, being that it was an off system bridge.

Mr. Morvant continued by saying that he felt that there was still a chance, because he thought that
the company did not realize how much the people that farm that property need that road to get out; and the
fact that the Parish maintained it, and doing a good job in doing so. He further described same; and then
said that he would call the company first thing the next morning.

Mr. Lorraine next said that if he remembered right, the whole deal began before all their time; in
that it was the Levee District that negotiated that boat launch; in which they had said that the Parish would
maintain that road. Mr. Morvant stated that Mr. Lorraine was correct. Mr. Lorraine then asked Mr.
Morvant if the deal with the Levee District was over with, and they just turned everything over to the
Parish to maintain the road. Mr. Morvant replied by giving a very brief history; saying that they started
talking about this in the 1960’s, in that they would include them in the levee system, and in return, there
was a road built by BP many, many years ago, the Levee District was going to take over that road and
maintain it, in which there was no boat launch there at that particular time. He said they then entered into a
formal lease agreement sometime in 1987 or 1988 or so; whereby the Levee District would maintain the
road; which was subsequently turned over to the Parish, and the Parish then took over that particular
agreement, which was what expired in 2007. Mr. Morvant expressed that it was a good deal for everybody,
until they came up with this new request for the extra $20,000 on top of the $35,000 already being spent.
Mr. Lorraine then said that the Parish did not have the money at that time to really maintain the road;
therefore they did get a lot of assistance from the Port Commission, further commenting on same. Brief
discussion and comments again continued, with Mr. Lorraine naming several other entities that have
assisted the Parish with putting shells down on that road.

b.) DEPARTMENT HEADS, DIRECTORS, MANAGERS - No other reports were presented.

QUESTIONS FOR THE ADMINISTRATION

The next item on the agenda was of any questions for the Administration. Mr. Doucet asked
President Randolph what was decided upon in regards to a CBO for the Permit Department. President
Randolph replied by explaining, “There is a provision in the Civil Service Code, to allow us to hire
someone for 30 days, temporarily, on an emergency basis.” Mr. Doucet then asked if there was someone in
Civil Service, who was a CBO. President Randolph responded, “No, I’m saying that Civil Service allows
for this to happen. They would not be under Civil Service. The provision is in Civil Service, for us to be
able to do this temporarily.” Mr. Doucet next stated, “Mr. Frank Morris is resigning, come the 30th of this
month”; thus asking, “You have someone to take his place December one?” President Randolph replied
as “yes”. Mr. Doucet further asked, ‘And, it’s not coming full Council or nothing?” President Randolph
responded by saying, “No, this is just a temporary fill in! Signing a contract with anyone long term doesn’t
make sense when you’re at the end of a term. So, we conferred with Civil Service to ensure that we can
have a temporary person serve in that position until the end of the year. This will not be a Department
Head; this will be a CBO.” Very brief discussion continued in regards to further clarification of such.

ENGINEERS AND ARCHITECT REPORT(S)

The next item on the agenda was a presentation of planned, presently ongoing, recently completed
or other projects by appropriate engineering firms engaged by the Parish. Mr. Kevin Gros with Weimer
Gros Flores, LLC briefly updated Council in regards to the Interior Renovations of the Mathews
Government Complex Project. He then answered several questions asked by Council.

LEGAL ADVISOR REPORT

The next item on the agenda was to relinquish time to the Lafourche Parish Legal Advisor. No
one requested to speak.
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A motion was made by Mr. Doucet, to move into the 2012 Budget Amendments, seconded by Mr.
Fertitta, and carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.

2012 BUDGET AMENDMENTS

The next item (6) on the agenda was Amendments to the 2012 Operations and Maintenance and
Capital Budgets as follows: The below amendments were each individually offered and discussed for further
clarification; in which Mr. Ryan Friedlander, Finance Director; Parish President, Mrs. Charlotte Randolph; and Ms.
Crystal Chiasson, Parish Administrator were present and assisted in doing so.

A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Gouaux, proposing item (a), being
Amendment No. 1. CAPITAL BUDGET - SA 11-031 appropriated funding for the Burma Road
Bridge Project; therefore, this appropriation is not needed in 2012: Fund 299 - Capital Projects:

~ Decrease in Capital Outlay Project 11036, in the amount of $450,000

~ Increase in Fund Balance in the amount of $450,000

Brief discussion ensued in regards to further clarifications of said proposed amendment.

The Budget Amendment (#1) then carried by a vote of (8) yeas, (0) nays, and (1) absent.

A motion was offered by Mr. Fertitta, seconded by Mr. Jones, proposing item (b), being
