I contacted somebody about a week ago, and it was 
Mr. Neil that works for them. And then, he said he couldn’t do anything. So, I re-contacted them today 
and spoke with Mr. David Boudreaux; and he said that he wouldn’t give us a price either, because he 
said he couldn’t do anything with it. And, I explained the circumstances to him, why it had to go this 
way; but he seemed to understand. He wasn’t pleased; but he seemed to understand.” Mr. Gouaux then 
commented, “I also spoke to David Boudreaux; and David said the problem was that when the Parish 
called they asked for a price on a vehicle, but did not give all of the specifications of what they were 
looking for.” Ms. Moore rebutted, “It was the exact same specs that’s in the State Bid Laws! It’s what 
the State has. They could just go on there. But, I did fax the information to them. But, that was Neil, 
about a week ago, a week and a half. But today, I also spoke with David. And, it’s all on the State! 
They could just go on the State website and it’s exact ones that they can sell.” Mr. Gouaux thus 
expressed, “I just hate to go outside of the Parish to buy anything!” Ms. Moore agreed, “Yeah; that’s 
what I did tell them! I hated to also; but because of the way it’s all set up, we have really no choice in 
this matter. It’s use it or lose it!”  

Mr. Gouaux further asked, “And we need three trucks; three vehicles?” Ms. Moore responded, 
“Yes Sir! We’re allowed – the State has given us monies for three trucks; up to $18,000 a piece.”  

Mr. Gouaux next said and questioned, “The other thing is that, I want to point out that, we 
currently have ‘My Permits’ in our system. Is that not correct?” Ms. Moore replied as, “No! We don't 
have that! We are looking for software however!” Mr. Gouaux further asked, “We’ve never had ‘My 
Permits’?” Ms. Moore clarified, “Well, we were with ‘My Permits’ when we was with South Central 
Planning. We can’t use that – I think they have a program that we can get in on; but that was primarily 
when we were with South Central Planning. Ryan’s here! He can explain that!” Mr. Gouaux thus 
exclaimed, “Well, I know! I spoke to him about it; and he said that – well, I spoke to Mike Wich and 
Kevin – and they said that because the program was developed when we were a part of them, it’s open 
for us to use. And, if we use that, we don’t have to buy the server; we don’t have to contract another 
software company…” President Randolph interrupted by disputing, “No! We still need a server! And 
it’s curious that everything else that we had with South Central Planning, they took back when the 
contract ended.” Mr. Gouaux blurted, “Because y’all – we didn’t want to use them!” He then continued, 
“But if I may, if Ryan would step up?” President Randolph then began to say, “This does not include a 
program…” But, Mr. Gouaux rebutted; saying “But it’s a server! If it’s a server…” President Randolph 
continued, “We need a separate server for this system. This is a lot of detail! I think the technical 
people we’ve been using in this situation have advised that a separate server be used for the information 
that must be stored. They scan in a tremendous amount of megabytes on a daily basis. So, the server – 
rather than burden the system we have now, the State is willing to pay for an additional server. It makes 
sense to have a separate server for this particular department! But, we’re not buying a program now!” 
Mr. Ryan Hutchinson with South Central Planning and Development replied to Mr. Gouaux’s 
questioning, as to “Does Lafourche Parish still have access to ‘My Permit’?” Mr. Hutchinson 
explained, “My Permit Now’ is the name of the software. Yes, we’re still offering it to y’all; it’s still 
available. And, with our software, a server is not required to be purchased; it’s because of the unique 
nature of how it works. We also currently have 16 Jurisdictions using our software, and they don’t have 
any special servers on their part. However, you could choose to elect to use some money to buy a 
server; but it doesn’t have to be a top of the line one, if you choose to use our software and would like 
to house daily backups of the data. But, that would be an option; it’s definitely not required.” Mr. 
Matherne then asked Mr. Hutchinson, “How long do we have that we’ll be able to use these, if we want 
to use them; a year, a month – that we’d have access to them?” Mr. Hutchinson responded by saying, 
“You would have access to it for however long that y’all specify. It could be indefinitely!” President 
Randolph next questioned Mr. Hutchinson; asking “So, this information would be housed at South 
Central Planning?” Mr. Hutchinson replied by explaining “Actually, the information, it would be under 
our control. The actual housing of the server, it’s in a server in Kentucky.”  
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Mr. Gouaux then said and questioned, “I saw where we’re spending $22,000 on various items. 
What are various items? I’m just curious!” Mr. Frank Morris with the Lafourche Parish Permit 
Office replied by asking, “Which particular item you’re talking about?” Mr. Gouaux stated, “It was 
$22,000 on various items.” Mr. Morris then said, “I don’t have anything on the agenda, on today’s 
agenda, by the way.” President Randolph stated, “It was on the last agenda!” Mr. Gouaux clarified and 
further questioned, “It was the last agenda! So, that has been erased?” President Randolph explained, 
“Everything that we submitted to the State for the Grant has to be approved by the State as an 
acceptable purchase; and therefore, even in something so generic as various items, they will not 
reimburse us unless it’s part of the program. And, therefore I think Debbie is trying to look up 
everything that is on there. But, this is grant money that has to be approved by the Louisiana Code 
Council, GOHSEP, as far as the grant is concerned. So, it’s every item that is purchased has to be 
documented and approved.” Mr. Gouaux then expressed, “I was just curious as to what we were 
spending $22,000 on. No problem!” Ms. Moore further explained, “The $22,500, I believe, is the 
furniture; and that’s State money, GOHSEP money, they’re giving us to furnish our department. It’s 
monies that the Parish is going to get and we’ll be able to purchase these items with it.”  

