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Lafourche Community Action Presents Fourth Annual Teen Expo 
 

The Lafourche Parish Government Office of Community Action will host the fourth annual Teen Expo 
on Saturday, September 19, 2009, beginning at 3:00 p.m. at Warren J. Harang, Jr. Municipal 
Auditorium in Thibodaux. This year’s theme is “Building Blocks for Youth Development.”  
 
Teen Expo is a single-day event that provides the youth of Lafourche Parish the opportunity to display 
their talents by performing for their peers. Attendees can also participate in a panel discussion which 
focuses on issues that directly affect their communities, health, and education such as sex, drugs, and 
crime. Several agencies will also have booths set up to meet one-on-one with individuals on a variety of 
topics including careers, counseling, literacy, alcoholism and drug abuse.  
 
Admission to Teen Expo is FREE. The host for this year’s event will be Wild Wayne from Q93.3 FM in 
New Orleans and will feature performances by area artists including Big Choo and the Game Ova Boyz, 
DJ Will, 100% Juice, Gotty Boi Chris, Ministries of Ron Hadley, Pure Genius, and Rock Bottom. Doors 
open at 2:30 P.M., and students will need to show their student I.D. for admission.

“This is a great way to bring the youth of this parish together and give them a forum to express their 
views and speak with a unified voice,” said Parish President Charlotte Randolph. The Community 
Action staff and President Randolph hope this year’s event will promote a positive message of 
community spirit and unity among teens parish-wide.   
 
The Office of Community Action held the first Teen Expo in 2004 at the Harang Auditorium (at the 
time called the “Thibodaux Civic Center”). An estimated 500 teens were in attendance. In 2005 and 
2008, Teen Expos were not held due to hurricanes. 
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
