Location of 32 Gallon Litter Containers

Hwy 307 and Hwy 182, Raceland. Either on 307, north of RR tracks/hwy 182 or just east or west
of the intersection on Hwy 182 in the shelled area, adjacent to the RR tracks.

Hwy 1, Lockport, Welcome to Lockport Sign, north bound.

Intersection of Hwy 90 overpass and Hwy 1, Raceland, under the 90 overpass, bayou side
From Hwy 307 to Larouse Lane at Jake's (Larouse) Landing, behind Trudy's in Kramer.
From Hwy 307 to Choctaw Road at Choctaw Boat launch (Sanchez Road).

Between Chackbay Senior Citizens Center and Harvey JR's Cypress Inn Bar. This is across the
street from Nocko's Deli & Service Station on hwy 304.

Chackbay Grand Bayou boat launch. This is on Choctaw road .4 mile from Hwy 20, down Taylor
gravel road.

Intersection of Hwy 182, and Hwy 90 overpass, 4 miles west of Raceland, under the 90 overpass,
east bound.

Intersection of Hwy 182, and Hwy 90 overpass, 4 miles west of Raceland, under the 90 overpass,
west bound.

Near mile marker 217 on highway 90. This is just east of Bayou Lafourche.
Intersection of Hwy 90 overpass and Hwy 308, Raceland, under the 90 overpass.

Highway 1, Leeville, about 500 feet north side of the Leeville Bridge, south bound.

Appendix 4: Sample Contract



AGREEMENT

This agreement, made and entered into this day of , , by and between the
PARISH OF LAFOURCHE, a political subdivision of the State of Louisiana, organized and existing under the laws of

the State of Louisiana, party of the first part, herein represented by the Honorable Charlotte A. Randolph, the President of
the Parish Council, the governing authority thereof, pursuant to Ordinance No. , adopted by said Council on

, , hereinafter designated as the "PARISH," and authorized

to do and doing business in the State of Louisiana, Parish of Lafourche, herein represented by its duly authorized
representative, , pursuant to a resolution adopted by said corporation, attached hereto and made
a part hereof, hereinafter referred to as "CONTRACTOR".

SECTION 1: DEFINITIONS
A. AGREEMENT - The written agreement between the Parish and the Contractor covering the work to be

performed; other contract documents may be attached to the agreement and made a part thereof as provided therein.
B. APPLICATION FOR PAYMENT - The form accepted by the Parish which is to be used by the Contractor

in requesting progress or final payments and which is to include such supporting documentation as is required by the

contract documents.

C. BAGS - Plastic sacks designed to store refuse with sufficient wall strength to maintain physical integrity
when lifted by the top. Total weight of a bag and its contents shall not exceed thirty-five (35) pounds.

D. BONDS - Performance and payments bonds are at the sole discretion of the Parish and under the terms and
conditions acceptable to.the Parish and at the Parish's sole discretion, the Contractor may substitute in lieu of a bond an
irrevocable letter of credit, or other negotiable security acceptable to the Parish.

E. CHANGE ORDER - A document which is signed by the Contractor and the Parish Council and authorizes

an addition, deletion or revision in the work, or an adjustment in the contract price, or the contract time, issued on or after

the effective date of the agreement.
F. COLLECTION - The act of removing waste from the storage point at the source of generation.

G. COLLECTION SERVICE - A public or private operation engaged in the collection and transportation of

waste materials.

H. CONTAINER - A receptacle with a capacity of greater than twenty (20) gallons but less than thirty-five (35)
gallons constructed of plastic, metal, or fiberglass, having a tight-fitting lid capable of preventing entrance into the
container by vectors. The mouth of a container shall have a diameter greater than or equal to that of the base. The weight
of a container and its contents shall not exceed sixty (60) pounds.

I. CONTRACTOR - The person, corporation, partnership, or other legal entity performing the services for the
collection of wastes under this contract with the parish.

J. DISPOSAL SITE - A waste depository including but not limited to sanitary landfills, transfer stations,
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incinerators, and waste processing/separation centers, licensed, permitted, or approved by all governmental bodies and
agencies having jurisdiction and requiring such licenses, permits, or approvals to receive waste for processing or final
disposal.