Mr. Lorraine expressed his feelings in regards to the vehicles, saying “I think there’s possibly a 
way of dealing with State contracts where we can deal locally. You know, we always ask the people of 
this Parish to shop locally; but yet, we’re going out of town, to Baton Rouge I believe, and getting three 
vehicles. So, if there’s a way of trying to work this out in the future, I’d appreciate if we would consider 
doing it.” He made several other comments pertaining to such. President Randolph exclaimed, “And, I 
agree with you; but there is a 5%. And, especially when you are buying three vehicles; you’re above the 
$30,000 thresholds. So, every effort was made to keep this within an allowable level so that we could 
buy them locally.” She briefly continued to comment on same.  

Mr. Toups then asked why was three vehicles needed and who would be driving them; in which 
Mr. Morris explained and clarified such.  

Comments and brief debate then ensued in regards to this item being of grant monies and such.  
The resolution then carried by a vote of (7) yeas; (1) nay, that being of Mr. Gouaux; and (1) 

absent, that being of Mr. Doucet.

SECTION 1. This Ordinance does hereby establish that traffic calming devices be installed on
West 158th Place, 159th and 160th Streets, Galliano, Louisiana, Ward (10), District (9), Parish of
Lafourche, State of Louisiana in accordance with a letter dated November 2, 2010 received from the
Lafourche Parish Sheriff’s Office stating that all requirements had been met in order to install traffic
calming devices on West 158th Place, 159th and 160th Streets.

SECTION 2. That there shall be installed on West 158th Place  at least two  (2) speed humps
and the appropriate signage to show same evenly spaced between the curve and West Avenue C; an
appropriate number of speed limit signs placed along the length of West 158th Place on both sides of the
street; warning signs on both sides of the street indicating the emergency crossing (exit) from the school
grounds; additional child caution signs (i.e. “Children At Play”, “Watch For Children”, etc) be placed
in conjunction with the speed limit signs; residents are also requesting “Drug Free Zone” and “Firearm
Free Zone” signs be placed on this street (West 158th Place).

SECTION 3. That there shall be installed on West 159th Street at least one (1) speed hump
midway between the intersections of West 158th Place (first intersection from LA 1) and West Avenue
B; two (2) speed humps evenly spaced between West Avenue C and LA 3235; an appropriate number
of speed limit signs be placed along the length of West 159th Street on both sides; additional child
caution signs (i.e. “Children At Play”, “Watch For Children”, etc) be placed in conjunction with the
speed limit signs; convert the intersection of West 159th Street and West 158th Place to a three way stop