K. PRODUCER - An occupant of a residential or small commercial unit who generates solid waste not to
exceed two cubic yards per pickup cycle (weekly). This shall include all premises, locations, or entities, public or private,
engaged in a business providing a service as follows but not limited to: factories, mills, oilfield operations, institutions,
hospitals, schools, churches, civic organizations, trailer parks, apartments, housing projects, flower shops, barber shops,
stores, shipyards, commercial farms, legal offices, ranches, etc. In addition, a producer shall also include a dwelling
within the unincorporated limits of Lafourche Parish, including the municipalities of Lockport and Golden Meadow,
occupied by a person or group comprising not more than four (4) families, provided, however, that each family unit shall
be counted as a producer. A producer unit shall be deemed occupied when either water or domestic light and power
services are being supplied thereto.

L. SANITARY LANDFILL - A type of facility for the disposal of solid waste by deposit in a landfill in layers,

covered with suitable cover material to a depth and at a frequency sufficient to control disease vectors and odors, and in

such a manner that protects the environment, and is so located, contoured, and drained, that it will not constitute a source
of water pollution and will contain a current valid standard operating permit from the Department of Environmental
Quality with the facility operating in accord with said permit and the rules and regulations of the Louisiana Solid Waste
Division.

M. SOLID WASTE - Cardboard containers, light tree debris, and animals or portions thereof equal to or less
than ten (10) pounds in weight that have expired from any cause, except those slaughtered or killed for human use or
consumption, every accumulation of waste (animal, vegetable and/or other matter) that results from the preparation,
processing, consumption, dealing in, handling, packing, canning, storage, transportation, decay or decomposition of
meats, fish, fowl, birds, fruits, grains or other animal or vegetable matter (including, but not by way of limitation, used tin
cans and other food containers, and all putrescible or easily decomposable animal or vegetable waste matter which is
likely to attract flies or rodents), tree trimmings, grass cuttings, dead plants, weeds, leaves, chips, shavings, sawdust,
printed matter, paper, pasteboard, rags, straw, used and discarded clothing, used and discarded shoes and boots, and any
and all other waste materials, useless, unwanted, or discarded materials with insufficient liquid content to be free flowing,
that results from domestic, industrial, commercial, agricultural, governmental and community operations which require
proper storage, collection, transportation and disposal to prevent environmental pollution inimical to public health, safety
and welfare.

Solid waste does not include sewage, earth, or material used to fill land in accordance with construction codes,
mining residues, slag, or dissolved or suspended solids in industrial waste effluents which are not acceptable for disposal
in sanitary sewage treatment systems.
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N. SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT - The purposeful, systematic control of the storage, collection,
transportation, separation processing, recovery and disposal of solid waste.
O. SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT SYSTEM - The entire process of storage, collection, transportation,

processing and disposal of solid waste by any person engaging in such process as a commercial endeavor or by any

municipality, authority, parish, or any combination thereof.

P. SOLID WASTE STORAGE - The handling and holding of solid waste, in an approved manner, near the
point of generation pending collection.

Q. TRANSFER STATION - A site at which solid waste is assembled and temporarily deposited after collection

and from which it is transported to a different approved location for processing and/or disposal.

R. TRASH - Stoves, refrigerators, water tanks, washing machines, furniture, magazines, newspapers, cardboard
containers, light tree debris, waste building materials resulting from construction, remodeling, repair or demolition
operations, animals or portions thereof equal to or less than ten (10) pounds in weight that have expired from any cause
except those slaughtered or killed for human use or consumption, waste wood, wood products, tree trimmings, grass
cuttings, dead plants, weeds, leaves, dead trees or branches thereof, chips, shavings, sawdust, printed matter, paper,
pasteboard, rags, straw, used and discarded mattresses, used and discarded clothing, used and discarded shoes and boots,
combustible waste pulp and other products such as are used for packaging or wrapping, crockery and glass, ashes,
cinders, floor sweepings, glass, mineral or metallic substances, and any and all other waste materials, useless, unwanted
or discarded materials with insufficient liquid content to be free flowing, that results from domestic, industrial,
commercial, agricultural, governmental and community operations which require proper storage, collection,
transportation and disposal to prevent environmental pollution inimical to public health, safety and welfare. Trash does
not include sewage, earth, or material used to fill land in accordance with construction codes, mining residues, slag,
dissolved or suspended solids in industrial waste effluents which are not acceptable for disposal in sanitary sewage

treatment systems.

SECTION 2: SCOPE OF WORK

A. The Contractor shall provide the necessary equipment and personnel to collect all solid waste and trash in

the unincorporated areas of the Parish of Lafourche, including the towns of Golden Meadow and Lockport. The solid
waste collection shall occur twice weekly at routes and times specified by the Contractor and agreed upon by the Parish.
The trash collection shall occur twice a month at routes and times specified by the contractor and agreed upon by the
Parish.

The Contractor shall publish at its expense at least twice a year during each calendar year (once in March and
once in September), a map of such collection routes in the newspapers published in the immediate area. The published
map shall be of such size to clearly show all pertinent information. The collection of solid waste shall take place at all
producer units.

a. The Contractor shall collect an unlimited amount of solid waste at all residential service units two

(2) times per week as designated by the Parish.

b. The Contractor shall provide for roadside collection of up to one cubic yard (5- 32 gallon cans) of

solid waste at small commercial units two (2) times per week as designated by the Parish.

c. The Contractor shall provide roadside collection of trash and bulky waste to residential service units
twice per month.

B. Contractor may use double-axle twenty-five (25) cubic yard trucks throughout the parish on parish roads for
its collection efforts. Smaller trucks shall be required to service certain designated parish streets and roads. A list of the
designated streets shall be specified and agreed upon by the Parish Administrators and the Contractor. Contractor may
use larger trucks along state highways and selected major parish roads upon specific approval by Parish Administrators.

C. In the case of a storm, flood, hurricane or other disaster or other Acts of God, the Parish shall grant the
Contractor reasonable variance from regular schedules and routes. In the case of a storm or other disaster or other Acts of
God where it is necessary for the Contractor to perform services beyond the scope of this Contract, the Contractor and the
Parish shall negotiate the amounts to be paid to the Contractor.

D. Contractor shall provide curbside collection service for the collection of Solid Waste to each producer unit
two (2) times per week. Containers and bags shall be placed at curbside by 4:00 A.M. on the designated collection day.
Contractor shall provide curbside collection of trash two (2) times per month. Containers, bags and bundles shall be
placed at curbside by 4:00 A.M. on the designated collection day.

E. Each container and bag shall be placed at curbside for collection. Curbside refers to that portion of
right-of-way adjacent to paved or traveled parish roadways (including alleys). Containers and bags shall be placed as
close to the roadway as practicable without interfering with or endangering the movement of vehicles or pedestrians.
When construction work is being performed in the right-of-way, containers and bags shall be placed as close as
practicable to an access point for the collection vehicle.

F. Collection of solid waste and trash shall not start before 4:00 A.M. or continue after 8:00 P.M. on the same
day. Exceptions to collection hours shall be effected only upon the mutual agreement of the Parish and Contractor, or
when Contractor reasonably determines that an exception is necessary in order to complete collection of an existing
collection route due to an unusual circumstance.

G. The following days, in addition to any days that the landfill is closed, shall be holidays for purposes of this
Contract.

New Years Day
Mardi Gras Day
Thanksgiving Day
Christmas Day

Contractor may decide to observe any or all of the above mentioned holidays by suspension of collection service
on the holiday, but such decision in no manner relieves Contractor of its obligation to provide collection services at least
twice per week. All routes missed on the date of the holiday shall be picked up on the day following the holiday, except
that if the day following the holiday is a Sunday, the pickup on the missed areas shall occur on Monday, provided the
landfill is open on the pickup day. If the landfill is not open on the pickup day, the missed route shall be made up on the

next day that the landfill is open.
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H. All complaints shall be given prompt and courteous attention. Contractor shall keep a log of all complaints.

In the case of alleged missed scheduled collections, the Contractor shall investigate and, if such allegations are verified,

shall call the complainant to make arrangements for the collection of the solid waste or trash not collected within

twenty-four (24) hours after the complaint is received. In the case where allegations are not verified, Contractor shall call
complainant with explanation and recommendation concerning how service can be provided in such cases.

I. All vehicles and other equipment used by Contractor in the performance of any services under this contract
shall be kept in good repair, appearance, and in a sanitary condition at all times. Each vehicle shall be clearly marked on
each side with the identity and telephone number of the Contractor. Each vehicle must be inspected annually by the
Parish and must be approved pursuant to said inspection to be in conformity with this contract.

J. The Contractor shall maintain an office or other such facilities within Lafourche Parish through which it can
be contacted. It shall be equipped with sufficient telephones, and a toll free telephone number, and shall have a
responsible person in charge from 8:00 A.M. to 4:30 P.M. on regular collection days.

K. All solid waste and trash hauled and transported by the Contractor shall be so contained, tied or enclosed
that leaking, spilling or blowing are prevented.

L. All solid waste and trash shall be collected for disposal by the Contractor and shall be hauled and transported
to a disposal site determined by the parties hereto in the best interest of the parties to this agreement.

Should a dispute arise as to the location of the disposal site, the Parish shall make the determination as to the site
and shall bear any cost factor as determined on the rate sheet attached hereto and made a part hereof. The charge for said

disposal shall be as specified on the rate sheet, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

SECTION 3: COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

The Contractor shall conduct operations under this Contract in compliance with all applicable laws including

any parish ordinances which are in effect on the date of the execution of this contract.

SECTION 4: EFFECTIVE DATE

This Contract shall be effective upon the execution of the Contract and performance of such Contract shall begin

on ,

SECTION 5: NONDISCRIMINATION

The Contractor shall not discriminate against any person because of race, sex, age, creed, color, religion or

national origin.

SECTION 6: INDEMNITY

The Contractor will indemnify and save harmless the Lafourche Parish Council, its officers, agents, servants,
and employees from and against any and all suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims demands, damages, costs, expenses,
and attorneys' fees to the extent resulting from a willful or negligent act or omission of the Contractor, its officers, agents,

servants and employees in the performance of this Contract: provided, however, that the Contractor shall not be liable for
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any suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages, costs, expenses and attorneys fees arising out of the

award of this Contract of a willful or negligent act or omission of the Parish, its officers, agents, servants and employees.

SECTION 7: LICENSES AND TAXES

The contractor shall obtain all licenses and permits (other than the license and permit granted by the Contract)

and promptly pay all taxes required by the Parish.

SECTION 8: TERM

This Contract shall begin on , and expire on , .In

the event that the Contractor should breach any portion or provision of this contract and such violation should continue
for a period of sixty (60) days following written notice of said violation provided to the Contractor by the Parish, then the

Parish shall have the right to terminate this agreement upon the expiration of the sixty (60) day period.

SECTION 9: INSURANCE

The Contractor shall at all times during the Contract maintain in full force and effect Employer's Liability

Workmen's Compensation, Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance, including contractual liability coverage for
the provisions of this Contract. All insurance shall be by insurers and for policy limits acceptable to the Parish before
commencement of work hereunder. The Contractor agrees to furnish the Parish certificates of insurance or other evidence
satisfactory to the Parish to the effect that such insurance has been procured and is in force. The certificates shall contain
the following express obligation:

"This is to certify that the policies of insurance described herein have been issued to the insured for whom this
certificate is executed and are in force at this time. In the event of cancellation or material change in policy
affecting the certificate holder, thirty (30) days prior written notice will be given to the certificate holder."

For the purpose of the Contract, the Contractor shall carry the following types of insurance in at least the limits

specified below:

To the extent permitted by law, all or any part of any required insurance coverages may be provided under a
plan or plans of self-insurance. The coverages may be provided by the Contractor's parent corporation. The Lafourche

Parish Council shall appear on all policies as an additional named insured.

SECTION 10: BOND

A. The contractor will be required to furnish a corporate surety bond (or acceptable letter of credit) as security
for the performance of this Contract. See “Request for Proposals SW-2009-01 for details.

B. The premium for the bond(s) described above shall be paid by the Contractor. A certificate from the surety
showing that the bond premiums are paid in full shall accompany the bond.

C. The surety on the bond shall be a duly authorized corporate surety company authorized to do business in the
State of Louisiana.

D. Attorneys-in-fact who sign performance bonds or contract bonds must file with each bond a certified and

effectively dated copy of their power of attorney.

SECTION 11: BASIS AND METHOD OF PAYMENT

A. For collection and disposal services required to be performed, the Contractor shall be paid on a per producer
unit in accordance with the rate sheet which is attached hereto and made a part hereof and also as adjusted in accordance
with this contract.

B. The fees which are charged by the Contractor for the second, third and subsequent years of the term hereof
shall be adjusted upward or downward to reflect changes in the costs of operations, as reflected by fluctuations in the
National Consumer Price Index (CPI-U) for all Urban Wage Earners, applicable to the U.S. City Average and published
by the U.S. Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics. At the start of the second or third year of the agreement and
every year thereafter, the fees for compensation shall be adjusted by a percentage amount equal to the net percentage
change in the CPI-U and this adjustment shall not exceed seven percent (5%). Beginning with the first month of the
second year, the net change shall be the difference between the said CPI for the last full month preceding the agreement
and the last month of the first year. Subsequent years of the agreement shall be adjusted annually, based upon the net
change for the preceding twelve (12) month period. Such adjustments will be requested by the Contractor from the
Parish.

The Contractor may petition the Parish for the rate adjustments at reasonable times on the basis of unusual
changes in his cost of doing business, such as tipping fees, ordinances, regulations and revised laws, etc., the Parish
reserving the right to reject or approve the request of the petition.

C. Assoon as possible after request for modification to rates and prior to any acceptance of the modification of
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rates that in the Parish's opinion appears to be unusual, the Contractor may be audited at the option of the Parish. Any
such audit shall be by a recognized accounting firm selected by the Parish and all auditing fees shall be paid by the
Council. Such audit shall be made for the preceding twelve (12) month period immediately prior to the rate modification
date or the most recent twelve month period. The results of such audit shall be the basis for determining if a rate
modification is justifiable at the discretion of the Parish. Such audit shall be furnished to the Parish prior to any additional
payment by the Parish as requested by the Contractor.

D. The Contractor shall bill the Parish for services rendered within ten (10) days following the end of the month
and the Parish shall pay the Contractor on or before the 20th day following the receipt of said bill. Such billing and
payment shall be based on the rates and schedules set forth in the exhibit attach-hereto and made a part hereof. Any
franchise fee must be paid monthly based in a monthly lump sum. Any franchise fee must accompany the monthly

billing.

SECTION 12: PENALTY CLAUSE

A failure to provide service required under this Contract will cause serious and substantial damage to the Parish;
however, due to the nature of the service provided, it is impracticable or extremely difficult to establish the actual
damage sustained by the Parish.

Therefore, it is agreed that in an event of a breach of service, the Parish may elect to collect liquidated damages
as specified below. Such payments are not a penalty, such sum being agreed as the amount which the Parish will be
damaged by the service failure. An election to seek liquidated damages shall not be construed as a waiver of any other

legal remedies the Parish may have for any other breach of service under this Contract.

Any liquidated damages the Parish may elect to collect will be deducted from the monthly payments due the

Contract. The deductions shall be itemized with reasonable verification of the service failure.

SECTION 13: TRANSFERABILITY OF CONTRACT

Other than by operation of law, no assignment of the Contract or any right accruing under this Contract shall be
made in whole or in part by the Contractor without the express written consent of the Lafourche Parish Council, which
consent shall not be unreasonably withheld. In the event of an assignment, the assignee shall assume the liability of the

Contractor.

SECTION 14: OWNERSHIP

Title to the solid waste that the Contractor has agreed to accept shall pass to the Contractor when placed in the
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Contractor's collection vehicle, removed by the Contractor from a container or removed by the Contractor from a

residential or commercial unit, whichever last occurs.

SECTION 15: CONFLICT

In the event that any provision or portion thereof of any Contract Document shall be found to be invalid or
unenforceable, then such provision or portion thereof shall be reformed in accordance with the applicable laws. The
invalidity or unenforceability of any provision or portion of any Contract Document shall not affect the validity or
enforceability of any other provision or portion of the Contract documents

SECTION 16: NOTICE
